"The Germans by stubborn and costly 
thrusts were able to force the French 
out of the triangular area formed by 
the Oise, the Ailette and the old line 
stretching from La Fere to Anizy-le- 
Chateau.

French Hold Firm.
“The German high command also 

made desperate attempts to enlarge its 
gains in the areas stretching from 
Montdidier to Noyon, but were every­
where repulsed by the French, who hold 
firm along this important sector.

“Lively shelling took place along the 
whole Italian front and the Allies exe­
cuted a number of minor raids on the 
Asiago region. The regrouping of forces 
has been going on and the continuation 
of concentration of hostile units is re­
ported. The probability of an enemy 
offensive in this area taking place as 
soon as the weather becomes more fav­
orable is increasing.

“While no events bearing directly on 
the general military situation took place 
in the east, it is to be noted that Ger­
man and Finnish forces have occupied 
and passed beyond Tammerfors and 
hostile units are moving northward with 
the object of cutting the Russian rail­
way through Finland to Sweden.

“In Siberia the situation remains ob­
scure. The Japanese landing at Vladi­
vostok has been followed by the land­
ing of a British force."

Washington, D. C., April 15.—The 
turning point in the battle on the west 
front Is being reached, says the United 
States war department’s review of the 
military situation for the week ending 
April 13, published today. The Ger­
mans have failed in their purpose to 
achieve victory in the field, the state­
ment continues, and will soon be forced 
to resume their old tactics, seeking to 
gain limited objectives, striking first at 
one point, then at another, in order to 
render the Allies’ position untenable 
and give themselves greater security.

! "We must bear in mind," the review 
says, “that the enemy is waging a 
battle of annihilation to achieve victory. 
He is fighting today with the sole aim of 
annihilating the British armies. Thus 
terrain conquered counts for little.

Objects Foiled
“While it must be admitted that Ger­

man operations since the beginning of 
the present offensive have resulted in 
more than a mere plowing up of part 
of the Allied trench system and the 
capture of local objectives along a wide 
front, nevertheless the aim of the Ger­
man high command to obtain a decisive 
strategic success by the assaults has 
not been attained.
"There has been less activity along 

the southern flank of the Picardy 
salient. After the bloody battles which 
have been raging between Montdidier 
and Noyon, the enemy, fearing a 
counter-attack, struck repeated blows 

'BOHEMIANS GATHER
TO DENOUNCE HUNS

The British lines on the Lys front, 
near the Franco-Belgian border, are 
holding well against the terrific drives 
which the Germans are continuing to 
make upon them.

All around the sweeping semi-circle 
created by the enemy attacks to the 
southwest of the Messines Ridge posi­
tions he was fought to a standstill yes­
terday and last night and in some local­
ities the British positions were Improved 
by counter-strokes, at only one point 
did the defence give way in the least. 
This was at Neuve Eglise, on the ex­
treme lower edge of the Messines spur, 
where the British finally withdrew from 
the village after beating off attack after 
attack.

The probabilities seem to be that the 
German tenure of even this small bit of 
ground will be a short-lived one. The 
village has changed hands repeatedly 
during the fighting of the past few days, 
and the British were once before defin­
itely out of it. only to recapture it again 
in a counter-attack. This morning the 
British again were back at the Germans 
here and were reported to be giving 
them a hard pounding.

Large results hinged on the battle 
further within the salient, in the Mer- 
ville sector, where the Germans have 
effected their furthest westward pene­
trating. They are pushing here for 
Hazebrouck, occupation of which would 
cut off important railway connections 
of the British and make the holding of 
the line northeast extremely difficult.

The Germans displayed their appre­
ciation of this by attacking no less than 
seven times in the Merville region, the 
desperation of their attack being evi­
denced by the fact that one assault was 
carried out by troops In five waves. This 
was the only attack that bent the Brit­
ish line in the slightest, and the posi­
tion here was speedily restored In Its 
entirety by a counter-attack.

The Germans similarly have been 
foiled in their efforts to push in further 
in the Bailleul region, and this Import­
ant town is still in British hands.

Far to the southwest on the Lys front 
they have failed likewise, in their at­
tempt to drive in back of Bethune. The 
British in local operations here have ad­
vanced their lines and pushed the en­
emy back from the Clarence River. They 
took 150 prisoners and some machine 
guns in one of these operations.

