Offsetting this, 195 steam 
engineers employed in the Illinois 
Steel Company’s plant in the same 
town, were called out by their local, 
raising again the possibility of a 
general strike by this most Import­
ant branch of the workers.

able with greater authority or more 
energy than Premier Nitti. who is gen­
erally considered the strongest states­
man possessed by Italy. He has con­
siderable opposition, however, which is 
fomented by Nationalists and Baron 
Sonnini. Besides the present chamber 
of deputies may be said to be almost 
considered illegal and hardly represent­
ing the will of the people, since its term 
expired during the war, being prolong­
ed to avoid general elections during 
the conflict.

A Lapse of Fifteen Years.
Alter a period of fifteen years A government boat equipped as A 

light cruiser, with torpedo tubes and 
guns will be placed at the service of 
the London Boys' Brigade next year on 
Lake Erie, according to word received 
by H. Beswick, in charge of the Lon­
don unit.

Each boy in the city who belongs to 
the Naval Brigade will be given a two 
weeks' cruise on the boat, and taught 
practical navigation.

More than 75 youngsters, varying In 
age from S to 14 years are now mem- 
hers of the brigade. They meet every 
Tuesday and Friday in the armories 
for instruction in gunnery, musketry, 
squad drill and seamanship, and hoys 
of marked ability are receiving wire­
less courses.

The brigade plans to fit. boys for the 
various occupations in connection with 
the mercantile marine and the Royal 
Navy, and trains them for efficiency 
and both theoretical and practical un­
derstanding of seamanship.

The Naval Brigade will take part in 
the procession here upon the arrival of 
the Prince of Wales in London, and 
one of the guards of honor may be 
formed of the boys. The prince is re­
ported to have promised to wear a 
naval uniform while he is in London, 
in honor of the Navy League, for 
which he opens a fund campaign on

! city to give their views on the advis- 
Iability on continuing the plan until 
I the end of October or ending at mid- 
|night next Sunday.
: The city has no power to deal with 
the matter, but the mayor will make 
known the expressions of opinion sent 
to him and will urge action along the 
lines suggested. The city council 
operates on standard time as do the 
street railway and some factories. It 
is a matter of choice for other institu­
tions, but many of them must be gov­
erned by the railroad timetables, which 
will continue on daylight saving time 
until the end of next month.

Ald. C. G. Moorhead, who moved the 
resolution appointing Mayor Somerville 
and City Clerk S. Baker a committee 
to inquire into the matter, says that 
he speaks for a large number of work­
ingmen in urging that all citizens revert 
to standard time. He points out that 
many of the workingmen rise now be­
fore it is daylight and any advantage 
which is gained at night is lost then. 
Workingmen have told him that they 
realize that shipping rooms must be 
governed by the train schedules. They 
condemn the railroads for what they 
term arbitrary action in forcing the 
daylight saving time on the country. 
If daylight saving is continued until 
the end of October the season will then 
be within six weeks of the shortest day 
in the year.

Dr. Barklie scored the people of the| 

present century for allowing drugs to: 
be sold to a person, especially those 
addicted to drugs. Although there was i 
a social service organization and men's 
federations, this was allowed to con­
tinue. "We should remove all drugs | 
which have a disastrous effect on a 
fellow-citizen," the speaker told the 
club. Liquor was another thing that 
should be removed. From the aspect 
of health, it was very injurious.

In reference to the length of a work­
ing day he declared, "1 hold that a 
man if he does nine hours' work of any 
kind whatever, he’s done a big day’s 
labor." Recreaton should occupy six 
hours per day. There was something 
wrong with the health of every man on 
the street. "Men have an idea," he 
told the club, "that they can do a 
whole lot with a body and get away 
with it. "Persons who did not do 
laborious work should not eat heavy 
meals. Everyone should occupy at 
least 30 minutes for each meal. The 
greatest trouble with London’s citizens 
was nervousness or lack of business 
stability.|

Success, he remarked, was not the 
building of some high building or other 
accomplishment, but was good health. 
“Success is within," he declared. Sleep! 
and plenty of fresh air were essential 1 
to good health.

