The Lord had revelations ta inake, and
there wua need of one wiîo wouid roceive
thern and make thern plain. We do not un-
deretand the way of the humant message as
it wings ita fliglit tiîrougrx the iliinitahle air,
but we know tint a deiicately coustructedl
mechanism la required to receive and record
the ethergramn. We do nlot undetand the
way nf the divine mesage ae it came ho
eartiî, bot we know that &il tij tinte, as
God utterad Hie voice, it was not heard bv
the multitudes, nlot even by Eli, bot it
startlad the ciid Samouel f rom his sieep, for
oil liait made the heart ni tlîis ciiild Hia
receiver. The work of reform began ah
Shiioh; for Samnuel'@ llrot commission was
tu beur heavy tidings to Eli, and timat day,
standing in hie ephod nf whîite linen before
the trembiing priait, ha spolie for (bd R. hae
prudicted the doomn of Elis house.

Now Samuel grew on, and lie continued ho
iiear (lodso voie. The word of tue Lord

camne ta Samuel, and tue word of Samueal
camne ta ail Israei, aud hae was kiiowr among
the people an the Seer. Tue divirm- searcli-
liglit wu@ put iii bis bauds, and lie turnied it
ta the place on the dark horizon when- (bd
huit dieîneres ta make.

In tue work of reforination tue personalltv
of Samuxel baid a place. Tie priees, Hoplini
axîd rlîineaa, wIlo made tîxeuisaves vile,
were @tain, Eli who reetraineil thxm not wua
dauil, and hie ark of (od wastakan. Siîiloi
was now desolaha, and the religion of IHrael
waa lumins. At this criais tue maxn Samnuel
hecmme thse centre of Isma's religions flfe,
aixd lois holy, inbianeable aild unraprovable
character rebukiedand restrixineil tixeevils ci
the tirne. Ha aléo led the way ho purer wor-
alité, and as a laithini priest sacrlficed ut tue
altar wbiciî hahuil. but lu PillaI. H1e
thare, wlth cloa banda anîd a pore boart,
prayed ta Gon for thse people; and en fer-
vently and uneasigly did lie supplicate,
that lie waa evar after known "au Samuel
among theni tixah cau upon ii naine i (Ps.
99: 6).

Thse work oi tis religions raform wua
maude more effective and enduring tiy educa-
tional effort. Samuel folundui sciioos, nt
by endowing tlem witli naînvy, bot iîy
planning and metting tixem up and beoouxing

a te.ucerinlutiere. From the achools of tii
prophete touchers went, forth ta train other%
and by these means tue people of that dat'
were r-ased ta a higher plane of intellectual
and spiritual hi1e.

This revival of learning loft its imopres,
upon the literature ni Isonel, and tiuroigh
portions of scripture written by monifluti-
enced b>' tiiese schoote, wu are Ptili drawing
the ixir-oSf juterait of investinenta made by
Samueal tua reformer.
