The half bag of Indinn meal
was all the family had, nothing more remain-
ing upon which by sale or mortgage, money
couid be raised, and to the question ¢« What
will yeu do when the meal gives out 7 came
the despairing answer, “The good Lord only
knows.”

Not far from this, I was shown by my
melancholy attendaunts into arn equally
wretched hovel, where a widow with seven
young children was fighting the bitter battle
of life, and rapidly gctting worsted in the
struggle. She herself had gone out gather-
ing what she could of stuff to makea fire
wherewith to cook the family dinner, con-
sisting—Oh, my DULrothers, in comfortable
English homes—of a single cabbage? DBut
the poor little children, half cloihed, thin
and hollow-cyed, were there to plead with
heartrending elequence for aid.  Once more
I heard the old story. The land had yiclded
nothing ; no turf could be obtained {ur fuel
short of a journey of cight miles, and the
family had toached abeolute destitution.
Over the way, in anotherapology for a dwell-
ing-place, I found three poor women trying
to kindie a fire with damp beanstnike, their
only crop, in order {0 cook a dish of Indian
meal, their only food.

A Change of Policy.

Loxnox, January 25.-—A Cabul correspon-
dent reports that Ayoub Khan has left
Ghnznee.

A Cabul despatch gives the following
scheme, which the correspondent thinks will
probably receive consideration at London
and Calcutta, The British troops will im-
mediately withdraw to Jellalabad and a pro-
clamation be issued stating that vengennce
for the massacra of the British Embassy at
Cabul being satisfied the army withdraw to
Jellalabad, leaving the Afghans to live under
suca Bovereign as they may select until such
Sovereign be firmly established. The Queen
foregoes her right under the Trealy of
Guudamuk to place an Envoy at Cubul, all
communications with the Cabul Government
being in the meantime conducted by the
Queen’s special agent pendibg the peaceful
settlement of the country. Jellalabad and
Candahar will be occupied by British troops.
The Queen will insist that communications
of the Afghan ruler with foreign Governments
shall be held subject to her approval.

Death of Daniel 0'Connell,

We take the following from an old Irish
paper :—We have this day to record the de-
wmise of Daniel ("Connell,—the greatest poli-
tical agitator which the world ever saw. Our
readers will be prepared for the event, which
has been daily expected for some weeks.
This melancholy event took place at Genag
on the15th ult.  Without going into a full
detail of all the occurrenccs connected with
the lifeand death of this great man, we may
observe that © Daniel 0'Connell was the eldest
son of Mr. Morgan O'Connell, of Cathen, and
of Catherine, daughter of Mr. .lohn
O'Mullane, of Whitechurch, in the County of
Cork, and was desceaded from a respectable
and ancient Irisk family. He was born on
the Gth of August 1775, at Carhen, about a
mile from the present post town of Cahir-
civeen, in the county of Kerry. His child-
hood aud boyhood were chiotly passed in his
birthplace, theugh he paid frequent visits to
Derrynune, the seat of his father’s eldest
brother, Mr. Maurico 'Connell, who, as he
was bimself cbildless, adopted )is nephews,
Daniel and Maurice, and undertook the chief
charge of their edncation.”

The following is an account of the last
hours of the Liberator, written by Dy, Dufy,

But from Mr. (+Connell's
grent repugnance to swallow even the most
gimple medicine, this state of hnprovement
couldnot be followed. Onthe evening of
Tuesday, the 11th, the new symptom of con-
westion of the brain prosented iacll.  Active
measures were immediately had recomsse to,
and from them there was a decided inprove-
ment. Again tho aid of internal remedios was
dented, Mr. O'Connell refusing to take any
medicive. Towurds the evening of Weidnes-
day, the 12th, the symptoms increased ; Mr.
('Connell was restless, and sometimes slightly
incoherent.  Our former measures were again
cmployed, but with slight success.  Dnring
Thursday all the symptoms increased, with
great tendency to sleep, from which, however,
he could easily Lo roused ; the breathlng was
much cmbarrassed ; civeulation became difli-
cult, in some degree indistinet, and the mind
wavered.  Thursday night wns passed i o
stato of profound heavy sleep, with inereascd
Sitjoully of breathing; and, in addressing those
about hic, ke dmasined himsedf in Loadon,
and epoke to them as if there,  Cin Friday Le
was much woree, the breathing very laborious

the voice scarrely andible, and the words halt
formed ; all the aymptoms had increased, In
this state he lingered on till Suaday night,
seemingly conscious of the presence of those
about bim, Lut neither attempting to move or
speak., My trentment ot dr. (VConnell was
always in conjunction with AMr. Beretta, of
this placo, and a young Freuch physician,
who nad accompanied him from Lyons, and
on the day preceding Lis demise, we had the
advantage of consulting with Dr, Vivani, the
eldest practitioner of Genoa, of high repute.
Dy Lis advice, and as a Iastresource, a further
application of lecches to the temples was ad-
viged, but all wa3s in vain; he expired last
niglt at half past nine p.m. apparently suffer-
ing little pain. During the wholoe time of
our atfendsnce on bMr. O'Connell it was with
tho greatest difficulty he could bae induced to
tnke medicine, or even necessnry food, and he
perseveringly abstained from drink for fully
forty hours.  IHad this bsen otherwise the
period of death miglit bave beeu procrasti-
nated, but his fuiling henlth and spirits with
constant tendency fo cerebral congestion,
rondercd certain his death at no very distant
period.”

