An Act to incorporate the Ottawa, Breckviile and
New York Railway Company.

8. The Company may construct and carry the said lines of Powerto

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municipality as it may be authorized under any agrecment
with and by-law of the corporations respectively having juris-
diction over such streets and highways, and subject to any
restrictions contained in such agreement and by-law or in this
Act, and under and subject to any agreements made between &
the councils of any of the said corporations and the Company.’

9. The Company, subject to any restrictions contained in
any resolution or agreement with any municipality having
jurisdiction over any of the streets or highways upon which it
may be authorized to carry itslinesof railway as aforesaid, and 10
subject to the provisions contained in subsection 2 of section 90
of The Railway Act,except paragraphs (b) and (g) thereof, may
lay conduits under or erect poles and wires along, over and
upon any of the public roads and highways of the said muni-
cipalities respectively, and may also acquire the right to lay 15
conduitsunderor to erect poles and wires along, over and upon,
and to convey electricity required for the working of the rail-
way, for furnishing power to, or lighting or heating the same,
upon, over or under lands other than the right of way of the
railway, and upon, over, under or across any streams, rivers, 20
lakes or waters, and for any of the purposes aforesaid to erect
the necessary fixtures, including posts, piers or abutments for
sustaining wires, cables, conduits and other electrical appli-

16. The Company may issue bonds, debentures or other 25
securities to the extent of twenty-five thousand dollars per mile
of the railway and branches, and such bonds, debentures or
other securities may be issued only in proportion to the length
of railway constructed or under contract to be constructed.

i1, [The railway shall be commenced within three years 30
and completed within five years from the passing of this Act,
otherwise the powers hereby granted ¢hall cease and be null
and void as respects so much of the railway as then remains
uncompleted. ]

12. The Company may erect, use and carry on works for 85
the generation, transmission and distribution of electrical
power and cnergy ; and acquire, develop and utilize water and
steam power for the purpose of generating electricity for all
purposes in connectton with its railway and works, and may
dispose of any surplus electricity or other power generated by 40
its works, and not required for operating its railway or other
works ; and acquire exclusive rights in letters patent, franchises
or patent rights for the purposes of the works hereby author-
ized and again dispose thereof.

13. The Company may construct, own and operate a ferry 45
from a point in or near the town of Brockville, in the county
of Leeds, across the River St. Lawrence, to a point in or near
the town of Morristown, in the State of New York, for the .
purpose of transporting trains, passengers, goods and merchan-
dise in connection with the business of the Company.

The Company may enter into an agreement with the Agreement
Ottawa Electric Railway Company, the Canadian Pacific Rail- yg,;‘;;;:;fh“
way Company, the Grand Trunk Railway Company of Canada,
or the Brockville, Westport and Sault Ste. Marie Railway

6 Company, for conveying or leasing to such company the rail-
way of the Company, in whole or in part, or any rights or
powers acquired under this Act,as also the franchises, surveys,
plans, works, plant, materials, machinery and other property
to it belonging, or form an amalgamation with such company

10 on such terms and conditions as are agreed upon, and subject
to such restrictions as to the directors seem fit; provided that Approval of
such agreement has been first approved by two-thirds of the snd Governor
votes at a special general meeting of the shareholders duly in Council.
called for the purpose of considering it, at which meeting,

15 shareholders representing at least two-thirds in valne of the
stock are present or represented by proxy, and that such
agreement has also received the sanction of the Governor in
Council. ’
