P the producers of meat were to ctjmhjne to senti ail the meut ou!t' tfhli countiry anti finis produtce a siiortage atA.home, what a cry. would go up front a starving t4atioti!

If' the makers of foeur were to refuse to seil the people the flt>ur neetict to make breati, anti there should not beeiiugh bread to satisfy the national hunger, whlat a row would be raiseti!
In eÎther of' these cases, the Ottawa auithiorities would ibe appealeti tt for a Royal Commission, tile Minister ofj ustice would have the leaders of the people deynanding rersandi the îiewspapers of' the country wouild be readingthe Riot Act to the greedy Pensons who were tryiîng to profit by an undue enhancement of pnices. There would benational turmoil.
Is this not exactiy what a dozen leading baiikers have done;? They go! together anti decideti to, ship flfteenmiiillions of dollars otît of Canada, at a time when monley ivas nlone too plentiful. They calleti ii ail the loans theycouid, anti sent that amount of money to New York to be loaneti there. As a consequence, tire price of nioney athome bas been unduiy enhanceti. The nation is starving for capital. Is it fair ? Is il jus!'?The bankers say they will bning the money back when the crop.moviîîg commences. Tire explanat on is insuffi-cient. When they commenced, this movement, there were aliready forty-flve millions of Canadian bank deposits onloan in New York. If fifteen milions of ready money were needeti for crop-moving, they coulti have brought backflfteen of that forty-five. There was no necessity for sending fifteen millions more to New York, when there wereaiready forty-five millions there.
Not long ago, a merchant in a smali town was asked to return to the bank ail the money that he hati' borrowedfrom it to carry on bis business. The same demand has been made in thousantis of cases, but this merchant wasa fighter. He refused. The banker advised him to go down to Toronto andi Montreal and ask bis wholesalers tocarry bis paper. Again he, refused. When pressed further for the money, he told the bank he wouîd go intoinsolvency first. The '"bluff " worked, and the bank allowed bim to keep the money. Tbis shows a queer state ofaffairs.
Canadians are prouti of tbeir banking system, and prond of the excellent results which have flowed front jointbank action in times of stress and storm. They are nlot wiling, however, to see this excellent system become aninstrument of tyranîîy. The banks bave a goverfiment franchisue, which bas been granted tbem in order that they mayserve the public, but nlot to enabie tbem to cause general business embarrassments. They have every right to becareful, conservative and far-sigbted, but they have no rigbt to deprive the public of its own capital by an arbitraryanid autocratic policy, wbicb is both unnecessary and barmful.

A Massive and Genial Gxovernor'

M ASSIVE, is the only terin wich fittingly describes
theý Hon, D. C. Fraser, Lieutenant-Governor of
Nova Scotia. "The giant of Guysborough" is the

titie by which lie was known during the thirteen years
that lie represented that Nova Scotian constituncy in
the flouse of Conimons from fl391 to 1904, and certainly
no one ever disputed his physical pre-eminence in that
time, thougli the latte Col. kory McLennan was a fairly
good second.

Lieutenant-Governor Fraser stands about six feet six
in beight and lie is enormously broad. His weiglit eau
only be approximated. But though ponderous ini stature
he is by no nieans ponderous in mental equipment -
indeed, his is one of the somewhat rare instances where
superior intellect and excellent judgment are united to
great bulk.

Lt would perhaps be scarcely fair to say that Mr.
Fraser is remembered at Ottawa principally as a mani
who could not fit into the ordinary chairs wbich are
built for normal sized people-because Mr. Fraser is a
good speaker, Itircible and logicai, and is remembered
aiso by9 ail the old timers for his intelligent contribu-
tions to the debates. Moreover, Mr. Fraser is as geaial
as lie is massive-which Îs saying a good deal. As far
as known, no one ever seen inti get irritated. Men
like that do net need to get angry-a lookc is enongli
Perhaps that is one reason why bis colleagues were
aiways on sucli good ternis with him, for lie is very
popular wherever known.

Previonus te his entry into Domiinion polities, Mr.
Fraser was twice mayor of New Glasgow, where he also
practised law. He lias sat in the Legislative Council and
Assembhly of, bis 1native province froni 1878 to i891, bat-
ing beeri leader of the governtnent in 'the former body
froma 888. Ini Feruary, 1904, he was ga,,zetted to the
Supremne Couirt of 'Nova Scotia, and received his present
appointuiext on March 27 th, 1906.

"I belieVe that if there be ont' danger more: titreaten-
ing to cur age thaný any other, it is rrecisely, titis ai-

most entire absence of independent thinking. 'The great
mass of the corumunity neyer troubles itself to think ixi-
dependently, or to form for itself an opinion upon any
of the subjects which most deeply interest it. It tàkes
its opinions, .beliefs, and theories from other people, from
writers ini the newspapers, or fromi speakers in the House
of Comnmons and elsewhere.
