TO PRESENT BRIEF
Ottawa (CUP) — A student 

committee of UBC is preparing a 
brief on the financial problems of 
university students to be pre­
sented to the federal government 
early next fall.

Areas of study include scholar­
ships, bursaries, loans and tax ex­
emptions.

A spokesman for the joint 
NFCUS university administration 
committee stated that the execu­
tive “does not believe families 
must be forced to sacrifice unduly 
their standard of living because of 
the extremely high cost of helping 
their children attend university.”

According to figures published 
by the DBS in 1957, the average 
student is able to save only $443 
from summer and part-time 
ployment. The cost of one year 
at the university is, on the 
age, $1212.

Stresses Press Freedom
