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PREFACE.

The Publishers have the pleasing duty of submitting herewith the Twen-
tieth annual Edition of Cherrier’s Quebec Directory for 1878-79 and trust
it will moet the approval of subscribers and advertisers.

To those not familiar with the details of Directory compilation, there exists
quite a general idea that the Directory is prepared by correcting the volume of
the past year.

We believe this plan in places of minor importance is sometimes adopted
but in & City like ours, where so many changes take place during the year, of
removals, deaths and from other causes, the Directory must be made entirely
new, the volume of the preceding year only being useful for references and
comparisons. When this is taken into consideration, the magnitude of our task
is apparent.

Tae Quesgo ALPHABETICAL DIREoTORY contains 9,296 names, an increase
of 921 names over last year, which is & larger increase than we anticipated
the depression of business experienced during the past year, having, as we
thought, no tendency to promote the growth of our City.

We have found from quotations underneath given, that, since the first issue
of CHErrIER'S QUEBEC DirEOTORY in 1858, there has been no steady and healthy
increase in population, owing in great part to extensive fires which have since
occured at different dates, and also to the great depression of our ship-building.

When wé consider that our average estimation of population is at the rate
of five (8) to each name in the Directory, we are more modest than otherwise
in claiming a population at our going to press of about 59,045 souls.

In preparing this year's issue we have noted 1,344 removals, have erased
1,248, and have added 1,507 names. At the time of going to press 20th of May
there were still 250 houses unoccupied ; a fact that must account for the few
omissions which may be found hereafter in this issue.

As regards the general accurateness of this work, suffice it to state that it
will prove to be as correct as in tho past, and as possibly reliable as a work of
this nature can be made in the hands of experienced men. Special care has
been taken to avoid those typographical errors which so often disfigure works
of this nature and mislead those who refer to them.

In Montcalm ward, partly destroyed by fire in May 1876, the numbering
anterior to the fire has been retained on the houses since erected. This in the
exceptional state of things was rendered necessary, to make the Directory
intelligible.

It is with unspeakable satisfaction that the Publishers do inform their
patrons and the Public likewise, that a third obnoxious and unaccountable
attempt at publishing a rival Directory, has again signally failed through want
of encouragement and accuracy.

EXPLANATIONS.

The chief object this Guide has in view, is to show the location of each street, indicating
also what other streets end on it, run from it or intersect i, with, whenever possible, the
corner numbers where such streels end commence or intersect. It will be noticed that the
names of the streets are given in Alphabetical order giving the course which they run,
according, as near as possible, to the points of the compass.

In accordance with ths renumbering of the Lily enacted by a special meeting of the City
Council, held on the 10th of March and confirmed by a subsequent meeting, held on the 7th of
April, 1876, and which ook place early in the spring of that year, 1t was decided that the
streets be numbered as follows : ¢

All streets in Jacques Cartier and 8t. Roch Wards, running from the Cape to the river St.
Charles were numbered accordingly, that is, from South to North, old numbers on the left
or West side, even numbers on the right or East side ; runniug from Kast to West, odd num-
bers on the left or South side and even numbers on the right or North side,

In the Upper Town, St. John and Montcalm wards, this ord r us regards the streets
running from the Cape to the river St Lawrence was reversed and they were accordingly
numbered from North to South, odd numbers being on the left or East side, even numbers on
the right or West side.

In Lower Town, streels commencing at the Cape were numbered from the Cape to the
river 8t. Lawrence or from West to East, odd numbers on the lefi or North side, even numbers
on the right or Bouth side; transversal streets were numbered from South to North, odd
numbers being on the leit or West side, even numbers on the right or East side. Champlain
and Little Champlain streets, owing to their location, were numbered from North to South,
odd numbers being on the leflt or East sids, even numbers on the right or West side

This Guide is also intended to indicate ai a glance the proximate locality of any number
on any street, for example : if you desire to know where No. 221 (French Prot. Church, St.
John street, is located, the Guide tells you that being an od | number, it will be found on the
left or South side of 8t. John street and about midway between 8t Eustache and St. Augustin
streets.  Again desiring to know where Cuernrign's Quenec Din crony Ovrice, established in
1858, No 12, Bt. Ann street is located, vou,will readily perceive by reference, that No 12

being an even number, will be found to he the corner house on the right or North side where
Du Fort sireet ends.

