Letters posted wholly unpaid to 
places within the Dominion or United 
States, and letters addressed to the 
United States not prepaid at least one 
full rate (3 cents) will be sent to the 
Dead Letter Office.

Re-directed letters are not liable to 
any additional postage if handed back 
to the post office with a changed ad­
dress at the moment of delivery, or 
as soon as possible thereafter, provid­
ed always the change in the address 
does not require the letter to be sent

grafts; patterns or samples of goods 
or merchandise, is 1 cent per 4 oz. or 
fraction thereof, to be prepaid by post­
age stamp or stamped post band or 
wrapper.

Upon all book and newspaper manu­

Circulars.
Are com muni cat tous In print, or pro­

duced by a multiplying process easily 
distinguished from type writing, whWh 
are posted to several individuals, emd 
couched In identical terms. A circular
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may, without becoming liable to a 
higher rate of postage, have a written 
date and signature, and may (have the 
name of the addressee repeated In 
writing Inside.

The postage on circulars wholly In 
print le 1 cent per 4 oa., and on cir­
cular» produced by a multiplying pro­
cess, 1 cent per 2 oz- 
Circulars Produced In Imitation of

Type Writing.
Circulars printed, or otherwise pro­

duced, In Imitation of type writing may 
be allowed to pass at the 1 cent per 2 
oz. rate when at least 60 copies, In ex­
actly Identical terms, are handed Into 
the post office at one time. When such 
circulars are .posted In the receiver 
they should be tied together.

Circulars type-written are liable to 
letter rate.

The following classes of matter, when 
addressed to the United States, are 
subject to a postage rate of lc per 2 
oz. : Books, pamphlets, occasional pub­
lications, printed circulars, prices cur­
rent, hand bills, books and newspaper 
manuscript, printers’ proofs, whether 
corrected or not, prints, advertising 
sheets, drawings, engravings, litho­
graphs. photographs, sheet music, 
whether printed or written; documents 
wholly or partly printed or written, 
such as deeds, Insurance policies, and 
generally the class of documents 
known as legal and commercial pa­
pers; seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, 
scions, etc., can only be sent as fifth- 
class matter—1 cent per oz.

A packet of legal and commercial 
papers, however, must, as In the case 
of similar matter addressed to Postal 
Union countries, generally bear a 
minimum prepayment (however small 
the weight) of 6 cents.

The rate of postage on patterns and 
samples is the ordinary Postal Union 
ra*e of 1 cent per 2 oz. Umit of 
weight, 8 oz.

Patterns and Samples.
Bona-fide Patterns and Samples of 

Merchandise, not exceeding 24 oz. in 
weight may be sent to any place In 
Canada at 1 cent per 4 oz Must be 
put up so as to admit of Inspection.

Miscellaneous articles 
of merchandise. Including seeds, bulbs, 
e to the United States, and general­
ly all matter permitted to pass by mall 
in Canada which Is not of the nature 
of a letter, and therefore subject to 
letter rate of postage, and not en­
titled to be posted at a lower rate 
than fifth-class under one of the other 
classes, may pass as fifth-class 
•when addressed to any destination 
wltitin the Dominion or the United 
Stfcates. Fifth-class matter must be 
so packed or put up as to be open 
to examination of contents, and must 
not exced 6 pounds in weight, nor 2 
feet in length, by 1 foot In width or 
depth. When passing between Can­
ada and the United States It will be 
subject to customs regulations if liable 
to duty. Liquids, oils and fatty sub­
stances are not excluded when in glass 
bottles or vials. Particulars as to th“ 
mode of packing, etc.Xwill be supplied 
by application to the Postmaster at 
the mafling office. The registration 
charge on fifth-class matter Is 6 cents 
In addition to postage.

REGISTRATION

All classes of matter may be regis­
tered to all destinations in Canada and 
throughout the Postal Union, and let­
ters may be registered to most of the 
countries' not Included In the union.
