was almost wholly absorbed by their own atrairs. That tvhicn first 
causral them to give a wilier range to their sympathies was the 
creation of .lie Provincial Synod, which laxly has not only coneen- 
trated and made ellicicnt the action of the several diocese* of which 
it is composed, hut has caused the attention of all, ami especially 
that ol this diocese, situated as it is at the extreme oust, to he drawn 
to the needs and opportunities of the Church in the whole Province. 
It was only natural that the step once taken, another should follow 
and that aa there was hut one civil Government, so there should be 
one Ecclesiastical Government for the whole of the Dominion of 
Game la. As you know, the proposition to form a General Synod, in 
which all the dioceses should he represented and included, was 
launched some years ago, and met with objection and opposition, 
though not to any great extent ; and the attempted realization of 
the scheme was fraught with not a few nor inconsiderable difficulties. 
Hut a I these have been happily surmounted, and, in a much shorter 
jK’riod than could have been originally anticipated, it became an 
iicluul I act, the liist session of the General Symsl having been held 
Iasi September III the city of Toronto, under the presidency of the 
Most Reverend Robert Machray, Bishop of Rii|>ert’s Land, who as 
Metropolitan wr* declared to hv un Airlihinlmp and wax elvctvtl by 
the House of Bishop* its President, and Primule of all Canada.

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And here I have to refer to a matter on which I must nut a check 

upnnmyself lest X should speak words which would he too strong, or 
which might be regarded as unwarrantable. In going through the 
1 arishes I have, in various places, come unexpectedly upon what is 
generally known ns the Truck System, under which the work people 
never handle any of their wages in money from one year’s end to the 
other. The employers keep a store, and there the workman supplies 
himself with food and clothing for himself and his family, being 
debited with the amount against his wages. The system is unfair 
to the workman, for it prevents him from laying out his wages to the 
beat possible advantage, by paying cash for what he buys; and it is 
unfair to the employer, for it constantly presents to him the 
temptation to charge credit prices for what is really paid for with 
cash, to say nothing of taking from the purchaser even more than he 
would pay elsewhere, if he were purchasing on credit. I heard of 
one case, in which a man naked for some of his wages in cash, in ordei 
to pay a doctor’s bill for medical attendance and medicine, and he 
was flatly refused, and informed that, if he did not like it, he could 
leave, but money lie should not have In another case, a man 
against whom a judgment was obtained persuaded his creditors to be 
patient, went away to the United States, where his wages were 
regularly paid, and, after a while, was able to pay elfins indebtedness ; 
but then settled down in the States, and this country lost a good 
citizen. I enquired ns to what would become of labourers in their 
old age, under such a system, and was told that they must look to 
!.. !r relatione, poewihly to their own children, to «import them : imd 
it these would not, or there were none left, then, then there was 
nothing tor them but the Poor House. Now this is practically 
bondage, and these employer* are little if any better than slave 
holders, for they have an absolute power and hold over their work­
people. It is impossible to gel. persons held in such bonds to live in 
a mental atmosphere of liberty. Real independence and freedom 
are things practically unknown to them. So intolerable was the 
working ol this system in England that, a Royal Commission 
appointed to enquire into its woiking and the result - 
abolition by the Legislature. [ ask that the clergy will mane 
themselves thoroughly informed ujkjii every phase of this 
matter, and that the Lay members of the Church will use 
every legitimate influence at their disjxisal to get this evil removed 
Irom amongst us, and never cease their strenuous efforts until this 
end IS reached. It will be a very difficult task, calling for patience, 
ingenuity, fortitude, and poiseverance, for we shall lind that 
not only among the employers, but among the workmen also, are so 
accustomed to it, that they are more than content to let things 
remain as they are, appreciating the often mutual convenience of its 
working, and ignoring, or even denying, the evils, and often the 
wickedness, accompanying, and not infrequently inse|iarable from it.

Your Committee are gratified to he able to report that good work 
is being done under the Church of England Temperance Society m 
the city. One ol the best Temperance Coffee Houses in the city 
being conducted by that Society. The C. of E. Coffee House is a 
most efficient counter acting influence to the saloon, and attracts 
large numbers of the working classes daily.

Your Committee have not had reports from the majority of the 
parishes, but have reason to believe that in most if not all the 
parishes, many church people take an active part in the various 
temperance societies.

St. Paxil’s, Halifax, is the only one reporting work done on the 
Church of England Society’s lines. It reports that 49 have taken 
the total abstinence pledge of the C. of E. T. 8.

evening.
St. Paxil’s, CharlottHoxm, reports—not strictly on C. of E. T. 8. lines.

A Temperance meeting for adults was held in January, when a 
considerable number of Church people signed the total abstinence 
pledge. It is encouraging to know that at least one drunkard has 
been reclaimed, while others have also derived benefit from the 
temperance teaching that has been given.

Similarly also from Christ Church, Dartmouth.
There are two Temperance Societies in this parish, both in con­

nection with the Blue Ribbon movement—the Juvenile and the 
Adult. The object is exactly the same as that of the C. E. T. S., 
with the exception that the word “ ti ibacco ” is included in its pledge. 
The wearing of the “riband of blue” keeps the wearer from being 
tempted and is a source of strength to the individual and the cause 
of Temperance.

The Rev. T. C. Mellor who organized these societies trusts to 
organize others in the parish and mission field which he lias lately 
undertaken, more on the lines of the C. of E. T. S.

St. Luke's, Annapolis, reports the successful working of the Juvenile 
Temperance work in that parish.

These reports shows an amount of Temperance work being done.
Your Committee make the following suggestions.
Tlie formation of Temperance Societies, if possible, on C. of E. 

T. S’s. lines, especially the formation of Bands of Hope. Your 
Committee would suggest that on the First Sunday in Lent, clergy­
men preach on the siibject of Temperance as previously recommended 
by this Synod. Your Committee also suggest that the clergy instruct 
the younger members of the Church, and the children of the Sunday 
schools, once a quarter or at some stated periods on the subject of the 
evils of intoxicating liquors, and endeavour to interest Superintend­
ants and Teachers of Sunday Schools on the subject.

The Committee desire also to express their satisfaction at the 
resii'ts of the late Dominion plebiscite on the subject of prohibition 
as a satisfactory indication of the steady progress of Temperance 
sentiment in our land.
