These people, trying to do the work of

snatchers,” Duplicity is written all

over them. Here is a pen picture of
their prototypes in England. The late
Cardinal Vaughan while Bishop of S:l-
ford instituted an inquiry as to the
methods of proselytizers, and here is the
result :

“The system now in force is about as
perfect as human ingenuity, backed by
an unfathomable purse, could well be.
Homes apd retuges abound, and the
staff of workers are to be found in

police - cougts, workhouses, Sunday
senools, board schools, mission halls
dispensaries, charitable and philan

thropic institutions. The class amongst
which these touters for souls work is
the poorest of the poor, the most
wretched of the miserable. Through
the twenty-nine ragged schools and the
staff of over six hundred teachers, every
family suffering the pineh of hard and
permanent poverty becomes known to
them. The parents are reached through
their children. The attention of the
latter is gained by judicious presents of
coal tickets, breakfast and clog tickets
during the winter, and cards for plea-
sure trips during the summer. The
children thus won over, an entrance is
made in the homes, and the troubles of
the family made bare. Tangible proofs
of sympathy are discreetly pressed upon
the sufferers, and eventually an offer is
made to relieve them of a child—only
for a time, and so that it may recover a
little strength by a visit to the seaside.
The parents are but too often won over;
religious scruples are smoothed away
and quieted by barefaced lying. Those
people coufine not their visits to ti
healthy but are to be found sneak
around the bedside of the ill and dying,
and make away with the helpless chil-
dren as soon as the breath has lefe the
bodies of their parents. They are in
the police courts and often relieye the
magistrates when in doubt as to whether
they should send the poor little waif to
the workhouse or the industrial school.
No question as to its religious creed is
asked; it is gyven over to the merey of a
touter, who speedily makes away with it
to a home or refuge, where it is to be
brought up a Protestant. Should the
distracted parent hear of ite arrival in a
police court and demand to know what
has become of it, where it has been sent
to, he is repulsed, warned off, and told
to thank God that a benevolent Chris-
tian has been found to provide for his
child. Should he visit those homes he
is met with a demand for payment of a
long list of arrears, amounting to a
larger »um than he oan possibly earn in
t twelvemonth. He is told to remain
quiet ‘or he will ind himself in the
wrong shop.' Bullied and threatened
he knows not what to do, and is through

That the overthrow of the monarchi-
eal government in Portugal bodes no
good to Christianity in that country,
may be plainly seen {rom the expulsions |
of priests and nuns which began in Lis- ‘
bon immediately that the so-called Re- |
publicans had wrested the reins of
power from the hands of the King's |
Government. The man chosen as head
of the new order of things is of the same
stripe as the anti-Catholics in France
and Spain—a man who avows his unbe-
lief and his hatred of the Catholic
Church.

¢ Popular feeling against the Church
is strong in Lisbon,” declares the eable;
but it is the feeling not of the people as
a whole but of the lawless mob which in
every eity is ready to take advantage of
any disturbance to rob and murder,
These rioters no more represent the |
people of Portugal than the rioters and |
wholesale murderers of Barcelona repre-
sented the people of Spain. And the |
disgriceful scenes of ehureh plundering |
and other excesses reported from Lisbon
are no more an index to the real feel- |
ings of the Portugnese people than the |
throwing of bombs in the city of
Chicago portrayed the sentiment of the
people of the United States.

Anybody who reads between the lines |
of the despatches from Portugal can
easily see that the great mass of the
people took no part in this revolution. |
It was planned and carried through by a |
small body of desperate men whose anti-
monarchical and anti-religious opinions
are far from being shared by the body of |
the Iortuguese people. They may hold
their position for some time, ¢ 1d succeed
in exiling, as is their avowed intention,
the religious orders from Portugal, con- |
fiscating their property according to
the French plan; bnt there is no likeli-
hood of the make-believe republic be-
ing permanent. The greedy politicians
who have grasped at the sceptre of
power will in all probability very soon
begin to quarrel among themselves ; and
when thieves fall out the result is pro-
verbial,

Meanwhile  Catholic ~ Americans
should not allow themselves to be de-
ceived by the reports reflecting dis- |
oredit on the Church which appear in
the papers. It is an 'old trick of
European revolutionaries to make it ap-
pear that what they call “ popular feel-
ing"” against the Church is justified by
the tyranny or corruption of the Church.
