' one of a series of hilis, over which the
land breeze is blowing, reaching us as cool
| as breezes from snow-capped mountains.
It is very cool. On the morning of Sep-
! tember 17th I left Moarovia for the Niger.
From the Liberian coast, according to
the best und most reliable information, it
| 18 somewhere between 500 to 800 miles;
but if it were but 300, between the coast
and the river lic almost impenctrable
jungles, crossed by deep rivers and creeks,
bills, and, finally, the Kong Mountains,
all through a country where the tribes are
usually at war, petty kings have to be
{ dashed, and even then they often detain
one days and weeks, sometimes on no pre-
tense. Their personal effects, books, pro-
visions, etc, to be carried on the heads
and backs of natives—they often Jeserting
or plundering, or both ; and then to have
all this between oune and his base of sup-
plics! The matter of going by land is
simply preposterous. Now my purpose
is to demonstrate that we can reach it by
| water transportation, that we need not be
|cut off from our base of supplies, mail
| facilities, etc. The commercial and agri-
cultural advantages of the Niger are great,
and then there is a population of millions,
| who have been sitting ages upon ages in
the region and shadow of death.

“ My course is this: to go to Bonny, at
the lower mouth of the Niger; wait, per-
baps, for a trade steamer, to go to. Acassa,
at the junction of the Bonny with the
Niger; wait my chances to go up the
Niger by trade steamers again. Traders
live in hulks on the river. There will un-
doubtedly be some inconveniences con-
nected with it, but I expect to get some-
thing to eat and a place to swing my ham-
mock at night. My only fear is, that the
season is to far advanced, thatis, the rains
too near over to go very far up the river.

“ My wish is to get the information
which will determine the Missionary Socie-
ty to take a new departure—of going right
into the heart of Africa, and taking the
continent for Christ. It can be done; it
-! d be done, and done withont further
delay. I shall gain all the information I
can on every point that is or will be desir-
able. Isee no lions 1n the way. Why
not make an appropriation for work in
the valley of the Niger, or call it “interior,”
if you will ; the Cburch is familiar. with
that name. There is no use of sending
persons who do not intend to stay. Above
all, we want men and women, not only
fully coumsecrated to God, but also those
who will consecrate their lives to the work
in Africa; and no field in the world, I
apprebend, can point to more failures
in her missionary forces than Africa.

“ At Bonny, I am told, the Wesleyans
bave a boys’ school of 200. They bave a
building too, for a girls’ school, but lack
women teachers. The principal tribe and
language is the Fantee. Above bere, at
Axim, the port where we landed, there
are gold diggers, and the Wesleyans bave
a large self supporting Church of natives;
they sapport their own schoul besides.
At Creektown, at old Calabar, the Scotch
United Presbyterians bave a membership
of 186, who give an average of $5 per
member. They now propose to raise
among themselves the salaries of their
native teachers and preachers. It strikes
me that what bas been done by others can
be done by us.”

Cour-
tesy has been degraded into a mere act
of physical respect, a bending of the
body and the knees, originally belong-
iag to both sexes, afterward confined to
one, and now nearly or entirely obsolete.
Courtesy may also suffer frem exagger-
ation. By too much courtesy we become
discourteous, and exc 8 ‘of civility
makes us uncivilk.

Mo!t farmers use wood for fuel, and the
Jest time to chop, haul, prepare and pack
1t under cover is in the comparat:ve lzisure
of the winter months. There are several
reasons for this. One good reason is
enough, but we bave four. Itisa great
saving of fuel. By drying the wood most
of the water is expelled, and there is little
lues of heat in drying it as it burns. It
costs about two d’;)IIars to work up a cord
of wood for the stove after it 1s bauled to
the wood-pile, and it makes a difference
that any one can calculate, whether a cord
of wood burned green lasts twenty days,
or buraed ary lasts thirty days.
of well seasoned fuel makes a large saving
of time and labor, and on this score alone
1t pays to always have dry wood.

Experiments bave proved that wooden
posts put in the ground in the same posi-
tion as that in which they grew, top up-
wards, will become rotten several years
sooner than they would if place(! top
downwards in the soil.

linked him with that class of Methodists who
| most eagerly seek the change, said to me the
other day, in these or the like words, ‘It
will be a bad day for Methodism, when, by
' ‘any relaxation of our rule, we surround our-
selves with those who give us no constant
guarantee of personal experience, and make
if possible a siill further enlargement of the
" sphere of nominal Christianity, already
' grievously large.”  An incident which hap-

The Great Eastern steamsbip has been

definitely chartered for ten years to carry
dead meat to the United Kingdom from !
the Ameriocan seaboard or the River Plate. |
It is caleulated that from Texas or the |
Argentine Provinces beef of prime quali- |

ty can be laid down in England at 3d per

und. The promoters of this bold scheme
intend to slaughter the cattle on board the
great ship as received from day to day,
and for this purpose they have secured lge
services of trained butchers from the
slaughter-houses of Chicago. The dressed
meat will be stored in refrigerators, and
it is estimated that 10 000 to 15,000 car-
cases of beef, all hung—eqnal to 3,000 or
4,000 tons of meat—will be shipped each
voyage. The result of this enterprise, if
successful, will have a far wider bearing
than appears at first sight. It will be
watched with much interest by the public,
no doubt, for, notwithstanding the large
imports of fresh meat we are receiving
retail prices still rule very high. Bat it
will also break down that * ring,” which,
while reaping immense profits, kceps al-
most at famine prices one of the first
food requisites of the people.—Iron.

