Gentlemen, —During the year just ended there
bave been fi%ty-three fires reported, the claims for
loss on which amounted to $10,867 18 ; of these {V
claims have been settied for §10,622 18 ; amnl four are
still ‘unsettied, amounting to $243. Taken as a
whole, the claims made duling the past year are of
a more satisfactory charagter than those pf former
years. Still, claimants 8ften seem to think that
they ought to be paid any price at which they choose
to value articles destroyed. [ always wish to allow
the just value of property burned, but endeavour to
prutect honest insurers by preventing excessive de-
mands being paid. No suit has been cémmenced
against the Associationduring the past year: all the
claims having been amicably arranged. One small
claim for expenses incurred in keeping wateh for
several weeks over a valuable dwe lins-louse that
was threatened Ly fire from burning woods, was
cheerfully paid Two prosecutions for perjury in
making fraudulent claims on this Association, were
instituted by e last spring. In one case & convic-
tiow was obtaised, but, in the other, the jury took
a merciful view of the evidence, and acquitted the

risoner. Neither of the claims was, however, paid

MADOC GOLD REGION,

From our own Correspondent.

B:rivviinr, Feb, 24.

Sinece the date of my list letter we have
had heavy falls of smwov. in this section of
the Province, which Lave put a stop to
mining operations, so far at least as pros-
pecting goes.  The snow is now over three
feet deep on the level, and while I write it is
coming down pretty fast. If the Spring
opens wWith mild and genial ‘weathet, with-
out much rain, we shall have plenty of sap
in the ground and water in the wells, the
want of which has been severely felt here for
three seasons past. The dryness of the past
sumnmer and fall was highly favorable for
our miners, many of whom will have great
t_rnllblv with water in their future opera-
tions,

In the absence of direct news frem the
northern townships, it may be interesting to
such of your readers as-may intend to visit
thisx and the adjoining counties fér the pur-
pose of praspecting, to give a few hints as
to the leading characteristics of the gold-
bearing rocks, as they exist throughout such

parts of the Quinte dist-ict as I am acquaint- 'nppunntly

from the numerous s
| passed through my hands professionally.

In the first place, | nhoull?i observe that
in miners’ language every go -bearing rock
is called “ quartz,” whatever may beni{- true
nature er composition. In this communica-
tion where the word “‘quartz” is used, its
meaning is always restricted to puresilicious
or flinty rock, whether ecrystallized or
massive ; while other rocks are called by
such names as may indicate the chief ingre-
dients of which they are composed.

To begin then,—the gold of this region is
very seldom found in the quartz, properly
so called ; although it very gemerally exists
in the greatest quantity in the neighboerhood
of the quartz veins which intersect the other
rocks in all directions. Indeed, the deposi-
tion ofthe precious metals in this gold field
appears to have heen governed by diflerent
laws from those whicli have regulated their
diffusion through the rocks of Austratia and
California. In those countries the quartz
has evidently exercised a positive attraction
towards the particles of gold, drawing them
to itself and embodying them in its own
substance ; while -in the strata of North
Hastings it appears t9 have exerted a nega-
tive influence, rejecting the actual contact of
the golden atoms, and causing them to ag-
glomerate themselves with the adjoining
substances. 1 have bLeen assured by ex-
perienced and successfu! miners in both
those countries that when they came upon
limestone they ceased to searth for gold, as
they invariably found it barren ; "here, on the
contrary, the presence of liin¢, in greater or
less quantities, especially when combined
with” magnesia, seems to be a necessary con-
dition of the existence of gold in [-E:.‘
quantities. Our richest deposits have
found in Dolomite, (magnesian limestone)
especially in that crystalized variety which
is denominated bitter-spar ; in which it is
generally¥accompanied by & black carbona-
ceous matter, aflording strong reactions of
uranium, and frequently passing into true
pitch-blende. Somctimes, indeed, the gohl-
en particles divaricate into the taleose and
chloritie schists, which generally accompany
the beds or veins of dolomite, but not, so
far as my experience goes, to any great ex-
tent or in any considerable guantity, thmlq‘l
rich specimens are occasionally met with in
those rocks.

