What Gloucester, Mass* has Lost In the 
Great Deep.

Boston, Mass., Dec. ft—A repo 
Gloucester gives a fearful record 
lost in the fisheries from that port and 
vessels wrecked during the past year. 
The statement ns far «s loss of life is con­
cerned, is entirely unprecedented in the 
history of the bus’inem. Scarcely a wt^k 
has passed during ilia, year but has wit­
nessed some destruction. In nil 30 
vessels, comprising over a tenth part of 
the fishing tonnage of the port, valued at 
$119,000, sailed to return no more. Two 
hundred and forty lives have been lost, 
leaving 88 widows and 519 fatherless 
children. There are also 2 vessels, with 
22 men, now absent, for which grave fears 
are entertained. Since 1830, when 
George's fishery first commenced, there 
have been lost from Gloucester 2,118

had an average value per vessel of 54 312.84,

r 212 tons, aud the valuation per ton was 

920.23. The total tonnage of all craft was 
552,602 tons, the average tonnage 218 tons, 
tho total valuation was 815,666,160 the aver­
age value was 86,248.98 and tho value per ton 
was 828.71.

Iu comparing 1873 with 1879 as reg 
lake commerce, the depreciation in value of 
vessels is most noticeable, and the figures 
show that the hard times of the last five or 
six years visited this department ef the 
country’s wealth most grievously. Vessel 
property depreciated over eight millions of 
dollars in commissioned craft alone. Tho de­
crease iu the total number of vessels now 
afloat and those iu service iu 1873 is not 
great (103), hut some radical changes have 
been effected. The number of sailing vesseU 
has decreased 197, but their tonnage has in 
creased 8,743 tons, showing an increase of 
large vessels. There are 94 more steam craft

“May you all liva long and prosper,” was 
the burden of Rip Van Winkle's toast. The 
first part of the matter is now easy. The 
vexed question of how to attain a long life has 
at last been solved The secret is lemons. 
The discoverer is Dr. Wilhelm Schmoele, and 
tre imoprtant discovery is Bet forth in his 
book just published under the simple and un­
pretentious, though at the same time compre­
sse, title of “Makrotbiontik and Enbanik." 
The elixir of life, it seems, is pure lemon juice, 
without either alcohol, water or sugar.
