There are few vital impressions,: and !
sometimes boys are cowards born be-
causg their mothers were = cowardly.
Nerveus women who are afraid of driv. ’
ing for fear the horse :will run awav,
and when they dg drive with men frap- !
tically cluteh. the reins when the horse !
shies,’ cannot breed men. They give '
birth of shy -little enemic. rabbits .of
men who* wear weak chins and shows
the sizé of their hats—abeut five and a
half—a Spartan mother would drown
them 1if she found them in her cradle.

Physical courage ought to be taught
in the home and scheol and church.
Every minister ought to. know how. to
box. Think how that knawledge. would
make: for peace, for many a beliggerent
deacon would give the “soft answer”
and turn the-other cheek if he knew
that his pastor could knock him down
if he wanted to.

As long as the world stands brave
men and women will be needed, for
“there will always be fighting to be
done, always world's to discover and
canguer, and: Columbuses and. Alexan- |
ders will be needed; !

If Columbus had not possessed in an
eminént degree physical, moral and in-
tellectual courage poor America would
hever have been discovered unless Bos-
ton had done it.

Intellectual courage  is imperative,
The world owes much to men who have {
been intellectual pioneers. If the great
inventors and great scientists had not
had great courage as well as great
thoughts the world would have been
but little the richer for their thinking.

Lven his strongest opponents left the
Opera Houso Friday night with respect
and liking for Premier Rohinson.

It was content, both as 'a newspaper
and a supporter of the government, to
publish the attack and the response,
confident that ‘urprejudiced perusal
would bring conviction of the strength
of the government’s case and the hon-
esty -and: sincerity of the. government
speakers.

And we believe that this is, not only
decent journalism - but good politics;
that fair play pays in the.long run,
in politics as. in everything else. Only
the most extreme partisans could take
any stock-in the published opposition
reports of that meeting, and their votes
are sure anyway.. Those fair minded
folk who ivere present and who com-
pared the reports in The Sun and The
Star with these in The Telegraph and

- The Times can have no doubt tcday as

Every estate mentiored above, with
the excep‘ion of that of the late Kil-
gour Shives, paid succession duties in
1905 but the Attorney General did not
receive the percentage allowed by law
for collection untll-1908. The law al-
lows him 5 per cent. for his work. On
the collections for 1906 this amounts to
$602.83. And this is all Dr. Pugsley re-
ceived or will receive. The Times’
charge to the contrary is false and
slanderons,

It is worthy of note that while Mr.
Hazen in 1903 favored a reduction of
the Attorney General’s commissions
in this connection to 21-2 per cent. he
has nothing to say about it is in this
campaign. Mr. Hazén hopes to be At-
torney General himself some day.

MORE FICTITIOUS FIGURES

It seems impossible for the opposi-
tion writers and speakers to tell the
truth about the expenditures of the
province. A short time ago Mr. Hazen
promulgated a statement of the debt
of the province in which one item ap-
peared three times and another twice,
thereby swelling the debt by two and
a half millions. The deception was
pointed out but no effort was made by
the opposition to correct the untruth-
ful statement or to stop the circula-
tion of the pamphlet containing it
making it clear that the statement was
wilfully made for the purpose of de-
ceiving the electors of the province.

That this policy of deception is .to be
continued is evident from the charac-
ter of the statements made in the op-
position advertisements now appearing
in some newspapers. The latest of
these states that the. legal expenses of
the province for the year 1906 weére
$18,412.55 and that $12,353.76 was paid
to the attorney general and solicitor
general. There.is no account kept by
the auditor general under the heading
of legal expenses and the compiler of
the advertisement does not say how
he makes up his figures. No such sum
a8 he says was paid for legal expenses
by the province of New Brunswick and
the sum total of what the attorney
general and solicitor general drew for
salary, expenses. contingencies .and
sessional indemnity do not make the
total sum this opposition writer gives.
From leader to humblest henchman the
opposition party. have - been proven
guilty of the most malicioys slanders
against the government as a whole and
of each Individual member. It is a
pretty bad cause that has to be
bolstered up by untruth, misrepresen-
tation and frsud.

HAS HE MADE GO ?

The Globe a few) days ago pointed
somewhat plaintively to the gulf which
often existed between political pro-
mises-and government performance, in-
ftancing the’ matter of the dredging at
the entrance of St. John harbor. It
was ten years ago, The Globe pointed
out, that Mr. Tarte first promised the

edrly undettaking of this work and re-
marked that “Sirice his day three gen-
tlemen have been Ministers of Public
Works, but the dredging Las not -been
commenced.” ° i

Hon. Mr. Pugsley, member of parlia-
ment from St. John, has been Minister
of Public Works about half a year and
the work which another Minister pro-
riised three years ago will be begun at
once. The  dredge W. S. Fielding,
which was built ostensibly for work in
this harbor and has since been very
profitably engaged in Nova Scotia, left
Digby yesterday, will arrive here today”
and wiil start work as soon as she can
be mado ready, probably within the_
Wweek.
- It is also worthy of note that while
the St. John Board of Trade, which has
besn active in urging this work, de-
manded only a depth of 28 feet and a
channel only 400 feet wide, the Min-
ister, with an eye to the future of the
port and the rapidly increasing size of
Steamers, has ordered a depth of 30

‘feet and a width of 500.

TLis means that what St. John has
long desired and hoped for—a harbor
entrance which the greatest steamers
can enter easily at any time of tide—is
a certainty of the immediate future.

Can there be any longer any doubt
in the minds of the peoplé of St. John
that it means something to this port
to have as its representative a Minister
of Publ'c Works who has not only the
willingness, but the energy and the in-
fluence to get these things done for
which we have waited go long; to get,
for instance, a dredge at this mort
which is clamorously wanted in Nova
Scotia ?

And can there be any doubt that the
interests” of this port demand that bis
influence should be strengthened, not
weakened ? .

