MlillPalermo, Sicily, June 2.—The big 

strike at the sulphur mines reached 
i climax yesterday when a mob at 
Porto Empedocle destroyed half the 
towm.

Rioters set fire to the sulphur 
stores, destroyed depots, tore up rail­
way tracks and pulled dowm tele­
phone and telegraph wires.

Flames could be seen at Girgenti, 
seven miles distant. Detachments of 
troops and police were despatched to 
re-establish order.

Military Fever Spreads.
The fever is now spreading into 

the ranks of the higher officers of 
the British Army, who are retired 
from actual work, but are ready to 
stand by their own people if the law­
less Tory officers embarrass the law\

Names are mentioned of men of 
European reputation^who have sig­
nified that they are willing to take 
their share in organizing the Irish 
volunteers and give them the benefit 
of their military experience.

that their relatives, mostly foreign­
ers. will make any effort to claim 
the remains.

latives of those on board besieged 
the C. P. R. officers and all the news­
paper officer for more details.

It was after ten o’clock before any 
list of survivors could be had and 
this afforded but little consolation to 
the anxious relatives.

Among the more than hundred 
passengers booked from this city 
were Thomas Greenway and wife, and 
Captain J. E. Dodd and wife, who 
were making their honeymoon trip.

feverish anxiety M\ the part of 
the people of Montreal all day, 

especially those who had trends on 
the Empress of Ireland to see the list 
of rescued passengers. The C. P. R. 
handed out a list at 10.30 to-night, 
showing that 1,032 people had gone 
down to death, and 355 had been 
saved, as stated. All day long the 
calamity has weighted on the spirits 
of the citizens. The Empress has 
been regarded as a “home boat,” al- 
tho she has been sailing from Que­
bec, and a good many Montrealers 
were on board when she started out 
on what was destined to be her last 
and unfinished voyage.

People Wept

So w’rought up were the people 
generally that when the Salvation 
Army band from Peterboro, Ont., 
bound for England, to-morrow morn­
ing, played in the streets the hymn, 
“Nearer, My God, To Thee,” tears 
came into the eyes of many citizens 
as they hurried along on their busi­
ness. For a brief space of time this 
afternoon the hopes of the people 
were raised by a report that all the 
passengers had been saved, but this 
hope was short-lived and altogether 
vain, as later despatches showed.

A very touching re-union was wit­
nessed by the survivors at Rimouski 
of Mr. and Mrs. Green way, of 
Toronto, who were married about a 
week ago» • They became separated 
and each, believing the other lost in 
the stampede after the collision, was 
disconsolate until their re-union took 
place in a house in Rimouski, where 
the young husband found his bride in 
a feeble condition.

Conversation with some of the

passengers of the ill-fated steamer 
reveals the terrible suddenness with 
which hundreds of human beings 
wrere launched into eternity. All tell 
practically the same story—story of 
bewilderment at the unexpected shock 
w'hich many took to be the grinding 
of the keel of the Empress on an 
iceberg or on a hidden rock. Then 
in less time than it takes to tell the 
story of the terrible tragic affair, the 
beautiful Empress began to list. For 
a fewr minutes the listing seemed to 
cease and many thought that the ves­
sel was righting itself. But it was 
not so. Soon the ship made its last 
fatal plunge to the bottom of the St. 
Lawrrence, taking with it its load of 
precious lives. Most of the passen­
gers w-ere asleep at the time in their 
berths! They could not realize that 
there was any danger and many turn­
ed over in their berths and commenc­
ed to go to sleep again. But soon 
they were aroused from their quiet 
by the sudden listing of the queen of 
the Canadian waters» only to find that 
they were too late to get out of their 
berths much less reach a safe- place 
in the lifeboats.

This city has existed entirely by the 
will and trade of the outports and it 
should not be forgotten that outport 
people are now awake to the fact that 
it is possible to buy goods cheaper as 
a co-operation concern, in outports, 
.than 4hey can be sold at St. John’s; 
that their business could be done 
much speedier in outports; that fish 
could be handled and exported cheap­
er from outports.

Therefore, it behoves all concerned 
to sit down and consider the cost of 
the waste of time, and money, now go­
ing on at St. John’s under the guise of 
sport and pleasure, and whiether if 
continued it won’t have the effect of 
driving trade to the outports where it 
can be transacted at least 20 per cent, 
cheaper, without any inconvenience.

The expenditure for sport and plea­
sure alone on Empire Day and the 
King’s Birthday, which is to be observ 
ed to-morrow, will mean $8000 to the 
citizens of St. John’s and thereby to 
the Colony.

Is Newfoundland rich enough 
to waste such a sum of money on 
such frivolities? Is St. John’s in a 
position to afford such a waste ?

Let the citizens consider their ways 
and be wise. We have doite our duty 
in bringing it before them. It is theirs 
to do but ours to reason why.

There is no need to observe 
Empire Day as a holiday and the 
Kind’s Wthday can be observed the 
latter part of June, It don’t look well 
to’ find the Colony accepting charity 
doles from the whole of the Anglo- 
Saxon world in order to replace the 
evils of the sealing disasters and then 
spend eight or ten thousand dollars 
for sport and pleasure, observing two 
holidays in the busiest season of 
crade and fishery outfitting.

We protest also against Monday or 
Saturday as a holiday. If a holiday 
must be observed let it be in the mid­
dle of the week as a break, but by all 
means cut out either Monday or Sat­
urday.

/&T the present time there is a fleet 
of something like 200 fishing 
schooners in port, outfitting for 

tfie coming season’s fishery. The 
Spring has been backward some 20 
days behind that of ordinary years 
and this season’s outfitting will not be 
over for another 10 days.

In view of this fact the importers 
should have re-adjusted the early 
closing and holiday period. The shops 
closed last night to the disgust of 
some 2000 fishermen in port, who are 
anxious to do their business as quick­
ly as possible and get away to their 
Summer’s work. Fishermen are work­
ers and have no use for sports.

Some hundreds of protests have 
been made to us concerning this early- 
closing and against making Empire 
Day and the King’s Birthday holidays.

The result of such blundering and 
interference with the Spring’s outfit­
ting for the fishery will be the with­
drawal of trade to Jhe outports, w’here 
such nonsense will not prevail.

Last year similar protests wrere 
made by the fishermen against mak­
ing Empire Day a holiday, and not 
one of the 150 schooners in port hoist­
ed a flag in honor of the day. The 
ones to blame are the Importers, many 
of whom have now degenerated into a 
clique of sports rather than being 
chips of the old block that they sprung 
from, w’ho w-ere genuine business 
men and workers withal.

The Legislature will have to step 
in and protectnrhat the Importers of 
St. John’s are too-indifferent and care­
less about, vjfc.: the business interests 
of the Colony in the Spring time. 
Those holidays in the outfitting sea­
son are a public outrage.

Ctiuntrys must exist and progress 
by industry and not sport and plea­
sure—and if such propensities are al­
lowed to prevail, then some big busi­
ness firms will spring up in some of 
the important outports.

Too much sport will prove a natur­
al calamity to any country so indulg­
ing, and there is no doubt whatever of

There are about twenty bank­
ers along the coast, but most of 
them are in harbor at present owing 
to stormy weather.

Lark Harbor boats secured a 
quintal and over.

There was good herring fishing at 
Mclvers and Apsey Beach on Friday 
and Saturday.

A Fortune Bay banking schooner 
went in to Middle Arm on Friday 
and baited with herring.

Lark 
Harbor boats get a quarter to sev­
eral barrels daily.
