Ottawa, FKeb. 6.—The requestof the Retail Merchants Associa-
tion of Canada to have the dates for tuel controller’s closing down
order changed from Saturday, Sunday and Monday next to Sunday,
Monday and Tuesday, was not acceded to by Mr. C. W. Peterson,
Deputy kuel Controller, who heard a deputation at noon to-day.

Mr. Peterson pointed out that to change the order now would
cause more confusion. In fixing the order for Saturday, Sunday
and Monday, they had taken into consideration the wage earners,
who would lose a half day’s pay less. He also thought that if all the
retiilers observed the order there would be no haraship on any par-
ticular firm. Mr. Peterson promised that if another order was
found necessary, their views would be given most careful considera-
tion. The retailers expressed satistaction with this pPromise, and of-
fered every possible support in carrying ut the order. They were
particularly anxious that all retailers should receive the same treat-
ment, Mr Peters then announced that an amending order was be-
ing passed providing that coal, wood #and oil cannot be wused for
heating purposes during the perioqd of closing. In a town hke

Amsterdam, Feb. 5.—While the re-
cent German air raid on Paris was
undertaken purely as a reprisal for
French raids upon open Hun towns
the correspondent at Berlin of The
Nieuwe Rotterdamsche Courant tele-
graphs he has been reliably informed
that the attacks on London may be
classified as a “systematic action.”

One idea, the correspondent says, is
to damage the “centre of enemy com-

She succeeded
in getting it off the boy. It then
stood on its hindquarters and fought
with her, but evidenly was dis-
turbed by some sound as it present-
ly slunk away and ran under a 10gg
where it was afterwards killed.

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HOW TWO MEN HE
FRUSH OF 350

Inspector and Corporal of
Mounted Police Did
Splendid Work

\

Calgary, Feb. 6.—The story of how

Inspector Newcombe and Corporal
Hutchings, of the Royal Northwest
Mounted Police, stood off a mob of
three hundred and fifty infuriated
coal miners at Drumheller on Satur-
day last will go on.the records of the
R. N. W. M. P, as one of the finest
bits of police work in the history of’
the force.

The trouble started at the Rosedale
mine, Drumbheller, which is operated
by Frank Moody, and which is not al
union mine, Two organizers were
ejected from the property and later
spread reports of having been badly
manhandled. This arounsed the ire
of the rest of the miners in the Drum.-
heller field, some 2,000 in number and !
on Saturday afternoon 350 of them
marched on the 'Moody property,
threatening to destroy the mine and
to kill Moody. The two police offi-
cers, amid calls of “kill Moody,” stay-
ed their ground ‘with the mob of ex-
cited foreigners surging around them.
Inspector Necombe informed them
that the police were not taking sides
in the labor dispute, but were there
to protect life and property and in-
tended to do so.

The slightest break would have
kindled a fire which would have re-
sulted in the death of mine officials
and the wrecking of a valuable prop-
erty.

The mob continued to utter threats,
but the superior and commanding at-
titude of the police and what they
stand for, finally won out after a
strenuous hour and a half. The mob
left the scene uttering threats. :

Later in the day the miners held a'
meeting and announced on Monday
morning they would return to the
mine 800 strong and kill Moody and(
destroy the property. The police in
the meantime had sent for reinforce.-
ments and sixteen men with a mach-
ine gun from Calgary, under Major
Fitzhorrigan, reached the scene late
Sunday night.

Word of their arrival reached the
miners on Sunday and yesterday
morning there was no attempt to get
together for the attack. In the mean-
time the police are guarding the pro-
perty and will remain there until the
strike is settled.

Hosplitals Commisgion ‘s leading to
nmiany helpful suggestion's and a wid-

ening of the general interest in the

returned snldier problem.

Indugtrial surveys by which to a-

dap't wvocaticnal training courses to
fit the needs of the industrial &itua-
tion in different districts have been
undertaken by the vocational biranch
of the commission, and care has been
taken to establith only courses in
which the cemand for labor is su'f-
ficient to assure positions for the
men at the conclusion of their cour-
8e. The general endorsement of men
directly connected with specific trad-
es or businesses upon viewing the
'work has been very gratifying ito the
Commfission.

Comment from Business World.

“The work that the Military Hos-
pitals Commission is accomplishing

Tuxedo Park at Winnipeg, there are
hundreds o men all discharged from
the army, learning new trades. These
include: Blacksmithing, shorthand
and typewriting, English grammar,
wcoodworking, bookkeeping, building
and architecture, signwriting, elec-
ltricity, gas engines, shoe repairing
r'zmd so forth. The men are kept at
these courses until they are efficient.
!They are trained by specialists and
(it does not cost the boys a cent. In
fact, they are given a liberal allow-
ance during the time they attend
these courses.

