PENALTY FOR INJURING SHADE TREES,
—If one t' ing more than another adds
to the Leauty and atiractiveness of a
town 1t is that of caretully preserved
shade trees along the sides of the streets,
For the protection of such trees the
Ontario statutes impose a heavy penalsy
against their injury. Chapter 60 pro-
vides “ that any person who ties an
animal to a shade tree in the street, or
trims such a tree in any way, is
liable to a fine of $25 and costs or
thirty days’ imprisonment. The per-
sons in fiont of whose premises the trees
are, are not exempt from restriction,
Express permission must be had of the
council to trim or in any way meddle
with the trees planted in_the street.”

LEEDS COUNTY TEMPERANCE
ALLIANCE CONVENTION.

A meeting of the Leeds Co. Tem-
perance Alliance was held here on
Wednesday last, June 11th. The busi
ness meeting was held in che vestry of
the Methodist church in the atternoon
at 2.00 p m. when the reports of the
celegates from the different municipali
ties were rece.ved, which were very en-
couraging. The discussion on the Re-
ferendum resulted in Mr. Reynolds be
ing iustructed to prepare the following
resolution for presentation to the con-
vention in the evening :

L. That this Alliance, while not accepting
any responsibility for the Ontario Liquor
Act of 1902 as a temperance measure, never-
theless recognizes in it a challenge to the
workers for temperance, and an op-
portunity [‘orsecurinF an emphatic endorsa-
tion from the people of the principle of
prohibition. .

2.:Inasmuch as this measure js of the na-
ture of a compromise, and not in any
sense an extreme or drastic proposal, we
have reason to hope for the support of not
only declared prohibitionists, but of all
friends of temperance,

3. We therefore urge on all who have this
cause at heart to use every means to en-
lighten the public mind on the real issue

before us with a view of securing a fair
and full vote on the ith of December next.

Editor Athens Reporter :

Dear Sir,—Thinking that it may
be of interest to the readers of your
paper, especially bee keepers, I send
you a few items taken from an Amer-
ican bee journal.

According to the report of the U.S.
censug bureau for the year 1901, theie
were, in that year, in the United
States, 4,109,626 colonies of bess tht
gave an average ef 15 pounds of honey
to the stond, but there are some great
honey producing states that are not
mentioned in this report. Texas
stands to the front with 392,622 colon-
ics to ber credit. The editor of Glean-
ings in Bee Culture was told by Mr.
MeclIntyre, manager of the Sespe Apiary
near Fillmore, California, that a Mr.
Moffat had actually secured an average
vield of 400 lbs_of honey per colony,
from 400 colonies, an aggregate of
160,000 pounds or 80 tons, which if
sold at 4 cents per pound would make
a grand total of $6,400.00. It is es.

To Broil Bacon.

Broiled bacon is a dish which in
few households deserves the adjec-
tive, because it i8 seldom. broiled;
the falt is fried out of it and again
soaked into it by long eputtering
in a epider full of grease.

The only way to cook bacon—
both for the matter of appearance
and for digestive qualities—is to
broil it, not over a bed of coals
(it is too fat for that), but in a
very hot oven. Cut the bacon.in
the most delicately thin slices pos-
sible, rejecting the rind. Lay the
pieces close: together in a fine wire
broiler. Place it over a dripping
pan and set in a hot oven. It re-
quires to be turned just once. The
fat which falls/into the pan makes
excellent drippings for frying po-
tatoes.

Drain the bacon on brown paper.
If you wish to serve call’s liver
with this, sprinkle the liver with
pepper and salt, roll it in [flour
and fry brown in the bacon drip-
pings. Serve with a curled morsel
of bacon on top of each piece of
liver. Bacon as served by the aver-
age cook, well soakel in- grease,
is the most indigestible of food;
when broiled erisp in the oven, it
is a dirsh that may be served even
for a child of two years with im-
punity. . Among all the fats deli~
cately crisped bacon ranks next to
cream in case of digestion.—Butte
Times.

JEFFERSON’S BIBLE.

Authorized Publication of All of the
famous Statesmen’s Works.

The House has authorized the pub-
lication as a document, in an edition
of 9,000 copies, of Thomas Jelferson's
compilation, entitled “Lifc and Mor-
als of Jesus of Nazareth,” otherwise
populariy known as “Jefferson’s
Bible.” More or less imbued with the
Leliefs current in France ana America
in the beginning of tne last century,
Jelfoerson regarded Christ as a man
ol superlative goodness, but without
claim to the supernatural character
with “which Christendom has for
nearly 2,000 years invested him. His
studious mind Jed Lim to considerabls
research in regard to the life and
times of Christ, and he compiled in
four paraliel columns, from editions
of the gospels printed in Latin,
Greek, French and Eaglish, the sali-
ent passages which compositely
formed a biography of the Saviour

The text is in the custody of tha
National Nuseum, and forms a small
volume about an iuch thick, with the
extracts neatly pasted in, and aceom-
panied with copious, marginal anno-
tations in the handwriting of Jeffer-
son.

