and rocks, when I was startled 
by seeing on my left hand, at a 
distance of about ten yards, a 
snake, whose body, lifted up 
from the ground at a height of 
about a yard, xvas swinging to 
and fro. I remained motionless,

I hesitating whether to advance 
soon perceived 

that the snake did not mind me, 
but kept on maintaining its 
swinging motion, and some 
plaintive shrieks attracted my 
attention to a greenfinch per­
ched on a branch of a young 
pine overhanging the snake, 
with his feathers ruffled, follow­
ing by a nod of his head on each 
side of the branch the motions 
of the snake. He tottered,spread 
his wings, alighted on a lower 
branch, and so on, until the last 
branch was reached. I then 
flung my stick at the snake, but 
the point of a rock broke it. and 
the snake disappeared with the 
rapidity of an arrow’. On ap­
proaching the spot, a real abode 
of vipers, which I did with the 
greatest precaution, knowing by 
observation that death may be 
the result of a bite of a viper, I 
saw the greenfinch on the 
ground agitated by convulsive 
and spasmodic motion, opening 
and shutting his eyes. I put 
him in my bosom to try the 
effect of heat, and hastened to 
reach the park of Fontainebleau. 
The little claws of the bird open­
ing and shutting, perhaps as an 
effect of heat, made me think 
that he might perhaps be able 
to stand on my finger, and he 
did clutch it, and held on with 
spasmodic squeezes. In the park 
I got some water, and made him 
drink it. In short, he revived, 
and finally flew off in the lime- 
trees ot the nark. Now, while 
following the motions of the 
snake and bird, I experienced a 
singular sensation. I felt giddy; 
a squeezing like an iron hoop 
pressed iu my temples, and the 
ground seemed to me to be heav­
ing up and down. In fact, the 
sensation was quite analogous 
to that experienced on a begin­
ning of sea-sickness. From 
these facts, would it not seem 
probable that fascination is 
nothing more nor less than an 
extreme fatigue of the optic 
nerve, produced by a rapid 
gyratory motion of a shining 
object, and resulting in a ner­
vous attack and a coma. Curi­
osity rivets at first the attention 
of the bird, unconscious of any 
danger, and when giddiness 
warns him of his peril it is too 
late. The snake is as well aware 
of this as the lophius piseasto- 
rius is of the effect of his mem­
brane. , In this system the tact 
of the bird coming down from 
a higher to a lower branch would 
be explained by the supposition 
that, giddiness overtaking him. 
he opened iustictivelv his wings 
and clung to the next support 
that he found, the motion hav­
ing partially removed the gid­
diness so to enable him to 
hold fast. Observe that nothing 
hindered the bird from Hying 
away, and that the snake, heine­
at most fyve feet long, could 
never have reached even the 
lowest branch. Besides he could

A CATAMOUNT IN A TRAP.

A recent letter hom Mmi'icello. N. 
Y. st.ys: Catamounts have not Ix-en 
so numerous and bold tor years, and 
the dreaded lynx lias- made ils pre­
sence known in the Black Lake 
region. The appearance ot these 
animals, all deadly enemies of ihe 
deer, is certain evidence ihat their 
prey is here in unusual numbers ibis 
season. William Pnleson, a bnrk- 
peelcr, while passing through tlie 
BvavcrKiliwood beard a low growling 
proceeding from a spot some distance 
lo liis right. lie was unarmed, hilt 
crawled steadily toward ihc place 
until he was able to see two huge 
catamounts feasting on a doc they 
had killed. He carried the news lo 
the nearest settlement. Three men 
armed with guns proceeded to the 
spot. The animals had disappeared, 
after burying the remains ol Ihe deer’s 
cardass. This meant ihat the cata­
mounts had satisfied their appetites 
for the time and land secreted what 
was left of I heir feast to he ealen at 
some future time. This is one of Ihc 
babils ot the catamount. As the safest 
and surest way to caplurc at least one 
ot the animals, a large steel trap was 
buried at the side of ihe carcass. On 
going to it next day the hunter* 
zound one of the catamounts fast by a 
hind leg in ihc trap. The men 
desired lo secure it alive, but no one 
dared nppz-nach near enough lo throw 
a rope over its head. Its rage yvas 
such that it made violent efforts to 
spring upon its captors. One of them 
finally approached witli a long pole, 
which he expected to pass over the 
animals neck and hold it light to the 
ground, while others lied its legs 
together. When llio man was leu tect 
away the catamount made such 
strong surging» and springs forward 
to meet him that it lore its leg apart, 
and thus l’cleascd from the trap 
sprang upon him before lie was aware 
of the situation. It set its teeth in Ihc 
pole not two inches Iroui where one 
of the hun ter's hands grasped it. Both 
forcpnws seized tho pole, and (he one 
hind claw struck tho hunter above the 
right knee,tearing the flesh for nearly 
a foot and at least half an inch deep.

