Plant Working on
War Orders Blown Up

Plant at Walkerville Engaged in Turning Out Uni­
forms for the British Army was Partially Des­

troyed by a Bomb Explosion
Windsor, June 21—The overall 

plant of the Peabody Sales Co., Ltd., 
Walkerville, which has been work­
ing on a $1,000,000 order for 115,000 
uniforms for the British Array, was 
partially destroyed at 3 o'clock this 
morning by an explosion, believed 
to be due to a homo placed by Ger­
man sympathizers.

The damage is estimated at $10,- 
000. The entire front of the three 
stcry ateel and concrete building at 
the corner of Sandwich street and 
Victoria road was blown out.

J. E. Lennox, general manager of 
the Peabody Company, said he had 
expected for some time that an at­
tempt would be made to wreck the 
plant becouse of its acceptance of 
British war orders.

No direct threat had come to the 
company, he said, but there had been 
rumors that unless the company 
ceased turning out uniforms for the 
British, the plant would be destroy­
ed.

The police of Walkerville believe 
the explosion was caused by German 
sympathizers from Detroit, and that 
they fled back across the river as 
soon as they bad done their work.

Three foreigners acting suspicious­

ly, were arrested near the scene 
within half an hour after the ex­
plosion, but were soon released.

Twenty-seven sticks of dynamite 
attached to a time fuse 
that had been set for 3.15 a. m. were 
found under the rear of the Windsor 
armory this morning. The fuse cap 
attached to the dynamite had ex­
ploded, blowing off the top of the 
grip in which it was concealed.

Thq main clitifrgfe, however, had 
failed to explode. To this fact sev­
eral men stationed in the armory at 
night probably owe their lives.

The charge was heavy enough to 
wreck the whole building. It was 
at 3.15 a. m. that Private Ranton, | 
the guard at the armory, heard what I 
he believed to be a pistol shot a 
short distance away. With several | 
other guards he made a hurried in­
vestigation, but discovered nothing.

Later in the morning he discover­
ed a grip bag fifty feet from where 
he had been standing when he 

heard the report. The bag had been 
concealed beneath the wall, muffling 
the sound and making it difficult to 
trace it. Police and military au­
thorities arc working together in the 
investigation, but no tangible clue 
has developed.

Mgr. Richard Dead
At Rogersville.

Priest and Pioneer Will be Great­
ly Mourned on. North Shore.

After an illness lasting more than 
a year, the death of a noted priest. 
Monsignor Marcel 8. Richard, domes­
tic prelate, occurred Friday after­
noon at his home in Rogersville, 
Northumberland county, (N. B.), The 
reverend clergyman returned only 
about a week ago from Quebec, 
where he had undergone treatment. 
His death has been expected for 
some ime past, though he held up 
bravely and patiently to the last.

Enjoying the esteem and respect 
of all his parishioners, having the 
distinction of recognition from Rome 
for his able and successful labors 
in the welfare of the church, Mgr. 
Richard will be long remembered in 
the Chatham diocese. To him be­
longs the credit of founding the 
thriving vi'lage of Rogersville. When 
he left St. Louis, Kent couny, about 
1885, after fifteen years of progress 
and success as parish priest, he took 
with him a band of hardy pioneers 
and out of the wilderness they es­
tablished a community, the tidy lit­
tle settlement of Rogersville of the 
present day. There he has spent 
the last thirty years of his life, pro­
moting the spiritual and educational 
welfare of his people, and striving 
to win souls to God in his pastorate 
in the pretty little church he 
built, St. Francis de Sales. He was 
particularly interested in coloniza­
tion and education. While at St. 
Louis, where he was born sixty-five 
years ago, he established a college 
and convent. Though the former is 
not now in use, the convent is still 
flourishing.

