The average Pro ten tant church­
goer has ideas shout “keeping the 
Ifebbftth," which are ml once very 
definite sod very vague. He will 
allow bis children to take a walk on 
Sunday afternoon,, but if they should 
apeak of going skating instead he 
would be horrified. At the «bore in 
Hummer, he will take bin people to 
drive on Sunday, but nothing will 
induce him to go out nailing. We 
have more than once neon intelli­
gent Protestante called upon to ex­
plain why they draw the line at this 
or that form ot recreation ; why they 
tbiuk it right to walk and wrong to 
drive, or right to drive and not to 
sail, and eo on. The result of such 
inquiries is always the seme. At 
tiret he says :

“ Why ! Of course it is wrong for 
children to skate on Sunday,” or, “I 
never could go sailing on the Sab 
bath and feel that I was doing right." 
When pressed for reasons and defi­
nitions be is surprised to find that, 
although he has perfectly clear no­
tions as to what he may and may 
not do on Sunduv, his reasons are 
not so definite. It closely followed 
up be is compelled to take the same 
ground as that occupied by a disting­
uished Western lawyer, an ardent 
Baptist and a conscientious man, 
who, while visiting an Eastern 
watering place was called upon hy 
some of the other visitors to explain 
und justify his practice in regard to 
Sunday amusements. He was plied 
with questions and arguments by a 
free-thinking lawyer, an agnostic 
United States judge and a Catholic 
layman. At last he sokl :

“ Gentlemen, 1 am compelled to 
admit that 1 cannot give satisfac­
tory reason* for my practice in this 
matter. It has never occurred to 
mo before that any argument at all 
was necessary. I now acknowledge 
that with mo it is entirely a matter 
of tradition, of training and habit. 
Since you ask me, I must confess 
that there does not seem to bo any 
essential difference between going 
for a drive on Sunday afternoon and 
taking a quiet sail on tho bay. At 
the same time I can do one without 
any misgivings, and I cannot do 
the other comfortably. This is not 
logical, as you have shown me, but

cannot help it."
Not every Evangelical Protestant
candid enough to make this 

admission, but they must all make 
it if they are honest.

Catholics can afford to smile and 
be amused at the inconsistencies of" 
their neighbors, who perform 
their conscientious observances in 
so illogical a way. We know that 
our Church is the only one which 
proscribes a formal, positive recog­
nition and act of observance of the 
Lord’s Day, and requires it under

The continual advocacy of fancy 
poultry for common hrm usa ia ne 
error. The poultry pepera, and 
moct agricultural pepera, advice the 
breeding of certain pure 
if they pomcmad mente û_ _ i far superior
to the hero-door fowle, end common 
poultry. Thte is » mistake. No 
ooe advocates the use of thorough­
bred horses, well-bred trotters, pure 
Percherons or Clyilee, purebred 
Pjg*> or sheep, or cuttle, to the ex­
clusion of common ones, but ftu-mers 
are urged to improve their common 
stock by breeding-up, by grwdunily 
introducing better blood sod breed 
ing, with some definite eim. Thus 
our common mixed sheep, which 
ere regular breeders, good mothers, 
ami have plenty of milk, are crossed 
with pure rams of one of the estab­
lished breeds. If size is wanted, 
with long wool, the Cotswold is per­
haps employed ; if the wool is to be 
improved in fineness without eo 
much reference to the mutton, one 
of the Merino breeds will be select­
ed, while if early lambs of fine qua­
lity ere desired, one <of the Down 
breeds is chosen by the raiser. This 
is precisely the con roe which should 
be followed by farmers in poultry 
raising. The advantage dfgrading 
up common poultry is, however, not 
so profitable in most cases as cross­
breeding. This is, properly, the in­
terbreeding of two pure varieties. 
We have, however, usually no pure 
breed of fowls upon tho farm, and of 
course wish to utilize those which 
we have. Therefore the first thing 
to do is to grade up the flock. Af­
ter two or three years, when they 
have the looks and qualities of pure- 
breds, the hens may be crossed with 
cocks of another breed, and then 
most of the advantages of cross­
breeding will be realized. In this 
use of purebred cocks which we 
recommend, no male bird should 
run with tho same flock more than 
two years. If he is healthy and 
vigorous, and his progeny of the 
first year take strongly after him, 
in form as well as feather, he may 
well be kept tho second year to run 
with pullets of his own get. After 
three years tho blood of the original 
flock will be reduced to one-eighth ; 
after four years to oofreixteonth.— 
American At/ricuUurist for June.

