with intense anxiety, endeavouring to call
forth ‘and strengthen at an early period
those powers of mind which will enable him
in future years to sway and delight man-
kind. ®
This prevalent eagerness for intellectual
improvement in our republic, leads to a
constant search after new and sure methods
by which the education of children may be
promoted. Hence we so frequently hear
novel plans proposed for the earlier and
more rapid development of the infant mind,
and see machines invented for accelerating
the progress of babes in the acquisition of
what is called “useful knowledge.” Book-
stores are filled with innumerable worke of
instruction for children, and parents anx-
iously resort to every method which will
enable their offspring to become prodigies
in mental endowments, while in every
other respect thoy remain weak and delicate
infants, .

When such feelings and opinions prevail
extensively, respecting the importance of
developing and cultivating the mental pow-
ers of young children, it would not be sur-
prieing if, to accomplish that which is
thought to be so desirable an object, some
injudicious if not dangerous methods ehould
be adopted. It becomes important, there-
fore, to examine occasionally and see
whether parents and teachers, in their great
eagerness to procuce good rosults, are not
sometimes too regardless of the injury
which some of the methods employed may
produce. &

Many physicians of great experience are
of the opinion, that efforte to develope the
minds of young children are very frequently
injurious; and from instances of diseasé “in
children which I have witnessed, I am
foreed 16~ belisvethat-the-denygeris-indeed
gresat, and that very often in attempting to
ca!l forth and cultivate the intellectual fa-
culties of children before they are five or six
or seven years of age, eerious and lasting
injury has been done both to the body and
the mind. The danger arises from parents
1and teachers forgetting or disregardiog this
important fact, that, although the mind is
immaterial and indestructible, it is yetallied
to & mnterial body, upon the healthy state
of which the intellect is dependent for
vigour and power.

Of the nature or essence of mind we are
ignorant. Wae believe itis distinct from
matter. We do know, however, that it
manifests itself solely by the aid of material
organe, and that a wellformed and heaithy
condition of these organs is as essential to
correct and powerful mental zction, as well-

' formance of free and perfect respiration, |
a sound etate of the eyo and the esr for
sceing and hearing. In conmsequence of
this intiinate connexion between the mind |
and body, we cannot doubt that mental |
labour calls into action some organ, and
that, if continued for a great length of time,
it will fatigue, and may injuire this organ,
and unfit it for ite accustomed duties, just as
too much excitement of the heart or
stomach will injure these organs, and de-
range the circulstion and digestion.

If these obeervations are true, (asd that

they are [ think can be abundantly proved,) |
every pereon w.ll perceive, that in Clllh\'ll—]
ing the mental powers ‘of children, we

shou'd be less anxious to mscertain how

rapidly and to how great an extent they

may be developéd, than how much the de-

licate organ or organs by which the mind

acte may be excited without injury to the
body or ths mind. i

Very d/fferent views, I am aware, reapect-
ing the edueation of children, prevail in this
country. In most schools, the importance
of a sound body, and a well-developed or-
ganization to the production of correct and
long continued mental action has beed
overlooked; and both paredts and teachers
have chiefly laboured to discover the quick-
est methods of developing the minds of
children, without once thinking that mental |
labour itself could injure any part of the
corporeal system,

But in commencing the inquiry as to the
influenca which the cultivation of tha mind
has upon the health- of the body. it will be
necessary first:jo ascertsin what part or
organ of the human system is called into
action by mental labour, and then to trace
the effect which this labour has upon that
part of the system, and upon other organs
of the body, at different periode of life.

THE WEATHER AND THE CROPS.
Having heard very many farmers com-
plaining of the loss they would in all proba.
bility suffer from the plague of caterpillars
this season, we were.induced, a few days
ago, to visit one or two of the best enltiva-
ted farms in this neighbourhood, and cer-
tainly tho eight we witnessed was in the
last "degree dishenrtening. Loathsome in
the extrema—perfectly sickening was the
appearance. Millions of the disgusting
looking creatures covered the ldnd, and fill-
ed the crevices caused by want of rain.—
Not one step could be taken, in any direc-
tion; withoat erushing terge wombore-ul 443
insects,* Fortunately, the fall wheat is out
of danger—the ears ere too hard and ripe
to be interfered with ; but the spring wheat,
oats, turnips, and corn with agher descrip-
tions of produce, not quite so forward, will
undoubtedly be greatly damaged. In Not-
tawasaga and Mulmer, we are informed
thero ere two * armies’ of the caterpillar,
and the injury they are doing to the crops
is very great. They are pursuing an undi-
viating course, from north to south, cross-
ing two lote in about three daye. In the
year 1832 there was a similar visitation of
the caterpillar, (and that, also, like the pre-
sent was a your of Cholera.) Tn that year

season, and consequently wherever they
crossed, the crops were nearly destroyed.—
If we remember rightly, they disappeared
immediately after a heavy thunder storm.

