it was ‘‘Resolved, that it is highly crimi-
pal in any minister or ministers, or
others servants under the Crown 6f Great
Britai, directly or indirectly, to use
the powers of office in the election of
representatives to serve in Parliament
and an at pt at such infl will at
all times be resented by this House as
aimed against its Honor, Dignity and
Independency, as an infringement of
the dearest rights of every subject
throughout the Empire, and tending to
sap the basis of this free and happy con-
stitution.”

Shall we adopt a moral standard fgr
below_that of England a century ago
and say with the Mail and other papers
that the misuse of the powers of office is
a necessary eyil? The act of Sir John
was one of publie criminality, and the
letter exposing it was no more entitled
to be regarded as sacred than a letter
from cne highwayman to another laying
plans foracontemplated robbery.

'They included the highest railroad
brain and most noted capitalists in the
United States.)

R.—To whom did you submit your
proposal to build the road ?

McM.—To Sir John A. Macdonald
and Sir Francis Hincks, premier and
financo minister respectively.

Soon after this
Sir Francis Hincks went quietly to New
York, yisited ——, proposed that he
should throw Mr. C. M. Smith and my-
self overboard, negotiate directly with
Sir Hugh Allan and was directly snub-
bed for interfering in what was none of
his affair.

A BY-LAW to sid and assist the London, HWuron
and Bruce Rallway Company by giving ten
thousand dollars to the said Company by way of
bonus, and to issue debentures therefor, and to
authorize the levying ota special rate for the pay-
ment of the debentures and interest.

WHERKAS, by an actof the fourth session of
the Legislature of the Province of Ontasio, passed
in the Thirty-fourth year of the reign of Her Majes-
ty, entitled ‘‘An Act to Incorporate the London,
Huron and Bruce Railway Company,” and amend-
ments thereto, and by the act respecting municipal
institutions in the Province of Ontario, power ia
given to any portion of a municipality togranta
bonus to the said Company for the purpose of aid-
ng in the construction of their eaid rilway,

And whereas, a petition signed by over fifty per-
sons who are resident frecholders, rated on the
last assessment roll of the Township ot Tucker-
smith and qnalified yoters under the said Munici-
pal act im that portion of the said Munieipality of
the Township of Tuckersmith described as follows:
