AFRICA HAS BEEN THE GRAVE OF 
DARING EXPLORERS.

His Excellency
Sir Ralph C. Williams, K.C.W.G. Many Intrepid Britons Have Perish­

ed Trying to Unravel the Secrets of 
the Dark Continent—Lieut. Boyd 
Alexander, Who Was Killed in the 
Rubber Country, is the Latest Vic­
tim in the Quest.
We still call Africa the “Dark Con­

tinent.” We might equally well term 
it the “Fatal Continent,” for it has

! broke down, and his devoted serv- 
i ants made a litter, and staggered on 

through the deep, sticky clay. On 
I April 27th he made his last entries 
I in his notebook ; on the 29th he was 
| hardly conscious. On that day they 
! carried him into Chitambo’s village,

and lay peacefully all the 30th. In 
the evening he called to his body ser­
vant—Susi—to bring his medicine 
chest, and from it took a dose, and 
then dismissed the boy. His pupil— 
Jacob Wainwright, a colored man— 

! slept in the hut with him, and woke 
j early in the. morning to attend his 
. master. He found him .kneeling by 

his bedside. Wainwright waited : 
while, then, growing uneasy at his 
absolutely motionless attitude, touch­
ed him on the shoulder. The great 
missionary was cold and dead. He 
had passed from life in an attitude of 
prayer.

Wainwright and the others buried 
their master's heart under a great 
tree, then, after, carefully mummify­
ing the body, carried it to the coast. 
It was conveyed to England, and bur­
ied in the presence of reverend 
crowds in Westminster Abbey.

What is perhaps the most dreadful 
disaster in all the records of African 
exploration befell the French expedi­
tion of 1881 under Col. Flatters. Af­
ter passing safely through the worst 
parts of the Sahara Desert, the 
treacherous Tuaregs swept down up­
on them, and killed nearly all his 
men, ittdluding his thirty camel driv­
ers, and drove off all the camels. The 
survivors, numbering fifty in all, 
started back across the sandy desert 
known as the “Thirst Country,” pur­
sued and harassed day and night by 
their Tuareg enemies. They met a 
tribe who professed to be friendly, 
and who sold them dates. The fruit 
was poisoned, and many died in ag­
ony.

“I mean,” wrote Mungo Park, more 
than a hundred years ago, “to sail 
east with the fixed determination to 
discover the termination of the Niger, 
or perish in the attempt.” He did ! 
perish in the attempt. Near Broussa 
the natives made a fierce attack upon 
his expedition, and Park was obliged 
to fly down stream, taking the risk 
of shooting the dangerous rapids. His 
canoe struck a rock, split in pieces, 
and flung him and his companions 
into the raging waste of foam. Park 
made a desperate effort to swim 
ashore, but was swept away and 
drowned. * ,

Twenty years later, in 1826, Major ,
Alexander Laing, another hardy Scot, , 
made a successful attempt to visit j 
the mysterious city of Timbuktu. |
Before he reached it he was set upon ] 
by Tuaregs—those masked bandits of ^ 
the desert—who left him for dead. 
But though covered with wounds, he , 
pulled through, and reaching Timbuk- (
tu stayed there for some months un­
til the fanatic inhabitants drove him 
forth into the desert. He reached El 
Aruan, a small oasis in the Sahara, | 
and there was literally cut to pieces. !

Capt. Clapperton was another vie- j 
tim, but his death was due, not to 
savage spears, but to the fever-laden j 
mists of the Niger. His servant. Rich- j 
ard Lander, tended him to the end, > 
and carried his papers safely to the 
coast. On his journey Lander had 
many thrilling adventures. In one 
place he was caught by natives, and 
subjected to an ordeal by poison— j 
that is, he had to eat a portion of the , 
deadly Calabar bean. By a miracle 
he came through it unharmed, and 
afterwards, in company with his bro­
ther, conducted a fresh expedition, 
which solved the puzzling problem 
of the mouths of Jthe great River 
Niger.

The greatest of all African' explor- | 
ers was David Livingstone, whose ex- j 
periences of the “Dark Continent” be­
gan in Bechuanaland in 1840, and ex­
tended over thirty-three years, during 
which time he walked tens of thous­
ands of miles over the bush paths of 
Central Africa.

