Hard Times Ahead.

The Daily News strikes

the right note this morn-

ing in its warning of a

coming shortage of salt,
in which it touches only one, though
that a most important one, of a host
of problems, all closely related, which
will confront the country with in-
creasing seriousness. The war in
general, and the enormous inroads
upon the world’'s shipping in particu-
lar, causes from the effects of which
we have hitherto enjoved an extraor-
dinary immunity, are beginning to ex-
ert their influence now in a way which
will be the more keenly felt for be-
ing so long deferred. Tonnage for
our fisheries, freights, the food and
coal supply, the high cost of living—
these and other matiers are problems
of which the menace is not yet fully
recognised and of which the solution
has not begun to be sought. The Gov-
ernment realises them to some extent,
but we know that kncwledge does not
necessarily imply action in that quar-
ter; the Board of Trade realises
them very fully and it is upon its ac-
tivities that chief reliance may be
placed; the country at large does not
realise them in a fraction of their
seriousness. When it does realise
them and feels the pinch that is sure-
Jy coming if it is not foreseen in time,
there will, we suppose, be the usual
outery against the Gevernment and
all in authority, as if they were inde-
pendent agents capable of raining
manna upon the country out of no-
where. It is time the country be-
stirred itself. What is wanted is
something like the national awaken-
ing, the national effort and the na-
tional sacrifice that have so. trans-
figured Britain. We need to take
thorough stock of our resources. We
need first of all to grapple with the
shipping problem, to build ships our-
selves and quickly, to remove the re-
strictions that limit the number of
crews and masters, .and far more
fully to utilise our local marine. We
are a small country, it is true, but
there is something a little anomalous
in our almost complete dependence
upon outside sources for the larger
purposes of our sea trade. Almost
all our daily bread is brought to us
in a single steamer or over a single
line of railway. The latter source
may at any moment be cut off for days
or even weeks at this time of year;
what if some cause removed the
Florizel from her regular schedule?
It is natural that we should look for
most of our food from outside, but our
regular importations of such articles
as poultry, eggs and vegetables is
nothing short of a national disgrace. |s
We believe this subject is coming up
for discussion at the next meeting of
the Patriotic Association: we hope it
will receive the discussioh that it
merits and that the nkt result will be
more than words. It is idle to cayil at
merchants and importers for the
prices of food and other articles. Five
per cent. of the cause may possibly
be found there; the other ninety-five
is in the natural law of supply and
demand. If we cannot curtail the de-
mand (though forty-five millions in
the British Isles can do so to an ex-.
tent that would cause a - revolution-
here), we must endeavour to improye
the supply. The subject is so large|
that only the fringe of it c¢an be
touched on here, and that very gen-
erally, but we will have done some-

Two More Local Vessels
Victims of the Hun.

In yesterday’s cable messages from
London there appeared the names of
two Newfoundland schooners, the
Dorothy and the Mayola. .The form-
er, we learn, ‘should read the Rose
Dorothea, the newly purchased vessel
of Campbell & McKay. Yesterday af-
ternoon the firm mentioned received
a message from Capt. William Brad-
bury at Lisbon, stating that his ship
had been sunk by a submarine and
that the crew were safe. Three of her
crew belonged to St. John’s. Their
names are seamen John Foote, Sin-
clair and S. French. The ill-fated
schooner was an exceptionally fast
sailer, having carried off the first
prize in the Gloucester fishing race a
few years ago. She was built at Es-
sex in 1909 apd registered 97 tons
net. The ship left here Dec. 31st,
1916, for Oporto, making the run
across in seventeen days. From there
she proceeded to Cadiz to load salt
and was a short while out when she
fell a victim to the German under-
water craft. She is covered by war
risk insurance.

The Mayola was commanded by
Capt. Hamilton of Carbonear, form-
erly of the ill-fated schooner Ford
She was torpedoed while ap-
proaching the Straits of Gibraltar.

