New York leads all other communi-
ties in the United States in an unpre-

cedented wave of crime that is sweep-

ing the country, Since the beginning : y
of the year there have been in that g

city 103 unsolved murders, 40 in the
last six weeks, and 100,000 robberies,}
involving a loss of .£1,300,000.

The underworld has come into the!
open, brazen and unafraid. It is the‘
heyday of the highwayman, footpad, !
burglar, safe-blower. ami gunman.!
Lawlessness flouts the law. 1he way
of the transgressor is easy. As far!
a New, York is concerned, the law
does not seem to be able to cope with
the outbreak.

Among the most sensational of the
crimes that are perturbing the peo-
ple of New York is thewnsolved mur
der of Mr. Joseph B. Flwell, @ wide-
ly-known man, whose works on chess
are imternational textbooks. He was
slain in his home. Most startling -of
the burglaries was the bold entry of
the residence of ™Mrs. Charlotte King
Palmer, a few weeks ago, by three
men, who gaged and bound her and
her maid and butler, and got away
with booty said to be worth £140,-
000, including 2 pearl neécklace valued
by Mrs. Palmer at £ 69,00.

HOLD-UPS AND MOTOR THEFTS.

Apart from murders, the crimes this
year have comprised daily “hold-ups”

cars, house burglaries, daylight raids
upon shops, and night lootings of
warehouses. Thefts of motor cars alone
have reached nearly 6,000. The Maynr
of Philadelphia is arming scores of po-
licemen with sawed-off shotguns, and
sending them on patrol in swift motor- I

cars to end the epidemic of highway

robberies there.

A Chicago banker led a revolt of the
citizens against the incompetency of
the chief of police, with the result that
this. official was dismissed, and his
place taken by Mr. Charles Fitzmorris,
a former newspaper reporter, from
whom the city, and its ways hold no
secret. Mr. Fitzmorris’s first act has
been to remove the higher officers in
favour of men he khows are. to be
trusted, and’ to send out 2,500 police-
men, uniformed and in plain clothes;

How Jewels Are Guarded Now.

There is no fear of any such inci-
dent happening to-day.

“The walls of the Wakefield Tower
are 8 feet thick, and there is only one
entrance, whilst the. windows are
heavily barred. In these more or less
practical days, however, reiiance is
not placed solely on solid wails. Sen-
tries are necessary to Kkeep: the
Crown Jewels in safety. After the
St. Patrick’s Jewels had been stolen
in Dublin, King Edward VII. determin-
ed that the Crown Jewels of England
should be placed, as far as human
prescience could devise beyond the
power of anyone to tamper with them.
‘The most expert mechanical and
scientific genuises with Messrs. Chubb
at their head, \were called into consul-
tation, and the result was the inven-
tion of the present octagonal-shaped
steel casement. furnished with steel
bars.

“It is usually not allowable to men-
tion what the mechanical safeguards
are, but the inexpert or indeed expert
thief may certainly count on being
guillotined or electrocutioned if he
makes the attempt to cmulate Colonel
Blood’s adventure.”

During the war, when there was
danger of the Tower Leing siruck by
a bomb, the jewels were removed
without any fuss in ‘a Royal motor
car to Windsor Castle, and when the
war was over they were returned,
equally quietly, to the Tower.

The King’s Crowns.

The Sovereign possesses three
Crowns—St. Edward the Confessor’s
Crown, or the Crown of England, or
rather the replica which was made
after all the kings and Queens of
England have been crowned since
1661; the Imperial State Crown, which
is immensely more valuable, and the
Imperial Crown of India. Of the State
Crown, the Keeper writes:—

“It is as a _crown comparatively
modern, the custom bheing for each
succeeding King or Queen to have
their own State  Crown made afresh.
But the stones.that are set in it, of
which there are many thousands, are
mestly of very great age, and have
been used century after century to
adorn the State Crowns of successive
Kings and Queens.

“The State Crown now in the Tower
was made for Queen Victoria, in 1839,
and with some alterations and addi-
tions has been §o preserved by Ed-

ruby; Queen Xlizabeth’s pearl -ear-
rings, the Stuart sapphire, the sap-
phire of Edward the Confessor, and
the Star of South Africz (the Cullinan
Diamond), historical records proclaim
their origin. But the thousands of
smaller stones carry with them their
own age, for certain forms of cutting
pertain to certain centuries. Thus the
table-cut diamond is an older stone
than the brilliant.

These are the crown first made for
Mary of Modena, Queen of James II.,
a diadem made for the same Queen,

“The most important and most

beautiful of the Queen’s crowns is
that which belongs (o Her present
Majesty, for not only is it officially,
but. privately: the property of Queen
great
diamonds in it may belong to the
State. The crown is set with diamonds
throughout, no colored stones having
been used. In front of the band is
one of the four Stars of Africa, and
round the band .are alternate roses
and crosses composed of diamonds.
The rims of the band are also set
continuously with simall diamonds.
On the band stand three fleurs-de-lis
and three crosses pates allernately,
all set with diamonds. In the centre
of the front cross pate is a great and
historic Koh-i-Noor diamond. From
the fleurs-de-lis and crosses pate
spring six demi-arches which slope
gracefully upwards to support the
monde. The monde is completely en-
crusted with small diamonds. ' On the
monde stands a cross: pate in  the
ceptre of which is displayed another
of the Stars of Afrira,” drop-ghaped
with the point downwards. Inside the
Crown is a purple velvet cap lined at
the bottom with minever. The crown
is of a considerable size, made to fit
the head instead of standing on it, as
does the.older Crown of Queen Mary
of Modena.”
The Prince of Wales has a crown
and a coronet. The crown is kept in
the Tower and the coronet at Carnar-
von. The lattér, which is made of
Welsh goid, is the more beautiful. It
