Newfoundland has been the 
Innocent victim of many fakirs 
in her time, but these at least 
have had the courtesy, after 
getting away with the boodle, 
to refrain from talking in 
any way / derogatory about 
either the country or the peo­
ple. But not so one George 
Allan England, a journalistic 
fakir of Boston, who drifted 
into this Colony last winter, 
probably on a pass, in search of 
local copy and color. This

The Centaurus Tragedy.
HO CHARGE AGAINST CAPTAIN 

AND MATE.

The charge of murder preferred 
against Captain Kristian Rasmussen 
and Mate Erik Knudsen ot the Danish 
schooner Centaurus has been drop­
ped, and the prisoners, who have been 
on remand at the Penitentiary, were 
given their liberty yesterday after­
noon. During the eight days the men 
were on remand the authorities hâve 
been investigating the alleged mur­
der, but It was found that the evidence 
did not warrant proceeding further 
with the case. The Captain, Mate, and 
two other members ot the crew are 
leaving by train to-morrow for Har­
bor Buffett to Join their vessel. The 
Telegram learns from the Deputy 
Minister of Justice that a thorough 
investigation has been made, and the 
Department of Justice to satisfied 
that there was not sufficient evidence 
to sustain the charge, and that It was 
a case ot mutiny and self-defence on 
the part ot the captain and mate. The 
facts as shown by the Investigation 
are that the Centaurus left Spencer's 
Cove at 10 o’clock on the morning of 
Dec, 19th, bound to Hr. Buffet to com­
plete her fish cargo. There was a fair 
wind at the time and ihe vessel went 
around the northern end of ,Le ig Is­
land. When rounding the Island the 
Captain and mate, who were strong 
era In these parts, had an argument 
as to the ship’s position, and in order 
to settle It both went into the cabin 
to have a look at .the chart While 
here Lorentzen came down, and, 
hearing the two officers discussing 
the chart, told both of them that they 
did not know anything about their 
job, and, According to the story, 
made himself very obnoxious to­
wards them, and apparently began 
to bully them. He was ordered on 
deck, but refused and attacked the 
Captain, while the mate who attempt­
ed to separate them was also as­
saulted. The row in the cabin lasted 
over half an hour, when Lorentzen 
went on deck and barred both the 
captain and mate down. For several 
hours they were held prisoners, and 
repeated efforts of both to get on 
deck, were met by Lorentzen who 
klçked them in the face as they put 
their ynds up the companion way. 
Finally they succeeded In getting on 
deck and C|->taln Rasdmasen brought 
up his gun with him, In order po if 
poesihle frighten the sailor. Tnis, 
however, had little effect apd ho 
grappled with him on the deck, and 
in the scuffle, the gun went off, but 
without doing any damage, the shot 
going Into the sea. Lorentzen tried, it 
to alleged, to throw the mate over­
board, and both the Captain and 
mate were compelled to give up the 
battle, Lorentzen who was a strapping 
big man being too much for thorn, 
and they both went back to the cab­
in where they were again kept down. 
It was then near four o’clock and the 
weather was squally with snow 
showers and the vessel was getting 
dangerously near the land. Lorent­
zen realized this too, and he practic­
ally took charge ot the schooner, and 
seizing the helm ran her out to the 
Bay some three or four mil ça. The 
Captain again made an effort to get 
on deck, but as Lorentzen saw him 
about to push back the slide ot the 
companionway he knocked him back, 
and enfieaVoured to cloee the slide. 
Captain Rasmussen at this moment 
again got his gun and pointing It 
through the entrance of the cabin, 
fired to the hope of frightening the 
mutinous sailor. The shot, however, 
caught Lorentzen In the left arm 
near the elbow as he was about to

hours later, having bled to di 
according to the post mortem e: 
atlon. At the time ot the 
the wind had changed and the 
schooner had to beat Into Hr. Buffett 
and anchorage was not made till flue 
hours later. When the ship anchored 
the Captain reported the matter D» 
the authorities «tod the arrests 
lowed. In view ot these stab 
the Department had no evldem 
which they could sustain the chaise 
of murder. It to understood that J» 
Danish Consul, Hon. Tasker Cook*! 
sending a full report to the Danish 

: authorities for any action they may 
think fit to take.

