Where the Rum Fleet Goes.

Some Impressions of St. Pierre.

A bleak-looking rock, no different
from many hundreds of islands that
dot the Newfoundland Coast. That
fs St, Pierre as one first sees it from
an approaching vessel. As the vessel !
drops anchor in the roads, howevyer,
subtle differences are apparent. That
great expanse of shingly beach, that
commodious and well sheltered har-
bour,—and above all, the forest of
masts that when first beheld looks
like a great wood of high, bare trees,
growing at the waters’ edge.

It is vastly different, indeed, from
even the biggest of Newfoundland's
outports, which are now alas, almost
denuded of shipping.: Everything and
everybody seemed busy in that little
island, which with ‘the Miquelons,
Langley and og Island. or Isle aua
Chien, forms all that remains to
France of her once great possessions
in North America. Tugs and trawlers
flitted about, with thick. columns of
dirty black smoke issuing from their
funnels, marring the beautiful clear-
ness of the fine April day; vessels,
large and small, were everywhere at
anchor; but there was an entire ab-
sence of the big steamers, which fill-
ed the harbour when I visited St
Pierre last autumn,

The vessel's dory brought me to
the beach, some little distance from
the quay. Walking through that:
northern section of St. Pierre one sees
little to merit the description “a little
bit of old France”, so often applied
to it. The decrepit looking wooden
houses, which are more or less mod-
ern, are crowded together, and the
narrow streets are unpaved. & It ‘is
not until one turns the corner .to-
wards the quay and fhe ugly ‘prison
wall comes into view that oné realizes
he .is not in Newfoundland. That
prison wall is one of the unpleasant-.
est things 1 have ever seen. Built of
dirty, gray stone, it stands some ten‘
feet high, and is crowned with thick, ;
jagged, broken glass, set firmly in'
concrete. 1 have no doubt that one‘

glance at the top of that wall would
be sufficient to deter the hardiest
criminal from any desire to escape.
Clothes and flesh would be torn to |
ribbons in an attémpt to scale it. As |
I passed the prison, a man, clad in a
rough-looking khaki uniform, with the
familiar French kepi on his head and
an efficient looking dirk at his side,
walked quickly by. He was a. gen-
darme, the only one I saw while in
St. Pierre, although I helieve there
are g dozen or so there.

Once past the prison, the town takes
on-a trauly foreign aspect. The wood-
en houses are replaced by others
with” stone and plastered walls, and
some of the streets are paved, to some
extent. It reminded me of the little
French villages, the pictures of which
were 80 common during the war,

The quay is very wide and solidly
constructed, and is considerably bet-
ter than anything of its kind in New-
foundland. - Along the street opposite,
runs a row of shops, all built on the
same pattern, and all, even the tm-

' smith’s, displaying a great array ‘of

assorted liquors in their trellised
windows. Great coloured. signs, -ad-
vertising the merits of famous whisk-
eys, are everywhere displayed—and
one is left in little doubt concerning
the main industry in St. Pierre. There
must be more liqguor to the square
vard in St. Pierre than to the square
mile in any other country, Scotland, of
course, excepted.

Meeting Mons. G———, an old
friend, I was invited by him into a
neighbouring cafe, where we partook
of whiskey and soda. It was not the
excellence of the drink, nor yet any
pressing need for it, that made me ap-
preciate it as I dld—rather it was the
freedom, the absence from that re-

"straint which characterizes the tak-

ing of a drink in_a prohibition coun-
try, Everybody drinks in St, Pierre,
i but 7 have yet to hear of any native of
the island being found drunk. What
an affument against Prohibition! In
company with G———— I went out on
the quay, where everything was bustle.
Ford cars and occasional trucks, ran
about at rates of speed, which en-
dangered the safety of any pedes-

. trians unfortunate emough to get in
“their way—and American bootleggers,

Newfoundland seamen and French
fishermen thronged the place. A big
three-masted vessel lay alongside the
quay, This was the famous rum run-
ner, the “I'm Alone.” She is one of
the best equipped vessels of the rum
fleet, and is steamheated, has electric
light and wireless, and carries a pow-
erful auxiliary engine which gives her
considerable speed. She was, when I

‘saw her first, ready to clear for Rum

Row, and not only was she filled to
the hatches, but also carried a deck

4 mo of tightly packed cases.