ARTILLERY GOT THEM.

Northwest of Merville fierce fighting took place, as a result 
of which the attacking German infantry were driven, back 
with great loss. The hostile infantry, advancing along the 
northern bank of the Lys, were caught by the fire of our 
artillery and were unable to develop their attack.

adding that it is for the nation to de­
cide the most effective form of such 
resistance. Bishop James Naughton, 
preaching at Ballina, said, having re­
gard for agricultural requirements.

About Neuve Eglise and before Ball- 
leul. Field Marshal Haig’s battered di­
visions have been putting up a desper­
ate resistance to the Germans. Neuve 
Eglise has changed hands several 
times in furious fighting, and is now 
held by the Germans, after a fight In 
which the enemy suffered grievously. 
It is an important strategic point, as 
it is one of the outposts of the Mes­
sines Ridge.

Although they have been but a little 
more than a mile from Bailleul, a val­
uable position, for two days, the Ger­
mans have not been able to advance 
more than a few hundred yards. West 
of the town the Germans have been 
repulsed in heavy attacks and south, 
around Merris, their efforts also have 
gone for naught.

On the remainder of the battlefront 
In Artois there has been no change. 
Near the apex of their salient at Mer­
ville the Germans attempted an attack 

I but were dispersed by artillery fire. 
In Flanders and along the Messines 
Ridge there have been no further 
actions, and the British still hold the 
heights on the south unchallenged.

There has been no activity on the 
Picardy battlefront, and on the re­
mainder of the western front except 
for artillery duels.

Against the American sector south 
of Verdun, German storming troops 
hurled themselves Sunday. American 
infantrymen beat back the enemy. The 
enemy withdrew to his trenches with 
the loss of nearly 100. Northwest of 
Toul, the Germans have not repeated 
the attacks which cost them 400 cas­
ualties. Two American aviators have 
brought down two German fighting 
airplanes, the enemy filers being cap­
tured.

Count Czernin has resigned as Aus­
tro-Hungarian foreign minister, and 
Emperor Charles has accepted the 
resignation. The steps leading to the 
count’s act are not disclosed as yet, 
but the publication by the French Gov­
ernment of the emperor’s peace offer 
letter to France early in 1917, probably 
hastened his withdrawal. Semi-official 
attempts are still being made to deny 
the letter, but neither the emperor nor 
Count Czernin has denied flatly the 
existence of the letter, which was not 
only a peace move, but divulged dam­
aging evidence concerning Intrigue 
against Serbia.

The fallen minister is a close friend 
of Count Berchtold, the political In­
structor of Emperor Charles Berch­
told was forced out as foreign minister 
by the pan-Germans after he had play­
ed a prominent part in starting the 
war, and it is probable Count Czernin 
has fallen victim to the same Influ-, 
ence, his usefulness having ceased be­
cause of his clumsy diplomacy.

Viscount Ishii Says Needs of 
Entente May Dictate

Amsterdam, April 15.—Thousands 

of persons gathered In the streets 
of, Prague, capital of Bohemia, on 
Saturday, denounced the Germans, 
and cheered the Entente and Pres­
ident Wilson, says a dispatch from 
that city to the Lokal Anzelger of 
Berlin.

All the Czech members of parlia­
ment and party delegates, together 
with Slovene and Serbo-Croat del­
egates, met in the town hall and 
adopted a manifesto. The crowd 
gathered in the streets outside the 
hall in support of the policy of the 
delegates. The principal demon­
stration occurred at the close of the 
meeting. The feeling against For­
eign Minister Czernin was shown 
by the shouts of disapproval with 
which his name was greeted. The 
crowds dispersed singing anti-Ger­
man songs.

A conference of representatives 
of all Czech parties at Dux. the dis­
patch says, unanimously opposed 
the establishment of a German- 
Bohemian province, asserting the 
Czech minority in the German, 
speaking region would resist Ger­
manization to the utmost.