Insurance statistics showed that a 
high percentage of deaths occurred 
during early life. "A person ought to 
be as good at 80 as at 40," Dr. Barklie 
asserted.

Houses Too Warm.
Houses of this country were kept too 

warm. The temperature in a house 
should not exceed 66 Fht. People of 
the present age did not open their 
windows enough. Farmers especially 
failed to observe this rule. Clothing 
worn was too heavy also.

Diet was an important matter. It 
should not be heavy, and the food 
should be thoroughly masticated. Rot­
ten teeth should be pulled out and false 
ones put in their place. In the hotels 
in the United States plans for regulat­
ing diets was being made.

“Man should drink a great deal of 
water."

Children growing who were not in 
the best of health should be confined 
to some institution where they could 
receive the necessary treatment in 
order that they might grow to be strong 
men and women.

Veneral diseases should he treated by 
the patient being taken away to an in­
stitution where he would be isolated 
from civilization, the doctor said.

The purpose of the engineers 
in a general way was the application 
of engineering science to the exigencies 
of modern warfare—the accommodation 
of men and horses, defences, the con­
struction of roads and railways, Of­
fensive and defensive mining, bridging, 
demolition, the supply and manufacture 
of engineering stores. The success of 
the corps, he said, was that it worked 
like a well-oiled machine. . Tn France 
and England, from the best military 
critics of the world, he had never 
heard, as he alleges to have heard 
since his return, the question raised 
whether the Canadian corps had ever 
failed in any respect or whether it 
was skillfully led. .......

R. M. Trueman, M. P., replied to the 
toast to “Our Heroes," in an appropri­
ate manner. He divided his remarks Into 
three parts, and paid tribute to those 
who are under the white crosses and 
poppies in France and Belgium, to 
those who have returned, of whom the 
country is justly proud, and to the 
patient mothers, wives and sisters, of 
whom there are no grander heroes.

Tribute to Providence.
Lieut.-Col. W. J. Brown, the A. A. G. 

of this military district, spoke on be­
half of the army and navy in a telling 
manner. He stated that tribute should 
be paid to Providence more than to any 
individual, when people are praising the 
work done by the Canadians at the 
front. Many times has Providence in­
tervened and assisted the boys. In an 
address full of rhetoric and highly en- 
tertaining, the officer spoke proudly of 
the British navy, that wonderful, silent 
arm of his majesty's forces, which 
played such a conspicuous part through­
out the years of the conflict, and 
which safely escorted the Canadian 
troops across the ocean. Then he spoke 
of the glorious British army, the army 
that the Germans have called the “little 
contemptible army," and to which the 
British Empire can never repay its obli­
gation.

The following addresses were made 
brief because of the lateness of the hour 
Mayor L. H. Dampier replied to the 
toast to the town, in a spirited and ap­
propriate manner, and on behalf of the 
ladies E. Rowland delivered a fitting and 
humorous address.

OTTAWA, Sept. 24.—In the Com- 
mons, which did not meet until 4 

i o'clock this afternoon, out of respect to 
the memory of the late Hon. Frank 
Cochrane, third reading was given to 

. the bill giving effect to the terms of 
the peace treaty.

Minor Government bills and ques­
tions were then taken up.

Mr. Guthrie presented a bill to 
ament the naturalization act of 1919. 
The bill gives to the court of general 
sessions of the peace in Ontario power

ment which might be made by any 
member of the House. He maintained 
that it was impossible for any return­
ing officer to care for seven hundred 
voters in one day.

Mr. McKenzie also read a statement 
from the election official to whom he 
had previously referred. He did not 
give the official's name.

"I had my instructions," the state- 
ment read in part; “we all had our in- 
structions from headquarters. What we 
should do was laid out fully by the 
orders of the returning officers. It was 
all cut and dried that the Liberals 
should not get one soldier's vote. Those 
were our instructions. I can tell you a 
thousand things you don't know. We 
got instructions every day from Ottawa 
as to where the votes were to be placed, 
and I have all the documents to prove 
what I am saying."