His spiritual adviser and chaplain, Dr.
Miley, thus feelingly describes the termination
of the hon. and learncd gentleman’s career in
a letter addressed to Mr. Morgan O'Connell :—

% My dear, dear Sir—May the God of Mercy
gustainand comfort you. The worst Las be-
fallen us—the Liberator, your illustrious
fathor—tLe father of his coanmtry—the glory
and the wonder of Christendom~—is dend.
Dead! No. Ishould say, mther, O'Connell
is in Heaven. His denth waa happy; hore-
ceived in the most fervent sentiments the last
rites, and up to the last sigh, was surrounded
by every consolantion provided by our holy re-
ligion.

On the side of religion everything cheers
ug, and it i3 there we have sought. for refuge.
You are alrendy aware from my last letter,
and that which was written by Daniel at a
later hour, how matters stood up tosix o'clock
on Inst (Satuvdey) evening. From that hiour
up to. eight o'clock he continued to sink
gradually, but without sufiering.” 1 knew
long before this hour thathe was dying, and
we had recited the prayers from seven to eight
o'clock, in which- he, joined most -forvently,
and with all the distinctness his fast-failing
powers permitted. I think his agony began’
at eight, or a little after, but:in using this.

there was.any painful struggle. @At no-stage,
especially for the last two days,waa there any

dread mystery had cast its shadow over him.
The spirit of which had maeved the world took
its light so peacefully, that all who were
there, excopt theangels who were in waiting
for it,were in doubt if it had departed. Ho died
as an infant sinks upon his mother's breast to
sleep. It was by ihe soft and Leautiful
transition of the prayers that we were reminded
that we had before us the noble body of O'Con-
nell, a8 if listening, hushed in attention, for
the summons to a glorious immortality.

SCOTCH NEWS.

Heactn or EpivnurcH.—The deaths for the
week ending 3rd January were 101, as against
90 for the preceding week. The rats of mor-
tality was 24 per 1,000. No death from feve:
wes recorded, and the symotic mortality was
moderate. -1 deaths were due to diseases of
the chest, and 24 deaths were registered above
60 years, and of these 3 were above 80.

Hawick.—Death by Burning—~Jene Thom-
son, a girl of six years, step-daughter of John
Reikie, millworker, Baker street, had her
clothes set on fire on Saturday by a heap of
hot cinders, around which she, with other
girls, was playing. She was so much buraed
about tho legs and other parts of the body,
that she died on Mounday from the effects of
the injuries received,

RaiLway Coruisio¥y AT Levcnans.—Early
on Tuesday morning, 6th January, & collision
took place at Leuchars Junction. An engine
with a passenger carriage, which, since the
Tay Bridge accident, is run every morning
from 8t. Fort to Leuchars to catch the first
Edinburg train, ran into a goods train stand-
ing at the siding, the last wagon of which
abutted on the main line. The passengers
were & little shaken, but otherwise unizjured.

Lerri—Damage to the Victoria Sreing Bridge.
—While the steamer Queen was proceeding
down the harbour on Sunday morning for
Warkworth shc ran violently into the Vic.
toria Swing Bridge. Two of the large girders
were twisted and broken, upwards of 40 feet
of iron railing carried away, and the wood-
work considerably damnged. The damage
sustained by the steamer which proceeded
has not been ascertained, but must be consid.
erable.

Bavrr.—At the monthly meeting of the
Banff Town Council on the 5th of January,
Provost Contts presiding, it was remitted to
the Town Council in committee to consider
and report upon the question of the disjunc-
tion of Macduff from Banff so far as registra-
tion of births, &c., was concerned. It was
explained by the Provost that some difficulty
might be experienced in making up the
assessment roll for that purpose were such a
propesal carried out.

The City of Glasgow Bank sharsholders’
meseting, on Tuesday, wag little more than a
formality, No questions were asked about
the liquidator’s remuneration, but thelr repert
was adopt.ad, and they wore thanked for their
valuable servicea. Many creditors have
ngreed to accept a gettlement upon payment
in full without interest. An arrangement,
subject to the creditors' approval, has been
made with the trustees of Luewls' estate—one
of the imprisoned directors—which would end
all litigation.

Asyviox Boarp,—At the monthly meeting
of Montrose Town Board— Provost Japp pre-
siding—the report from Dr. Howden, medical
superintendent of the asylum, stated that dur-
ing last year 105 patierts had been admitted
into the institution, 43 were discharged re-
covered, 23 not recovered, and 24 had died. A
report from Dr. Sibbald, Commissidner in
Lunacy, showed that there were 90 private
patients in fhe asylum—viz., 42 males and 48
females—and pauper patients 371, of whom
169 were males and 202 fomales. Their seve-
ral occupations and the number engaged
were classified as follows :—Assisting attend-
ants in wards 21 males and 17 females, gar-
den or field labourers 64 males and 20 females
a8 farm servants 6 males, The Clerk (Mr.