COURTS OF JUSTICE.

Btg:ommo Court of the Dominion and
urt of Exchequer.

The Supreme Court, as a high Court of
Appeal, constituted by Dominion Statute, 38
Vic., cap. 2, assented to 8th April, 1875, is
composed of a Chier Justice and five Puisné
Judges, and has appelate civil and criminal
Jjurisdiction within and throughout the Domi-
nion of Canada. The Judges reside at Ottawa,
where the Supreme Court holds annually two
Sessions, beginning respectively on the third
Monday in January and June. The Exchequer
Court, presided over by the same Judges, pos-
sesses concurrent original jurisdiction in the
Dominion in all cases in which it is sought to
enforce any law relating to the revenue, and
exclusive original jurisdiction in all cases in
which demand is made or relief sought in res-

In 1663 was founded the Quebec Seminary
which afterwards became a regular College,
and it had, by successive addition, acquired a
high degree of importance, when it was erect-
ed, by Her Majesty's Royal Charter, into a
University, under the style and name of The
Laval University. By this charter, which bears
date December 8th, 1852, no change was ef-
fected in the constitution of the Seminary it-
se'’, but a council composed of the directors
of the institution, and the three senior profes-
sors of the several fuculties was empowered to
possess and enjoy all the privileges granted to
the Universities of the United Kingdom, and
especially that of conferring degrees in the
Faculties of Divinity, Law, Medecine and Arts.
On the 15th May, 1876, His Holiness Pope
Pius IX, gave to the Laval University, the
Canonical erection. His Grace the Roman
Catholic Archbishop of Quebec is, by virtue
of his office, Visitor and Apostolic Chancellor
of the University. The Superior of the Semi-
nary, for the time being, holds the office of
Rector.

d liquid, is used, called the Imperial Bushel,

The change from the old wine to the Impe-
rial is not compulsory till 1880, up to thattime
the old wine gallon may be used by those who
desire Lo do so, vpon the cindition that all
bargains effected by it shall be specially men-
tioned.

The Imperial bushel is an upright cylinder,
whose internal diameter is 18,789 inches and
depth 8 inches. The Imperial gallon is one-
eighth of this, and cubical contents qual to 10
Ibs. water. We may quote from this, as Im-
perial measure, “a pint of water a pound anda
quarter;” and from the weight of water given
below corresponding to the different measures,
it follows, that if measures were lost, we could
find their equivelents by weight of water, and
if weights were lost, we could find their equi-
valents by cubical contents of water.

The standard of the United States consists of
two measures, namely the Winchester Bushel
for dry measure, and the old English Wine
Gallon for liquid measure. The Winchester
Bushel, so called because the standard measure
was formerly kept at Winchester, England, is
an upright cylinder, whose internal diameter
is 124 inches, and its contents equal to 2150
2.5 cubic inches and equal to 77,627 lbs. of
pure or distilled water al a temperature of 62
and barometer at 30.

The proportion between the Imperial mea-
sure and that of the United Stales is very
simple and convenient for reduction, being
nearly 5to 6. Thus 5 Imperial gullons

ual to 6 gallons United States standard.
The Imperial bushel is about 1.32 part more
than the Winchester, 31 bushel Imperial being
equal to 32 Winchester.

There are still used in the United States, the
old beer or ale gallon of 282 cubic inches,
equal to 10. 18 Ibs. of water and a New York
State bushel of 2211-84 cubic inches, and gallon
of 221-184 cubic inches, or 8 Ibs. water. All
transactions involving the measuring or pur-
chasing of liquids, &c., should state the mea-
sures understood.