MONEY LETTERS.

EXPLOSIVE SILKS.

« Ithas been known for several years that
certain classes of black silk yarns are so

loaded with dangerous dyestuffs as to be-
come liable to spontaneous combustion.
Tlge fire on board the steamship Mosel in
mid-ocean a few years ago began in some

ckages of sewing silk of the dangerous

ind. Several other cases where fires
broke out during land and water transit
have been traced to the same cause. And
a committee of the New York Board of
Fire Underwriters has, after a careful in-
vestigation, come to the conclusion that a
storage warehouse lately destroyed in Le-
roy strect, was burnt in a fire baving a
similar origin. Three other fires in New
Yok and one in Philadelphia are said
to be due to the spontaneous combustion
of blacksilks. An analysis of the suspect-
ed silks is found to yield three or four
pounds of dyeing material to one pound
of silk. Some Kuropean railways class
silk of this: description along with dyna-
mite, and forbid its transportation by rail.
Evidently the fair sex cannot be too much
on the alert in grasping the full sgnifi-
ocance of these facts. Loaded silks of the
cbaracter described can be purchased in
Toronto—that we know—and any lady who
has purchased them knows that they do
not last long. It would be quite unsafe for
a lady to make a week’s journey from
bome depending upon a dress of this silk
as her obief reliance for impressing the
patives. To this extreme transitoriness
of loaded silks must now, it seems, be
added the chance that the whole garment
will suddenly go off in a flash by sponta-
neous combustion. This is too dreadful
a possibility to be contemplated with
calmness. %Vhon the silk went off with a
“ pouf”—but we forbear.—Toronto Globe.

RESCUE OF A CREW.

The Allan steamer Sardinian, on her
homeward voyage from Quebec (30th ult.)

with mails and pacsengers, experienced
terrific weather in the Gulf of St. Law-
rence. For the first three days the wind
blew a hurricane, with tremendous sea.
On Wednesday, the 24th, sighted the bark
Mogul, of Barrow, flying signals of die-
tress; found her waterlogged and break-
ing up rapidly, the sea washing clean over
her, the orew’s only shelter being a tar-
paulin in the mizzen rigging. With great
difficulty, on account of the heavy sea,
one of the steamer’s lifeboats was lowered
and manned by a volunteer crew and the
second officer, Mr. Newman. The sea was
80 high that they could not go near the
wreck, so they had to throw a lifebuoy,
with line attached, close to the wreck.
The crew, jumping and laying hold of it
one by one, were bauled into the boat,
completely benumbed by exposure. The
captain’s wife was the first to jump, and
all the crew, 16 in number, were taken off
safely. Having been exposed to sea, snow
and fross without shelter or food for three
days, they had nearly given up hope.
The captain’s wife bad cheered them by
ber words and heroic conduct—always
baving a smile for thew, though suffering
as much as any. Some of them had been
wasbed off the wreck during the time,
and bauled on board by their shipmates.

AVERAGE DEFICIENCIES.

Mg. Epitor,—Sickness in my family,
and the pressure of important church en-
terprises, forbad wy attendanceat the late
session of our Missionary Committee.
P.rhaps, had I Yeen there, the fo‘llowing
matter wonld have been made plain :

I'he average deficiency on the missions
of the N. S. Conference is estimated this
year at $357. In the New Bruonswick
C.nference I understand it is $320. ) In
the Western Conferences I am told it is
8300. It will—perbaps—relieve the minds
of some of the brethrenm, of unpleasant
questionings, to have the reason of the
above dissimilarity explained.

Mr. Editor, I am prepared to prove
that the sufferings of some of the breth-
ren on our H. me Miseions are becoming
intolerable. I believe this distress to be
very general amongst them.  And yet, it
is these Home Missions that are taxed
year after year, with steadily increasing
severity, fo assist eaeh other. There are
many bretbren who seem to be destined

to spend their whole lives in these spheres |

of labor ; while the interchange between
these and the more favored circuits and
brethren, shows no tendency to increase.
Pevuaps it 18 right that this order of
things shall continue ; but, for one, I be-
lieve it to be a crying wrong. And I

submit that the time has come when there |

should be an equalizing of deficiency be-

tween the brethren on dependent and in- |

dependent circuits ; and that the medium
through which this should be accomplish-
ed should be the Children’s Fund.