Next in point of value pome the calearco-
silicious rocks, which abound tllmuﬁlwut
the district. These beds are generally of
various shades of light or dark grey, and con-
tain abundance of white and yellow pyrites,
(bisulphuret of iron) mispickel, magnetic
oxyd, grey and black sulphurets ot anti-
mony, lead and copper and carbonates of the
latter metal and of iron. They are occa-
sionally found of a greenish hue, from con-
t.ainiu?" chlorite, and frequently enclose
crystals of quartz, horn-blende, and tourms-
line, and masses of calc-spar and talc. They
sometimes present ,a schistose structure,
owing to the presence of mica, and now and
then assume a feldspathic form, from an - ad-
mixture of soda um{ a'lumina. These rocks
will perhaps eventually prove the most val-
uable deposits of the region, from their
abundance and the general and equal diffu-
sion throughout their substance of the
minute particles of gold, which are seldom
visible in the mass, but whi¢h shew them-
selves in the form of flour golil, when a
sufficient quantity of rock is finely erushed.
Gold is also found in song¢ localities in the
felspar, especially in the anorthite varieties;

The royalty shall be not less
than two nor more than ten per cent. on the
gross amount of gold or silver mined, and
subject to that limitation, theamount of such
royalty may from time to time be fixed by
the Lieutenant-Governor im Council, and
may be varied for different divisions, and
mines, according to the yield.

In Paris there is noisystem of telegraphing,
which oceasions great delay before intelligence
of a fire reaches headquarters, although there
the expense for men @l engines are extessive,
The number of men in the Paris brigade is
1572, azainst our 232, and the annual expenses
may be roughly estimated at £€100,000. The
London fand for thé support of the force is
£50,000, and is derived from a metr wpolitan
half penny (cent) rate, producing £30,000 a
year, to which is added £10,000 a year by the
government and £10;000 a year by the insar-
ance companies.

A fire bell was very well for small unprotect-
el towns, but in any town that has a paid Fire
Department, such maans of making public an
alarm only serves % collect a crowd, which
must be dispersed by the police before the fire-
men could do any good. The fire bells that
have been erected in foreign countries are prac-
tically worthless. The calls that reach the
stations are examined before they are passed to
otlier stations. *“ If}” said Captain Shaw, “‘we
were to obey every call as it is brought in, we
should never be at home at all. People get
into a sort of panic, éven when there is only a
chimney on fire. They come running inm, ex-
claiming that there is a large fire, when there
is nothing of the kind.” He would recomwend
small hand pumps tb be kept for use in large
manafactories, and leven in dwelling houses.
One is taken with every emgine belonging to
the London Fire Brigede. —Post Majatine.

Ixr RTANT INsURANCE Cast.--In the Cir-
cuit Court of the United States, yesterday, the
case of Samuel H. McCrea, receiver, ve. Atna
Insurance Com.pany, and the sume, vs. Ameri-
can Insurance Company, were argued and sub-
mitted to the Judge. The snits were brought
to recover on two pplicies of insurance of $5000
in each company, tovering the oil house Nos,
263 and 263 Kinzie street. There had been a
litigation concerning the property on the chan-
cery side of the Superior Court; and on the
17th of March, 1868, the plaintiff was appoint-
ed receiver. On tie 6th of October following,
the suit was dismissed ; and on the oth of
February, 1867, intiff had the property in-
sured. It was ed shortly after. The
companies refused payment on the ground that
the property did nbt belong to the plaintiff ;
that when the bill was climﬁued, it superseded
plaintiff as receivér; and that the ‘insurance
was made in his Bame ;mmu.all_\', instead of
in his character of peceiver.

RE-ORGANIZATION OF THE BaLTIMORE FiRk
DepARTMEST.—THe City Council has passed
an ordinance providing for the ar;-)mtmeut of
five citizens of Baltimore, of good character, to
serve as Fire Commissioners in the place of
those at present eoustituted as such. When
appointed, these Commissioners are to draw
for their respectivé terms of office, two for four
years, and three for two years. Every second
year thereafter there are to be appointed per-
sons in the place af those whose terms expire.
In addition to other duties and powers, the
Commissioners ar¢ to have authority for them-
selves, and power o delegate to the Chief En-
gineer or his assistants the authority to control
all persons and property in the vicinity of afire
during the contindance thereof, provided that
the exercise of such authority does not conflict
with any law of the United States or of the
State of Marylanil. The onlinance gives au-

thority to the Cémmissioners to & point the

Chief Engineer (who heretofore has been

»

selected by the Council), as also his as-
sistauts and the o and men of the various
companies, the namerical foree of which re-
mains as at present. The salaries per annum
are to be as_follows, payable monthly : Chief
Eugineer, $1,500; Assistant Engineers and
Clerk of the Beoard, $1,000 ;«T; foremen,

each ; enginemen, $1,000 each ; assistant
enginemen, tillermen, and hostlers, each, $700,
and firemen, $300 each. The other provisions
of the ordinance are similar to those in the
yarious ordinances and supplement: thereto at
yresent in force. All others are repealed by
this i, whiéh is to go immediately iuto effect.

Tre Frre MARsHAL Brii.—This important
bill has passed through committee at uebec,
with some modificatigns. The principal
amongst them are : First, the Marshal is to be
appointed by the Lieutenant Gevernor in Council
and not by the Insurance Companies.