FREE SCHOOL BOOKS

In addition to answzaring more filly
than his limited time perniitted on
Friday night the unfounded charges,
financial and otherwise, made against
his government, Premier Robinson last
night announced another progressive
and original feature of government pol-
icy—free school books. ;

While Mr. Hazen and ‘his fellow
fault-finders have been shouting mean-
inglessly and falsely about the prices
of school books in this province, assert-
ing that $50,000 profit was made an-
nually by _somebody from a yearly
turnover totalling $20,000, promising in-
definite reductions and offering no sug-
gestion as to the means of reduction,
the Premier has been . investigating.
Soon after he assumsd office he made
arrangement for the appointment of a.
commission to study the matter and dis-
cover, what reductions were possible.,
That will go .on, and if prices can. be
decreased they will he decreased. But,
finding that New Brunswick books are
already the cheapest in Canada and
realizing how insignificant the, general
effect would bs of the largest decrease
in the price, particularly of the lowq.r
grade books, he determired, with. char-
acteristic decision and enterprise, to
make a reform and effect a saving to
the people worth while, by placing the
primary school books on the same basis
as other necessary. educational facili-
tles and. imposing the cost upon .the
government. . g

The Sun has favored and advocated
this policy and heartily congratulates
the Premier on his stand. ‘Small as the
burden is, when considered as a whole,
it béars heavily upon many families.
Even the provision of the books at cost
would leave the expensé still creater
than many can’dfford to bear. But the
government’s action in' this regard will
bring grateful benefit, both financially
and educationaliy, and will be warmly
apprec.ated. :

Naturally the Premier's announce-
ment at the two great’ meetings last
night awakened the keenest enthusiasm,
and, together with the evidence his
speech and manner gave of his fair-
ness-and trustworthiness -and energyv
and capacity, increased the pride and
respect for him which has been .grow-
ing steadily in the minds of his St.
John foHowers since they first' made
his acquaintance.

e
HE ISSUE.

- Nothing could be clearer than the is-
8ue in this campaign.. Mr. Hazen him-
self has made it plain that no political
brinciples are fvolved; thdt the voters
have only to consider whether the nat-
ural advantage of the province will be
better served by the return or the de-
feat of the present government. And on
this point sensible men should hdve no
hesitation in deciding in the govern-
ment’s favor.

Besides indefinite and cantankerous
criticism of the general polisy of the
government—criticism backed by not
one single-specific charge of malfeas-
ance—the opposition offers to the elec-
tors only the repeal of the Highway
Act, cheaper school books and vague
promises of ‘more economical adminis-
tration.. No hint is given regarding the
means by which Mr.: Hazen proposes to
make. economies. He dare ‘not specify
which public institution he purposes- to
starve. He has given- no suggestion  of
an alternative road law, execept what
may be gathered from his speeches in
favor of saddling the cost of perman-
ent bridges on the munieipalities. He
has given . the people no idea how he
will set to work to lower the cost of
§chool books. And neither he nor any
of his supporters has offered one item
of business-like policy for the develop-
ment of New Brunswick,

The government is also pledged to
repeal the Highway Act and to sube
stitute for it a law framed according
to the desires of the municipalities. It
guarantees such economies as may be
practiced without hampering New
Brunswick’'s progress; it will not pro-
Mmise not to increase’ the'debt, for it
knows that without debt public works
are impossible. It is pledged not only
to reduce the pricé of sehool books, if
reduction is possible without affecting
the quality of books, but also to pro-
vide free books to the scholars in all
the lower grades. And it offers also a
progresgive palicy. for the industrial,
commercial and agricultural de-
velopment of the province — g
policy that has already borne
rich fruoit in the creation of the
new Bureau of Colonization and
Industries, the purchase and successful.
public operation of ®* the Central Rail-
way and the vigorous effort for the
early construction of the St. John Val-
ley Railway.and €or the absorption of
the Intercolonial branch lines by the
federal railway system.

And in addition to its record and its
progressive plans for the future, the
success of which this record guarantees,
the . Robinson government,.. .offers.as

the. final ground for its confident ap-
peal to’'the people the obvious fact that
provincial and - federa] * governments
working in unison and’harmony can do
more for New Brunswick than a pro-
vineial government at odds with the
Ottawa administration.  Premier. Rob-
inson and the Minister of Public Works
both have the interests: of the province
keenly - at: heart,.; and. each . can
strengthen the hands of the other. If
Hazen ‘were Premier his chief object
would be to weaken -the Minister’s
influence, for political purposes, and by
@ach degree that influence is weakened,
by so much will be lessened his power
to do for New. Brunswick what New
Brunswick needs.

Surely nobody, thinking’over condi-
tions coolly, can hesitate long in choos-
ing between these alternatives.

MUNICIPALIIES MUST PAY

FOR BRIDGES, SAYS HAZEN.

There has been much dissatisfaction
with the Highway Act brought into
force by the government _a couple of
years ago, and there has been consider-
able ground for discontent. The Act
has not worked out in practice as it
promised in theory. The funds, as ad-
ministered by government superintend-
ents appointed over a combination of
parishes, has not perhaps been as eqnii-
abjy’ expended as if under the direct
Supervision of the distriets whose in-
terests are directly: concerned. Also
there is room for strong objection in
that feature of the law which takes
away from the municipal councils the
power of directing the expenditure of
the money they collect.

Butin all this there is no ground for
disfavor toward the government. It\is
as greatly disappointed with the work-
Ing' and the results of the Act as any
man ‘'who 18 compelled to complain of
the roads and it stands pledged, not
only to repeal the Act as soon as the
legislature meets, but to consult all the
municipalities either in’ convention or
by means of a commission,. and to
frame a new law in thorough accord
with their wishes,

It is true that Mr. Hazen also pro-
mises to repeal the Highway Aet—an
easy promise. But what will he put in
its place?

The policy to which the leader of the
opposition 'is pledged by his speeches
in the legislature to impose the cost
of the highways and bridges upon the
municipalities is a policy which would
involve direct taxation to an extent
unprecedented in the province.

A report of the speech outlining'the
policy of the opposition leader will be
found on pag® 40 of the official debates
of the session of 1899.: It is given here
in fuill: -

“Mr.. Hazen saild the leader of the
government had informed the house
that the government was constantly
beset with"demands for -bridges. That
was the -ease with all governments
and always would be ‘the ‘case under
the present system. No. government
should ‘make complaint - because the
demands were made’ upon them. .If
there was any argumeént in what the
leader of the governmiént had said, it
was a’'strong argumetit’ in favor of the
abolition 'of the presént:system and
the #doption of a ratfdnsl system such
as préevalled in<Nova S@otia; where the
responsibility is thrown upon the
municipalities. &

But who” pays -the’ bills under this
bridge policy ‘whicht Mr: Hazen ad-
vocated for Neéw Brunswick?

The people of the different muniel-
palities. The manner'of the payment
was thus told by Mr., Veniot: (Sée of-
ficlal debates 1899, page 90).