Must Repair Expensive Shoes.

“One course in particular struck
us as being a good one just now. That
was the shoe repairing course. Wilth
the 'high bprice of boots and shoes,
‘The Commercial’ believes there is a
splendid ovportunity right there for
our returned heroes.

“The shoes repair business was

never in a more flourishing condition

—its only difficulty being in securing
hefilp. The ccendition of the leather
market is at the present time of sec-
ondary importance to this question
'of labor. The education given in the
[<h'oe repairing course is very thor-
jough and complete, covering, as it
| does, a period of six months. During
\this period the soldier is drawing a
i'good salary and upbdn compleltion of
his course, there'is an active demand
(for 'his services at the current rates
—usually $17 to 820 a week. There
iis, therefore. every inducement for
[ihe boys to take up this class of work
!'and it is the earnest desire of repalir
ishop proprietors that they be trained
'as quickly as possible as the demand
for good men is greatly in excess of
tthe supply.”

AVIATORS SOON
ARE PROFICIENT

—o—
Cadets Begin “Dual” lying
After Six Weeks Train-
ing at S. M. A.

e

To one who first visits one of the

several aerodromes of the Royal Fly-
ing Corps in Canada, it comes in the
nature of a surprise to see so many
aeroplanes aloft, swarming in the
heavens, swooping down like huge
vultures, racing across the aerodrome
and rising gracefully on their glisten-
ing wings. It speaks much for the ef-
ficiency of the R. F. C. training meth-
ods that most of the aviators in these
machines are young cadets who have
just migrated to the Flight Wing from
the School of Military Aeronactics at
the Toronte University after 4 to 6
weeks preliminary training. Some of
them are taking their first “flip” and
the fascination of that thrill will, al-
ways linger in the young man’s mem-
ory.

Long after the cadet has mastered
the art of flying, even when he can
do loops, “immel ” turns, spins,
and all the joyous rsrggations when he
first donned the leather coat, fur-lined
helmet, goggles and those wonderful
boots which are the aviator’s pride.
His initation into the mysteries of fly-
ing begin with “dual” flying; day after
day he goes up with his instructor
un_til he has Jearned to control the ma-
.chme himself. He must practice land-
ing, for the mark skilled airman is the
ease with which he lands, Then one
day he will be sent up “solo” on the
flrgt of many flights and landings.
Th}s 1s the real test of his fitness for
flying. Day by day he is given
greater freedom on thege solo trips
until his instructor pronounces him ga
master of his art.

During this course in actual flying
.the cadet receives advanced training
In wireless”telegraphy and signalling,
He also gets actual Practice in aerial
photography, keeping the same re-
cords and striving for the accuracy
that will be demanded of him in
Frapce._ Not the least important and
fas_cmatmg, he learns to yse his ma-
chine gun like a master, chasing small

balloqns and targets towed by other
machines,

MANY COURSES FOR
MAIMED SOLDIERS

M. H. C. Curriculum Ex-
pands with New Needs;
All Co-Operating

The elastivity of, the work offered
by the vocational training branch of
the Military Hospitals Comm’ission
in its efterts to meet the needs of
every soldier who returns to Canada
s0 disabled as to require a new wvo-
cation adapted to his altered condi-
tion, can .be measured in Some de-
gree by tas figures lately compiled
fhowing that 94 different courses are
now being taken.

The work is largely individwal al-
‘though in some courses greatly in de-
mland classes are conducted. These
include motor mechanics, tool-mak-
ing, dranghting, book-keeping and
commercial work, shoe—making, ag-
riculture, etc., and sometimes the
enrolment jn certain classes is over
a score,

The courses are listed under five
heads, agricultural, trades, profes-
sional, mechanical and miscellaneous,
Some are being taken in universities,
gome in factories, some on the lanid,
Some in the schools specially eztab-
lished by the M. H. .C. All are roads
to indevendence and a new liveli-
hood..

Many Moulds,

The vocational experts are not
ltrying to iturn maimed men into a
few iset moulds but ito afford every
man fthe particular training requir-
ed to best utilize his brevious exper-

'ience and secure his future. This aim
is accountable for the breach he-
tween a course in saxaphone instruc-
tion given to a Montreal piano teach-
"er whose snoulder was shattered in
,France, and boiler-making for a day-
laborer with mechanical ingenuity
who Tost a leg.

Valuable Abilities Developed.

Some men must receive the nec-
essary instruction in a university. If
this is 80, the voecational experts ar-
range for him to have ithe course Ot-
her men will regain independence by
learning in some factory a trade re-
laved to their previous Occupation.
Still others will go on the land,
Wherever they can be most efficient-