The action of the House is some-
what unusual, and there was a dis-
position to criticise the resolution,
introduced by Mr. Heatwole, of Min-
nesota, until Mr. Lacey, of JIown,
explained that Congress had author-
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uccompﬂny! the m-matter

ized the publication of all the works
of Jelferson with the exeception of
ihis volime. It seems that whea
Congress bought Thomas Jefferson’s
library, which is now in the library
of Cougress, this compilation.was not
included. It was subsequently pur-

ased for $400 from Miss Randolph.

Jefferson's  correspondence with
John Adams, Dr. Priesily and oth-
ers discloses how conscientiously as
a freethinker, he studied the life of
Christ. In a letter to Charles Thomp-
son in 1816, he describes tie hook
which he says he made up from
statements which he bought in Phila-
delphia, and gives it the title *i’hil-
osophy of Jesus.” He speaks of it
in this way: “A more beautiful or
preciocus morsel of ethies I have never
seen.” and states that the compila-
tion was the work of “some two or
three nights” in the White House at
Washingtom after he was “through
the evening's task of reading the let-
ters and papers of the day.”

Temperance Lession.—Rom. 13: 8-14.

Commentary,-Explanatory. Rome
is situated in Itazy on the Riyer Ti-
ber, 1,450 miles northwest of Jer-

usalem. The gospel had reached this
far off Jand and there were a few
Ohristians there who were diligent-
ly seeking the truth. Paul had never
visited them, but he greatly desir-
ed to do so. A few years after this
his hopes were realized, although he
did not go to them as he had ~ ex-
pected, for, instead of going vol-
untarily a® a missionary, he was
compelled to go as a Roman prisoner,
under bonds.

8, Owe no man—*It cannot be sup-

sed that the apostle meant to pro-

ibit the contracting of debts
onr any account whatever. OChris-
tians are Indeed under the highest
obligations to pay all legal de-
mands without reluctance or needless
delay, and with great punctuality,
and they should avoid all superflu-
ous expense, and carefully guard
against contracting any debt which
they have not a reasonable pros-
pect of discharging. Love one an-
other—“In the preceding verses, the
apostle has been showing the duty,
reverence, and observance which all
Christians, from the highest to the
lowest, owe to the civil magistrate,
whether he be emperor, king, pro-
consul, or other state officer; here
he shows them their duty to one an~
other, but this is widely different
from that which they owe to the
civil government ; te the first they
owe subjection, reverence, obedience
and tribute; to th» latter they owe
nothing but mutual love, and those
offices which necessarily spring from
it.

9. Shalt not commit adultery, ete.
—In this verse the apostle guotes
from the law as though he would
say that the perfect love which he
declares they owe to one another
will enable them to fulfil all the
obligations of this law. Thy neigh-
bor as thyself—“When this is done
in reality there is completeness and
we keep the whole law. He that loves
another will not deprive him of his
wife, of hie life, of his property, of
his good name; and will not even
permit a desire to enter his heart,
whicti would lead him to wish to pos-
sess anything that is the property
of another.”

10. Worketh no ill—The law of love
forbids the dplng of anything that
would injure mysell or others.

11. Knowing the time—*The nature
and character of the period in which
we live.” High time—That is, the hour
has arrived. To awake—How many
so-called Christians are fast asleep!
The accursed liquor traffic is Dbe-
coming powerful, bold, defiant; Iis
destroying our best brains and blood ;
is ruining our morals ; is undermining
the Christian Sabbath, one of the
pillars on which our nation rests; is
filing the land with paupers, disease
and crime, and yet we fleep on peac-
fully as though we had no responsi-
bility in this matter.

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Unquestionably there is nothing
connected with the business of farm-
ing which gives us as much annoy-
ance or wihich is as dilficult to get
orn a satisfactory basis as farm
labor. There are various causes
which tend to bring about this state
of things, and perhaps none more so
than the unreasonableness of em-
ployers. Socialists tell us that the
world could produce enough for its

needs if every man worked but-half [

the number of hours that is now
considered a working day ; but un-
fortunate!y on our Canadian farms
it seems necessary for the farmer
and his men to put in each day a
solid day’'s
Work All the Year Round

and even then it is difficuit to hold
one’s own among the keen competi-
tion! In these days when the com-
petition between capital and “labor
las become so tense that a little
extra strawm at any. time may bring
about the most serious results, it iw
a matter ol no small importance for
farmers to consider whether. some-
thing. more cannot be done to put
the labor question, as it affects the
farm, on a better basis.