The agony is at length over, and 
thé whole country now knows just 
what the terms ot the contract 
between the Government and the 
Syndicate are. rôt In another column 
we publish the gist of the contract : 
and we think our readers will prefer 
the gist in plain English to the three 
column legal dose. We think the 
construction of this great road, a 
work that will involve between one 
and two hundred millions should not 
be viewed from a party stand point, 
but from the wholesome and 'honest 
ground of a man who wishes his 
country well- Governments will go 
in and Governments will go out, 
parties will die and new parties he 
born, the men who noxv control 
the political destinies of this country 
will pass away, but their act with 
respect to this great work will make 
its effect felt for many generations to 
come. It is a poor citizen indeed, a 
most worthless man, who would sac 
rifice such a great interest of his 
country as this, to the fleeting interest 
of his parly. In viewing it, we shall 
express our honest convictions.

And now a word upon the bargain 
as just disclosed in the Commons. A 
good deal of that bargain we would 
not sec disturbed, a clause or two we 
would see erased. In the first place 
the idea of thi owing the work on 
private shoulders seemed to us to be 
a good one ; and for one reason only 
—namely that private companies can 
do as much work for GO cents as Go 
vernmeiits can for a dollar. Govern­
ments have too many needy friends 
to feed, too many supporters to pro­
vide for, and too many leeches to 
keep sucking. They must put three 
men where two men would do ; and 
must create Superintendencies and 
boss-ships without number. They cant 
say “ No;” for if they do most 
assuredly will the wheel again go 
round, and they will have no patron- 
patronage to give or to hold. For this 
reason we favored the assumption of 
the building by a company and for no 
other reason: for he surely would be 
a fool to think a company would 
launch its money into an enterprise 
^hat a government composed of in 
lelligent men, with means at its back, 
and the agents to create a trade for the 
road when built, would be afraid to 
undertake. But the one reason was 
sufficient, and therefore when we 
read that the bargain had been eiosed 
we joined in expressing our great 
satisfaction at the result.

Now the terms are before us, and i 
as wo have said, while wo most cer­
tainly do approte the general terms 
of the bargain, there are clauses we 
would sec struck out.

But then beggars cant be chosers, 
and wlteo the ministers went to Eng- 
an(l it was with a view ot shifting 
the load of building ti/c road from 
the shoulders of Cftiipflft if possible. 
The work is a mighty work, pud the 
world is not large enough to afford 
many companies with which the Gov­
ernment might treat.

| our renders consider how long it will 
be before these 25.000,001) acres can 
be converted into cash, thev will not 
think the syndicate is getting such a 
wonderful sum. The St. John Tele­
graph weeps through two or three 
columns over this granting away o* 
so much valuable land, but its editor 
belongs to llie same tribe who tried 
to persuade the country bnt a year 
ago th it our North-West lauds were 
almost worthless. When Sir John 
McDonald in Ids speech last winter 
estimated that the lands along the 
line would build the road,—this Ire- 
fore (lie idea of a syndicate was 
conceived— William Elder ami a hun­
dred other Grits in the country 
laughed at him. Now it appears it 
will take little -noce than half the 
land along the line, $25,000,(00 more 
than half, to build the road, and yet 
they howl against granting away of 
so much land,

Wn hope the Government will not 
allow the syndicate to cnll through the 
best of the lands, as the King Gov~ 
ermnenl allowed the N. B. R. R. 
Company to çnll ont all the best lands 
in our Province, This i« one of the 
concessions wc should like to see 
wiped off the contract—or a restricting 
clause set up against it.