At Rogersville he was Instrumental 
in having four religious communities 
settle there, including the Trapptet 
Fathers, who have helped greatly in 
the development not only of the re 
ligious phase of life there, but also 
in the study of agriculture among 
the people. Mgr. Richard was edu­
cated in Mem ram cook, and was or­
dained to the priesthood in 1870. He 
soon came to be recognized as a lead­
er of men, and an able priest. While 
stationed at St. Louis he extended 
the work of the parish, and his name 
is still fondly cherished by the peo­
ple among whom he labored there.

He was elevated to the rank of Do­
mestic Prelate by Pope Leo XIII, In 
recognition of his various activities, 
particularly as regards the spread 
of education, and his pastoral effi­
ciency. He was recognized among 
the clergy as one of the most emin­
ent of French-speaking priests in 
eastern Canada, and will be keenly 
missed among bis people. His fun­
eral will be held at Rogersville this 
morning.

A shocking accident occurred on 
Tuesday morning, about half past 
nine o'clock, when William Young, 
of Newcastle, section man on Section 
No. 13, was struck by the engine of 
Second No. 39 and instantly killed.

The accident occurred in a cut on 
a curve about one-quarter of a mile 
to the south of Nelson Junction. 
The unfortunate man, with Frank 
Hare, another section man, had just 
gone over the section, as is usual 
every morning, and were returning 
when the sad accident overtook 
them.

Before starting on their return to 
Newcastle -they stopped ,'to listen 
to see if they could hear sounds of 
any train approaching.. The east 
wind and rain prevented them, and 
they had not gone far when Mr. 
Hare turned around, saw the ap­
proaching train and called to his 
companion to jump. They both 
jumped and were out of danger, 
when for some unaccountable reason 
the deceased man ran back to the 
car and placed his hand on the 
handle, it is thought either to 
try and save the car or push it 
ahead.

When the men on the engine first 
saw the car ahead, the men were 
standing on it, but both jumped at 
about the same instant. The train 
then was only about eight or ten 
car lengths from them. The emer­
gency brakes were at once applied 
and the whistle sounded, but the 
train with her heavy load could not 
be brought to a standstill in so short 
a distance to prevent the accident, 
the unfortunate man being struck 
on the side of the head while he 
still held on to the handle bar, frac­
turing his skull and killing him In­
stantly.

The train was immediately 
brought to a standstill and when it 
was seen that the unfortunate man 
was dead, the remains were tender­
ly picked up and brought to the 
Newcastle station where an inquest 
was held shortly afterward by Cor­
oner Desmond.

THE INQUEST

Upon being notified. Coroner Des­
mond went to view the remains and 
then the following jurymen were 
sworn:

Four witnesses were examined, 

and the evidence they gave was as 
follows:

Frank Raymond Hare

Frank Raymond Hare, the section 
man who was on the handcar with 
the deceased when the accident oc­
curred, was the first witness. Sworn, 
he said he was a section man on 
the I. C. R. on Section No. 13. 1
identify the remains shown as those 
of William Young, a section man on 
the same division as myself. About 
9.35 this morning, June 22nd, deceas­
ed and myself were going over* our 
section of the track. We had been 
to the east end and were returning 
through the cut about a quarter of 
a mile to the east of the South­
west bridge. Before starting to re­
turn we stopped to listen for trains, 
but heard nothing. The east wind 
and the rain would Interfere with 
our hearing today. When about 
four telegraph poles from the end of 
the section, we looked around and 
seen a special coming. When I saw 
it I said to deceased, “Jump and 
run, we can’t save her.” I jumped 
on the down river, or east side,of the 
track: he also Jumped, but on the 
opposite side. When I recovered 
myself I turned and saw the engine 
striking the handcar. I did not see 
the deceased struck by the engine. 
When the train stopped I looked 
through under the cars and saw de-

I ceased lying in the ditch about a 
j rail length ahead of where I landed.
{I jumped between the cars as soon 
j as possible and lifted him out of 
, the ditch. I called to him to speak,
' but got no answer and found he was 
! dead.
1 This concluded Mr. Hare’s evid- 
! ence, and Driver Woodville Ingram 
j was called.