Seeding te One*
Our greatest need now i», to grow 

more gram; not more acres, but more 
to the acre, leaving a larger area of 
ground for fodder aad other crops 
mined on a mixed farm. This can 
only be done by better preparation 
of the noil, and better seeding, la­
nded of throwing the need in a hap­
hazard way upon the hard, weather­
beaten surface of the ground in the 
spring, the seeding should be poet, 
poned until the grain ia cut and har­
vested. The soil is then to be plow­
ed with a shallow furrow, thoroughly 
well harrowed, and made fine and 
compact. The seed mast be sown, 
und immediately brushed in with the 
umoothing and brush harrow, which 
is easily made. Thie level» and 
firm» tho soil, as well an spread» and 
covert the need. It is well to uee 
thie harrow crowwise of the harrow 
mark», and across the line ot sowing, 
» »» to spread the need more evenly, 
It is better still to sow the need both 
way», half each way, if the sower it 
not able to spread it quite evenly. 
The even sowing ia vary important, 
because bare spaces are a great in­
jury in two w«ys,one,tha*the ground 
i« vacant, and will produce weeds 
in the hare «pot»; the other, that tho 
g raw is too crowded where it ia too 
thickly «own. times seed, if town 
as here directed, will «tart up quick­
ly and grow rapidly ; if the seeding 
is done in July or early in August, 
tho young grass will be strong 
enough to resist the winter safely, 
and a heavy crop will be the result.

and the removal of all the filth which 
will gather upon Ill-kept cows. This 
should be done before the cows are 
milked, both morning and evening. 
The morning cleaning should he a 
thorough one ; a simple brushing, to 
remove dust and loom heirs, will 
be sufficient for the evening. It will

The Lite Mr. Pope.
Tax funeral of the late Honorable 

James Col ledge Pope took place 
from his residence in Summcnude 
on Wednesday afternoon last to St. 
John'e churchyard at 81 Eleanor s, 
where bis remains were reverently 
laid to rest besides those of his 
lamented brother, Judge Pope, who 
died in October, 1879. A very large 
number attended in the funeral cor­
tege, a special train having taken 
from Charlottetown and intermedi 
ate pointa, rone sixty of hie intimate 
friends nod admirers. The pell wm 
borne by five of hie former associate» 
in the Government of the Island, 
vis: ex-Goveraor Havilnnd, Post­
master Bracken, John Yeo, Esq., 
Lender of the Opposition, Lemuel 
U. Owen, Esq., ex-Premier, Hon. 
John Leturgey, Member of toe pre­
sent Executive, end toe sixth bearer 
wm David Bugera, Esq., of Summer- 
aide, a life-long friend and Supporter. 
At the Church toe Burial Service was 
saidiby the Hector, the Rev. Element 
Richardson, and the solemn offices 
at the grave were recited by toe 
Rev. Dr. Pllxgerald of Charlotte­
town. Among those who attended 
to pay the lent tribute of respect to 
the departed statesman were not a 
few who had most strenuously op­
posed him in his political career, 
notably Hon. Benjamin Device and 
John F. Robertson, Esq. The Hon. 
W. W. Lord, who wm defeated by 
Mr. Pope oo the entrance of the lat­
ter into public life in 1857, left bis 
comfortable home, and at the great 
age of eighty-eight years, travelled 
over one hundred miles to testify 
hie regard for bis old-time political 
adversary, as well as to express sym­
pathy with hie family so sorely 
bereaved. The fanerai train, we 
learn from a contemporary, was the 
most magnificent and oostiv which 
hm ever passed over our road, being 
valued at $26,000—none too grand 
for toe father of the Prince Edward 
Island Railway.