Weare happy to hear that in several of
the townships in this district the dryness
of the season has not been so serjously de-
trimental to crops as a fortnight-ago, it was
supposed to be. In the towns referred to
every thing looks well, with the exception
of oats. Hay has yielded in some instan-
ces, two-and-a-half tons per acre.—Mag-
nel.

Want of rain is severely felt in this
neighborhood, and we belive throughout the
District. In some of our back Townships
bordering on the Ottawa, we are informed,
that they have had no rain since the begin-
ning of June. The burning heat of the
Sun ie literally scorching the ground and
destroying the crops. A few more days o
euch dry weather, will totally ruin the
prospects of realizing any advantage from
the epring crop, or the labour expended on
it.—Bathurst Courier.

Tur Weatnea for the last ten days has
been delightfully cool ; the balmy breezes
have had an invigorating and health-giving
effact, which must needs elicit the gratitude
of the harvestman. With a eloudless sky,
a bracing atmoephere, and a highly-favour-
ed and salubrious clime, fain would we dis-
believe that a pestilential, death-dealing
disease is almost in our midst.—On Wed-
nesday and Thureday & change came o'er
the scene—

epring crops, We fear these copious showers
will bave & serious effect on the fall wheat

Should we be blessed with a continuance of
fine weather, in another week most of the
fall wheat in thie neighborhood will be
housed.— Dundas Warder.

The reason of this 1, that if the
bricks are saturated with water, they will
not abstract from the mortar the moisiure
which 18 necesmary to ifg erystallization,
and on the contrury, they will-unite chemi-
cally with the mortar, and become as solid
as & rock. On the other hand if the bricks
are put up dry, they immediately take ail
the moisture from the mortar, and leave it

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FENOE MAKING—A NEW PLAN..

M~ns. Bbrrons—I beg to offer a few
ione with reference to the construe-
tion of a cheap and durable kind of fence.—
Io. most parts of Canada where timber is
plenty, the common zig-zag reil fence an-
ewers the settlers for a féw years, but as
ie already the case in some districts where
timber has become scarce, some other mode
of fencing our farme may be resorted to
with advantage.

Where the soil is of stiff clay. the follow-
ing plan possesses some advantages on ac
count of ite durability and cheapness. It
consists merely of two parallel ditches, with
& ridge of eln{ piled between them : small
posts, (usually cedar.) five feet long and
from six to eight inches in diameter, are
pet about six inches in the ground and ten
feet apart, in a line where the ridge is in-
tended to be raised ; the ditches are then
dug about two fret deep and three feet
apart, the eides of which are of such a elope
as to be capable of producing a tolerably
stiff sod from being eown with grass seed.
The ridge,” which is raised about 2§ feet
high, should, like the ditches, be sloped on
each side, 80 as to admit either of a cover-
ing of sods directly or of being produced by
seeding. It may be remarked here, that
it is important that the work be performed
in the spring ot the year, when it cannot
only be done cheaper but rendered less lia-
ble to sustain injury from the froets of the
ensuing winter, than if accompliched at a
later period. On the posts, which will re-
main uncovered about two feet, are nailed
two boarde, one on the top and the other
on one side, when the fence will be com-
plete. The adventages of this kind of fence
over a board fence sre coneiderable. First,
it effects a great saving of timber ; second-
Jy, in low or wet Jand it answers the dou-
ble purpose of a fence and drain : finally, it
it is more permavent, as the poste are less
lable to be raised by the frost than those
of an ordinary board fence, the earth in
which they stand being kept comparatively
dry by the ditches, and placed around them
in an oval form, will naturally incline from
them ae the froet works ite way under the
surface,

I am aware that some farmers will eav

bot I can assure such that fences of this
description have been in uee in this District
for the last four or five yeare, and thus far
show strong evidence of their ultimate util-
ity.

I have not as yet had any constructed on
my own farm, and cannot therefore say from
experiencé what would be the expense of
such a fence, but am credibly informed that
it need not execeed two ph'”ingl per rod.
But this fence, like many other thinge that
are well adapted to the requirements of some
farme, night prove woree than useless ip
others. The farmers, before adopting it ex-
tensively, had better try it on s small scale
—construct it with care and judgment, so
that the trial may be s fuir one. The slope
of the ditches @hould depend in a great
measure on the stiffness of the soil of which
it is composed, and of couree their depth
and the height of the ridge will be greater
or less as they are more ur less slanting.

Near the village of Oshawa may be seen
some of the fences alluded to, which have
given such general satisfaction that iiey
are becoming more generally adopted in
that section of country the soil is clay with
a slight mixture of gravel. Very light or
sgndy soils would be ill adapted to such a
purpoee,

TivaTION.—The mode which 1 adopt in the
cultivation of turnips is as follows :—1 take
tand from which\ I bad previously taken a
crop of oats, without manure from sward ;

which I put thirty double horse-loads of |
barn manure to the acre ;this I cover about
two inches by opening new drills. On the
top of these drills, after being a little flat-
tened, I sow about 1jlbe. of seed per acre,
with a seed sower,—if by hapd, & ema!l
opening must be made for the seed with a
hoe.