His last journey was made through 
the upper part of the Congo Basin.
He describes the country as “one vast 
sponge, intersected by countless ^ 
streams." The blazing sun beat 
down, and raising a constant stream 
of mist, and being the rainy season 
everything was saturated day and 
night.

Owing to the epidemics of cholera 
a,nd other contagious diseases that 
break out in different parts of the 
world, the sanitation authorities of 
London, Eng., have fitted the barge 
Thames with a . complete disinfecting 
plant and will use it to fumigate all 
vessels and cargoes that fall under 
suspicion of the inspectors.

The plant, the main feature of 
which Is its system of combined suc­
tion and delivery, consists of a ma­
chine that has a capacity of 60,000 
cubic feet of disinfecting gas per 
hour, boilers, pumps, and sufficient 
hose to carry the gas to any part of 
the largest steamer that discharges 
at London.

When a ship requires disinfecting, 
the barge is moored alongside, and 
two flexible pipés, one suction and 
the other delivery, are connected from 
the ship’s hold to the machine. The 
machine withdraws the air from the 
hold, and then forces disinfecting gas 
at a high temperature back into the 
hold again. This combined suction 
and delivery causes the gas to circu­
late well and to penetrate through a 
closely packed cargo.

THE STORY or GUY'S 
Settlement at Cupids

(From Prowse's History.)
The story of the formation of Guy's 

felony, called by the fpynder “Sea 
forest plantation,” is one of the most 
interesting episodes in our early an- ] 
nais; as there is no detailed informa- | 
tion about it in any extant history of j 
Newfoundland, I have set forth all the | 
facts that can now be gathered from 
the contemporary records. Young 
Alderman John Guy is a striking per­
sonality, shrewd, pushing, energetic, 
and full of ambition. The company 
consisted of most of the men of light 
and leading in James’s Court. Bacon 
was undoubtedly the guiding spirit in 
the enterprise, whilst Guy and Rober- 
row were the working members.

We find the same individuals who 
were in Peckham and Gilbert’s com­
pany members of Guy's association. 
They "had become so impoverished by 
the dismal failure of Gilbert’s unfor­
tunate adventure and Raleigh’s col­
onisation schemes, that when . John 
Roberrow, John Guy, and others, were 
appointed a committee to confer with 
their London associates, they decided 
that . the scheme was quite feasible, 
and would be profitable and of great 
value to the kingdom, but a portion of 
the charges should .be borne by the 
Government. As far as we can ascer­
tain, this took place in 1607. Un­
doubtedly the company was the out­
come of the various projects put for­
ward by Sir George Peckham and 
afterwards by Sir Philip Sidney and 
Carlyle, who were Walsingham's sons- 
in-law. It was only by immense 
Court influence that money was ob­
tained from the Government. The 
Stuarts as a dynasty were perennially 
impecunious, and it took three years’ 
pleading and all Bacon's influence to 
get the desired subsidy; it must have 
been considerable, as Mr. Alderman 
Guy and his shrewd merchant asso­
ciates appear to have only put in a 

• nominal sum, less than £100 each, 
payable in five instalments. In 1610 
the charter to Bacon and his asso­
ciates was issued under the Great 
Seal. This instrument is very full 
and comprehensive, It is a far more 
practical and statesmanlike docu­
ment than the loosé grants of Élisa­
beth; the extent of territory covered 
by the charter is defined—from Cape 
St. Mary's to Cape Bonavista. The 
public right to the fishery is specially 
reserved. Guy’s instructions show 
clearly that the charter was a dis­
honest attempt to give away to Court 
favourites land occupied and possess­
ed by Englishmen long anterior to 

5, the grant.
After chaining his title deeds, Guy 

sailed from Bristol, May 1610, with 
his brother Philip, hirvbrother-in-law 
Colston, and thirty-nine persons, in 
three ships. From the records of 
Bristol and other sources we are able 
to give a pretty accurate account of

tlieir proceedings. They had care­
fully chosen the site for their ntw 
colony. Old Newfoundland traders 
were evidently connected with the 
company, and all their arrangements 
were planned by persons well ac­
quainted with the trade.