An excellent audience again ‘gather-
ed in Gower St. Church
when papers were read and
quently discussed by members of the
Convention. Rev. Henry Godfrey, of
Heart’s Content, occupied the chair
and conducted the religious exercises.
Papers were then read by Mr. N.
Burt, Rev. H. Royle and Mr. A. Chris-
tian. The Stimulation and Systema-
tization of Church Finance was the
subject of Mr. Burt's paper and he
handled it well. Not only were me-
thods criticized and scme condemned,
but practical suggestions were made.
He showed how financial support of
certain departments of the work had
enormously increased during the past
decade. St. John’s Methodism alone
now contributes towards missions
more than the whole Conference did
twenty years ago. With regard to
still improving matters, the speaker
suggested the abolition of pew rents,
increased seating accommodation,
frequent church meetings, use of
weekly envelopes, the training of
young people to conrtribute, etc., etc.

The subject assignec Rev. H. Royle
was, “The Official Board as an Advisor
of the Pastor.” The speaker said
there was no lack of advice from cer-
tain individuals, which frequently
amounted to carping criticism, but
what was needed was sound advice by
a Board composed of sensible men.
He submitted that advice with regard
to the treatment of refractory indivi-
duals, the kind of public discourse
needed, etc., thus Pastor and Board
would jointly assume responsibility.

In a unique manner a Church Usher
Mr. A. Christian discussed the duties
of Church Usher. In all times, at
Royal Palaces great assemblies, thea-
tres, concerts, ushers kad always been
needed; therefore they were neces-
sary in a Christian Church. Certain
qualifications ~were necessary; an
usher spould Qe genial, not fussy,
calm in a crowd, always there and of
such a magneétic personality as to
draw people to church.

The papers were followed by a
round table conference  conducted by
Rev. H. Godfrey. For nearly an hour
and a half questions were asked and
debated in a sane and,business like
manner. Perhaps the most animated
debate was with regard to the aboli-
toin of pew rents. A vote called for
by the chairman showed that the au-
dience considered that the time was
not quite ripe to introduce the custom
of free seats. t

All who attend these meetings are
convinced that a great stimulus will
accrue from these discussions. A
great treat is in store to-night.—H.G.

EDWARD PATRICK, By the Grace of
God, and Favour of the Apostolic
See, Archbishop of St. John’s, New-
foundland. To the Clergy, Religious
Communities and Laity of the Arch-
diocese of St. Johw’s. Health and
Benediction.

Dearly Beloved Brethren:

Once again we find ourselves on the
threshold of the Church’s Penitential
Season, when we are asked to turn
aside for a brief interval from our
worldly affairs and consider more
earnestly those that pertain to our
eternal salvation. And if at all times
it is expedient for us to hearken to
the voice of the Church as the Lenten
Season approaches and to turn more
earnestly towards our Creator, the ap-
peal comes to us with greater insist-
ence than ever this year in the midst
of the unrest, turmoil and disturbance
that reign in the world to-day. Over
the turmoil of the conflict of nations,
above the din of the clash of arms,
the Church recalls us to a sense of our
high and holy duties to our Creator in
the words read in the Gospel on the
first Sunday of Lent: “The Lord thy
God shalt thou adore, and Him only
shalt thou serve.”—(Matt. IV. 10.)

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION.

Every year the Lenten Season af-
fords an opportunity for the ‘deliver-
ance of a spiritual message, and the

of instruction admonition and exhor-
tation to the people committed to their

spiritual care. This year in Our Lent- ;

en message We would wish to dwell
upon some aspects of the all important
subject ‘of the education of the young,
especially as viewed from the stand-
point of the Catholic Church. It will
not be denied that few subjects are of
wider or more far-reaching import-
ance than the education of the youth.
The results of child training reach out
into youth, manhood and old age, yea,
even unto Life Eternal. The principle
laid down in Holy Writ is pregnant
with the _deepest significance—"A
young man according to his way. Even

when he is old he will not depart

therefrom.”—(Prov. XXIL 6.) In
Childhood the foundation is laid on
which the structure of life is raised,
whether it is to be a good and devout
life or a criminal and irreligious one,
a life of benevolence, charity and sun-
shine to others or one of wickedaess
and unhappiness. Habits and disposi-
tions begin to be formed even before
the age of reason, and they retain
their first form more or less all
through life. First impressions are
proverbially the strongest. They take
possession of the mind while it is still
a2 blank, they are assimilated until
they become a second nature. Later
impressions find the ground already
occupied, and only with difficulty do
they displace the former ones. They
enter in more slowly and they do not
take root so deeply. The education of
children, then, is a matter of supreme
importance. It cannot begin toqQ soon
and it requires to be carried out with
the greatest possible efficiency.
Education in the widest serse of
the word is not merely the acquisition
of knowledge, it is not merely the ac-
quisition of information on a great
variety of subjects. Learning and
education are by mo means identical.
Education is the training of all the
powers of the body ang all the facul-
ties of the mind with a view to the
harmonious and symmetrical develop-
ment of man’s many-sided nature. A
disproportionate development of any
one part.is in itse!fgan imperfection,
especially if it leaves undeveloped, un-
trained and undisciplined that one
great department of his faculties
which regulates the dué employment
of all others. Education as it is very
generally accepted to-day is by no
means the training of the whole man
that it ought to be. The world is