y WASHINGTON—An ancient 'brass 
mortar bearing the royal cipher "G. 
R-". and which has filled a peaceful 
role at Governor’s Island, New York, 
since the days of George II of Great 
Britain, has found its way back over­
seas to Great Britain and into the 
hands of its original owners, the 
King’s Royal Rill es, St. Rode, Bourne­
mouth. It was sent over as a token of 
unity by the U.S. army and in reply 
Secretary Weeks has received a mes­
sage from King George V., honorary 
colonel of the old British regiment, 
expressing a feeling of "comradeship 
existing between the military forces 
of the two English-speaking peoples.” 
The Wea[*>n is one of those known as 
“Coehora mortars,” brass 24-pounders 
long out of date, and was left at Gov­
ernor’s Island inadvertently in 1774 
when a battalion of the Royal Ameri­
can Regiment, a British colonial force 
organized in 1766 with men from Vir­
ginia, Maryland and Pennsylvania, 
was withdrawn at the outbreak of the 
Revolutionary War and sent to 
Jamaica for service. Later, after ser­
vice in other British colonies, the 
regiment reached England to. be re­
named The King’s Royal Rifles, but 
retaining at the same time its old 
designation in the British army, the 
60th Foot. Field Marshal • Lord Gren­
fell, senior colonel commandant, 1st 
King’s Royal Rifles, wrote Secretary 
Weeks in September: “I have the 
commands of hie Majesty the King, 
Colonel-in-chief of the Kink's Royal 
Rifles, to convey to you his apprecia­
tion of your courtesy and his grateful 
acceptance of the gift to his regi­
ment, in the following message :
“ ‘The King, as colonel-in-chief of the 
regiment, greatly appreciates the 
friendly action of the Secretary of 
State for War, United States of Am­
erica, In presenting a mortar to thex 
King's Royal Riflle Corps. His Ma­
jesty feels that the significance of 
this intechange of gifts cannot be 
overestimate^ as testifying to the 
comradeship ■ existing between the 
military forces of the two English- 
speaking nations.’ ” For the regiment. 
Lord Grenfell added : “The regiment 
regards this gift as an additional 
proof of the kindly feeling entertain­
ed by the army of the United States 
towards that of Great Britain in gen­
eral and of the King’s Royal Rifles to 
particular, as recalling the old link 
formally existing and still cherished 
between that regiment and the United 
States of America.” •>, „

the Sun.Danish Laborers
Seek Work Abroad Until a few years ago it was 

thought that the sun’s heat Was the 
greatest that could exist. You can 
realize how intense it is when you 
think that tile rays that burn our 
faces brown, in summer time have 
travelled across 92,000,000 miles of 
space.

Scientists have succeeded in pro­
ducing a temperature that is thous­
ands of degrees hotter than the sun's 
surface. It. Ifas desired to study the 
composition of j. certain metals, and 
the,only way of doing so was to re­
duce them to gas by applying heat.

The temperature necessary was en­
ormous, and months of experiments 
were needed before a means of pro­
ducing it could be found. Eventually 
a huge electrical apparatus was in­
stalled which produced heat so ter­
rific that metals were • converted not 
slowly but instantly into gas ; in fact, 
pieces of tungsten were made to ex­
plode as if they had been dynamite.

A com­
mittee of French and Danish experts 
will go to Madagascar to investigate 
the plan, after which the Danish 
Rigsdag will consider it.

Calendars : Old ciples of Tolstolsm, which bound 
them together In Paris. Hardships 
forced them to seek professions, and 
the three noble exiles decided to pro­
fit by the musical training of their 
youth and throw their lots together.

and New Style.
There is a difference of thirteen 

days between the old and the new 
style calendars, and the difference 
arose in this way. When Julius Caesar 
undertook to reform the calendar he 
computed the year to be 365 14 days, 
whereas it is really eleven minutes 
and some seconds less. This annual 
error, a small one, accumulated as 
years rolled on, and began to be-re­
cognized about the beginning of the 
sixteenth century. In 1677 the matter 
was taken up by Popp Gregory XIII., 
the yearly error of eleven minutes 
having accumulated into a total of 
some ten days. The correction was 
made in 1582' by dropping ten days 
from the calendar. In order that the 
displacement might not occur, it was 
further ordained that three of the 
leap years which occur in 400 years 
should be common ye«rs. The three 
leap years selected to be common 
years were those which close the cen- 

, turies. -In this way the difference of 
eleven minutes between 365 14 days 
and the actual length of the solar 
year was provided for. The change 
was net adopted by England until 
1752, when eleven days were omitted 
from the calendar after September 
2, 1752, the ensuing day thus becom­
ing September 14, 1752. At the present 
time the difference between the old 
and the new style Is thirteen days. 
Russia and Greece and a number of 
small states belonging to the Greek 
Church still adhere to the old style 
calendar.