The prices, a.llowtn; even for
the extra charges which as a foreig-
ner, 1 had to pay, were extremely
reasonable.__, ‘Smokeable cigarettes
from two dollars and fifty cents a
thousand, an excellent table claret at
three dollarg the gallon, whiskey, the
very best, from fifteep to twenty dol-
lars a case! St. Pierre pays practical-
1y no duty on imports, which ac-
counts for these very low prices. I
vigsited Mons. P in his office, and
chatted with him a long time, He
was in a very pessimistic mood. The
good times in "St. Pierre were at an
end, That hurry and bustle I had seen
this afternoon—pouf—all on the sur-
face., Vessels were no longer calling
there to load for Rum Row, for big
‘steamers were taking their cargoes
! from Scotland, and themselves, would
| heave to off the U.S. Coast, and sell
to the dry inhabitants. Liquor was
cheap in St. Pierre, but with trans-
ferring charges removed, the steam-
ers could sell it still cheaper.

“What will happen to you here?’ I
asked, “You must have  big stocks
| left on your hands and there are far
more shops than the proceeds of your
curtailed fishery can support.” My
| friend shrugged his shoulders.- “Ah,
well, I have ate my bread before Pro-
hibition,” he said, philosophically., It
made me doubt his cause for pessim-
ism. It was now getting dark, sovI
said “au revoir,” and accepting a pres-
ent of two pint flasks of whiskey, hur-
ried away towards the beach, where
the dory awaited me.

Tokio (C.P.)—The removal of
restrictions upon foreign ownership
of lafid in the Japanese Empire and
abolition of “dual citizenship” which
embarrasses foreign-born Japanese
who fail to. renounce. allegiamce .to
the Emperor upon reaching the ‘age
of 17 will be advocated by the
Kiyoura government, it has  been
indicated in official circles here.

Favorable  action on these
proposals, if obtainable while' the
present chaotic condition prevails in
Japan, will be expected to pave the
way for diplomatic efforts directed
to.alleviating the condition of Japan-
ese on the Pacific Coast ef
America.

The Japanese Diet in 1910 enacted
a law permitting foreigners to-own
lands in this country, ‘but owing to
the absence of an imperial ordinance
or a statute providing necessary de-
tails for execution of the law, it has
never become effective. Inasmuch
as three or more foreigners have
been able to constitute a juridical
person and hold or occupy - land on
long-term leases obtained from Jap-
anese owners, failure to enact the
law has never been protested by any
foreign governments. -

It' is quite amusing, though, to fol-|
low those tilting in the political arena[
between the organs of the Govern-|
ment and the Opposition, Both sides
show considerable discernment in the
witticisms and innuendoes they fling
at each other, for it is truly said that
satire must be exact in its topsyturvy-,
ness in order to be illuminating. And|
here I am reminded of one of the!
famous duets from “The Mikado”:—

Of course, the work of cleansing the
official must be done whenever it be!

The
call is for him to examine his own}
house and more earnestly endeavor o
see that no deviation. from exact 'and
unswerving integrity in what he asks
or what he takes, or what he does,
continues to live -there. No public
official can make the  citizen imper-
vious to corruption, Even if he
could, the citizen wbuld not lét him.
But the citizen must do it for him-
gelf, and to himself. So far as he
can he must endeavor to choose his
representatives, so that ‘they, and
those whom they will choose, will re-
flect his spirit and law of action,

It is a truism that “for every cor-
rupt official there is a corrupt citizen.”
Without an ‘element of corruption in
the body of citizens there could be
no corrupt official. Like charity, cor-
ruption begins at home. And that
which may seem a trivial matter when
practised by the citizen becomes a
dominion scandal when the citizen oc-
cupies a public office. Public officers
are citizens first and officials after-
ward. Public office does not eliminate
any of the qualities }nherent in the
citizer is oath of office is not a
disinfectant, Office merely intensi-
fies the qualities of the man, his weak-
nesses or his strength.