Ottawa, April 15.—Nothing official 
has yet been given out by the Govern­
ment as to the proposed amendments 
to the M. S. A. It is generally be­
lieved, however, that the Government 
proposes to take steps which will mean 
that the majority of men of Class 1 of 
both first and second medical cate­
gories are likely to be in uniform at 
no very distant date.

The latest reports this forenoon 
showed that the British line was be­
ing strongly held as a whole in this 
northern zone, and in some instances 
had been considerably improved by 
counter-strokes.

The British last evening followed u 
their success of Saturday when the 
pushed the Germans back from Robecg 
on the Clarence River.

Local counter-thrusts delivered on the 
German positions -3,000 yards to the 
east of this town were completely suc- 
cessful, and the enemy again was 
forced to fall back somewhat.

The British, in the course of the af­
ternoon, also pushed out several posts 
north of the canal, between the Lawe 
and Clarence rivers.

These operations indicate that me de­
fence of the Entente Allied troops has 
stiffened.

A Pacific Port. April 15.—Viscount

Montreal. April 15.—There are from 
3,000 to 5,000 public prostitutes in this 
city, and between 300 and 500 disor­
derly houses, according to a statement 
made by Rev. Dr. E. I. Hart in the 
American Presbyterian Church here 
last night In the course of an address 
on "Montreal’s Underworld and the 
Permission of Vice." He said:

“Practically nothing is being done 
to check the evil: in fact, more Is be­
ing done to encourage and protect vice 
than is being done to combat and sup­
press it."

Dr. Hart blamed the magistrates, to 
some extent, because some of them 
adopted the Parisian view that the 
social evil is a necessary evil.

Let Price Be Set.
“The custom of receiving titles of 

honor as found in Europe today is the 
outcome of feudalism. The title soon 
lost its real meaning, as see, for in­
stance, in the word ‘duke,’ the leader, 
and ‘count of the stable,' which de­
scended into our word ‘constable.' If 
we are to have titles in this democratic 
country, let them be those of merit 
only, and carried only by those who 
possess the merit. If they are to be 
bought, let the price be set and all 
purchase who so desire. If for educa- 
acquire them who pass the examina- 
tion. If for valor, let the standard be 
accepted and only those carry the title 
who have proved their bravery in battle. 
If for generosity in public welfare, let 
it be known what gifts are required to 
procure a certain title. But to call a 
country democratic which acknowledges 
titles of honor amongst citizens which 
are not gotten on these principles, but 
by methods which are forbidden to the 
average citizen, is an anomaly which 
should not be tolerated in a new coun­
try struggling to give every man an op­
portunity to get a fair living, and a fair 
chance of life, liberty and education, 
and equality for his children.

Blames Colleges, Too.
“The desire of titled persons has al­

ways been to secure them for their 
children by heredity. This is a principle 
which not only excludes children of the 
multitude, but all except the eldest 
male child of a titled family. An ex­
ception to this is seen in Russia, where 
the title ‘prince’ is carried by every 
male child in a prince's family. In con­
sequence, one finds a cab driver or a 
waiter carrying the title of prince. This 
sort of distinction is not what titled 
persons in English-speaking countries 
desire. They wish to protect their titles 
by securing a monopoly through the 
principle of primogeniture. I think our 
colleges are blameworthy also in grant­
ing honorary degrees, D. D., LL.D., etc., 
which have no basis in work or merit, 
though, of course, one can be thankful 
they are not hereditary."

Further, in 
regard to this, he said: "It speaks well 
for democracy when we find men in 
both the Government and Opposition 
benches using their influence against 
the perpetuation of titles of honor in 
this country, and when you find some of 
the biggest and best men in both our 
own land, and the old land refusing to 
be labelled. The titles under discussion 
in our country at this time are not 
those spoken of by Mr. Gladstone, when 
he said. ‘The three highest titles that 
can be given a man are those of martyr 
hero, saint.’ but are those titles which 
Oliver Goldsmith had in mind when he 
wrote, ‘The wise man sometimes con­

Rev. H. H. Bingham further em­

Civilization Not Christian.
Concerning the subject of "Christian­

ity and Industrial Life," the speaker of 
thue day, Rev. D. C. MacGregor, de­
clared that since such a large share of 
the time of the nation goes to its in­
dustrial life. If Christianity is not ap­
plied there, the civilization is not 
Christian at all. Furthermore, strong 
emphasis on his final point that any 
program for the betterment of indus­
trial conditions presupposes a better 
man, regeneration of the individual, 
the transformation of the individual to 
the point where his aim is not exploit­
ing hut serving his fellow man.