Fraud, of Course.
Tn case of a parliamentary inquiry, 

the statement went on, the documents 
would be produced. “Of course, it was 
fraud," the statement added, “but we 
only carried out our instructions."

As Mr. McKenzie concluded the read­
ing of the statement, there were cries 
of “Preston" from the Government 
side of the House.

Mr. McKenzie—That is a statement 
made by a presiding officer who lives 
in Ottawa and is in the employ of the 
Government-----

“Name, name," Government mem­
bers called out.

Mr. McKenzie—Who is at their bid­
ding at any time he may be called upon 
to give testimony as to the manner in 
which votes were manipulated on the 
other side of the water in connection with this election.

In conclusion Mr. McKenzie said 
that the power which should not have 
been exercised appeared to have been 
used by the Government in violation of democratic principles in order to 
win an election. It was sheer mockery 
to tell a people they were governing 
themselves when such manipulation 
was being carried ou.

At the conclusion of Mr. McKenzie's 
speech, Sir George Foster, who was 
leading the House, rose and suggested 
that, as there was only about a half- 
hour before 6 o'clock, members should 
agree to sit until Mr. Meighen had 
been given a chance to reply. It was 
only fair to give him as much time as 
had been consumed by Mr. McKenzie.

The House then took up the proposed 
resolution of D. D. McKenzie, which 
asks for the appointment of a parlia­
mentary committee to investigate the 
matters expressed or implied in an 
alleged telegram sent by Hon. Arthur 
Meighen to Sir Robert Borden, request­
ing the allotment of one thousand sol­
dier votes to Manitoba. The transla­
tion of the telegram, which was- sent in 
code, reads as follows:

"Would like one thousand soldier 
votes at large, of which three hundred 
for Selkirk, balance divided between 
Provencher, MacDonald and Springfield, 
or some proportion of division, no mat­
ter what our allotment may be.”

Widespread Manipulation.
Mr. McKenzie, speaking in support of 

his resolution, said that there were two 
points in connection with the telegram 
to which he wished to refer. The first i 
was that it indicated the existence of 
a widespread system of manipulation 
of votes under the direction of the 
ministers of the crown, for the pur­
pose of defeating the will of the people. 
Secondly, it involved the honor of the 
ministers concerned.

He had hoped, said Mr. McKenzie, 
that it would be unnecessary to bring 
the matter before Parliament.

The telegram, he said, was not a 
, new thing. Early in August two promi­

nent men, one from Manitoba and the 
other from Ontario, had made use of 
this telegram from a public platform. 
Following this, he had thought that the 
parties concerned, claiming that the 
statements were slanderous, would 
bring the matters before the courts, but 
this had not been done. Therefore, he 
thought the responsibility devolved 
upon him, as leader of the Opposition, 
to have the matter thoroughly 
threshed out.

No Wrong Whatever.
No wrong whatever had been perpe­

trated, Mr. Meighen proceeded, but if 
there was wrongdoing, the responsi­
bility lay. not with the Government, but 
with the general returning officer, and 
three months after the election Sir Wil­
frid Laurier in the House said that in 
his opinion. Mr. O'Connor, the general 
returning officer, was an able, fair and 
honorable servant of the public, incap­
able of doing what he knew to be 
wrong. Mr. Meighen understood also 
that Mr. O'Connor had been compli­
mented by Mr. Lemieux and by Mr. 
King, who, "In the clash for competing 
ambitions, was tossed to the post of 
outside leader of the outside party."

There was no question as to the strict 
fairness with which the work of the 
general returning officer was conducted 
by Mr O’Conner.

If this has a flippant sound, it is not because the 
practitioners of the new system of healing do not 
take it seriously. They have even formulated a set
of “don’ts" for a musical physician. For instance:A JUVENILE COURT.