TerRIBLE ASSAULT ON A CONETABLE,—Ab
the Weatern Police Court on 3rd January
Bailie Laing had before him Thomas Chap
man, Charles Linn, Jane MtCurrie or Linn,
and Mary M'Cormick or Chapwan, on a
serfous charge of assault. The prisoners,
who ate all well known to the police, reside
at 27 West Campbell Street, and about three
o'clock on the first morning of the
year the cnustables on the beat teard
cries of “murder” coming tfrom Linon's
bouse. Thetwo policemen at once proceeded
to the Louse. The door was a little open and
one of them went right in. Before he had
time to look about him the four prisoners,
who were all in the same apartmeat, set upon
him with great violence. Chapman struck
him with a heavy hammer and knocked him
down. Then Mre. Linn and Mrs, Chapman
belaboured him with pokers, inflicting some
severe wounds on his head; and to wind up
with Mrs. Linn kicked ibe unfortunate
conatable several times on the face. All
ihis happened so quickly that the other
constable had no time to interposa for the
relief of his neighbor. Besides, the ap-
pearance cf thg four assailants was some—
what formidable. The two officers made good
their retreat without loss of time, but returo-
ed with reinforcements in a short time, and
took the four disturbers of the peace into cus-
tody. Two boys who saw the constable as-
saulted, through the open door, gave evidence,
and the prisoners, who were tried under the
Prevention of Crimes Act, were all convicted.
The Bailie commented on the serious and
disagreeable nature of the assanlt, and fined
both the Chapmaus and Linn £20, with the
alternative of three months imprisonment.

lish Banks. The remaining fourth goes to
kecp the Irishman’s body and soul together.
To these landlords the Irish peamsant is
simply what the African slave was in the
eyes of tho Southorn planter—a human
chattel, 1is early youth and his prime of
manhood are spent in the severest toil,
wrestling with the earth for the treasures it
contains, but which ho is doomed never ta
call his own. If lLe dares to improve
his land he puts an increased burden
on kis own back. Hereisa case in point
which fell under my observation.

The construction of the long-talked of new
Imperipl Palace in Japan has at length been
commenced. ‘Lhe building will cover 20,000
tsubo of ground, and balf of it will be in ne-
cordance with foreign idens of architccture
and half Japanese. It is supposed that four
years will efapse ere the edifice is completed,
and the estimated cost is 4,000,000 yen ($3,-
086,000). The Imperia]l Palace at Kioto,
which was built by the Tokuawa Government
cost the sum of 3,000,000 yen ($2,491,000).

The military authorities in Tokio, Japan,
have been making an experiment in the way
of sandals for thetroops. Xach scldier was
supplied some time back with a certain
amount of cotton material, and informed that
Iie wus to make himself two pairs of sandals.
The manufacture of these articles being com-
pleted, a number of the soldiers have been
ordered to the Iakone Mountalns fo test
their durability; and in the avent ot the irat
proving satisfactory, these cotton sandals will
be introduced into the army and theill-fitting
leather boots be discarded.

Eonglisk 4rmy and Navy Gazetle, have not
faced an enemy since Waterloo. A part of
the Fifteentl was employed in suppressing’a
revolt in Ceylon in 1648, and the Sixty-sixth
served in Canada in 1337, but with theso ex-
ceptions these regiments have not baen en-
gaged since the great peace of 1815. During
the sixty-five years which have since elapsed
the fine regiment known as the Nineticth
Light Tnfantry has seen nove acitve gervice
than any other that fizures onthe ey list.

AGRIOULTURE.

Xhe Best Breeds.

Under the above heading, ZThe Prairic
Farmer gives a very suggestive article from
which wo extract such parts as will prove
usefal here, as well as in the West. Weare
afraid that several of our own breeders still
think that they can have a single breed which
will excel in both productions—excellent
beef and plenty of rich milk, This is not
possible, as the perfect adaptibility to one
necessarily precludes the otber. This is self-
evident o any one who compares attentively
the shape and form of the better animals in
either clasa.

It would therefore appear to us more ra.
tional to keep two distinct breeds on the
farm, wherever the production of the beat
beef as well ag of rich milk, in quantity, ars
aimed at. It is very true that some strains
of Short-horng will produce both meat and
milk—in pretty large quantities too ; but the
question is whether they can prodace cither
as economically as wounld special breeds.

I¢ must not be forgotton that the whols of
the efforts of the best breeders, for a century
and wore, bave tended to bring out the meat-
producing points in ment animals, and the
milk produciug in dairy cattle. In order to
unite these points again in the same animal
the work of a contury of careful experiment.
ing must be undone, and then the result must
necessarily be a retrogade movement.