“In"his address theé léader of tHe op-
position - (Mr. Hazen) had laid down
the platform of his party, and had re-
ferred to what Nova Scotia was doing
with respect to its public works.’ The
opposition had time and time again
charged this government with placing
undue burdens on the"“ municipalities.
What do we find the facts to be with
respect to permanent bridgé 'expendi-
ture in the province of Nova Scotia?
The leader of the opposition' forgot to
tell us that the permanent bridges in
the sister province are cha‘ged to cap-
ital account, the interést on the debt
being paid by ihe different munfeipal-
ties. He forgot to tell us that while
weé paid $210,44¢ for public works out
of current revenue account the sister
provinee cnly paid $93,((0 for.the same
service out of current reyvenue.”

Has Mr. Hazen .abanfioned this
bridge’policy which is intended to sad-
Cle the tax of keeping up the bridges
on the people of the different munici-
palities? And is not the logicat out-
¢cme of his position regarding high-
ways entirely identical with his de-
clared policy respecting permanent
bridges?

It should be stated here that the
Hartland bridge has been made free by
the government and that there is not
now a toll bridge in the whole prov-
ince.

THE PROSPECTS

‘While Mr. Hazen has so far been con-
tented.to claim 28 or 30 seats his ardent
but indiscreet organs predict opposition
victory in the whole 48, except perhaps
Madawaska, where no opposition ticket
has becn nominated. This is the usual
pre-election ghouting carried to utter
absurdity.

There is absolutelyy no ground for
doubt that {the government will be sus-
tained by a majority much the same as
in 1903, and, as a matter of fact, there
is no such dowubt in the minds of well~
informed people, even on the opposition
side. Even if there were some change
in popular feeling against the gov-
ernment it would have to reach the ex-
nearly four ta one ' majority in ‘f:e
legislature.- But the candidates every-
tent of a revolution to wipe out the
where report conditions' much the same
as in 1903, exeept that hundreds of Lib-
erals who' opposed the government
then are heartily in accord with the
existing administration. Whatever ad-
verse influence the Highway Act may
have had has been corrected by the
government’s promisé of Tmmediate res
p2al and amendment and more than
offset by the . aeccession of Liberal

‘strength. The other features of the op-

position eampaign, school books, deht,
etc., have all been worked to death in
previous contests and if they have any
effect the extravagant misrepresenta-
tion by the opposition has mgade it fav-
orable for the government. Angd every-
where the candidates meet intelligent
recognition of the fact that two gov-
ernments in sympathetic co-operation
can do more for provineial development
than a government at Fredericton
which is politically opposed to the fed-
eral government-and is using ail ita.in-

fluence to weaken the power of the fed-
eral minister for the province. )

Last election the government carried
every geat in Albert, Gloucester, Kent,
Kings, Ma.dawaska., Queens, Resti-
gouche, St. John City, St. John County,
Sunbury, Victoria,. Westmorland and
York. The opposition carried three
Seats in Charlotte, three in Northum-
berland, two in Carleton and two in
Sunbury.

Today there {8 not omly no sign of
weakness in the government strong-
holds, but in the constituencies where
the opposition was successful five years
ago there is strong evidence of chang-
ing sentiment,

In Northumberland where three oppo-
sition members- were . élected in 1903,
the government will ¢arry three, if not
the whole four seats.. The govérnment
defeat five years dgo was due to the
efforts of scorés-of prominent Liberals
who now -are warmly supporting
Premier Robinson.” For instance, three
of the men on the present government
ticket fought the governmen 1803,
and Mr. Loggle, M. P., who was a suc-
cessful opposition ecandidate then, is
exerting his powerful influence Jn the
government’s behalf,

In Carleton=the Liberals are sure of
two seats and are confident of three.
In Sunbury the government ticket is
showing up much stronger than in 1903.
And from Cherlotte come assurances
that at least two. gets will:be won by
the government candidates. . 1

Summing up,”the prospects are that
the government will capture at -least
four and possibly seven seats now held
by the ‘opposition, which, allowing.. a
safe margin for unexpected losses fin
other constituencies now- held by Lib-
erals, assures the government of about
the same majority it held :in the last
house,

PROGRESS AND PESSIMISM

While last night’s meefing between
government and opposition leaders yas
ostensibly for the purpose of discussing
the financial condition of the mrovince
and the opposition charges in this re-
gard, that feature of the debate played
& minor and comparatively unimport-
ant part in influencing the beliefs snd
sentiments of the large and ‘varied as-
sembly. What must have struck the
audience most forcibly was the marked
difference in tone between the Conserv-
ative and the Liberal speakers. Pro-
8ress and enterprise was the keynote
of the government appeal. And barren
criticism, hesitating pessimism, and a
fearfulness of venturing investment in
future prosperity. for the benefit of
needed development was characteristic
of the opposition.

Aside from carping complaint of the
cost of government achievement the
Conservative speakers had absolutely
nothing to . offer, Mr. Flemming's
whole speech wag a melancholy ¢ry of
blue ruin.” The government wag spend-
ing too much money, he shouted, piling
up debt for our children’s children. He
made no shadow of attempt to.point
out specific instances of extravagarnce
or improper expenditure. He practical-
ly promised that if his party were re-
turned to-power no more debt would
be incurred, but gave no hint of what
would be the effect upon the 2rovince
of the complete cessation of railway
and highway and mingral and indus-
trial development which this would
involve. Mr. * Hazen piled his
quota upon Mr. Flemming’'s moun-
tain  of fault-finding, complaining
of the expenditure upon the Cen-
tral Railway, the International
Railway, the highways and public
works generally; but in all the melli-
fluent mediocrity of his oritund piati-
tudes there was not a vestige of develop-
ing policy, not a note of progress, not
one suggestion for the material agd-
vantage of New Brunswick.

In striking contrast to these point-
less and profitless lamentations was
the optimism and enterprise that rang
through the speeches ot the Premier
and the attorney general. While - con-
tending that enterprise and economy
were compatible—that in' fact Judici-
ous expenditure was the most effective
economy—and showing that under their
regime the provinclal credit was im-
proving rather than deteriorating, they
made it  clear that they 'lead a gov-
ernment which is not afraid to invest
money where profits are gure. They
believe in the future of this province;
believe that New Brunswick has the
situation and national resources which
guarantee it great prosperity and real-
ize that the development of these re-
sources is necessary to the attainment
of that prosperity. And so they are not
afraid to gpend money where the ex-
penditure 'is necessary—as it is for the
development of thig port, for instance.
While they desire as keenly as any
member of the, opposition to
keep down the debt, they
have sufficient business intelligence
and optimism to enable them to see
that to borrow money at four or even
five per cent. for railway and high-
way and industrial development is
good poliey when the investment will
give returns a hundred-fold in future
prosperity to the people of this prov-
ince.