In an ideal conditiom of affairs, the
employer would never ask or expect
his men to do more work than was
right or reasomable, and when hir-
ing would in all cases be ready and
willing to give a fair and

Just Remuneration for Services
to be performed, and ‘would endea-
vor to carry out a system of farm-
ing that would give employment to
his men in the slack part of the
Yyear. The employed also would not
take undue advautage of the em-
ployer because of a temporary
scarcity of labor; would never
shirk his work, but would be faith-
ful in doing his duty, whether his
employer were with him or not, and
would in all cases be ready to fput
forth an extra effort at a busy time.

It is scarcely to be expected,
however, that such an Utopian
state of affairs will ever exist,
while frail human nature remains
ap it is, but by the exercise of a
little thoughtfuiness and mutual
forbearance, the relations between
employer and employed may be
much improved. in consldering tlhe
fiuestion of farm labor, as it ef-
fects the operations and profits of
the farm, and the home life of the
dwellers there, morally and social-
ly, it will generally be found on
large or moderately large farms,
that the employment of married
men boarding themselves, is alto-
gether preferable to boarding men
in the house. Outside the question
of profits, there is the all-import-
ant consideration of home life—
the home life cannot by any pos-
sibility be

What Home Life Onght to be
when the farm house is nothing
better than a boarding house. It
is not too much to say that the
future life of many a bright boy
or girl in this country has been
a failure through too little atten-
tion having been paid to their
yearning for home comforts. One
of the first things to be aimed at
in operating a farm in thig way
is to employ none but good men,
and then to do everything in rea-
son to make their lives comfort-
able. Farmers have no right, even

=

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if they have the power, to make
their men work from early morn-
ing until late at night, and looked
at from no other standpoint than
that of personal gain. It is a veryy
decided mistake. lncidentally, it
may not be amiss to say that the
farmer ought not to ask his sons
to do what no reasonable man
would expect his hired men to do.
Many a good boy has been driven
from home by that sort of treate
ment. 1

Treatment of the Men.

Then again it is a matter of the
first importance that the men serv-
ing shaill be well treated. Their
houses if not large should at least
be maZie comfortable. The gardens
attached should be large enough to
enable them to grow vegetables for
their own use, but not so large as
to take up too mueh of their time,
and il a few apples and small fruits
can be grown on the ground they
would be more appreciated Utham
by those who can afiord to buy them,
A cow is almost a mecessity to a
family on tne farm, and an arrange-
ment should be made to have it pas-
tured, but on no account have {t
wintered by the farmer. It is too
severe a trial of human nature to
allow a hired man to feed his cow;
from his employer’s meal box, and
is almost sure to cause trouble.

The faculty of getting omn well
with hired men on the farm is well
worth cultivating. My own experi-
ence leads me to know that if you en-
gage good men, thera s little trou-
ble in keeping them, if we, as em-
ployers, do our part. It is our duty,
19 try to make them as comfortabla
a8 circumstances will permit. If we
do so we may expect faithful ser-
vice, and from good men we will
get it. Let the ruies be strictly laid
down and adhered to, and on no
coneikieration keep a man after his
time is out, if he has at any time
given a word of imperitence.

However, owing to the conditions
in which most farmers are placed,
the larger number of farm hfinds
are unmarried men, who are board-
ed in the house, and this is most
likely the state of affairs that will
continue for some time ‘to come. It
is* a difficult question to deal with
and as far as both employer and
employed are concerned, it iIs a
most unsatisfactory state, largely
arising from the fagt that in many
sections there is comparatively

Little Work for One Half the Year
and just so long as the farmer has
to look out for 'new men every
spring, and the good man finda
himself discharged at the first sign
of winter or before, it will. remaln
80, and no amount of philosophizing
will put it right. The rapid exten-
sion ef winter dairying during the
past few years has done a great
deal to ensure steady. employment
the year round, but conditions are
still unsatisfactory in many dis-
tiriets.

In conclusion, it may be said that
a8 a general thing 'the best men are
the cheapest. Try and get hold of
good men and where conditions will:
admit of it, haye profitable em-
ployment ‘the year round, and use
them as youu would like to be used
if you were in their circumstances.