We would like to see the Govern­
ment retaining the railway, and com­
pelling the company to work it—in­
stead of making tlie same over to the 
company. Wc would like to see,the 
right of building lines in any direc­
tion from the main line witheld from 
the company, because monopolies are 
always dangerous; and owning the 
one road and 25,000,000 acres will 
give the syndicate a very great mon­
opoly.

Wc would Tike to see a clause 
something like this inserted : That so 
long as the road is the property 
of the syndicate it shall be efficiently 
run by the syndicate; and that in tire 
event of tire said syndicate failing to 
so run it, it be forfeited with all it 
inherits to the Government.

The Grits Iraye looked upon this 
road as an impossibility, as they have 
looked upon the North-West as a 
worthless wilderness. They would 
all be gray, and dead and resurrected 
before they could make snch a bar­
gain; a feature or two only of which 
wo do not approve, the balance coin 
ing up to our highest expectations.

Wc see in some of our American 
exchanges that (lie Syndicate above 
referred to has also undertaken the 
construction of the Northern Pacific, 
an American road, with a capitaP&f 
$40,000,000 for the undertaking. We 
earnestly hope this is not true, for the 
salvation of traffic over the Canada 
Pacific might depend on the rivalry 
of its next southern neighbor.

A oourr.E of summers ago a lot of 
American fishermen, of a sabbath 
morning, cast ont their nets, mid 
contrary to the laws of the Island, 
began hauling fish to (ho shore. The 
Islanders turnêd out, threw the traps 
off land, made the Americans get on 
board their lroate and picked them off. 
Ignorant though these Island fisher­
men were, they tightly interpreted 
the terms of treaty,but they unfortun­
ately became the executors of it. 
Under the treaty of Washington, the 
American fishermen were granted 
concurrent rights with Colonial fish­
ermen ; but Colonial fishermen had 
no right to take fish, as t he Americans 
were taking it on the Sunday in 
question. Therefore the Americans 
had not the right. This view of the 
case the secretary under the Beacons- 
field Government look, bnt Earl 
Granville has seemed to have thrown 
the question open again for discussion, 
if he has not yielded a point ; and it 
sjust possible that'Mr. Gladstone’s 

Government will be awarding 
America something for Fortuné Bay 
Damages; which will help America 
to work off the yet undigested Halifax 
award. Tire American government 
has neither Law nor Equity at the 
bottom of its demand for damages ; 
but it has enough of Yankee cunning 
to know that so long as the British 
Government keep its doors open to 
the American representation of the 
case, it may hope with some reason 
or success.

KELLY’S DOWNFALL.

JUDGE KING—A QUEER 
POINTMENT.

AP-

Contrary to tlie wishes of the 
large majority of flic people and the 
bar of the Province, contrary to the 
courtesy dne the Government of this 
Province, and contrary to the right 
and equity of the case, tliey have, 
appointed Mr. King Judge after all. 
The haste shown by tlie Govern­
ment in making the appointment is 
something remarkable ; indeed Judge 
Fisher con Id hardly have been eold, 
before Mr. King had been hurried 
into his shoes.

We presume Sir Leonard Tilley is 
in a measure to blaule for this—on no 
other grounds can we account for it. 
Sir Leonard represents St. John, and 
tliis perhaps is a strong reason why 
every office of a provincial character 
in the gilt of the Government must 
be filled by a St.John man. St.John’s 
commercial influence thrown against 
the rest of the Province is dangerous 
enough, her political influence thrown 
in the same way makes her doubly 
dangerous. This is one strong reason 
why tltere should be more than one 
Cabinet representative from New 
Brunswick. Had there been when 
Judge Fisher died, Mr. King would 
not now be wearing the ermine.

Our Local Government as a whole 
supports Sir John McDonalds Gov­
ernment—then by courtesy the posi­
tion belonged to the Provincial 
Attorney General : Mr. Fraser was to 
a great extent a better lawyer and 
fitter in eygry way for a judgeship 
than Mr. Jfing^fov these reasons the 
latter’s appointment is all the more 
extraordinary.
. Mr. King had an interest in the 
Sun—let us hope he will promptly 
take liimselt out of that association, 
and try to bo, if he possibly can be, a 
man unconcerned in private interests, 
and an impartial Judge.

St. John Items-
The Grand Southern is now a fact. 