Driver Woodville Ingram
I Sworn, Driver Ingram said he was 
, 38 years of age; occupation, engine 
j driver on the I. C. R. I was engineer 
. on Second No. 39 this morning, June 
; 22nd; have been an engineer over 
! two years. About 9.35 this morning 
| while coming through the cut around 
the curve about one-quarter of a mile 
to the south of Nelson Junction, the 
fireman and brakeman called my at­
tention by singing out to stop. I im­
mediately put on the emergency 
brakes, and at the same time looked 
around at the front of the engine. * 
saw the two men standing near the 
handcar; they were just leaving it.

; It seemed to me that after leaving 
the car they took a step back to- 

j wards the car again. Judging the 
j distance I concluded they could not 
j remove the car, so 1 sounded the 
J whistle. I did net see the deceased 
j struck by the engine; I was on the 
1 opposite side from him. When X first 
saw the men, my engine was no1 
more than eight or ten cars from 
them. They were off the car when 
my attention was called to them. 
The brakeman and fireman told me 
Hie engine had struck one of the 
men. I went back to where the re­
mains were and saw the man was 
dead. I knew the deceased section- 
man, William Young, and I identify 
his remains. I sounded my whistle 
on approaching the block signal. 
This was about half a mile to the 
south of where the accident occurred.

Venner V. Trites

Brakeman Venner Trites, sworn, 
said he was brakeman on Second No. 
39 this morning, June 22nd. About 
9.35 this morning when coming 
through the cut and around the curve 
to the south of the South­
west railway bridge, about a quarter 
of a mile south of Nelson Junction, I 
saw two men on a handcar. I 

I called the driver’s attention to 
j them and told him to stop. I was 
j on the up-river side of the engine 
J coming up. I saw the men jump off

! track. One man disappeared; the 
ether man came back to the car the 
second time. Just after this the 
engine struck the car.

Lt CoL Becher
Killed in Action

The Fourth Canadian Commander 
Killed—Two Others Among 

Wounded

Ottawa. June 18—After three 
weeks" rest the first Canadian Divi­
sion has been again in action. The 
First Brigade has taken part in the 
latest fighting of the British forces, 
presumably in the battle at Festu- 
bert. where the official memorandum 
of the British War Office states 
that a line of German trenches had 
been taken and the second penetrat­
ed in part, but the ground had to be 
yielded.

Lieut Col. Becher. of London, seo 
ond in command of the First Bat­
talion. has been reported killed, and 
l*. Is believed that the losses in this 
regiment will be considerable. The 
First Brigade consists of the First. 
Second, Third and Fourth Battalions, 
under the command of Brigadier 
General Mercer, of Toronto.

Ottawa has received word that all 
four battalions took part in the fight­
ing. although it is understood that 

l the losses were heaviest in the First 
Battalion. Outside of Col. Becher. 
thé only officer of whom word has 
yet been received as figuring in the 
casualties is Captain Willis O’Con­
nor. of Ottawa, who is reported 
slightly wounded. Capt. O’Connor is 
a well known figure in military and 
social circles at the Capital. The 
lists of the officers wl o have been 
killed, wounded and missing will 
likely be received some time today 
and will be made public in the usual 
way.

General Sam Hughes, who arrived 
back this morning from London Ont. 
has received no particulars of the 
action and Is not certain where 
the Canadians are again at the 
front. He is anxiously awaiting de­
tails of the latest battle. In which 
the First Division has participated. 
It is believed in military circles 
that the latest move of the 
British army against the Germans 
in Flanders is largely with a view of 
relieving the pressure on the Rus­
sians in the east.