Moat of the Canadian papers con­
tained notices, greater or lean in 
length, of Mr. Pope's dee'b. The 
Toronto Mail, alter giving a brief 
•ketch of hia life, said :

" Sack is the bare outline of the 
political career of one of the ablest of 
the old group of Lower Province rte tes 
mao. Thom who came under Mr. 
Pope'» personal influence, or shared hia 
friendship, will long remember hlm m 
one of the plmrsntsst of man, with Ism

This is the 27th day of May, yet 
it is the old story we have to repeat, 
“ nothing has been done."

It is the
lade all winter long, ef the ato___
the neighboring offices, of old stovepipe, 
lobster cane, itonsarart cats, broken 
crockery, defunct fowls, cast off boots, 
decayed fruit, Ac., and nothing ia ever 
done to clear the filthy maw away dhtil 
laie in the summer."

Upon the 13th May we wrote :
“That lane between the Customs 

Appraiser's office and the Exchange 
Boilding, to which we called attentiontiding, l 

I week, i. is still in the same disgusting 
condition, fall of fool, fermenting, low- 
faring filth."

This is the 27th day of May, and 
not only has that lane not boon 
cleaned, but the stale of it ie worse 
than ever. Since we first wrote, 
mack of the original matter baa de­
composed, and toe foal game evolved 
bave been inhaled by the neighbors ; 
bet recently there have been mveral 
additions in the shape ot » basket or 
two of broken bottles, and some iron 
hoop». Although thorn latter may 
be harm lee» accretions, yet there ie 
not wanting evidence to the olfac­
tories that this Ians affords con­
veniences which are not usually 
sought in eo public a place.

Two or three weeks ago we 
obwrved an advertisement notif 
the citizens that they were liable to 
prosecution for varions specified 
breeches of the sanitary regulations. 
We believe the Police visited all 
premises within the city, and we 
presume marie their report.

by Mr. John Bolger, at the eastern 
end of Water Street, near the Rail­
way Station 7 Arc we to understand 
that no privy-vaolta now exist within 
city limits of a greater depth than 
four feet below the surface, and that 
there are no cese-pools or sinks 
deeper than two feet 7 Have all the 
old wells, of which we could name 
mveral, which have been ao long 
used as privies, been closed up 7 
Them are questions which the 
citimns have a right to have pub­
licly answered.

The 
first eedmate was mafia oe mis­
statements of half-breeds, who tt 
that Riel will not be punished, and who 
want to petition the government to * 
him.

Tobomto, May 81.—A special de­
spatch just received, says Pound maker 
last night sent in along with captured 
teamsters two women and a priest, a 
flag of truce and a letter, asking on 
what terms he would be allowed to sur­
render. Bnptiste Fontane. scoot, sup­
posed to have been killed, also came in 
with them. Ha egya Poundmaker was 
all broken up yesterday on hearing of 
Kiel’s surrender. The Indians were 
terribly frightened, placed all their 
rifles in tbs tepee sad hoisted an old 
English flag they had captured some­
where, over the tepee. They then held 
a grand council and decided to return 
their prisoners and send in a flag of 
truce and a lettei.

Peace mn*t first be restored. 1 see by 
Eastern Canada papers that one or 
two ministers blame Bishop Grsndin 
and myself for the outbreak. It is not 
worth while to answer persons who ean 
pretend to believe that. I leave our 
case to the good sense of the. whole 
Canadian community. Those who 
msko such wild allegations have 
to answer for. Oar murdered priests 
and ruined missions bear witness that 
we bare done onr par*, *■ servants of 
God and Icyal citixens of 
to avert this great calamity.