In this letter of advice there is a 
curious blending of the practical 
trader and the enthusiastic theorist; 
the suggestions to buy cod oil at eight 
pound per ton and send late cargoes 
o” fish to Spain are the ideas of good 
business men, shrewdly intent on 
making money; whilst those about 
the manufacture of blass, soap, char­
coal &c., may have come from the ex­
perimental philosophy of Bacon. The 
last project to make oil out of. the 
wild hazel nuts on Southern River 
can hardly come within the scope of 
practical projects, it resembles too 
much the extraction of sunbeams from 
cucumbers. It is clear, however, from 
the paper that these recommenda­
tions were prepared by keen traders, 
who knew all about Newfoundland 
and the business they were embark­
ing in.

At first everything went well with' 
the new Colony; they had a remark­
ably fine passage out, in twenty-three 
days they sighted their new home in 
the deep Bay de Grave (now Port de 
Grave), Conception Bay. In the bot­
tom of this estuary lies the beautiful 
little land-locked harbour of Cupids. 
It'was so far embayed that the resi­
dent fishermen, who were then sparse­
ly scattered about Harbour Grace, 
Carbonear, and the bottom of the bay, 
had passed by this little sequestered 
nook as unsuitable for the fishery. 
The selection of the site for the new 
Colony was a happy one. At the fie ad 
of the inlet of Bay de Grave, now 
known as Clarke’s Beach, two beau­
tiful rivers discharge their waters in­
to Conception Bay. There are many 
picturesque scenes in the peninsula of 
Avalon, but we know of no more 
charming vista In all Newfoundland 
than these beautiful rivers with their 
lovely wooded banks and smiling 
fields.

ing establishment. A fort ninety feet 
wide by a hundred and twenty feet 
long was encolsed by a strong stoc.k- 
ade, and a battery was mounted with 
three guns. On Southern River they 
erected mills, houses, and farm build­
ings; a considerable quantity of land 
was cleared and surrounded by stone 
walls. Early In this century the re­
mains of these buildings were found, 
together with mill stones, coins, &c. 
A paper was read on the subject by 
Admiral Robinson, brother of our late 
Judge Sir Bryan, before the Royal 
Geographical Society. There was 
much discussion on the subject, but 
no one identified the remains as Guy’s. 
Recently some of the old oak beams 
were used in the construction of a 
bridge. Happily we can now have no 
longer any doubt about the identifica­
tion of Guy’s buildings, as in the Re­
cords we find an account in 1620 of 
damage to the Company’s mills re­
ported by Governor Mason. Guy and 
Colston’s letters, which will be found 
appended, are interesting, as showing 
how little change has taken place in 
our climate. The Aldterman was not 
the first settler or the first English­
man to discover that Newfoundland, 
on the whole, was a very pleasant 
country to live in. The great advan­
tage of Guy’s plantation was the 
bringing ôf the valuable resources of 
the island under the immediate notice 
of the British public. ■ ,

Soon after the formation of the 
Colony, hostilities were commenced 
against the permanent settlers, call­
ed planters, by the western adven­
turers—the ship fishermen front Dev­
onshire. No doubt the proclamation 
of laws made by the Alderman Gover­
nor on the 30th August, 1611, roused 
their indignation. They had been ac­
customed to look on Newfoundland as 
peculiarly their own possession. A 
young upstart of a Governor buildint 
a fort and permanent residence, call­
ing his new mansion, after the fashion 
of Englishmen, “Sea Forest House” 
—all this assumption of authority, 
especially the making of laws, excited 
the ire of the belligerent West 
Countrymen. They attempted to de­
stroy the Colony by preparing a peti 
tion to the Crown against it. Devon, 
ii: this and every succeeding reign 
was strong in Court influence. The> 
found out, however, that the Company 
with Bacon at its back, was toe 
strongly entrenched in , King James’r 
favour to be injured by this kind o! 