gradually departing farther and farth-
er for the true conception of the duties
and obligations of life, and, therefore,
losing sight of our everlasting destiny.
Wherefore there is found on all sides
false education—education which is
doing only part of its proper work,
and that very imperfectly. It recog-
nises very often the existence of only
one set of faculties and develops these
to the disregard and detriment of
others vastly more important. The
training it gives is one-sided and has
no regard for the . proportion that
should exist between the various parts
of man. The true aim of education is
to bring all the powers of the child to
the highest possible perfection. The
intellect must be trained to perceive
and apprehend the truth. The senses
both internal and external—the senses
of the body as well as the senses of
the, mind—must be trained to perceive
what is beautiful and true and good in
the natural and in the spiritual order.
| The body must be also trained and de-
i veloped along proper lines so that the
ancient ideal may be realised of a
sound, mind in a sound body. More
important than any other ‘element in
the training of the young is their
spiritual or moral training. Since
man was born into this world with a
supernatural destiny and is ordain-
ed for Eternal Life, all his natural and
moral powers must be trained and de-
veloped to be subservient to his high-
er and more lasting spiritual interests.

The powers of his body and the facul-
ties of his soul, his intellect, his will,
his tastes, his feelings, his sentimenis
! must be so directed and so trained as
that they may bring forth the richest
fruits in his spiritual lift. The natur-
al and the supernatural, the material
and the spiritual are inseparably

| blended and are inextricably inter-

woven in our nature, and due and pro-

i portionate attention must be given to

these elements in any ‘perfect and
ideal system of education. The train-
ing of the natural faculties without
any regard for the supernatural and
spiritual results in secular education;
the training of the mnatural faculties
with a view to man’s supernatural and
i eternal destinyis religious education—
education, that is to say, adapted to
'the needs of man in this life and to
his higher aspirations in the life to
come. :

These are the fundamental princi-
ples on which rests the system of edu-
cation inculcated by the Catholic
Church. The Church, the primary ob-
ject of whose existence in this world
is to save the souls of men, never loses
sight of men’s eternal destiny, never
ceases to insist that the supreme ob-
ject of man’s life in this world is the
salvation of his soul. Her position in
this respect is founded on the words of
the Saviour in the Sermon on the
Mount, words which crystallize for all
time the relative importance of the
temporal and the eternal in the life of
man: “Seek ye first the Kingdom of
God and His Justice and all these
things shall be added unto you."—
(Matt. VI. 33.) With this great prin-
ciple ever before Her mind, the
Church does not regard any education
as being perfect or ideal from which
the supernatural is excluded, in which
man’s higher destiny does not take the
place which its supreme importance
demands. And because She regards
the supernatural as not being vague
and uncertain generalities, but as find-
ing their concrete expression in the
doctrines and teachings of Jesus
Christ, of whiclr she is the exponent
and custodian, She has always claim-
ed the right of training her children in
her own schools.

THE STATE AND
EDUCATION.

In the education of thé young there
are various claims and relationships
that need to be clearly defined and ad-
justed. Every child besides being a
member of the Church is also a mem-
ber of a family and a member of the
State. The first principle upon which