Since, however, Easter follows the 
changes of the moon, being in tbe 
British use conventionalized to fall on 
the Sunday next after the full moon 
following the vernal equinox, whereas 
the Greek Church, attempts to recon­
cile the actual Easter full moon with 
an incorrect calendar, the Greeks will 
sometimes keep the festival at the 
same date with Westerns, though 
generally It falls two weeks later.

Radio Marriages
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The C3.B. Society held their an­
nual parade New Year’s Day. The 
King Edward Branch and Band were 
in attendance. Divine service was 
held at St Paul's Church.

The question of the legality of a 
marriage ceremony performed over 
the radio—with the contracting par­
ties in one city and the officiating 
clergyman in another—was raised re­
cently after public announcement had 
been made that a demonstration of 
the hymeneal possibilities of radio 
would be given in New York City. It 
was proposed to have a San Francisco 
clergyman broadcast the marriage rit­
ual to the contracting parties in 
Grand Central Palace, New York 
City. The responses of the bride and 
bridegroom would In turn be broad­
casted back. "I am ot the opinion," 
Attorney-General Newton, of New 
York State, ruled, "that any attempt 
by a clergyman 'or magistrate te per­
form a marriage ceremony without 
being actually present with the con­
tracting parties, witness or witnesses, 
would not comply with the mandates 
of the statutes of this state.”

Millions Executed by
Four Years, TO THE TRADE!See to It,

Between November 7, 1917, when 
the Soviet Government came into 
power in Russia, and the end of 1921, 
authorised executions aggregated 
1,766,118. These figures are said to 
be official. Persons executed were 
thus clasifled by Soviet authorities: 
Farmers, 816,100; intellectuals, 865,-' 
260; soldiers, 260,000; laborers, 192,- 
350; officers, 54,660; gendarmes, 48,- 
500; property owners, 12,960; police 
officers, 10,600; physicians, 6,800; pro­
fessors and teachers, 6,776; priests, 
1,216 and bishops, 28. It is not defin­
itely known whether Czar Nicholas 
and his family are Included in these 
statistics.

DELHI, India.—Three airplanes and 
a finely decorated sword are to be 
presented to Mustapha Kemal Pasha 
by Indian Mohammedans as' tokens 
of their sympathy with his cause. 
These gifts have been offered through 
the Central Khalifat Committee, X 
which recently has been in session 
here. One of the airplanes is to he 
given by the Agra province. The 
Khalifat Committee, in. the resolu­
tions it passed, congratulated Musta­
pha Kemal Pasha and the Nationalist 
Turks upon their recent victories 
over the Greeks, and approved of the 
establishment of an Angora Legion 
in India. The Governments of 
France and Italy were thanked for 
the aid which they had given, to 
Turkey. Appreciation was also ex­
pressed to the King of Afghanistan 
for granting equal rights to Hindus, 
in the interest of Htndu-Moslem un­
ity. With regard, to the anti-Turkish 
policy recently displayed by Great 
Britain, the Khalifat Committee was 
outspoken in its condemnation. Re­
solutions passed on this subject were 
as follows :

READY TO MEET CHALLENGE.
"This meeting of the Central Khali­

fat Committee accepts the challenge 
thrown by Mr. Lloyd George, tho 
British Premier, in his speech at 
Manchester, tiTAsia on the one hand ( 
and Islam on the other, and assures 
him and. other persons of his way of 
thinking that so far as Islam is con­
cerned, this challenge the Moslems of 
the world, alive to their responsibil­
ity, are ever ready to meet in every 
possible manner. This meeting of 
the Central Khalifat Committee con­
siders the British activities, in their 
attempts to internationalize the Turk-. 
leh Strite, as unjust and coercive, 
and in the opinion , of this committee 
such internationalization could only 
he Justifiable in case other powers, 
especially Britain, internationalize