"What we need," he said, "is the 
development of public conscience in 
regard to social sins as a public con­
science has been developed in regard 
to individual sins.

Consecration or Confiscation.
"Christianity calls for co-operation, 

not competition. Christian co-opera­
tion in business must give place to 
pagan competition. The increase in 
the number of labor strikes in 1916 
over 1915 was not due so much to 
discontent with wages, but was the 
protest of men wanting recognition of 
their personality, the protest of men 
who wanted to 'count one.’ There has 
got to be readjustment. If capital is 
not to accept confiscation, it must ac­
cept consecration."

This did not Involve alone low wages 
paid to girls and women, but low wages 
as well to fathers, who were required 
to work hard day and night, and were 
unable to give proper time, housing, 
care, living conditions to their children, 
poverty In the larger sense. I am not 
mentioning this in connection with Lon- 
don, but I do mention it because I think 
the subject should be followed up by 
the alliance. It is of profound interest 
and profoundly religious.

In view of the places which young 
women are filling as wage earners, 
substituting for men. and in view of 
their position in the reconstruction 
which must be begun right away, I 
would suggest. (1) that we have the 
subject on our program for next year, 
taken up by one of the university pro­
fessors. who is an authority on econ­
omics; (2) that next Labor Day all 
ministers take up the suggestion made 
by the women's organizations, and 
preach on the subject, ‘Women and 
Wages.’ We have been accustomed to 
treating the subject of labor in the 
past as if only men were involved. I 
would ask in the third place for an 
extension of our committee, and lastly, 
that before we take any action we

London, April 15.—"Victory now is 
a synonym for bread in Germany," 
declared Baron Rhondda, food con­
troller, in explaining to the Associat­
ed Press the bearing of the German 
food problem on the offensive in the 
west.

"It is a fight, not for Paris but for 
food," he added. The cry of “Give 
us bread," resounded incessantly in 
Hindenburg's ears, and in my judg­
ment that cry has set the German 
legions moving.

“The kaiser hoped to starve us Into 
submission by the U-boat warfare. He 
failed. The Russian and Rumanian 
graneries proved to be nothing but a 
mirage. The despairing energies of 
hunger are at the heart of this fury 
of battle.

Representation in the Imperial Parlia­
ment will be retained in the form of a 
delegation of forty-two Irish members. I

Senate To Be Formed.
An Irish Senate of 64 members, he 

adds, will be constituted by alloting 
representation to different interests., 
The Irish House of Commons will con­
sist of 200 members, 80 guaranteed to 
be Unionists chosen in the south by 
nomination and in Ulster by an addi­
tional direct election. Supreme author­
ity of the Imperial Parliament will be 
recognized by the reservation of pow­
ers relating to the crown, to foreign 
relations, to the army and navy and 
to minor services and Interests. Con­
trol of the police and postoffice will be 
retained for the period of the war. The 
completion of land purchases will be 
expedited.

Some Reservations.
For the period of the war and two 

years afterward the control of cus­
toms and excise will be reserved. As 
soon as possible after the establish­
ment of an Irish Parliament, a joint 
exchequer board will be set up to de­
termine the true revenue of Ireland. On 
the conclusion of peace, a royal com­
mission will be appointed to examine 
impartially and thoroughly the financial 
relations of Great Britain and Ireland, 
to report what contribution Ireland 
ought to make to Imperial expenditures 
and to submit proposals as to the best 
means of adjusting the economic and 
fiscal relations of the two countries.

In the death of George T. Mann, whicli 
occurred at his home, 291 Princess ave­
nue, Saturday, London, has lost one of 
its most respected citizens.

In October, 1914, Mr. Mann met with 
a serious accident, from the effects of 
which he has been a constant sufferer, 
and which eventually culminated in his 
death.