There should be a general response to the 
efforts of the London Rotary Club looking to 
the establishment of a juvenile court in this 
city. The law is designed to be corrective, to 
guard society by punishing offenders, to warn 
those who may be tempted to stray from the 
narrow path, but it is not vindictive. The hard­
ened criminal suffers severe punishment, the 
first offender Is let off easier because it is de­
sired to give everyone a fighting chance. Why 
then should a boy or girl who in a youthful 
burst of folly or because of lack of proper train­
ing commits a minor offence be thrown, at 
times, into a cell grim with the atmosphere of 
drunkenness, theft or even murder and be haled 
before the court which dispenses justice to 
sodden men and disreputable women?

A merciful law protects thoughtless boys and 
girls from undesirable notoriety. London’s 
magistrate deals with them with all possible 
consideration and kindness, either in his own 
office or in a closed court. He saves them from 
the eyes and gossip of the curious, but after all

Tuberculosis—The music for tuberculosis pa­
tients should be divided into three sections, namely, 
for patients who are running a high temperature 
and ordered by the physician to keep extremely 
quiet, speaking in whispers, and sleeping as much 
as possible. The music chosen should be of a very 
soft character, not any climaxes, syncopated rhythm 
or music possessing an incentive quality.

Where the patient is not running a very high 
temperature, is inclined to be depressed, and yet 
cannot take much exercise, the music should be of 
a cheerful. Joyous nature, and ofttimes, if the 
doctor gives his permission, it is found very effective 
to get the patient interested in strumming on a light 
stringed instrument, such as the ukulele, and guitar or a mandolin. Suiter

When fibrosis is set up and the patient is very 
restless because of enforced activity, the question 
of morale comes into play. The music then may 
have the incentive quality added. Be particular in 
choice of keys and compositions to avoid anything 
of a depressing nature. anytning

No musical instrument should ever be given to 
any patient without the doctor's consent, especially 
wind, or a violin would prove disastrous at certel, 
stages of the disease.

Mrs. Ilsen always works in conjunction with 
physicians and surgeons, and has devised a set

FOR THE GUMS

DANGERS OF MORE WAR.
Flume is not the only point in Europe from 

which there is danger of a new war springing. 
The cables from London tell of a serious dif­
ference between Belgium and Holland that has 
brought about the withdrawal of diplomatic 
representatives of the two nations. An out­
break of hostilities may not result from the 
quarrel, as It is certain that the great powers 
will go to extreme lengths in order to prevent 
an armed clash, but the relations between the 
two countries are greatly strained and unless 
this tension can be relieved there will remain 
a bitterness and antagonism that may at some 
later hour burst into active warfare.

Possession of the district of Limburg, a 
piece of land belonging to Holland, ten miles 
wide and thirty miles long, which lies between 
Germany and Belgium, with the River Meuse 
as the dividing line, is the heart of the trouble. 
Before the war this strip of land was of little 
use to Belgium, as she had the powers’ guar- 
anee of protection from invasion as a neutral 
state. Now, however, that she is no longer in 
a position of immunity. Belgium insists upon 
holding Limburg as a barrier to any future at- 
tack, and this demand, of course, meets with 
the strenuous opposition at The Hague. Fur­
thermore, Belgium objects to the Dutch retain­
ing control of the south shore of the Scheldt 
The possession of both of these strips are of 
immense strategic importance to both countries, 
but more particularly to the Belgians. Holland, 
needless to say, cannot see why she should sur­
render any area, as she remained strictly neu­
tral throughout the struggle.

Belgium is in an unfortunate position over 
the matter, and will carry a large amount of 
sympathy in the dispute, but as a matter of cold 
justice Holland’s claims can hardly be denied 
In the interest of keeping the peace so hardly 
won Holland may be persuaded by the Allied 
council to make some concessions to Belgium 
and remove a sore that might easily become a 
festering peril. At any rate the incident is 
another vivid instance showing the necessity 
for some such body as a league of nations Will 
Senator Lodge and his band of peace treaty 
wreckers please take notice?

A week ago 
Seturday a new party of twenty arrived, 
which almost staggered the matron in 
charge, but somehow room was made 
for all.