Tae Besr Breeps.—Who knows what they
are? Not those who believo that an apimal
may combine perfect milking qralities with
great flow of milk, producing large quantities
of both cheese and butter, and when unfit for
wilking, iurn out a maximum quality of first
class beef, especially in the prime joints, That
is the loip, the round, and the roastirg pieces.
The beef animal is entirely different in its
make up from those adapted to the dairy pur-
poses ; several distinct breeds bave eutirely
distinct characteristice. ~ Thus Jerseys are
noted for the richnmess of their milk, well
adapted to butter-making. Theo Holstein for
the large flow of good milk adapted to cheese-
making. The first is a small breed, the other
alarge one, and it must be confessed that the
latter come nearer to making 8 good weight of
fair beef than any other dairy breed. The
Ayrshires are mediom in size,and give a good
flow of fairly rich milk. The Jerseys will do
well on rich hill pastores, so will the Ayr-

shires. The Holsteins do best on flush pas-
tures. Hence their rising popularity inthe
West.

Of beef breeds many families of Short-horas,
among them notably some of the #seven-
teens,’'—that is, descendants of the American
importation of 1817—are deep milkers, are
also excellent and heavy beef animals, but do
not matare quite so quickly as some of the
more fashionable modern families, Among
thy Duchesses are good milkers, but the Short-
horn sas i clags, aae not milking animals, nor
can they be made soexcept at a loss of essen-
tinl beef points. Whether the Short-horns be
wanted for milk, beef, or both, they require
fiush pastures, ond plenty of it, and good
shelter in winter.

The Herofords are cssentially beef cattle.
They do not mature so early as the Short-
horns, but so far a3 we have seen, open better.
That is they are very superior for the butcher's
block. Heavy muscular cattle, with plenty
of meat in the prime pa1ts. The Devons are
the best butcher's cattle so tar asquality of
beef is concerned, of any of the improved
breeds. First class butchers will pay a
higher price, for a ripe, well fattened Devon
steer than for any other of our first class
breeds. In Ergland only one class of cattle
bring more in the Smithfield market; that is
the Scotch or West Highland cattle—or
rether “Scofeh polled, and West Highland
cattle.”

Atout Turleys.

Fanny Field, writing in the Frariric Far-
wer, gives the following interesting advice
and experience in the raising of turkeys:

The cold ruins during the month of May
and fore part of June wrought sad havoc
among the yvoung turks, I know of several
flocks of forty or more that have dwindled
down to lessthan a dozen. Thave been very
fortunate with mino, and of course I feel
like crowing over my success. From seventy-
two eggsset I had sixty-seven young turkeys ;
a thievish cat gobbled two of them, but I
have lost none from exposure to cold and
demp. One day I was caught napping, and
my turkeys were caught in the rain, I didn't
wait for the rein to cesse, but donned my
waterproof and rubber boots, and, assisted by
the hired mau, drove the mother hens to the
shelter of their respeciive coops. Part of the
soung turks were well feathered up, and con-
scquently were out of harm’s way, so I did
rot trouble myself about them further than
to give them a good warm feed with a sprink-
ling of red pepper in it; but scveunteen of
the youngest were pretty thoroughly soaked.
« Pust all hope of resuriection,” said tho hired
1man 28 he carried tho chilled turks into the
kitchen, and lifo did seem to be almost ex-
tinct in most of them; but I resolved to
experiment on them. I put a piece of com-
fort on the bottom of the stove oven, laid my
tui ks 'en it, covered them with a piece of an
old wool blanket, paitly closed the over
doora, stirred up the fire and waited. In a
short time there was a commotion under the
blanket; I litted it and tbrec little turks
hopped out on the floor apparently as well as
evor; the rest were kicking and gasping a
little, so I gave thom a little more air and
covered them up again. In less than two
“.enrs the eatire lot were as lively as crickets.
I fed thew and put them out with Lbe othor
h:ns, with an icjunction to keep in out of the
wet ia future.

Now I want {o tell you about my turkey
shed; it is my own ides and I foel quite
proud of it. For {hree years past so many
voury turkeys died during epells of cold,
damp weather that it really scemed as if the
wto'e flack would go. Of course Ikept themn

nearly a foot of sand and gravel. - Along the
rear of this shed there i8 a row of slat coops
for confining the wmother bhens; these
coops are of different shapes and
sizes, so that each hen knows her
own coop, and, when let out in pleasant
weather, always returns at night to her own
domicile. For the first ten days or two
weoks after hatching, I kept the hensa con-
fined all the time; atthe end of that time
the young turks were doing finely, the hens
had become accustomied to their quarters,
and, after the dew was off in the morning,
the door was rolled back, a slat of the coops
let down,and hens and young turks given
free range until night. Previous to allowing
the hens their liberty, I had, on pleasant
days, rolled back the deor, and allowed the

torkeys to go out on the grass. On rainy
days the door was kept closad,
avd inside it ‘was perfectly dry. I

have ncticed that when a turkey-hen runs
at large, with her brood, she changes her roost~
ing place every night, so I took the hint and
every day. the coopsare moved, and the drop-
pings scraped off, a little fresh sand thrown
on, and the coop put back in its place. This
makes a little work of course, bnt it is
cheaper than to hatch turkeys and have one-
half of them die on your hands.

Under the window in one end of the shed
isa box or bin, that will hold about three
barrels; this is kept filled with sand for use
about the coops. The team can be backed
up to the window, the window opened (it
slides back) and the sand shoveled in
with very little trouble. Under the opposite
window is 5 bin of similar size for holding
the scrapings trom under the coops ; outside
is a trap door for convenience in removing
the contents of the bin.