This was the real issue of the meet-
ing—an issue which, properly under-
stood, will divide the vote on March
3rd, not so much between Liberals and
.Conservatives, as between those who
have faith in and those who fear for
the future of New Brunswick—between
the optimists and the pessimists, the
progressives and the¢ reactionaries,

The net result of that portion of the
debate which dealt purely with the
financial condition of the province may
be fairly estimated from the fact that
partisans of both sides professed to be
exuberantly pleased with fhe outcome.
Conservatives were convinced that MM\
Flemming had the better of the con-
test, and Liberals enthusiastically as-
sumed that the Premier had ‘“‘put it all
over” his critie. As a matter of fact
each practically repeated the -state-
ments each has made on several occa-
sions before, with the exeeption that
Mr. Flemming was much more moder-
ate in his assertions than usual and
was more than usually careful of com-
mitting himself to definite figares. His
speech was niothing moré than an ex-
tension of his interview published in
the opposition press, with the elimina-
tion of scme of its more extravagant
ineorrections, such as his assertion that
the public debt had been increased by
a million and a bhalf during the past
year and that the provifice
was raying double interest on
the recent London loan. The
Premier in-a reasonable speech in re-
ply, the evident fairness of which ap-
justiiéd his charge of misrepresenta-
tion by proving conclusively that Mr.
Flemming’s estimate of recent debt in-

crease was padded by the inclusion of
items,  such: as the provinecial hospital

and public works overaruft, which ex-
tended oyer a series of years; andthat
some ‘large items: had been ' dotinted
‘twice, notably one figgre of = $89,000
which was counted once &s road super-
intendents’ overdraft and again in the
$197,000.. ovedrawn on the account .of
Dublic works.

much opposition oytery, is less in the

province save P. E. I. and only about
.One-tenth of the per ‘cag;ta. debt of St.
John eity, the Premier scoréd forcibly
and undoubtedly created an impression
which, as people think the matter over,’
will benefit him and his zovernnient.

But we doubt, and have doubted, that
the partisans of either side will be af-
fected in any measure by the figures
and arguments presénted pro and cen
in this connection. At the bottom, and"
aside from the misrepresentations with
Which the opposition have endeavored
to build- party: advantage’ - the - real
difference between Mr. Robinson
and his eritic is difference
of opinion regarding expenditures
which may ‘properly be charged
to capital account instead of being paid
out of current revenue. And this tech-
 pical difference is not one which the
average citizen is prepared to ad-
Judicate. Each party will undoubtedly
follow its leaders’ opinion in this mat-
ter and those independent folk who
heard last’'s night’s debate must agree
With the premier now, it they did not
before, that the technical issues in dis-
pute between the parties can mever be
settled satisfactorily by oratorical dis-
cussion but must, for definite settle-
ment.be submitted to expert and im-
partial  investigation the result of |
which will be free from all reasonable
suspicion. of partisan bias. Anad they
will wonder more than ever why Mr.
Hazen and Mr. Flemming refused to.
agree to this bush}essllke mode of set-
tlement.

Personally the speakers all acquit-
ted themselves well. Mr. Flemiming
was forcible and apparently desirous
to be fair. The premier who kept him-~
self well in hand, was reasonable and
convineing in hi» argument. Mr. ‘Hazen
wasg rather more oratorical ang impres-
sive in his fmanner than the matter
warranted, but evidently pleased his
party. And Mr. McKeown, though
handicapped greatly , by interruptions
and outcries, spoke Strongly and ef-
fectively.

The treatment accorded Mr.MceKeown

was the only unpleasant feature of the
meeting. All the other speakers re-
ceived fair and courteous treatment,
but he had no sooner begun than he
was confronted with what seemed to
be an organized plot to howl him down.
It appeared to unprejudiced observers
tkat, fraring the result of the govern-
ment having the closing word, a delib-
erate attempt was made to destroy the
effect of his remarks,
" We do not believe that this will
benefit thé opposition cause. ' It will
be remembeéred that Mr/ Blair was
similarly treated at a joint méeting-
with Mr.” Foster many years ago and
that he won his election a weelk later
by 1,000 majority. ;

Mr. Flemiming himself has no hope
of success in the coming eleetioh. He
told the people last night that the pro-
vincial debt now standing would be a
burden upon their grandchildren. This
clearly means that  this reckless and
extravagant government is {0 ' hold
power for at least 30 yedrs more. ¥For
if Mr. Hazen and Mr. Flemming ever
took charge they could easily wipe out’
the debt in a year of so.

“GOVERNMENT REFUSED TO AC-
CEPT THE CHALLENGE OF THE
OPPOSITION PARTY.” This g the
Times headline ovér - the news
story of the arrangements for the
joint debate between Messrs. Hazen
and Flemming and Messrs. Robingon
and McKeown last night. The Times
bids fair to capture the opposition press
record fot unfdirness and falsity in this
campaign.

Opposition journals are growing mod-
est. The Telegraph now ' claims only
Charlotte, St. John City, Kings,
Queens, Sunbury, York, Carleton, Vie-
toria, Northumberland, 8t. John Coun-
ty, Albert and Restigouche, This lgaves
the govérnment five seats, for which it
will no doubt be duly grateful. One
wonders what’s the matter with oppo-
sition chances in Gloucester and Mada-
waska.
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A FEAST OF MUSIC

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY

As the campaign excitement grows
upon him Mr Maxwell becomes more
recklessly misrepresentative in his
statements. In his last speech, as re-
ported in the opposition press, “Mr.
Maxwell went thoroughly into the
Central deals and showed clearly that
each year there was an undisputed
actual loss of $35,000.”