Colonel Green has won a great victory and 
can afford to whistle at tho Philistines. 
Daring the last six months—since the de­
cision given in Chambers by Hie Honor Mr 
Justice Palmer, in which the right of the 
Grand Southern company to have their 
eastern terminus made upon the line of the 
old Carleton Branch road was recognized and 
declared legal—work along the line, then at 

standstill, has been vigorously pushed 
forward. At that time the wails of a few 
landowners and roadworkers at St. George, 
and the presence of the uncanny Kay—flit­
ting ever flitting by the bleak Bay Shore— 
were the only signs that testified to the vit­
ality of the enterprise. On the 20th day of 
July,—immediately after the decision—the 
work of raillaying from the switch atFairville 
towards the St. Croix was commenoed. On 
the eastern division which begins at St. 
Stephen and appears to end at nowhere in 
particular, work was began on the 16th of 
August. Since then the two “gangs” have 
been fast closing up the gap of eighty long 
miles which ley between them until now the 
missing link is scarce fifty furlongs in extent. 
The legal and legislative obstacles which 
were alleged against the road have been 
swept aside; the wail of its opposers has 
ceased and has been succeeded by tbe howl 
of the startled watchdog or the plaintive 
challenge of the bovine bird,’ as the iron 
horse rushes by over the Grind Southern 
I have heard say, and indeed can testify, 
that a mosquito cannot be entirely silenced 
nntil he is slain.

THE V. R. R. CONTRACT.

The terms of the bargain between 
Government and the Syndicate h 
been brought down. In substance the 
bargain is this. The agreement is made 
between Her Majesty the Queen acting 
for the Dominion of Canada, and repre 
seated by Sir Charles Tupper ; and Gso. 
Stephen and Duncan Mclntyie of Mon­
treal in Canada, John S. Kennedy of 
New York in the state of New York, 
Richard B. Angus and James J. Hill of 
St. Paul in the State of Minn., Merton, 
Rose & Co., of London, Eng., and Kohn 
Reinach & Co., of Paris, France. The 
railway is to be divided into sections, the 
eastern section 650 miles, extending 
from the Western terminas of the Canada 
Pacific Railway, Collander Station 
near the east end of Labe Nipissing to a 
point on the Lake Superior section on 
the east side of Red River; the central 
section, divided into two parts, 1,350 
miles, and extending from Selkirk to 
Kamloop, this part called the Central 
Section, and the Western Section ex­
tending from Kamloop to Port Moody. 
The company is to deposit $1,000,000 
in cash with the Government, as surety 
for the performance of the work; the 
Governmeat paying 4 per cent, interest, 
and surrendering security on completion 
of the road. Work to be commenced 
on eastern end of Eastern Section not 
later than July next, on Central Section 
working east at such peint as the Gov­
ernment may determine net later than 
May 1st next.

tTnless prevented by the act of God, 
the Queen’s enemies, intestine distur­
bances, epidemics, floods or other causes, 
beyond the control of the Government, 
the Government shall cause to he com­
pleted the said Lake Superior Section by 
the dates fixed by tbe existing contracts 
for the construction thereof, and shall 
also cause to be completed the portion 
of the Western Section now under con­
tract, namely from Kamloops to Yale, 
within the period fixed by the contracts 
therefor, namely by the 30 th day of June, 
1885, and shall also cause to be com­
pleted on or before the 1st day of May, 
1891; the remaining portion of the said 
Western Section lying between Yale and 
Port Moody. When built the road is to 
be the property of the company. This 
includes such portions as are already 
built, and in course of construction.

The Government grants tbe company 
a cash bonus of $25,000,000,aud a laud 
bonus of $25,000,000 acres.

At Castlebar on Wednesday night, 
about two, a band of men with blackened 
faces visited several herdsmen in their 
huts, whom they compelled to go down 
on their knees aud swear they would 
leave their employers.