The death of Col. Becher makes 
the fourth Canadian colonel to be 
killed In action. Col. Hart McHarg. 
of the 7th Battalion; Col. Boyle, of 
the 10th, and Col. Birchall, of the 
4th, were all killed in the battle of 
St. Julien while leading their men 
in charges against the German line. 
Tw0 colonels in addition have been 
wounded. Lieut. Col. Buel, of Brock- 
ville, of the 4th Battalion, and Lieut. 
Col. Percy Guthrie, M. L. A., of 
Fredericton, who succeeded Col. 
Boyle as commander of the 10th.

Plunged to His Death

Paris. June 17—Lieut. Reginald 

A. J. Warneford, who gained fame 
recently by blowing to pieces a Zep­
pelin over Belgium, was killed to­
day by the fall of an aeroplane at 
Buc, France.

Lieùt. Warneford was piloting the 
machine, which had as a passenger, 
Henry B. Needham, the American 
writer, who was also killed.

Warneford and Needham 
fell from a height of 500 feet. The

Warn.* 
ford’s table and in French congratul­
ated the aviator, Warneford replied 
in English, which a companion in 
terpreted to the Count.

WEEDS ON
VACANT LOTS

What undoubtedly constitutes a 
menace to those farmers who are 
making an honest effort to keep 
their farms clean is the crop of 
weeds found growing on vacant loti* 
and roadsides in and around our 
towns and cities. These vacant lots 
are often nothing ipore nor less than 
nurseries and'breeding places for all 
kinds of weeds. This is especially 
true of towns where large areas ad­
joining have been subject to wildcat 
sub-dlvtsioning and have had road­
ways ploughed, forming lodging plac­
es for weeds, which are allowed to 
grow unmolested. These produce 
countless numbers ot seeds, to be 
blown and scattered by the winds 
over the farms. So far, bulletins, 
articles and advlco pertaining to 
weed control have been directed at 
the farmer. A glance at the condi­
tions found in most of our cities 
and towns will prove convincing that 
the farmer Is not entirely to blame 
in the matter of weed seed produc­
tion and distribution.

In the West the weed Inspectors 
are being trained and instructed 
along lines that will enable them to 
assist the farmers in weed control, 
while at the same time provision by 
law Is made to prevent any farmer 
from allowing his farm to become a 
breeding place for weeds and a men­
ace to his neighbours. In most towns 
there are by-laws covering the weed 
problem but too often they are not 
enforced. Those living in towns and 
cities should co-operato and do
their bit in the war against weeds. 
This Is an Important matter, and
should receive strict attention by
every town council. Action should 
be taken at once and not deferred un­
til the weeds ripen and scatter
their seeds.—>F. C. N.

A very brief consideration of well 
known Instances of the blowing up 
of magazines completely disproves 
this lame excuse, as has been the 
case with all of their other conten­
tions.

In the cases of the Russian ship 
Petropavlovah, the Japanese 
Hatsuse, the French ship Liberté, 
and the United States ship Maine, 
the explosion of the magazine caus­
ed an almost Immediate sinking bare­
ly two or three minutes elapsed be­
tween the explosion and complete 
disappearance. In Vie cases of the 
ship's Maine and Liberté, it was 
possible to examine the wrecks. In 
both cases it was found that the en­
tire deck above the magazine had 
been blown up, bodily lifted up and 
folded back upon the remaining 
deck. Just as one would turn the 
leaf of a book. There is no reason 
to believe that there would be any 
different action In the case of the 
“Lusitania.” Yet, there is absolute­
ly no evidence of auch action and 
no evidence whatever of any explo­
sion of the magazine.

The truth is that the enormou* 
charge of the present German tor­
pedo was ample to cause very rapid 
sinking of the “Lusitania” by the 
combined action of the explosive it­
self and the terrible expansive ac­
tion of the gases liberated within 
tbe hull as a result of the explosion.

\ ed was thrown into the ditch. I did 
not see the engine strike him, but 
saw him thrown into the ditch about 
six feet away. I do not remember 
If whistle was sounded between 
Passmore and southwest cut. Signed, 
Wilfred Pickard.