Discovering by the King’s 
answer to their petition that the set­
tlers were not to be molested, the) 
seem to have set some evil-doer tc

Guy was ambitious of civic hon­
ours, his heart hankered after Bristol; 
hr- stayed in Newfoundland from 161C 
to the end of 1611, as we learn from 
his letters. In the autumn of this 
year he returned to England. Next 
spring, 1612, he came again with more 
adventurers, “all of civil life”—arti­
sans and farmers—horses, cattle, pigs 
poultry, farming implements, &c.; be­
ing a sound Churchman, he brought 
with him, as chaplain of the forces 
the afterwards celerated Evangelical 
divine, the Rev. Erasmus Stourton.

The Alderman had not only to con­
tend with the opposition from Dev­
onshire. This year, as duly record­
ed by Whitbourne, the arch-pirate 
Veter Easton robbed the fishermen. 
English and foreign, in Newfoundland 
We are told that he took a hundred 
men from Conception Bay. No doubi 
some of these would be Guy’s men 
The Governor was a merchant, not e 
fighting man, and it is not surprising 
that next year we find him returning 
home to Bristol. Five years later 
1618, he had the distinguished honoui 
of being appointed Mayor of the an­
cient city. In his exalted position hi 
greatly distinguished himself as ï 
spirited and independent Chief Magis­
trate.

William Colston, his deputy gover­
nor, seems to have remained only oni 
year, 1613 to 1614. About this tinif 
tbere appears to have been a gooe 
deal of disorder in the country. Guy 
though nominally Governor, had no 
force to execute laws, and it was 
doubtless from Colston’s report on 
the condition of the Colony that, in 
1614, Vhitbourne went home to ob­
tain some definite authority to re­
press disorders. The records of this 
period are full of Information abouf 
pirates. Raleigh’s captains, on the 
last voyage before his death, turned 
privateers or pirates. The respected 
Sir Henry Manering, or Mainwaring 
was a titled robber, judging by the ac­
count of his actions. The following 
notice of disorders and pirates only 
extends from 1612 to 1621. In the 
year 1625 the English fleet suffered 
still more serious loss from the at­
tacks of sea rovers. The Colony was 
practically without law or govern­
ment; there was no civil or military 
force to maintain order amongst a 
floating population of fifteen to twenty 
thousand turbulent fishermen. No 
wonder there were disorders and 
crimed! The marvel is that there 
was not more. But for the exercise 
of authority by the English ships no 
one could have lived here. There 
must have been some violent scenes in 
St. John’s in those days.

Yachts Will Escort 
Cardinal Vannntelli 
Up the St. Lawrence.

Elaborate Preparations Being Made 
to Welcome Delegates to Euchar­
istic Congress—Costly Ornaments 
Arrive.
Montreal, Aug. 12.—A flotilla num­

bering hundreds of yachts will escort 
to Montreal the steamer Lady Grey 
on which Cardinal Vannutelli will 
reach this city on September 3. The 
papal delegate will have received his 
first welcome to Canadian shores 
from Archbishop Benches!, who will 
meet him at Father Point. The party 
will then proceed by the Empress of 
Ireland to Quebec, where they will 
be guests of Archbishop Begin, and 
thence to Three Rivers, where they 
will be entertained by the ecclesias­
tical and municipal authorities.

The Sacredotal ornaments for the 
Eucharistic Congress, and costing in 
all $9,000, arrived to-day. They com­
prised chasubles, copes and stoles in 
cloth of gold, studded with pearls and 
precious stones. The vestments are 
hand-embroidered with most delicate 
designs. Two of the ornaments drew 
special attention, viz., the cope and 
chasuble, which will be used by the 
papal legate, In the centre of the 
chasuble is embroidered a superb me­
dallion. The theme chosen is the 
Archbishop of Montreal, consecrating 
Canada to the sacred heart. At the 
foot of the medals are the arms of 
the church and the different provinces 
of Canada.

Experts Claim to Have 
Discovered Clue

That Body Found in London Was the 
Wife of Dr. Crippen.

London, Aug. 11.—It is reported to­
day that the authorities have discov­
ered a clue to the certain identity of 
the body unearthed in the Hilldrop 
Crescent home of Dr. Hawley H. 
Crippen, now under arrest in Que­
bec, awaiting extradition on the 
charge of having murdered an un­
known woman.