the . Church ever insists and frem
which she never recedes 1is  that
children belong primarily . to their
parents under God, and only in a sec-
ondary sense do they belong to the
State. The parents, being as they are
the authors of their child’s . being,
have confided to them by God-and na-
ture the education of their children.
The mother most fittingly is the first
and earliest instrument in the. educa-
tion of her children, the father pro-
vides for their maintainance and for
the continuance of their education in
more mature years. The State has its
rights and obligations as well. The
purely temporal interests of the na-
tion are matters of concern to the
State which has @& -right to require
that standard of education in its citi-
zens which the material well-being of
the country- demands; but in doing
this it must always respect the higher
interests of religion. Since, as we
have said, the children belong to their
parents under God, the parents have
the right to determine the religion in
which the children are to be brought
up.
It need hardly be said that the edu-
cation of its people is one of the great-
est assets of the State. The State is
bound, therefore, to bring educational
facilities within the reach of the peo-
ple, and to provide the means whereby
its citizens may receive that education
which will enable them to reach the
best ideals of citizenship. Though it
is not the direct function of the State
to provide religious education for its
subjects—that being the responsibil-
ity of the various religious bodies
that go to make up the commonwealth
—still it is to the advantage of the
State to encourage and foster religion
in education and to co-operate in fa-
cilitating the religious training of
children. The strength and stability
of nations, great and small, are found-
ed on virtue, on moral law, on the
Decalogue. In so far as civil institu-
tions depart from the moral law, to
that extent are the elements of de-
struction actively at work within
them. Morality, public as well as pri-
vate, is necessary for the stability and
well-being of the State, and as there
can be no true morality that doés not
spring from religion, education must
necessarily be permeated with the in-
fluence of religion. It is necessary
that religion should provide those
safeguards which will prevent the
abuse of liberty, which will prevent
liberty from degenerating into licenser
If society is to be kept pure and hon-
est and just, if it is to possess Christ-
ian virtues, if it is to be obedient to
human law, the individual must be
taught the truths of Christianity and
the observance of the law of God.

Leo the XIII, in an Encyclical on
human liberty,defines the duties of the
State in regard to Teligious worship
and points out how helpful religion is
to civil -society: “Religion, of its es-
sence, is wonderfully hopeful to the
State. For, since it derives the prime
origin of all power directly from God
Himself, with grave authority it
charges rulers to- be mindful of their
duty; to govern without injustice or
severity, to rule their people kindly
and with paternal charity; it ad-
monishes subjects to be obedient to
lawful authority, as to the ministers
of God; and it binds them to their rul-
ers, not merely by obedience, but by
reverence and affection, forbidding all
seditious and venturesome enter-
prises calculated to disturb public or-
der and tranquility, and cause great-
er restrictions to be put upon the lib-
erty of the. people.” And another
saintly Pontiff of the Church, Piux
IX, in an Encyclical on education has
the following to the same effect:
“There is no doubt that the greatest
injury is inflicted on society, when the
directing authority and salutary pow-
er of the Church are withdrawn from
public and private education, on which
the happiness of the Church and of
the Commonwealth dgpends so much.
For, thus, Society is, little by little,
deprived of that truly Christian spirit,
which ralone can permanently secure
the foundation of peace and public
order, and promote and direct the true
and useful progress of civilisation,
and give man those helps which are
necessary for him in order to attain,
after this life his last end hereafter,
eternal happiness. And assuredly,
the method of instruction that pro-
poses to deal with the knowledge
merely of natural things . . . must
of necesity glide into a spirit of er-
ror and of lies. And the education that
without the help of Christian Doctrine
and of the Christian discipline of
morals, would train the tender minds
of youth and their hearts which,
without these supernatural aids, are
like melted wax ready to be stamped
with vice, cannot fail to bring forth a
prcgony that will be meved only by de-
praved appetites and selfish motives,
to ithe overwhelming disgrace of pri-
vate families afd of the Common-
wealth.” It is, therefore, to the high-
est interest of the State not merely to
prmit but to foster and encourage the
religious element in the education of
its citizens.

EDUCATION IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

With the system of edutation by
law established in this Colony we
have every reason to he satisfied. The
principles on which it is founded are
eminently just and reasonable, and in
general meet the conditions which
should govern Church and State 'in
the education of a people. The Stdte
provides according to its circum-
stances, the means for the education
of its youth.” It exercises supervision
over the purely secular side of the
training given and over Educational
finance, whilst at the same time due
and proper regard is shown for the
conscientious convictions of the vari-
ous religious bodies to which its mem-
bers owe spiritual allegiance. ‘The
spread of education amongst our peo-
ple has been, owing to a variety of
causes, comparatively slow. On ac-
count of our peculiar . geographical
conditions, the scattered population
along many miles of coast-line, the
number of small and isolated settle-
ments in the Island, difficulties not
inconsiderable have 'had to be en-
countered in the march of educational
progress. A generation - back these
difficulties were infinitely greater
than they are to-day, and the conse-
quence. is that too many of this gener-
ation through no fault of their own,

‘but through sheer lack of educational ,

facilities in their young days, were

deprived of even an elementary educa- |
tion. = This state of'things is now rap- l
idly passing away, and we hope that
we have reached the time when the
possibility of at least an elementary
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education is within the reach of every
child in the Colony.