Mr. Mann was born in Yorkshire, 
England in 1862, coming with his par­
ents to Canada in 1866, locating in 
Brantford, where he lived until 1886, at 
which time he came to London, estab­
lishing the business known as John 
Mann & Sons, coal merchants. During 
this period, 32 years, lie has won for | 
himself an honored place in the ranks 
of the businessmen of this city.

Mr. Mann has held various official po­
sitions in the First Methodist Church, 
having been for many years a member 
of both the trustee and quarterly official 
boards. For some time he was superin­
tendent of the Sunday school and 
showed his practical interest in all de­
partments of the church's life.

Always a keen sportsman, Mr. Mann 
was for several years one of the most 
enthusiastic members of the Thistle 
Bowling and Curling Club.

In 1887, Mr. Mann was married to 
Minnie E. McGeary of Brantford, who 
survives him. He is also survived by 
his two daughters, Mrs. H. It. Laurie 
and Grace E. of this city, and by two 
sons, Sergt. W. G., returned, and Sergt. 
F. N., who is still on overseas service.

The funeral service held from his late 
residence this afternoon at 3 o'clock was 
in charge of the pastor. Rev. R. G. 
Peever, and was of a simple but impres­
sive character in harmony with the de­
sire of the deceased.

DR. HIRSHBNBe K. W. Q.—I have the dropsy. Can this 
be treated nt home with good results?

A.—This cannot be treated at home 
properly, because it depends upon many 
different things, such as the kidneys, 
heart, blood pressure, quality of blood, 
etc. You should be treated under the 
eyes of doctors and nurses in a hos­
pital.

BLANCHE B. Q.—Will you please 
tell me what to do for a bunion?

A.—Keep the bunion covered with ab­
sorbent cotton to keep the shoe from 
pressing on it, and also cover it with

tetanus bacilli, lockjaw germs, gas in- 
fections and other poisonous bacteria.

Sores, cuts and wounds must be 
guarded as well “on this side" of the 
water as "over there." Blood must be 
stanched, pain relieved, germs unseen 
removed, and ever-present microbes 
kept out.

Every open cut in the skin of the 
human anatomy becomes immediately 
a gateway for man's eternally vigilant 
enemies, bacteria and microbes. Prac­
tically every injury which pricks, 
scratches, cuts or wounds the flesh is to 
be regarded at the outset as infected. It 
is absurd to say ns many persons do: 
‘My cuts heal easily, which proves that 
my blood is in good condition." Such a 
remark shows ignorance and contains 
several untruths.

Your blood may be almost perfect, yet 
the germs on the surface of the skin 
or in the pores may invade the wound 
and start It to fester. On the other 
hand, your blood may be ever so poor 
and you may escape infection or blood- 
poisoning by virtue of some antiseptic 
used as a disinfectant.

To be sure that a cut, scratch or 
other open injury heals cleanly without 
redness, pus or swelling, some definitely 
understood germ-killing combination 
should be applied to the wound and kept 
there.

Don’t “Take a Chance."
If each person were practical enough 

to take to heart these facts based upon 
the principle that all openings thus 
made in the skin are infected or surely 
will be by the unseen dirt on your 
hands. in the air, on the food or in the 
water used, infection, blood poisoning 
and tissue decomposition would become 
almost as rare as smallpox or army 
typhoid.

The ideal way to heal all cuts should 
bo taught to every child in the elemen­
tary classes of the public schools. If 
all boards of education would bestir 
themselves to this end the coming gen­
eration would almost annihilate lock- 
jaw, wound infections and blood poison- 
ing.

Instead of “taking a chance" that a 
scratch or cut will heal by itself, anti- 
septics should be used at once to de­
stroy the ever-present bacteria and pre­
vent their development.

The “Sure" Methods.
Tincture of Iodine, as popular as it is, 

is not powerful enough to make a large 
wound sterile, although for scratches 
it will do sometimes.
/ The skin around an open wound 

should be washed with a 14 per cent 
solution of salt water. This cleans away 
the blood and bleaches the skin. Then 
Dakin's fluid should be thoroughly used 
to irrigate the injury and douche the 
germs from the wound. Antiseptie gauze 
impregnated with Dakin's solution is 
then applied, and over it a thick layer 
of sterilized, non-absorbent cotton. If 
the Dakin’s fluid is not available the 14 
per cent salt water is nearly as useful.