Another 
party from overseas is expected today 
and no doubt the house will again be 
crowded.

OTTAWA, Sept. 25. — The special 
committee of the House of Commons on 
soldiers' civil re-establishment this 
morning decided to hear the evidence 
next Tuesday and Wednesday of Presi­
dent Flynn of the United Veterans’ 
League, formerly the Gratuity League. 
The Imperial veterans of vancouver and 
Winnipeg will also be represented be­
fore the committee.

S Maber, secretary of the soldiers’ 
settlement board, was re-called and 
questioned regarding costs of adminis- 
tration and the advances made to sot- 
diers. By the end of this year it was 
expected the total outlay for the depart­
ment would be $48,600,000 for loans and 
administration.

The estimate of $150,000,000 required 
for 50,000 soldiers who were expected 
to take loans aid not take into account 
loans to British ex-service men. Many 
inquiries from this class of men were 
being received.

About two-thirds of the 4,218 soldiers 
taking up grants had also exercised 
their right of taking up homesteads.

Payment Waived.
There was no record of the number of 

men disqualified for inability to make 
the necessary ten per cent cash pay­
ment. In the cases of married men 
with farming experience this payment 
had sometimes been waived.

perance Act does not mean a return 
to the general sale of spirituous 
liquors, as the Premier, in his speech 
of April 7th, said: “Now, practi­
cally no one suggests a return to old 
conditions. The distillers in a recent 
manifesto say that they themselves 
are opposed to it. Many hotel- 
keepers say they are opposed to it. 
The brewers say they are opposed to 
it. Honourable gentlemen in the 
House and people out of the House, 
who are opposed to the present Act, 
say they are equally opposed to the 
old order. The labor men who ask 
for stronger beer, say they don’t 
want the sale of hard liquor.”
The Premier and the Government, 
realizing this, would not be parties 
to a continuance of the general sale 
of spirits as under the old license 
system, but would amend the Li­
cense Act in accord with public 
sentiment. This would be in keep­
ing with the policy of the Provincial 
Governments of the past fourteen 
years, which have from time to time 
amended the License Act to con­
form to the wishes of the people. To 
vote “Yes” to question number one 
would enable the Government to 
provide for the sale of beer and light 
wine in the hotels, and beer and 
spirits in Government stores for 
home consumption.

WINNIPEG, Sept. 24.—At this morn­
ing's session of the board of commerce. 
Commissioner James Auld announced 
that five carloads of sugar to relieve 
the shortage had been placed in the 
hands of eight Winnipeg jobbers for 
distribution throughout the province by 
the board of commerce.

This sugar had been turned over to 
the board, said Mr. Auld, by the Coca- 
Cola Company, and is to be sent where 
the need is greatest, and is to be used 
solely for the purpose of fruit preserv­
ing, and not to fill ordinary orders of 
the jobbers.

Orders will be submitted to the board 
by the firms handling the sugar to show 
the nature of the distribution.

In making this announcement. Com­
missioner Auld said that the Coca-Cola 
Company’s position has been generally 
misunderstood. "There is no doubt that 
the reason for the apparent excessive 
supply." said Mr. Auld, "was due simply 
to their method of buying. I do not 
think there has been any suggestion of 
hoarding. In view of the existing short- 
age and great demand this amount of 
sugar will not go very far, but the job­
bers have undertaken to see that the 
sugar goes into the right hands."

Railway freight agents were called be. 
fore the board this morning. The first 
witness from the railways was F. T. 
Andrews, freight agent of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. He stated that from 
August I to September 22. 5,340.221 
pounds of sugar arrived in the city over 
the Canadian Pacific Railway.

“Sugar shipments receive priority," he 
said. "There is no delay in handling 
them."

E. W. Warner, general freight agent. 
Canadian National Railways, said that 
from August 1 to date. 2.901,070 pounds 
of sugar had been shipped to Winnipeg. 
The freight agent for the Grand Trunk 
Pacific testified that no sugar had been 
received over that line during the period 
from August 1 to date.