This is our programme, and hers again the
Irish party pursues a strictly conservative
policy. For itis clear to all who have
studied social questions that in seeking to
confer upon the Irish agriculturist a fixed
and staple interest in the soil we tend to
deliver him from that system of chance and
security which is the natural parent of dis-
content and revolution. i

Of course, sir, there may happen, ag in
every popular movement, incidents from
time to time capable of being misrepresented
by malevolence and of being misunderstood
by the honest and well disposed. We do not
desire, however, to enter now upon thediscus-
sion of centroversial matters in your impar-
tial journal. We are confident that upon
every debated point the verdict of public
opinion and of the legal tribunals will de-
cisively dispose of the calumnies circulated
against the Irish party. Meantime, we ex-
pect with confidence that the French nation,
our ally in religion and race, will watch—we
do not ask with favor, but with calm justice
~—the efforts of a people which still remem-
bers with pride to-day that between the years
1690 and 1789 five hundred thousend of its
sons have fallen upon the field of honor in
the lrish Brigade of old France,

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THE IRISH RELIEF FUND.

How the Famnds are Distributed—-Party
and Religions Spirit—The Work ofthe
National or Central Relief Commit-

tee.
Drau, Jan. 10, 1880

The papers in all paits of the country are
full of paragraphs referring to the distress ex-
perienced in several Western districts. The
Freeman’s Journal of this morning has four
oolumne fuil of those short paragraphs, re-

your courtesy for the pubjication in your
columns of the following summary of the
Irish national question. Our primary object
is to remove the misconceptions which have
been spread, innocently and unintentionnlly
in some cases, upon the true nature of the
Home Rule movement,

In the first place, there is no foundation
for the assertion that the Irish national op-
position has an anti-dyoastic character. On
the contrary, by the very fact of the traditions
of our party the Home Rule movement is
loyal and constitutional. The Home Rulers,
who demand the restoration in Dublin of the
Irish Parliament which was only suppresred
in the year 1800, fully recognize, just as the
1rish Parliament did, the equal sovereignty
of the monarch over the two kingdoms of
Ireland and Great Britain. Their purpose
and their hope is to see the Irish Parlia-
ment reassemble for the {ransactian of
the internal nffairs of Ireland and to see
it reopened by the Queen of Great
Dritain in her constitutional cheracter of
Queen of the Lingdom of Ireland. There is
no room accordingly for the accusation of
anti-dynastic aims. Equally with the Hua-
garians, who mantully maintain the ancient
rights of St. Stephen's crown equally with the
Bohemians, who defend against the Centralist
party in Austria the rights of the Bohemian
kingdom, the Irish Home Rulers also, while
demanding the absolute control of their own
internal affairs, are actuated by no design hes-
tile to the unity of the state or the dynasty of
the sovereign. DBut, at the same time, their
recognition of the one sovercign in no way
disposes them to tolerate the ignorant preten.
sions of English and Scotch representatives to
intermeddle in the strictly internal and do.
mestic concerns of the Irish nation.

Such, sir, is tho essential character of the
Irish Home Rule movement. We respect the
common Boverign, we unito with our fellow.
subjects in England and Scotland in the
maintenance of the common Empire, but we
insist upon our right to transact thie affairs of
Treland in an Itish Parliament. We have no
desire to intermeddle in the private and do.
mestic concerns of the English or the Scotch.
We admit the supremacy of the Imperial
Parliament within the sphere of the common
concerns of the Empire. In the name of the
national sentiment, however; in the name of
historical right and sound reason, we refuse
to endure the continual mismanagewment of
Irish affairs by & majority of Foglish and
Scotch representativeg, who would have quite
enough to do in attending to their own coun-
try, and who know nothing whatever about
the wants and requivements of Ircland.

This is the great reform which we seek to
establish, and we maistain that no reform
can be more genuinely conegervative than the
one which at once provides for the unity of
the empire and the satisfaction of the compo-
nant nationalities. Thesymbol of our ancient
independenco—a viceroy with the attributes
of the sovereign—still hoids his court by the
authority of the queen, in the capital of Ire-
land. We desire to see him once mora sur-
rounded Ly the representatives of Ireland
duly clected under the same royal authority.

You have now before you, sir, the succinct
summary of the Irich political question.
There remains the social or sgrarian ques-
tion.

The agrarian policy of the Irish party is
also that of the bishops, the priests, the
municipal bodies of Ireland. Protestants as
well as Catholics join in the demand tor a
reform.