As shown by the auditor’s report of the
Central’s accounts, the actual operat-
ing surplus for the year ending Deec.
31, 1907, was $6,011.58. This does not
include the royalties which the govern-
ment gets upon every ton of coal
mined, a total of over $3,000 in 1907,
which would not have been received
had the road not been running. ' So
that the real surplus from the Cen-
tral's operation for 1907 was something
over $9,000.

traffic is rapidly growing, the biggest !
item in the receipts comes from the
L carriage of cogl. . From 1908 ,to 1907 the’
amount of coal hauled from Minto te
orton increased from 315 tons to
80,095 tons. In the half year ending
with December, 1907, theé amount wes
*18,604 tons. " In the month of January,
1908, the tonnage wes 4,552, or at the
rate of 54,624 tons per year.

If this increase continues, and it un-
doubtedly will, the ; Central Railway
during the present year should produce
& surplus of over $20,000—a splendid
Justification of the government's cour-
age and enterprise .in investing the
money necessary to save the road
from the scrap heap.

ROAD EXPENDITURES

Mr. Hazen’s ad. writer quotes from
the Auditor General’s report the ex-
penditure of the Public Works Depart-
ment of the province for roads, bridges,
wharves, etc., for the year 1906. He
places the total, including the amount
Spent for the erection of permanent
bridges ($79,297.47) at $390,606.16. He
has also an item of $69,999 in his state-
ment for advances on account of 1907,
which may or may not be correct. - This
item is made of advances to the vari-
ous superintendents in amounts rang-
ing from $50 to $1,000.

But even accepting the statement as
correct, which it most likely is not, it
shows that the Public 'Works Depart-
ment expended for the care of the
hundred or more wharves, the 3,709
bridges, having a total length of 368,-
498 feet, equal to about 70 miles, and
13,056 miles of “highway in the prov-
ince the sum of $311,308.63. This sum
may look large to §ome people, but it
oyly represents an expenditure of $25
a mile for each mile of highway in the
province.  This would not leave a
single dollar to be spent on the repair
of wharves and bridges, the latter of
which annually costs between $70,000
and $80,000. When the cost of keeping
up ghe wharves and bridges is deduet-
ed from the total grant there is not
more than $15 a mile left to spend -on
the roads. This includes the municipal
grants as well as those from the gov-
ernment.

The City of St. John has about 50
miles of streets and the annual expen-
diture for repairs alone for the past
five or six years has been $50,000, or
about $1,000 a mile for every mile of
street, and there is a general complaint
that even with this large expenditure
the streets of St. John are not very
good streets.

If the government by expending $15 a
mile on the roads of the country has
“ruthlessly sacrificed on the altar of
graft the vital interests of the whole
community—of friends and foes alike.”
what language would be fitting to
properly describe the action of the al-
dermen of St. John, who éxpend $1,000
a mile annually on the streets of the
city? “Graft” would certainly be too
tame a word.

Mr. Hazen's ad. writer must be an
importation. No person who has any
knowledge of the extent of the roads
and bridges in New Brunswick would
make himself so ridiculous as to object
to the expenditure of even $50 a mile
on the roads of the province. The trou-
ble with the roads of New Brunswick
i that thé income of the provinee i8
not large enough to perrmit ‘of adequate
highway expenditure.

THE CAMPAIGN IN YORK

Mr. Harry McLeod, one of the op-
position candidates fo¥ the County of
York, has been telling the opposition
paperg that he is confident of carry-
ing that county by a majority of 1,000.
Mr. McLeod made practially the same
prediction at the general election of
1903. . Here is a specimen of the opin-
ions that were given at that time by
him to a Conservative correspondent:

“‘The prospects of the opposig_i_c_m im-
prove daily in York. From gvery.
part of the county come reports of ac-
cessions to the cause of good gvern-
ment, and there are with the opposi-
tion in this election. hundreds who
heretofore have been supporters of
Blair and his successors inthe admin-
istration of public affairs.”

Also’on the same day . before the -
election an opposition-organ published
the following:—

“Pebruary 26th, 1903. The meeting
held at Canterbury Station last night
in the interests of the Opposition was
one Of the greatest political gatherings
ever assembled there. Enthusiasm was
unbounded and Harry McLeod, the
principal speaker, was given a most
flattering reception. 280 electors were
present and 200 of these pledged the
Opposition ticket their votes and sup-
port.”

After this wonderful report it is in-
teresting to look at the result at Can-
terbury Station -where 200 Dpledged
themselves to support Harry McLeod
and his ticket. The rasult of the poll
was that Harry McLeod got 72 votes at
Canterbury Station while Mr. White-
head got 200. It appears, therefore,
that any reports ‘on the authority of
Mr, Harry McLeod have to be dis-
counted to the extent of 200 per cent. |
It would be interesting to inguire !
what Mr. Harry McLeod has done ex- |
cept to brag and bluster to induce the
people of York County to place confl-
dence in him. The County of York has
been well treated by the present gov-
ernment. The contrast between Lib-
eral and Conservative methods is very
striking. Prior to the advent of Mr.
Blair to power, there was no bridge
over the River St. John at Fredericton,
and everyone that had to cross had to
pay toll at a ferry. Mr. Blair built a
splendid bridge over the river, and
now this bridge is being renewed and
turned into an imperishable steel
structure. Yet this work was op-
posed by some of the opposition at
that time and threats were even made
to burn it down.

A Liberal Government at Ottawa has
purchased the Canada Eastern, made
it a part of the Intercolonial, and i‘s
greatly improving it, so as to make it
fit for a competing line with the Cana-
dian Raillway Pacific and give the
people of Fredericton lower rates of
freight from the upper provinces. The
Provincial Government is buiflding
a fine steel bridge over the St. John
River at Hawkshaw thus giving ac-
commodation to "the ~Pggishes of
Southampton, Queensbury, Dumfries,
and Canterbury. The same govern-
ment has guaranteed the bonds of any
company that will build a line of rail-
way down the St. John River Valley.
If Mr. Hazen had been in power
these things would not have been
done. ThHe people of York are not de-
ceived by Mr. McLeod’'s blusters. Mr.
McLeod was defeated by about a
thousand of a majority in 1908, and he

Denies Times' Statement

myself would withdraw from the coh-
test. I have always been a fighter and
those who know me know that such an
intimation is entirely groundless.” (Ap-
plause.)

Continuing, Mr. Lantalum said that
in this election many your.g men would
cast a vote for the first time, and he
asked them to begin right and cast it
for the governiment.

Meyor Sears Gets Ovation

The chairman then called upon Mayor |
Sears.When his worship arose he was |
greeted with a storm of cheers, and for |
some moments was unable to proceed |
owing to the uproar of enthusiasm. ‘

He thanked the audience for their |
jiearty reception and ‘expressed the
confidence that their enthusiasm would
be rewarded and justified.