Terrible Warnings.—Mr. Parnell 
baa received a letter in which he is 
warned, under pain of death, not to 
appear or speak at a forthcoming land 
meeting ia the village of Pomroy,County 
Tyrone. Judge Fitzgerald a Baron of 
the Irish exchequer, is bitterly complain • 
ing that he has received a brutal and 
blasphemous letter, which conveys to 
him the gratifying assurance that an 
immediate and bloody death awaits him 
if he fails to deliver a fair charge in 
several impending cases at Limerick. 
The letter bears evidence of having been 
composed by a well educated person,

A terrible explosion occured Saturday 
morning in one of the pits in the 
Rhondda Valley, South Wales,, England. 
There were a number of men and boys 
in the pit at the time but the exact num­
ber cannot yet be ascertained. It is 
believed, however, that 87 lives have 
been lost. As soon as the men at the 
pit bank recovered from the shock ener­
getic steps were taken to organize a 
relief party and a number of volunteers 
descended'to the bottom, at the immi­
nent hazard of their own lives. A sad 
spectacle met the explorers at the bot­
tom of the shaft, but no time was spent 
in mere observation. Owing to the 
prevalency of after damp their work 
was necessarily very slow, but they suc­
ceeded in discovering 16 bodies, which 
were conveyed to the top of the shaft. 
Efforts will be made to extricate the 
remainder of imprisoned remains, but 
very little hope can be held out of any 
being found alive. The sad news of the 
cah-nity quickly circulated among the 
collier’s dwellings and in a brief space of 
time crowds of women, some with infants 
in arms, and hundreds of the unfortunate 
miner's -datives and others—men 
women anil children—thronged the pit, 
the pale and weeping laces of many 
telling of their deep interest in the cal­
amity. Twenty two bodies have been 
recovered so far, and thirty-four more 
have been seen in the pit.

At Swanlinbar and Belcor fairs a 
bell man went about warning people not 
to buy or sell except to Leaguers. Cattle 
bought from non-Leaguers were fellowed 
on the road and returned to their former 
owners. Butter brought to Pettigo 
market from Bellcer belonging to non* 
leaguers could not be sold. At Ennis­
killen, fair, on Friday, several parties 
were unable to sell cattle.

REACOXSFIELD and the queen.

Lot-d Beaconsfield's recent prolonged 
visit to the Queen revives awkward 
rumors that the Queen is seeking counsel 
ou'side her constitutional advisers. Such 
rumors are unimportant in practical 
politics, but are undoubtedly true. Lord 
Beaconsfield rather ostentatiously main­
tains his personal relations with the 
Sovereign, which is unusual in tbe case 
of a leader of tho Opposition. Palace 
tradition limits all visits to Windsor to a 
single night, but Lord Beaconsfield 
stayed two (Wednesday and Thursday). 
Lord Rawdon, who is still Lord Bea- 
eonsfield’s private Secretary, recently 
visited Balmoral and Lord Beaconsfield 
himself went to Osborne when the 
Queen was last there. No precedent 
exists for such frequent communication 
between the Queen and an Ex-Minister. 
Society gossip explains the present visit 
on the grounds that the Queen desires to 
talk over “Eudyinion" with the author, 
tord Beconsfield having sent her the first 
copy, richly bound, with an autograph 
inscription. In some quarters much 
comment is made on Gladstone's recent 
refusal to obey the royal command to 
visit Windsor. The truth being Glad­
stone interpreted the invitation as purely 
formal and hence declined formality 
because of pressure of his official duties.

Reliable information has been received 
here to-day, says the N. Sydney Herald 
by a gentleman interested in the matter, 
that the treasures buried on Coco’s 
Island, in the South Pacific Ocean, has 
been recovered by the two gentlemen 
who left North Sydney some few weeks 
ago for that purpose. There are mil­
lions in it without the least shadow of a 
doubt, for those who have the affair in 
hand. The treasure was buried on the 
Island years ago by the Perrvien auth­
orities. One of the patty engaged in 
its burial, a Mr. Keating, now living in 
Newfoundland, gave the information to 
his son-in-law, Mr. Richard Young of 
this town. The latter, accompanied by 
Captain Angus Kerr, well known irr 
North Sydney, set out for Panama a 
month or so ago. They 'chartered a 
steamer at that place, and in a few days 
arrived at Coco's Island, some 400 
miles from the coast of South America. 
Guided by the directions furnished by 
Mr. Keating, they succeeded in securing 
the long buried treasure. It is said to 
be enormous. The wealth and story of 
Monte Christo is revived in our very 
midst. Messrs, Kerr and Young are 
now in Halifax.