Driver Ingram was recalled here 
and swore he sounded the whistle 
•on apprôaching the block signal, 
which is about half a iqile south of 
where the accident occurred. He i 
sounded the whistle again when he 
applied the emergency brakes.

This concluded the evidence and 
the following verdict was rendered 
by the jury:

THE VERDICT

umns of cavalry and infantry. The* 
drove the enemy eastward so rapidly 
that the Slavs made only a 
feeble attempt at resistance 
at their first line of trenches, three 
miles east of the lakes.

The Russian centre retreated 
so rapidly that the right flank had 
to give way and began falling back 
in confusion from Wereszyca Rivei, 
north of Grodek, at daybreak Sun­
day. Throughout Saturday night and 
early Sunday the Russians continu­

ed to give ground, abandoning one 
after another the row of trenches on 
the hills east of Grodek. They are 
making their final stand on a four 
mile ridge of hills topping the rolling 
plain that sweeps down upon Lem­
berg.

Austrian Headquarters (via Lon­
don), June 21—A feeling of distinct 
optimism prevails here - regarding 
the outlook for the Austro-German 
allies in the forthcoming “third bat­
tle of Lemberg.*’

The Russians have been losing 
ground steadily in the campaign 
across Galicia, which has lasted

nearly seven weeks, and in spite of 
the repeated arrivals of reinforce­
ments have been unable to hold an* 
of the various positions taken.

It U now nearly a quarter or a cen- 
tury since Mr. A. McKim, who es­
tablished the first independent ad­
vertising agency in this country com­
pleted the rather ambitious task of 
publishing the first Directory of Can­
adian publications. The nine succes­
sive editions Qf this valuable work 
provide the most complete and de­
tailed record available of the growth 
of Canadian periodicals.

The 1915 edition, of which we 
have just received a copy, shows 
that the great war his not serious­
ly affected the newspapers of Can­
ada. While the birth-rate of new 
publications has received a check, 
and the death-rate of the weak ones 
has perhaps increased a trifle, most 
of the leading papers, particularly 
the dailies, show very healthy In­
creases in circulation. Three metro­
politan dailies have reached or pass­
ed the hundred thousand mark.

A census of the papers listed and 
described in the 1915 Directory 
shows nearly 150 dailies, 7 tri-week- 
lies, 45 semi-weeklies, over 1065 
weeklies, about 40 li-weeklies or 
semi monthlies, 3 bi-monthlies and 
18 quarterlies—a total pf over 1575 
publications.

This means approximately one 
daily to every 10,000 families, and 
one weekly to every 1,500 families.

IMPROVED SEED IN
IMPROVED DEMAND

Reports received relative to the de­
mand for seed this season indicate 
that the orders generally have been 
for higher grades. All the seed 
merchants, without exception, agree 
in this Several consider that this 
to a noticeable extent is a result of 
the recent patriotism and produc­
tion campaign. Enquiries were 
made in many sections of the coun­
try and the responses received were 
all of the one tenor, that greater 
care had evidently been taken in 
the selection of seed, and that, with

fair weather, there was every pros­
pect of improved growth and con­
sequently of improved production. 
Professor Zavitz, of the Ontario 
Agricultural College, w?s written to, 
but lie being in California, Assist­
ant Professor W. J. Squirrell replied 
showing that there had been a mark­
ed increase in the demand for Spring 
Wheat, Barley, Field Peas, Spring 
Rye , Buckwheat, Husking Corn, 
Sugar Beets for feed purposes, Swed­
ish Turnips, Carrots, Fodder and 
Silage Corn, Sorghum, Alfalfa and 
Field Beans, Oats, Japanese Beans, 
Millets and Clover also showed im­
provement.