The police have contended all along 
that the bits of flesh found were part 
of the body of Belle Elmore, the ac­
tress wife of Dr. Crippen, but their 
’dentification as such was a matter 
of doubt. It was generally believed 
the case of the Crown rests on a j 
positive identification, and the great­
est importance is attached to the lat­
est developments. The hopeful clue 
was obtained during an exhaustive 
examination of the body made by 
Professor Pepper, the Home Office 
expert, who had previously given 
many hours to the problem.

During the five hours that he work­
ed, Professor Pepper obtained con­
clusive evidence that the sex was 
feminine. He then continued with the 
purpose of determining the manner 
of death, having in mind the possi­
bility that poison was used. The an­
alysis so far as the poisoned theory

is concerned was not completed to­
day, but the physician found evidence 
that at some period the woman had 
undergone a surgical operation.

If this can be established the au­
thorities claim that they will have 
gone a long way in proving that the 
victim was Belle Elmore.

The Inquest will be resumed on 
Monday, and as that day approaches 
the interest in the case is revived.

It is doubtful, however, if anything 
beyond the scientific evidence is 
brought to light before the return of 
Dr. Crippen and Ethel Clair Le Neve, 
who is jointly charged with him with 
guilty knowledge of the woman’s 
death.

Five Autoists Killed.
Occupants of Machine All Met Death 

When Struck By Train.
Cape May, N.J., Aug. 10.—Five per­

sons were crushed to death last night 
when a Pennsylvania Railroad Ex­
press struck an automobile at Mill 
Lane crossing on the West Jersey and 
Seashore Railroad. The dead are 
Frederick W. Feldner and wife, Fritz 
Mergenthaler and wife, and their 
chaffeur, M. C. Jones,, all of Balti­
more. Mr. Mergenthaler was the son- 
in-law of the Feldners. The party 
had been spending a few days in At­
lantic City, and in the afternoon left 
for an automobile trip to Cape May. 
As they approached the tracks the 
fast running express was hidden by 
a cornfield, and it was impossible 
for the chaffeur to see the train un­
til he was within a few feet of the 
tracks. As the automobile bore down 
towards the tracks, Mrs. Thomas Mc­
Neill, who lives near the crossing, 
saw the approaching express and 
waved her hand for the automobile 
driver to stop, but the man either did 
not see the signal or thought he could 
cross the tracks before the train 
reached him, and dashed on the road 
just as the train reached the cross­
ing. The express struck the automo­
bile squarely betwen the wheels,-and 
threw it and all of the occupants 
clear of the track. All five occupants 
were instantly killed. Mr. Mergen­
thaler was the son of Ottmar Mer­
genthaler, the inventor of the lino­
type.

"Street Rules” for 
Children to Avoid 

Motor Cars.
The “Lancet" is anxious that Eng­

lish children should be taught “street 
rules" to save them being run over by 
motor-cars. This is done in Berlin, 
it seems, and the “Lancet" quotes the 
rules taught to the children there. 
They are:—

1. —Never play in a road where 
there are tramways or many car­
riages passing by.

2. —When you are going across 
the road always look out for ap­
proaching tramcars, motors, and 
other carriages. Never run across 
a road just in front or just behind a 
tramcar, motor, or other carriage.

Wait until the road is clear, and 
then cross over quickly by the 
shortest way.

3. —When you are getting down 
from a tramcar never go around 
close behind to cross the road, but 
wait until the car has gone on. 
Then you can see whether a tram- 
car motor, or other carriage is

car, motor, or other carriage is
4. —Do not run after any carriage 

or cart nor hang on to it, for this 
is very dangerous and is strictly 
forbidden.

5. —Never get on or off a tramcar 
or omnibus whilst it is moving, but 
wait until its stops. The getting

up and down whilst it is mov­
ing is dangerous to life and for­
bidden by the police.

6. —Do not cross the road where 
there are many carriages, but find 
out a place where there are fewer 
carriages going past.