To advance education, especially
elementary education, throughout the
Colony at large there -is -iced of
united co-cperation on ali’ sides.

There is need of united actier on the |

part of the parents, the Church and
the State. All must do their_share to
improve and extend our educational
conditions, the State by providing as
far as possihle financially for the
educational needs of the people, and
the Church and parents by seeing
that full advantage is taken of the
educational facilities provided. Par-
ents should remember that they are
under serious conscientious obliga-
tions to give their children the advan-
tage of an education. To do this they
must be prepared to make sacrifices
to keep them at school, and to keep
them at school to an age sufficiently
advanced to permit of their being
properly prepared for their work in
life. Many parents throughout the
country take their children from
school at a very early age in order ®
have the benefit of the fruits of their
labour. This, besides depriving the
child of valuable educational advan-
tages, is detrimental to health and
interferes with the natural physical
development of the child. We earn-
estly exhort all parents, therefore, to
realise their serious obligations in
this respect, and keep their children
at school until they are equipped with
an education suitable for the avoca-
tion that lies before them.

EDUCATION IN THE HOME.

The home-training of children is
of the utmost importance, and too
often it is sadly neglected by par-
ents. The home is- the principal
training place of the young. It is
there that first lessons are learned,
it is there the seeds are planted that
bear fruit in after life, it is ‘there
that habits are created and character
developed. The environments of the
home have an incalculable influence
on the formation of character. The
superstructure of character  may be
built in the school, it may  be
strengthened by Church influences, it
may be affected for good or evil by
the influence of companions, but it
must never be forgotten that the
foundations of character are laid in
the sanctuary of the home.. There-
fore, ‘do We plead with our Catholic
parents to strive to make their homes
what they ought to be; to model them
on the Holy Home at Nazareth. We
earnestly exhort the. various mem-
bers that go to make up the family to
perform their respective -duties and
to fulfill their respéctive obligations
whether as parents. or =as children.
Let the father by his industry, thrift,
sobriety and attention to his home
strive to provide those ‘material ne-
cessities which go suc¢h a long wdy
towards the happiness of the home.
Let the mother use the 'gentle but
all-powerful influence which she

possesses as the queen of the domes-
tic circle, to train her children in the
paths of virtue and direct their young
footsteps in the way in which they
should go. Let the children, whether
old or young, as long as they remain
beneath the parental roof, be obedi-
ent, respectful and docile to their

parents, ~Let all combine by mutual

'forbearance, mutual sympathy and
mutual love to create the ideal Cath-
olic home. Every such home is a
centre of untold spiritual influence,
and the more such homes are multi-
plied, the better does the tone of any
community become, because any peo-
ple may safely be judged by their
| fidelity to the ideals. of -home life.

In education, therefore, in this
broad sense’as it pertains to the home
and to the school, we believe lies the
prevention. of many social ills. We
are convinced that in the wider
spread of education;-in the attendance
at school of all children of school
age .and in a high sense of parental
responsibility lies the remedy for
juvenile depravity and juvenile crime.
In the city of St. John’s recently
juvenile offences of a more or less
serious nature have become alto-
gether too common, and. various
remedies have been suggested for
meeting the evil. That present con-
ditions for dealing with juvenile
crime—if crime it can be called—
are unsatisfactory few will be dis-
posed to deny. Whether the evil is
so widespread and the number of of-
fenders so,great as to warrant the
establishment of a Reformatory, as
has been suggested by many, We are
not prepared to say; but We are de-
cidedly of opinion that the evil can
be mitigated, if not altogether re-
moved, by the attendance at school of
large numbers of children who now
fail to attend; and, secondly, by
greater vigilance, stricter supervis-
jion, and in general a higher sense of
duty and responsibility on the part of
parents and guardians.