Indorse Steel Strike.
The congress this morning indorsed 

the action of the United States steel 
workers striking in support of the prin­
ciple of collective bargaining. A resolu­
tion to th’s effect was introduced by 
Herbert Lewis, Toronto, and business 
was suspended to permit the taking of 
a vote. A telegram will be sent to 
the executive of the steel workers ap­
proving their action.

Government control of the cigar in­
dustry in Canada was advocated in al 
resolution by London cigarmakers, who 
desired that it "should conduct the 
same for the benefit of the cigar- 
makers and the public."

Favoring direct Canadian represen­
tation on the executives of all interna­
tional unions, and that the American 
Federation of Labor be petitioned to 
secure this, a resolution was proposed 
by Montreal Typographical Union. Some 
disagreement was evident with a 
number of the clauses, although the 
main purpose of the motion met with 
approval. It was referred to the com­
mittee for a substitute.

Fraternal Delegate Sam Griggs of the 
American Federation of Labor, ad- 
dressing the congress, referred to the 
unrest prevailing all over America at 
the present time.

"We have unrest in the country, and 
we have the criminal profiteer," he 
said. "The Government of the United 
States is conducting an extensive in­
vestigation into the cost of living, but 
I don’t think much of those investiga­
tions. Unless the profiteers are placed 
in the jails, where they belong, we will 
not get much relief.”

Mr. Griggs declared that the trades 
union movement was the best for the 
workers all over the world to follow If 
they sought to improve working condi­
tions. The unrest was universal, he 
maintained, and if it was to be allayed, 
some relief must come soon.

“We have attempted to meet the 
situation," he said. "We have secured 
increased wages and attempted to meet 
the situation that way. That has only 
aggravated the situation, causing 
strikes, dissatisfaction, and cessation 
of work on all sides. It has been found 
that this is no remedy. Immediately 
wages are increased, Mr. Profiteer 
steps in and increases the cost of his 
goods.”

Mr. Griggs then read sections of the 
reconstruction program of the Ameri­
can Federation of Labor.

An interruption came from one of the 
delegates, who characterized this por­
tion of his speech as "rehash," but he 
was promptly rebuked by President 
Moore.

Miss Pauline Newman brought greet­
ings from the National Women's Trades 
Union League of the United States. 
She referred to the influx of women In­
to industry and the change in senti­
ment on the part of women generally 
toward the trade union movement.

Some women, she said, had come to 
the conclusion that the philosophy of 
the labor movement did not consist 
simply of a fair day’s work for a fair 
day’s pay.

Wrong Philosophy.
"It is wrong to preach this phi- 

losophy," she said, “and it is wrong to 
teach it to those who come to us for 
wisdom and enlightenment. Nor is it 
sufficient to preach that if you get the 
eight-hour day everything will run 
smoothly for ever after. We want our 
working women who come to us for 
learning and who have been deprived 
of such an opportunity earlier in life, 
to understand the whole of our move­
ment; to understand what we mean 
when we say that a "political democ­
racy on one side and an industrial

Is it because it still clings 
to the old idea of getting higher wages 
and allowing the corporations to take 
it back in the higher prices of the 
necessities of life? There is something 
narrow, something wrong with our 
movement in the States. And I am 
saying this, not with a feeling of re­
joicing, but with a feeling of disappoint- 
ment. Our movement is not daring— 
it is still afraid. It is still begging In­
stead of demanding. It is fearful of 
carrying to a realization its own con­
victions.

"I do not deplore the honest and 
sincere agitator, because today we are 
worshipping the greatest agitator in 
the history of the world—Christ," she 
declared. "Whether we believe in 
Christ or not, I believe that He was 
crucified because His agitation was 
opposed to the ruling classes of that 
time."

H. M. Draper submitted his report 
as secretary-treasurer of the congress, 
which showed that there were now 
248,000 organized trades unionists In 
Canada, 160,000 being affiliated with 
the Trades and Labor Congress, Total 
capital amounted to nearly $30.000. Six 
trades and labor councils were organ­
ized during the year, and 51 charters 
granted by the congress.