The manufacturers of Ireland were long
ago destroyed by ths commercial jealousy of
Eogland. Agriculture is lelt the sole re-
source of the Irish people. At the same
time most of the landed proprictors are
strangers to the country, the heirs of the
spoliators of times of persecution and con-
fiscation. They squander in England, or
anywhere except in Ireland, the rents
which they get their mercenary agents
to extort trom their wretched tenantry. For-
eigacrs to the country ag they are, they aro
in no dread of [rigsh public opinion, for how
can they be reached by the public opinion of
Ireland? )

These evils can no louger be endured.
After Baviog for threc-quarters of a century
seen the country stripped of its annual re-
venues  without any return, after frequent
famizes, and in the continual presence of tho

porting the state of different localities and
the efforts which are being locally made to
meet the pressure. In many of the distressed
districts local committees have been formed,
rather to direct the distribution of relief funds
which may be received from otber quarters than
with the expectation of being able to rnise any
local funds themselves. The formation ofthese
committees, and therelation which they will
bear to the two Daublin organizations—the
Duchess of Marlborough's committea and the
National Relief Committee presided over by
Lord Mayor Gray—illustrate in an unhappy
manner the sectional jealousies which dis-
tract unfortunate Ireland. Wherever a com-
mittee is formed at a local public meeting we
find the priest, the mayor and the chieftowns-
people among the members. But where the
local committee has been nominated by tho
friends and associates of the Duchess of
Marlborough it is small in numbers, is
composed of magistrates, landowners and
otbor members of what are known in
this country as « the better classes,” and
the clergymen of the neighborhood. Seeing
that almost all, if not quite all, the really dis-
tressed people are Roman Catholics, it i5 cs-
sential that the priest shall have a chief share
in the distribution of any relief funds. He
knows the destitute far more surely than any
one else: heis the most likely man to be im-
partial, and, on the other hand, the poor peo-
ple will have greater confidence in him than
inany one else. He i in his right place at
the head of a local committee. But he will
hardly feel at home, or even in a position to
effect much good on & commiftee mainly
composed of Connaught magistrates and
their triends. The antagonism between the
priests and the bulk of the landlord classin
Connnught is too deep and of too long stand-
ing to admit of an easy amalgamation of the
two elements.

Britlish Gratn Trade.

The Mark Lane Erpress, in its review of the
British grain trade for the past week, says :—
The farmers have made up a good portion of
their lost time as regards wheat sowing, put
since Wednesday the renewal of wintry
weather has again caused some check. The
quantity and condition of the homegrown
wheat offered in Mark Lane and the provincial
markets is not improved ; consequently millers
almost totally neglect samples, and in
the very few cases where decent samples
were offered, sales were only practicable
at a decline of 1s per quarter. The im.
ports of fureign wheat were again moderate,
and have mostly gone into granary, as
the consumptive demand has been very inani.
mate, lack of confidence becomi-:g appareat
in the trade. Stocks are increasing not only
in London but in Marseilles and Bordeaux.
While the quantity of wheat afloat still ex-
veeds 2,200,000 quarters, and while a further
decline in New York augurs unfavorably for
the success of American speculation for a rise,
the presence of important stocks in French
ports is sufficiently significant, as the action
of France was counted upon to relieve Great
Britain of a fair proportion of the supply on
passage. The rapid and marked decline in
maize of 35 in three weeks is owing to a
scare as to the shipments America can and
may make. According to present appear-
ances, Amcrica has quite enough to do to
manage its wheszt, so that thero should be
plenty of time to recover the decline in maize,
which was brought about principally by
timidity. The arrivals at ports of call bave
been moderate. There was & fair business in
wheat cargoes at a decline of 6d to ls per qr
on red winter and spring American, and 1a to
15 6d per qr on Ghirks descriptions. Maize
sold steadily at barely last week's prices.
There was little demand for wheat for ship-
ment, though sellers were more inclined to
meet buyers’ views. There was & moderate
inquiry for maize and barley at & decline of
6d to 9d per qr. The sales of Epglish
wheat last week wero 32,871 qrs at 458 11d,
against 52,141 qrs at 383 [1d for the corres-
ponding week of the previous year. The im-
ports into the United Kingdom for the weelt
ending January 10 were 835,287 cwis of wheat
and 215 841 cwts of flour.

DR. TALMAGE ON THE IRISH QUES-
TION.

At the Brooklyn Tabernacle on Suanday
last the Rev. Mr. Talmage said:—

4] hope the congregation will neither ap-
plaud nor manifest disapproval of anything
that 1 say to—day in regard to the condition
of the Irish people,” said Rev. Dr. Talmago
in the DBrooklyn Tabernacle ycesterday.
# Whatever I eay that is right, will stand
upon its own merits; and any wrong ideas
that I may advaunce will fall like worthleas
chaff. We must remember that this
is the House of God, and we must pre-
sorve proper decorum on the Sabbath day.
We havo a serious, solemn subject with which
to deal. Famine stalks abroad in Ireland,
and we are to consider measures for the re-
lief of a distressed people. I have concluded
to postpone the taking of the collection to-
day until the close of my fermon, As my re-
marks will perhaps induce you to give more
liberally than you would if you bad not
heard them. All the money we get to-day
will be sent to the Lord Mayor of Dublin for
the relief of the famine-stricken people of
Ireland.”