In referring to the meeting at the
Opera. House on Friday night last he
alluded to the fact that the Telegraph
had cleimed a great victory for the
opposition party. .

“But after all what did this eriticism
of the government’s financial policy
amount to? It was very easy to find
fault with any large undertaking, but
what had the opposition aoccomplished?
‘What did this tearing down policy
mean?” :

He congratulated Mr. Hazen on his

manner ‘of speaking, but did not see
that much had been accomplished.
v He referred to the financial disturb-
ances which are agitating nearly every
portion of the commercial world, the
lack of confidence and the feeling of
panie¢ which prevalled, and yet in New
Brunswick such a condition of affairs
did not exist. He felt that this was
due prineipally to the sound financial
policy of the present government.

“Surely,” he continued, “a govern-
ment which is able to inaugurate and
maintain such a systemi is worthy of
the. confidence of the people.” (Cheers.)

In referring to the critfeism of the
debt of the province, Mayor Bears said |
that in order to expand and develop |
all great corporations must increase |
their liabilities, Rallways and all our
big companies did so, but {h order to :

be successful they spend their money |
in such a way that they had something, '
to show for their indebtedness. So it
had been with the C. P. R,, and it
‘was ‘ertainly so in the case of the debt
of the province. (Applauss.)

Don’t Turn Pugsiey Down

He would ask the people to. think,
to think deeply before they made up
their minds and he felt confident of
the result. He asked the Conservatives
who had made up their minds to think
again.

“The changing of this government
means a slap in the face for Dr. Pugs-
ley, our Minister of Public Works.”
He knew what power Dr. Pugsley had
and how he could use it to benefit the
port and the city, what he c¢could do
for this port and what he could get for
the port. (Loud cheers.)

S0 he would ask them again to think
and think well. If he could help any-
one to make up their mind he would
be glad.

He knew what Lantalum was; he had
sat at the common counecil with him
and together they had  helped to
etraighten out many matters of imiport-
ance.

He showed clearly bdy
an illustration the differencs between
capital account and ordinary revenue.
Mr. Flemming claimed that some
things charged to <¢apital shoukd have
entered into the ordihary expenditure.
The sum of $428,658.78, which he says
should be charged to revenue and which
he says represents a deficit for the

“vear ending December 81, 1807, is made

up as follows: $82,251.66 to pay interest
on bonds of the New Brunswick Coal
and Rallway Company guaranteed by
the government; $126,739.19 for perman-
ent bridges; $22,502.31 for provincial
hospital overdraft and $197,085.97 for
over-expenditure by public works de-
partment. These four items to be
properly chargeable, ags Mr. Flemimng
insists, to ordinary revenue, should be
of the nature of such sums as the
grants to education, to agriculture, and
to interest charges. The first item of
$82,251.26, -the government contend 18
properly chargeable to capital, just as
were the bonds that were issued to im-
prove and equip the New Brunswick
Coal and Railway Company’s line. The
New Brunswick Coal and Railway line
or Central Railway is a holding of the
government which now iy beginning to
pay its way and it is expected will
greatly improve in earning capacity.

Its posi-
tion is a sdund oné and no falr-minded
pergon can complain of it. This lops
Off $82,251.68 from MY. Hlemmings als
leged deficlt. (Applatse) The next
item is $126,729.19. Mr. Flemiming A
his speéch admitted that this Iitem-
which in ths govertiment’s ascount 1
for permanent bridges, ‘should < ‘be
tharged In part to oaiptal aceount.
‘What he criticised was that included in
it were some items for small bridge re-
rairs and which he compisinsd should
be charged to revenus. What the
emount of these charges is he did not
point out. In the absence of that in-
formation we are entitied to ragard the
full charge to capital account as eot-
rect. His deficlt is thus further re-
duced by $128,729.19. (Applauss.) The
next item inhis deficit budget is $38,-
502.31,which the government had charg-
ed to capital as a provinelal hospital
overdratt. Mr. Flemming says that
this is ordinary expenditure and shoula
be charged to revenue. He dld not
know. what represented this overdraft.
It may be for permanent improvements
or addltions to the hospital, 'The gov-
érnment sayg that it is properly a cap-
ital charge. In the absence of apecific

! information to the contrary from  Mr.
| Femming he is not in a position to*cri-

ticise the government's action in this
respect. (Applause.) The remaining
item of $197,085.97, which enters into his
fictitious deficit is for expenditurs on
publle works. All that Mr. Flem-
ming. says with respect to this
is that $47,000 of it should
not  be . charged te oapital.
He  thus admits that $150.000
WAas properly charged to capital. After
making this admission he still fetains
the full amount as & charges that should
be entered against revenue. Here is
stupidity or forgetfulness of the most
barefaced and intolerabls kind, (Ap-
plause). In one part of his apeech he
declaimed against the gevernment for
making these charges against ocapital,
in another part of his spesch he admits
that the permanent bridge and. the
public works accounts are properly
chargeabls to capital and in the end
hé asks that all should go aganinat re-
venue. (Applause). With this kind of
reasoning and with this mutually de-
Btructive argument he appealed to a
8t. John audience to say that he had
made out his contention. that instead
of thers being a surplus there had been
a deficit of $498,658.78. (Applause).
Such is the parformance of Mr, Flem-
ming, the Mr. Flemming whose pride
&s & master of financial argumant was
wounded by the harsh refisction of the
premier, who kept the wires red hot
with his persistent challenges for open
debate in order that his honor might
be vindicated. (Applauss).

Another branch of - Mr. Flemming’s

“Well, sir, let me say that it is the
duty of every member of the Govern-
ment to know the true financial posi-
tion of the Province, It is not only
his duty, but the accounts are Kept in
such a manner . that it is at all
times the easiest thing in the world for
him to know what is; such financial
condition, and if there has been any
attempt to mislead the public, if there
has - been any false dtatement of the
finafices of the Proviace; it the reporf
of the auditor general ‘does not truly
and correctly set forth’ its' financial
position, then I, having been a mem-<
ber ,of the provincial’ government for
a number of years, and for a time pre-
mier of the Province, would be worthy
of the condemnation of all honest men,
and as I have said. béfore, it was the
duty of my opponents to have warned
the people of this constiuency against
entrusting me with their confidence
and support.