One of the leading merchants in 
his testimony as to the results at­
tained says that he has gone into 
the matter extensively and has 
found an increase in Red Clover 
amounting to 300 per cent. Both 
Timothy No. 1 and No. 2 show a 
gain. In Alsike No. 1 there is a 
gain of 10 per cent, and of No. 2 
over No. 3 of 40 per cent. He adds: 
“We have noticed that the demand 
for the better grades exist very gen­
erally throughout Western Ontario 
and that the demand for the lower 
grades is more in Easern On carlo 
and Quebec." In testifying to an 
increased demand for garden and 
fieGd root s eds, the principal of an- 
othër prominent house says: “There 
is no doubt but that the agitation 
and educational work whieh has been 
done has had a beneficial effect by 
causing the planner to give more 
thought to the use of high grade 
stocks." A third leading dea’er 
writes: “We are of opinion that 
your advertising campaign has been 
very beneficial. At least we have 
found it so. Not only has the farm­
ing business been greater, but the de­
mand has been general'y for the fin­
est selection, of seed stocks." A 
firm with ramifications all over the 
English-speaking world says: "We
notice a marked tendency for better 
seed in the requirements of our 
farmer customers this year. Espec­
ially when ordering Timothy, Alsike 
and Alfalfa they insist on govern­
ment grade No. 1." Other firms both 
east and west, testify that the de­
mand for the best seed has been 
higher than in any previous year.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest 
Land Regulations

The sole head of a family, 
or any male over 18 years o'd, 
may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion land in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub­
agency for district. Entry by proxy 
m&y be in.de a.t any Dominion 
Lands Agency (but uoi. Sub-Agency), 
on certain conditions.

Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each of three years. A homesteader 
may live within nine miles cf his 
homestead on a farm of ac least 80 
acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is îequLed except 
where residence is performed in the 
vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter section alongside his home­
stead. Price $3.C0 per acre.

Duties—Six mouths residence in 
each cf three years after earning 
homestead patent; also 50 acres 
extra cultivation Preemption pa­
tent may be obtained as soon as 
homestei;! parent, on certain condi­
tions.

A settler who has exhausted hia 
homestead rifcht may take a pur­
chased homes teat) In certain dis­
tricts. Price $3,00 per .ere. Duties 
—Must reside six months In each 
of three years, cultivate 50 acres 
and erect a house worth $300.

The area of.cultivation Is subject 
to reduction m ca.se cf rough, scrub­
by or stony hind. Live stock may 
be substituted for cultivation under 
certain conditions.

Daniel Curtis Writes 
From Firing line

Went Through Battle of Y pres 
With Only Slight Injury

The following letter written by 
Daniel Curtis to his mother, Mrs. 
Wm. Curtis, of Curventon, will be 
of interest to his Northumberland 
county friends:
Dear Mother,

I will now write you a few lines, 
letting you know that I am well aud 
getting along alright. Hoping this 
will find you in good health.

I came through the battle of Ypres 
without a scratch, although it was a 
pretty hot place and we lost a ter­
rible lot of men in the four days we 
were there. No doubt you read all 
about it in the papers.

After that battle we were 
taken out to have a rest and were 
billited in a good sized town. Were 
out about three weeks but did not 
get very much rest for they 
brought the new men over from Eng­
land to make us up to strength 
again, and we had to be mixed up 
with them, go cut on route marches, 
and be drilling with them every day 
to get them into shape. Afte:- 
that we went into action again and 
just now have come out after being 
in the firing line for ten days and 
it was a regular hell of a place for 
shells bursting t'A around, and in 
the trenches. I get a little knock on 
the head but it did nut amount 
to very much, as it is nearly alright :

I have not received parcels of to­
bacco yet; perhaps somebody has 
got hold of them, although 1 
get them yet, as sometimes 
are slow in coming through.

We are now camped in a 
back from the firing line. I 
know how long they will give us this 
time.

The weather is pretty fine but 
keeps cool at nights and it is a little 
cold sleeping out in the open.

Well mother, I have nothing more 
to say, so will close for this time, 
hoping you will write soon and tell 
me all the news.