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For an Imperial Senate
Toronto, August 10. — Mr. Norton 

Griffith, M.P. for. Wednesbury, Staf­
fordshire, England, is here in the 
hope of interesting Canada’s leading 
stutemen in a proposal to form an 
Imperial Senate.

In an interview Mr. Griffith out­
lined his proposition which is that the 
combined British interests are to be 

• governed by a representative body to 
be known as the “Imperial Senate," 
such body to be made up of represen­
tatives from each colony.

“Let It be one in name and' object," 
said the speaker. “Let Britain have 
her own little parliament, Canada hers 
and so on, but those matters which 
are of interest to all leave to the Im- 
pt rial Senate."

Mr. Griffith is the Conservative 
member for his division and an ardent 
Imperialist.

Two Trainmen Killed.
Sydney, N.S., Aug. 12.—Two violent 

deaths in almost identical form took 
place in this district within the past 
twenty-four hours. Each victim was 
crushed to death while coupling cars.

The first. William Carroll, aged 19. 
. was pinned between two cars at New 

Waterford. His breast was crushed 
in and he was conscious for only ten 
minutes. He was a son of John Car- 
roll, pilot, Victoria Mines.

The second, Wilfrid Keefe, aged 21, 
an employee of the Dominion Coal 
Co., was crushed when empty cars 
returning on the incline from the up­
per to the lower level of the Interna­
tional pier got loose, at 1.20 o’clock 
this morning. His head was smashed 
and death was instantaneous.

Ubiquitous Trawlers.
Badjoz, Aug. 11.—There is consider­

able animosity between the Portu­
guese fishermen and the British trawl­
ers. Fish is the chief food of the 
Portuguese, especially the poorer 
class, and a large population is en­
gaged in the fishing industry. Brit­
ish trawlers have begun to compete 
and are selling fish 50 per cent, cheap­
er than the local fishermen. The 
country as a whole has welcomed the 
competition. The fishermen, however, 
complained to the government that the 
British vessels were fishing within 
the three-mile limit, and the govern­
ment thereupon ordered the British 
to cease trading their fish in Portugal. 
The owners of the trawlers appealed 
to the British foreign office, proving 
that their vessels fished in the high 
,eas off the coast of Morocco, and the 
British legation at London informed 
the Portuguese government, where­
upon the prohibition was canceled. 
Measures have been taken to avoid 
conflicts.

A French trawler having approach­
ed the coast, the natives endeavored 
to blow it to pieces by exploding three 
cartridges of dynamite. The French 
government have lodged a diplomatic 
complaint.

Indian Situation
Causing Alarm.

Viscount Morley and Earl Minto Re­
ported to be Alarmed by Agita­
tion.

LONDON, Aug. 12. — Anxiety over 
the trend of affairs in India is deepen­
ing in London. It is reflected in the 
newspapers and in daily discussions 
in official circles.

Unless matters shortly improve, 
the public is warned to look out for a 

. second mutiny. The reported wide­
spread political conspiracy in Eastern 
Bengal is the culmination of a .long 
series of events of a like character.

Viscount Morley saw the danger 
some years ago and tried making con­
cessions. These, according to the 
Unionist opinion have done more harm 
than good. Bengal is the storm cen­
ter of the anti-British movement in 
India. Lord Curzon divided Bengal 
into two provinces, when the parti­
tion was intensely unpopular and the 
Babu agitators attacked it vehem­
ently.

Worst In Bengal.
Southern and Western India are ap­

parently standing aloof from the cru­
sade, but in Bengal the extremists 
are creating a situation that is driving 
Viscount Morley and his colleagues 
war against the Emperor.

The Earl of Minto evidently has 
convinced Viscount Morley that rigor­
ous action is necessary, hence the ar­
rest of thirty-seven persons, in con­
nection with the plot at Khulna. The 
charge against them is that of making 
war against the emporer.

H. W.JUartln, editor of Hitabadl, a 
vernacular paper, with a large circu- 
tion, has just arrived in London from 
Bengal. He states that his country 
is on the whole contented, and that 
there is not the slightest danger of a 
mutiny. He contends that the police 
spies are at the bottom of the Infor­
mation which reaches the. govern­
ment. *