HEALTHIER HOMES.

In connection with the educational
influences of home life, perhaps We
might be permitted to express the
hope that the ‘day is not far distant
when some practical measures will be
taken for improved housing accom-
modation for large numbers of our
labouring people of the city of St.
John's. It is impossible to associate
the ideals of home life with the en-
vironments - and surroundings in
which many of our people are com-
pelled to live. The houses in some of
the congested sections of the city are
small, over-crowded, ill-lighted, ill-
ventilated and generally in a condi-
tion unsuited for habitation. Children
growing up in these surroundings
must be ever strangers to the sacred
and hallowing influence of home
training. We are well aware that the
question is a difficult one, but mean-
time whilst it is unsolved we are pay-
ing a heavy toll in disease, ill-health
and misery amongst our people. Some
public action should be taken to pro-
vide cleaner, more commodious, bet-
ter ventilated, and healthier dwellings
for large numbers of our people. The
problem has had to be faced in all
cities, and it should not be impossible
of solution her€. The outlay would
be more than repaid in the physical
and moral health of the community.
Whilst under present conditions all
concerned Suffer; the children suffer
more than others, and the ill effects

tiede unfavourable conditions are
bound to be manifest in the next gen-
eration of our people.

LENTEN OBSERVANCE.

concession to the changed conditions
of modern times. Her principles with
regard to mortification and penance
are the same as they were when St.
Paul laid down Her teaching in the
early days of Christianity:  “If you
live according to the flesh you shall
die,”but if by the spirit you mortify
the deeds of the flesh you shall live.”
—(Rom. VIII 13.) Her principles are
the same as they were when Oyr Lord
proclaimed so repeatedly in his public
teachings: *If any man will come
after ‘Me let him deny himself, take
up his cross daily and follow Me.”"—
(Matt. XVI. 24.) It is, therefore, ne-
cessary for us to enter into the spirit
of the Lenten Season by self-imposed
mortification and voluntary self-
denial, by abstaining from all amuse-
ments and recreations of a profane
nature, by attending the devotions of
the Church, particularly morning
Mass, and above all by approaching
the Sacraments of Penance and Com-
munion some time during the Peni-
tential Season, These practices should
be observed by all devout children of
the Church if they would profit by the
spiritual blessings of this Holy Sea-
son, and if they would hearken to the
warning of the Church addressed to
them on the first Sunday of Lent:
“Take heed that you receive not the
grace of God in vain.”—(2 Cor. VL. 1.)

“And the grace of God which sur-
passeth all understanding keep your
hearts and minds in Cl}rist Jesus.—

(Phil. IV. 7.)

War Will be Shortened'

By Months

IF UNITED STATES

Two British Admirals Forecast Atlan-
tic Patrol by U. 8. if Hostilities Be-
¢in.—Beresford Praises Navy.

London, Feb, 4—“If America comes
into this war she will cut down its
duration by months,” " said Admiral
Lowd Charles Beresford in reply to a
question to-day as to what he thought
the American Navy might do in the
event that the United States became
embroiled with Germany. Lord Char-
les described the American fleet as
“strong and serviceable and manned
by experts who know how to fight.”

He hesitated to express any view
as to what part America’s fleet could
actually play, as he said it would be
arrogance for a Britisher to attempt
to say how America ought to use it.
But he knew America and its navy
well enough, he said, to assert with
all assurance that the American Navy
would be of tremendous aid in bring-
ing the war to a quick end.

“America has a splendid navy,”
said the Admiral. “In its proportion
as to units it is better than any other
afloat. It may be just a trifle short of
destroyers, but it has many other
smaller craft with whiéh it would be
able to fight submarines. America
has ample submarines for the defense
of its own coast.
require many of them if the Germans
“are able to get their Loats over there

anc start at the American coasts. But |

1 don’t believe Germany is going to
find it so easy to get her submarines
over, for Great Britain is going to be
on the. watch fcr them as she has al-
ways been, and American gunboats
will be on the watch all across the
Atlantic.

“One huge aid America could give
Great Britain would be in convoying
ships across the Atlantic. This would
undoubtedly be done. As to Ger-
many’s ever succeeding in sinking
merchant ships so fast as to cut off
the British Isles entirely, that is en-
tirely out of the question. With Am-
erica in it with destroyers, light cruis-
ers, and other small craft to help es-
cort the ships over Germany would
find that she would lcse her submar-
ines so fast that she would be unable

* in a short time to keep up that form
of- warfare.