Dr. Talmage then read a hymn, which was
sung to the tune of # Home, Sweet Home,”
the air being selected in reference to the love
the Irish people Liave for their homes aud
firesides. In his opening prayer the pastor
arked God to assist Ireland in this her hour
of need, and that tho hearts of people here
in America would be touched by the cry of
distress which comes to us from over the
broad Atlantic. The text was from St. Mat-
thaw, xxv.: 35—« For I was an hungered,
and ye gave me meat; I was thirsty, and ye
pave me drink.” «There,” said Dr. Tal-
mage, “are the words of our Saviour
who has promised us that if we do a
kindpess to one of our fellow-citizens, we do
itnlso to him. Grim, gnunt famine, likes
wolf, has Ireland by the throat. The fishof
five oceans swim in the depths; the cattle of
a thousand hills graze in two hemispheres ;
and abundant harvests of grain have been
gathered in most quarters of theglobe, LBut
plenty does not abound everywhere. Pcople
are starving on the Emerald Isle. The cry
for food goes up from thousands of hungry
mouths. Famine! famine! The terrible
monster stalks among the beautiful hills and
dales of an isle whose natural scenery is not
surpassed on the faco of theglobe. 'There is
something wropg somewhere. or people
would not be obliged to go hungry. I
often ask myself if it isright that therich
landed proprietor should bold his broad acres
and enjoy afluence while his poor tenant dies
of hupger? That is a question for political
economists to answer, We have ng titled
aristocrats or titled lords of the land in
America, but there may be danger even Lere,
for we see men about us who are rolling up
vast piles of wealth to band down to their
posterity. Wealth is power, and thore may
be too much centralfzation of power in
Amorica as well as in Enrope. Large cstates
swallow up the smallet ones. When we read
that one man in a single transaction can
bandle twenty millions’ worth of stock in
Wall street, it 18 time for us to open our
eyes. Our Republic is young. We do not
suffer &as much from the oppressions of the
vich as they do in FEorope; but if our
wealthy familics keep on accamulating riches
and lands and power where will we be at tbe
end of another hundred years? It id our
duty, us the people of a great Lepublic, to
think of the future. I say there are those
who are at fault for the present ughappy con-
dition of Ireland. Letus bops that the time
will never come when oue man will run the
whole earth, for he would pvt a tax on sun-
shins, and we would be obliged to pay a heavy
rental for the enjoyment of fresh air and
tithes for the water we drink.

«My friends, this question of avoiding the
evils from accumnulated wealthis too great for
us to settle: but Gad will settleit, (et us
pray that hloedshsd may be avoided, and that

my friends, Iet us.respond. The Irish are a
sympathetic people. They are generaus, and
when they have anything they are willing to
divide with those that meed. Where do we
find stronger family ties than among the Irish?
Fraternal and filial love are deeply implanted
in their hearts. Wko can pictere tho agony
of an Irish father who sces his fam-
ily. starving before his very eyes?

i own hunger 18 forgotten in the grief he
feels for the sufferingz of those who are near
and dear to him. 1 dono! wonder that hun-
ger makes people desperate, or that men will
do bold deeds when their wives and children
cry for bread. If my family were starving,
and by theft or robbery, or force of arms, I
could procure them food, I would not Lesitate
to——. 1 will not Ginish the scatence, but,
let me say my prayer is that I be not led
into temptation. Agaln, we should assist
Ireland in this her hour of need, be.
cause her people have particular claims
upon us here in the United States. When
traitors sought to destroy this Republic,
it was tho Irish boy in blue who was among
the first to take up arms for the protection of
the Stars and Stripes. We canuot forget the
gallant service of General Thomas Francls
Mengher at Malvern Hill, or the bravery of
the Jrish soldiers at Antietam and Gettys-
burg. The Irishman who comes to the
United States is proud of his adopted coun-
try, and he will lose his last drop of blood in
defense of liberty snd equal rights. For this
reason I gay, if for no other, we should stand
by Ireland when her people are in distress.”
At this point in his discourse Dr. Talmage
picked up a Look from the little table at the
back of the platform, and read with great dra-
matic effect, the immortal speech made by
Robert Kmmiot to the Judges the day before
he suffered death. Whon Dy, Talmage camo
to the clause that referred to the vtime when
Ireland shall take het place among the na-
tious of the earth,” therc was a suppressed
murmur of applause among tho Tabernacle
congregation. Dr. Talmago said that Ire-
land bad scnt many of her talented sons to
America, and paid a tribute to the talents of
Thomas Addis Emmet and William Wirt,
not forgetting James T. Erady. ©Entwine
the sbamrock about the Cross of
Christ,” said Dr. Talmage, “and in the name
of Christ let us respond to the appeal of fhe
famishing ; 50 that in the Day of Judgin:-at
Chrirt will say : ¢ Innsmuch as ye did it unto
the least of these, ve did it unto Me.””

In the prayer that followed the sermon Dr.
Talmage petitioned that plenty might soon
reign in Irclasd, and that the time would
speedily como when the sounds of laughter
wontld be henrd in the Irlsh homes, and the
cloud of sorrow vanizh before the suunshine of
prosperity.
It was stated that the collection taken in
the Tabernacle vesterduy amounted to about
$500,
Dr. Talmage took occazion to announce to
his congregation that ke hal ne ill will
towand those brothren who presecuted Lim in
his late troubles. Said he: o [ now, as 1 did
n few days ago, recall whatever I have gaid
that was unpleasant in that controversy. Dut
wy surprise is that U caid so little,nnd my re-
gret i that 1 said anything. In view of my
joy over mwy vindication, 1 am willing to ve-
call all my allegations of moral rotteuness
against those who were my opponents.”