“But-let .me say to you, ladies and
genilemen, that Mr. Hazen and the
other Opposition leaders and speakers,
know that their charges are absolutely
without foundation. They krow that
every statement which has been made
by the Provincial Secretary or Auditor
General is absolutely correct, and that
the financial position of the Province
is truly and correctly set forth in these

utter inability to understand the plain-
est finaneial statements. ; !

THAT BATHURST SPEECH.

“I remember that in a report of a
speech delivered by Mr. Hazen at
Bathurst, which appeared in the St.
John Telegraph not when that paper
was supporting the Government, but
after it had passed into the hands jof
a new owner, and had become a Tory
organ, in that report of Mr. Hazen's
speech there appeared the same figures
as to the debt of the Province which
were contained in the pamphlet to which
I have referred. Mr. Hazen made no
attempt to correct it, but after the St.
John Sun had called attention to the
glaring errors which it contained Mr.
Hazen in an interview came out with
the statement that these figures had
been inserted in the report of his
speech  without his authority.

‘““Gentlemen, can you believe that?
Mr. Hazen must have given some fig-
ures to the audience, and do you think
that a. reporter, without authority,
would publish such an important mat-
ter if Mr. Hazen had not stated those
figures at the meeting?. ,But what fur-
ther have we? Instead of Mr. Hubbard,
as the Provincial Conservative Organ-
izer, being reprimanded and dismissed
from his position by reason of this
wilful, this outrageous, this, I would
venture to say, despicable attempt to
deceive the electorate of the Province,
at a banquet which was recently given
to Mr. Hazen in thjs city he was re-
ported to have spoken in the highest
terms of the Conservative organizer
and referred to the great service which
he had rendered to the Conservative
party. Now, ladies and gentlemen, if
tkere is one thing which, in my opin-
fon more than another, a, public man
should be careful of, it is that he
should not by any statement which he

i makes seeck to mislead or deceive the

electorate. The financial condition of
the Province is a matter of great inter-
est, and properly so, to, the .people.
They are entitled to be correctly in-
formed - with regard to it, ‘and when
you bear in mind that the debt cof this
Province is comparatively small you
ean apprecifte the importance of the
statement that it was over two miilion
dollars  more than it actually was. 1
cannot, as I said before, but character-
ize this as a most wilful and deliber-
ate attempt to deceive the people. 1
have mo-doubt that when that pamph-
let was issued it was supposed that the
elections -would be brought on within
a comparatively short period, and that
there would be no opportunity to put
the facts before the people and to show

the guilt - of the Conservative leaders
in ‘this respect.

FLEMMING'S DECEPTION.

“And I also charge Mr. Flemming,
who has been for some years the
financial critic of the Opposition and
who poses as an honest man, would
like to have the people believe he is
an honest man, would like to have the
people believe that he is a little better
than the ordinary politician—a little
better than his leader, I charge him with
conduct equally unjustifiable—equally
worthy of condemnation. In a speech
which he made a few nights ago at
Moncton, he is reported in the St.
John Telegraph as having stated that
the Government had added, during
the past year $1,500,000 to the perman-
ent debt of the Province. When Mr.
Flemming made that statement he
knew perfectly well that that amount
was a loan raised in England by the
Government on very favorable terms,
raised through the Bank of Montreal

on terms which I venture to say, con-
sidering the then state of the money
market, could not be surpassed by any
province in Canada. (Applause.) Mr-
Flemming knew perfectly well that
that loan was for the purpose of be-
ing applied to the capital indebtedness
of the Province and that a very con-
siderable portion of it was to pay off
advances which had been made by the
Bank of British North America for
the purpose of extinguishing maturing
debentures, that a very considerable
portion of it was for the purpose of
wiping off other debentures, and that
the whole of it was for meeting lp-
debtedness of the Province which had
already been incurred and which was
already a permanent debt- But Mr.
Flemming, with a knowledge of these
facts, tried to make the people believe
that this indebtedness had been incur-
red on current account and that it had
been changed from current indebted-
ness into the permanent debt.

“Why is it, Mr. Chairman, ladies and
géntlemen, that some public men who
in ordinary affairs of life, who in pri-
vate life are honest and truthful, will,
when they come to deal with public
matters and to criticise the acts of
government, resort to all kinds of mis-
leading and defamatory statements?
To injure the credit of the Province
seems to them a matter of no .conse-
quence. Without rhyme or reason and
without the slightest consideration of
what the effect of gheir words would
be they faisely charge that the Prov-
ince is on the eve of bankruptey. With-
‘out the slightest consideration of the
feelings of their opponents they false-
ly charge members of the Government
with maladministration of the affairs
of the Province and with having pub-
lished false and misleading statements
with regard to its finances; and they
do this for what reason? Simply in or-
der if possible that they may succeed
to power, and to accomplish these
things they are prepared to resort to
‘the wildest measures of defamation,
of slander and of deceit. (Applause).
Surely there is nothing in the position
of a, member of the Government, a po-
sition which involves care and toil and
responsibility, which will warrant
man in so forgetting all sense of honor,
all sense of right, all regard for the
truth as to be guilty of such conduct.

THE AUDITOR GENERAL.

“Mow, gentlemen, before I pass away
from the financial condition of the
Province, I ask you to consider how im-
possible it would be for the state of
the public accounts to be in any re-
spect different from what they are
shown to be in the Auditor General's
report. The Auditor General's report
is made up at the close of the fiscal
year, showing all receipts for the year,
all the accounts of the current year are
submitted to the public accounts com-
mittee, consisting of members of the
Government side of the house and
members of the Opposition. The ac-
counts current of the Province with
the banks are submitted to the com-
mittee for its examination and inspec-
tion and, therefore, you will see how
utterly impossible it would be that the
public should be deceived as to the true
state of the provincial finances. To
conceive such a thing possible would
be to believe that the Opposition for
years past hagd been wholy forgetful,
wholly oblivious of the duties devolv-
ing upon them as representatives of
the people. They never ventured to
make in the legislature, where they
could be confronted with the actual
facts, the reckless ' statements which
they are now making throughout the
country. (Applause).

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY.

“I want to talk to you tonight for a
short time upon a subject which has
been very much discussed by the Op-
position—I mean the Central Railway,
so called, or what is now known as
the New Brunswick Coal and Raillway
system. I notice that the Opposition are
making the conduct of the Govern-
ment in respect . to this railroad-a very
strong ground of attack.