“The important thing for the Brit-
ish now is to arm the merchant ships,
and when that is done with guns fore
aft and amidships, the submarines
will not haye the easy marks they
have had up to now. If *all British

We are going to
win anyhow, but with America the
day of victory would be vastly -ad-
vanced.

“Germany knows her doom is at
hand or she would never make such
crazy threats to. embroil America.
She wants America in at the peace
conference thinking that America, be-
ing so far away, will not be so keenly
concerned over the adjustment of de-
tails, and that Germany will be able
to manoeuvre a peace that will_be to
her own advantage.”

Admiral Sir Cyprian Bridge said:
“With America in the war the field
of operations for the British on the
sea would be reduced appreciably. I
mean that America’s navy would un-
doubtedly take over part of the trans-
atlantic track and relieve Great Brit-
ain of the necessity of patrolling it.

“There is nmo question- what the
outcome of the German submarine
campaign would be with America par-
ticipating in it. In fact, there is no
doubt, even with America not coming
in, that England will be able to dis-
pose of the German sea activities as
gshe has done u pto now. But it
would probably take much longer for
England to do it alone.

“To my mind, Germany . is
trying to frighten America.

A WIN-THE-WAR POLICY.

The formation of a mnew. national
organization by Mr. Hughes, Prime-
Minister of Australia, is announced.
The meeting at which this step was
decided upon, was ‘held in Melbourne
Town -Hall, and. at the invitation of
Mr. Hughes was attended ny some
200 leading®*men in politics, commerce
and industry. A telegram received by
the High Commissioner: of Australia
gives the following account of the
proceedings:

It was unanimdusly decided to form
a new association of Australian Na-
tionalists, whose objects would be to
subordinate all party issues to the
winning of the war, to preserve and
develop Australian national life, to
maintain Empire solidarity, and to en-
sure that the Commonwealth - Parlia-
ment was a Government which would
faithfully reflect the determination of
the nation in these directions.

Mr. Hughes, in the course of his
speech, said the war could - not be
brought to a successful conclusion ex-
cept by resolute action on the part of
the Allies and by the family of na-
tions called the British * Empire. In
forming the new organization he did
not desire that aﬁy man should cut
adrift from his party or lose his party
identity, but the tocsin had sounded
and the enemy was at our walls. Al
should join hands, as Australia was a
democratic country, and the new par-
ty should be democratic, which would
sérve the present needs, also the
needs of the immediate future.

BRUSHING THE TEETH.
When the teeth decay more on the
one side than the other look to your
manner of brushing your teeth.

Get a new
tooth brush every month, and a fairly
stiff one.

This is
not only good for the teeth, but also
helps to keep the breath sWweeter.

A list of diseases which may be
traced to decayed teeth is alarming
to the thoughtless parent who- has
neglected to have her younster’s
mouth duly cared for at home and
under the dentist’s care,

Brush the teeth night and morning,
and, if possible, after each meal. It
is especially important, however, to
remove all decaying particles before
going to sleep lest they cause poison-
ous\gases in the night when there is
not enough saliva in the mouth to
prevent harm.

LENTEN PASTORAL

Of His Lordship Bishop Jones.

MY DEAR PEOPLE:

Lent—*“the spring of the year when
kings go forth to battle,” is again
coming round. The quiet weeks bé-
tween the Epiphany and Ash Wednes-
day are passing quickly—the carols
telling of the mystery of Emmanuel’s
Birth have hardly died away, and
already the call to follow Him- into
the wilderness is heard. It is as true
now as it was when the Invitation was
written, that while all desire to rejoice
with the Lord, few are willing to en-
dure anything for Him. The royal
way of the Cross is still hard, and the
lovers of the Cross but few.

Lent, this year, finds a great part
of Christendom drenched in blood.
The war is hardly ever absent from
our thoughts and prayers, and even in
our little Island home, where it is
perhaps less realized than in almost
any other part of the British Empire
there can be very few who do not feel
its results in some way.