Wko-
ever shall issue commissions or other doctt-
ments, afixing the State scal thereto unlaw-
fully, shall be punished by imprisonment not
exceeding threo years, and a fine not excead-
ing $3,000.

The receipts of Iive stock per the Grand
Trunk at Point St. Charles. during the wesk
ending to-day comprised atout 16 carloads
cattle, part of a car of sheep, and 1 car borses.

At St. Gabriel market this morning busi-
ness was estremely dull. The offerings In-
cluded aboul six oarloads of cattle, of which
fully one-half were driven to the lower mar-
Let to find buyera. Dealers offering one car-
load each for sale were:—Al Elliott, New-
castle : James Eakin, Port Hope ; H. Mouleit,
Lancaster; F Ritchings, Toronto ; Alfred Boi-
sey, St. Madeline, and R Jones, Mitchell. Wm
Head of this éity, eold 11 head of first-class
cattle at 4c per lb, and Fred Rit-hings sold
out hisload at 3§c.-A very fine ox weighing 1,-
500 1bs was purchased by o leading exporier
at ic perlb live weight. Mr, Armstreng, a
western dealer, has 2 carloads at the Point,
yet unsold, baving been unable to dispose of
them ata profit. The range of prices pajd
to-day was from 2jc to 3§c per ib.

SHIPMENTS,

J. Kennedy, sn American buyer, has now
about 50 head of cattle in the stables
at this market, ready for shipment
at an early date. This morning he pur-
chased from George Daiterson, Guelph,
12 bhead of very choice cattle at £56 each.
Mr, Patterson drove the remainder of 3 car-
loads (mearly G0 head) to Viger market, but
up to noor he had not been able to sell.

Petween now and the 1st of May a leading
cattle cxporter in this city will load 14 steam-
chips with cattle for Great Britain, at Hali-
fax, Portland and Bosten ports.

AT VIGER MAREET

to-day there were about 200 head of cattle in
tke yards aad stalls, of which number 150
hend arrived from the St Gabriel market,
being driven down by western drovers. The
attendance of local butchers was compara-
tively small, and the demand corntinuing
slow, business was dull, and the market as-
sumed a more thsn usnally quiet aspect.
Drovers again complained of the low prices
effered, and although the quality of the beeves
offering was generally good, they state that at
presentobtainable prices thero i3 little or no
profit to traders or denlersin cattle. R. J.
Hopper bought 25 head from Matt Llliott, of
Kingston, at the Point, at $27 each, aud re-
sold 9 head, at Viger market, at almost 330
each. Sam Irice bought 22 head choice
cattle, at the Point, at S48,50 each, and re-
sold 11 head, for shipment, at about ilc per
ib., live weight ; he drove the remaining 11
head to Viger market, wkere he sold
only 5 Lead, up to neon, to a but-
cher for Sils. Jus.  Eakins sold
7 head, out of a load of 20 cattle, to different
butchers, at from $25 to 35 each. Dir P Dar-
ragh, of River Beaudelte, eold 6 out of a
dozen head cattle at from $20 to 25 each. Mr
Jones, of ilitchell, also seld out, at about the
same range of prices as already quoted, viz,
about 21c to 3c. About a dozen good sheep
were in the stalls, nnd snles were reporied at
24 to 4 30 each. No lambs offering.

T'he coal trade in this city hias, for the most
part, been i 1l durdny the past week, owing,
delers state, to the co atinued mild weather,
The cold atn ¢sphers ol yesterday had the
e¢lfect of improv ng thede nand, and following
tne heavy fall of s now 1ist night, amore active
business is expected to be done during there-
mainder of this week. It seems likely now
that for some time to come, Dbusiness
wiil depend almost entirely upon the weather;
consumers never seem to discover their need
wf fresh stocks of fuel until a renewed “ spell”
of sharp, cold weather overtakes them, and
then it is wonderful how they 1ush into the
coal oflices with orders for immediato deli-
veries. Large sleigh loads of coal continue
to arrive nlmost daily from the Chambly
Canal, and considerable quantities frem other
pointson the Richelieu River have arrived by
rail duriog the week, but notwithstandiog
that it is reported that all thiscoal, whenlaid
down here, costs an averase of $8 per ton,
we have no changes to note in selling prites
here, the dgures being the same as quoted in
our previous reports for faveral weeks.

Tho demand for rardwood continues
steady, and stocks in the yards are bheing
gradually reduced at unchanged prices, but
trade is not yet brisk. Considerable quanti-
ties of cordwood are being brought into this
market per tho Q., M. O. and O. Rallway.

Of these 1,951 head cattle, 4,700 sheep and
54 horses were landed alive; 7 head cattle
and 25 sheep were landed dead: and 8§ head
cattle and 46 sheep were thrown overboard
during the ‘passage; 14 calves were landed.
The percentage of loss, was, therefore, very
small, Leing only 0.41 per cent. on cattle and
1 per cent. on shesp—a vory gratifving ex.
hibit.