“What were the facts which con-
fronted us when we came to consider
the question of developing the coal
fields of New Brunswick? We found a
railroad extending from Norton to
Chipman which had been 'years ago, at
a time when the  Conservative Gov-
ernment was in power at Ottawa, sub-
sidized by ‘both_ Federalsand Provin-
cial Governments. Into tHat - railroad
American capitalists put about'half a
million dollars and held bonds on the
road for that amount. The read had
cost the Dominion, the Proviice and
private ‘capitalists a large sum of
money, but it had not reached the coal
felds and, therefore, was not capable
of doing what it had been expected it
would do for the development of the
coal resources of the Province. The
Provincial Government were informed
by experts that in the counties of Sun-
bury and Queens were vast deposits
of coal, estimated at 200,000,000 tons,
owned by the Province, which remain-
ed undeveloped and which eould not
be developed unless the railway was
extended to these coal areas, Wg re-
cognized that if railway connection
should be given to the coal mines and
they could be successfully developed
it would mean giving employment to
large numbers of people, it would mean
st!mu!aFing the industries of the Prov-
ince and insuring to our manufactur-
ers a steady supply of cheap fuel, it
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would mean yielding to the Province
in the way of royalties a very eon-
siderable revenue. Now, then, was not
the opening up and developing of these
coal areas a matter worthy of the most
earnest attention of the Government?
We felt that it was, and a company
having been formed, the Government
‘andertook to guarantee the bonds for
the purpose of extending the railrcad
to Minto and building branches to the
various coal mines. Subsequently it
was found that the Central railroad
betwen Minto and Chipman could be
purchased for $180,000, an amount
equivalent to very little more than the
actual value of the rails, fish platesand
bolts. Although it had cost for con-
struction some fifteen years or so ago
about half @ million dollars outside of
the Dominion and Provincial subsidies,
it was found it could be bought for
$180,000, and the Government feeling
that it was necessary to have this con-
necting link between the mew road at
Chipman and the Intercolonial at Nor-
ton, agreed to guarantee the bonds of
the company for the purpose of com-
pleting the purchase. Subsequently it
was found that further indebtedness
had to be incurred in pat-
ting the road in good condition.
In constructing the new line the com-
pany met with unexpected engineering
difficulties. T need not go into all the
details, but the result was that in
order finally to prevent the enterprise
from collapsing the Government took
over the road and placed it for opera-
tion in the hands of a commission.

THE MONEY INVESTED.

“Now something has been said in
the Conservative newspapers with re-
gard to what became of the money, the
proceeds of the bonds and as to the
necessity for having an account of the
expenditures which were made wupon
the road- Let me say, Mr. Chairman,
pthat before the Government took over
the road and undertook the continu-
ance of it and the payment of out-
standing bills, the accounts were
audited in ‘the most careful and
thorough manner. That work was
done by the late Mr. F. S. Sharpe, one
of the most experienced and reliable
accountants whom we ever had in the
City of Saint John. Mr. Sharpe was
employed on that work for weeks and
before the Govermment would assume
one further dollar of responsibility, his
aduit was required to be completed
and every dollar of the expenditure

satisfactority accounted for- I well
remember, sir, the anxious weeks and
months which were spent by the
laboring people and the people who
had supplied- materials to the road
while that audit was taking place. The
Government were pressed not to wait
for the auditing of the accounts, they
were pressed by the Ilaboring people,
they were pressed by the men ‘who had
supplied materials, pressed’ by their
friends, and it was urged that the de-
lay would be disastrous. The Govern-
ment stood firm and insisted upon the
auditing, and, as I have said, became
satisfied that the money had been
properly expended. (Applatise.)

“Now it is said that after the Gov-
ernment had given an assurance to
the legislature that no further funds
would be required there was a vote of
a further amount of monéy at the last
session of the legislature but, sir, it
must be borne in mind that a consider«
able portion of that vote was for the
purpose of providing additional rolling
stock. \

“Now if there is any evidence that a
road is getting in a more prosperous
condition, is doing an increasing busi-
ness, it is the fact that it requires ad-
diticnal rolling stock. The acquiring
of additional rolling stock is necessitat-
ed by increasing business, and unless
a road has a sufficient amount of roll-
ing stock, it cannot satisfactorily or
economically handle the business whichl
offers. If you take the accounts of the
C. P. R. Co. you will see from year to
year as the business extends, large ad-
ditions are made to the rolling stock
of the road, and these additions are
charged to capital account. So with
the I. C. R. So with the G. T. R. And
therefeare, instead of its being any
ground of attack against this railway
that it acquires additional rolling stock
it is the strongest argument which can
be put forward, showing the progress
which the road is making, and the in-
creasing business it is doing from year
to year. The reports of the Commis-
sioners show a steady and easy in-
crease of traffic. -

Sir, I venture to predict that it will
not be many years before this railroad
will be one of the most yaluabie bra.nf:h
railreads in the Dominion of Canada.
Mr. Hazen and his followers evidently
took this view when they voted against
the proposition to lease the road for
$21,000 a year.

THE ST. JOHN VALLEY RAILWAY.

‘“Ladies and Gentlemen — While
Speaking of railways, I want te speak
to you, and by means of the press
which is represented here this evening,
to the people of this province, with re-
ference to another railway project
which is very dear to by heart, and
which I want to see accomplished, and
which I shall see accomplished in the
near future. I refer to the construc-
tion of a line of railway down the Val-
ley of the St.. John River, from the fer-
tile lands of Carleton County to the
city: of St. John, (Applause.)

“Let me sa.y to you, ladies and xen-
tlemen, that the fact that the govern-
ment came before the legiglature with
the proposition to guarantee the bonds

tent of $15,000 per mile, an amount far

: proposed for a railway in this prov-

ince, at all events since Confederation,

John Valley, but from the north shore,
from all sections of the province, ral-
lied to our: suppert - upon. this great
question, giving to the measure th.ir
hearty .assistapce, and -scarcely any
measure, I,can say truthfully.tonight,,
scarcely any measure was ever intro-
duced in the legislature which seemed
to meet with more general appraval

than the proposition to liberally  aid

the construction of the Saint John Vale-
ley railway.

“While in asking ald to such a large
amount we felt it necessary to sur-
round the measure with every possible
safeguard, we had an assurance from
MacKenzie & Man, who are now build-
ing a third transcontinental railway,
that if aid to this amount were given
they would send an engineer to ex-
amine the road, look into the traffie
prospects, and if the report was favor-
able they would enter into a contract
for the construction of the line.