But you will not desire-that a Lent
letter be military in tone—dwelling
for instance, on Penitence as our in-
dividual contribution to national
amendment, and so on. We are get-
ting ‘extraordinary help of this kind
from some of the great English news-
papers. Rather I will ask you to con-
sider what the observance of Lent
should be from the Church’s point of
view, and how far we are now-a-days
falling short of that standard.

As the Gospel for Ash Wednesday
is read from every Altar in the Colony
it shows with startling plainness how
different the spirit of Churchmen in
this century is from that which filled
the first companions of the Lord. The
Gospel gives solemn warning against
fasting in the hope of gaining human
praise: now it is to be feared that
comparatively few fast at all in any
painful degree, and that ridicule
rather than admiration, is the proba-
ble portion of those who do. In these
days of ease and slackness there is a
deplorable shrinking from the discip-
line of pain, and, perhaps, a still
greater lack of the moral -cou e
whi¢h enables men to overcomex
dread of the contémptuous opinion of
their friends. A liar has been de-
scribed as one cowardly in dealing
with his neighbour, and brave to-
wards God. Surely the same may be
said of Christians, who, hearing such
words as “Thou, when thou fastest,”
and “Then shall they fast, in those
days,” either through love of self or
fear of man, deliberately ignore the
duty of fasting—a duty which the
Lord, in His Sermon on the Mount,
puts on an equality with prayer and
almsgiving. The clause, “By Thy fast-
ing and temptation,” in the Litany,
suits but ill a non-fasting Church.

The Elizabethan Book of Homilies—
a book with which, it is to be feared,
very few of our modern Church people
are acquainted—includes two dis-
courses on the subject of fasting. In
these homilies reasons are given for
following the Church’s rule as to
fasting, and they are those. First, and

1 deepening of penitence: and last, the
corporate action of the Church in vol-
untarily humbling herself for the sins
of all her members. This corporate
fast shows the Bride mourning be-
cause the Bridegroom has withdrawn
Himself from her for a time. The
Bride cannot always rejoice, she is
alone in the jwlderness, weary, hum-
ble, and dependent upon Him Who,
when he fasted for her forty days and
forty nights, recalled the pathetic
words, ‘The Lord thy God led thee
these forty years in the wilderness.
"“and He humbled thee and
suffered thee to hunger
He might make thee know that man
doth not live by bread alone, but by
every word that proceedeth out of the
mouth of the Lord.”

remember that fasting means more:
than is implied in mere abstinencef
from certain articles of food. Some- |
thing calhi must give up, something
costly enough to offer to the King.

The principle of Lent is that it!
should be a season of more than
usual self-denial and self-restraint. !
This is the principle. The application
of the principle must vary with dif- |
ferent individuals, and under different
circumstances. Each man must de-
cide for himself. And no man need:
have much difficulty in coming to a
decision, if in the sight of God, he
looks fairly at his past sins and pre-
sent temptations. The Church, as I
have said, has left her children free
to make their own . special rules, be-
cause what is self-denial to one may
be luxury to another. And so it would
be well for you to lay down one or
two simple rules for your own guid-
ance. Without rules it is probable
that there will be neglect altogether.

In connection with the particular
feature of Lenten self-discipline of
which I am speaking, I venture to of-
fer you a few suggestions:

1. Select some article of food or
drink, or some habit, from which to
abstain.

2. Abstain from giving or accepting
invitations to parties or pleasures.

3. Put aside for God’s service any
money saved from your usual enjoy-
ments and pleasures from things
quite harmless in themselves, but cur-

It is just possible that
we may be faced with a deficit, but
whether we have a deficit or not we
must maintain the present rate of
stipends, and this is especially neces-
sary at the present time in view of

! the increased cost of living. No body
t of men are feeling the pinch of the

war prices more-than the clergy, who
are trying to “make both ends meet”
on a fixed stipend, a stipend which
even five years ago could not be called

: “a living wage,” but is now utterly in-

adequate to keep them and their fam-
ilies in decency and comfort.

Our rulers are calling us to practice
economy, and warning us that our
existence as a nation in this crisis
depends upon economy. Lent calls us
to self-discipline; to the exercise of
the three great duties of Almsgiving,
Prayer and Fasting, if our souls are
to be kept in spiritual health. God
forbid that the call should reach any
of us in vain! Let us rather strive to
pay careful heed to it, and so make
use of this solemn season that at the
end we may be more able to walk
worthy of “our vocation.”
