The investor, theoretically at least, 
is placing his capital to work more or 
less permanently. He doee not expect 
to change his holdings of securities 
with every month or every year. Many 
a man is both an investor and specu­
lator at the same time. Many are in­
vestors for a period and then become 
speculators for a period. In fact, 
every investor who does not give 
proper consideration is in danger of 
unknowingly becoming a speculator 
at any time. He may buy what he 
thinks is a high-grade investment, 
but the time may quickly come when 
to his surprise he finds himself the 
holder of a speculation.—John Moody, 
In Forbes Magazine (N.Y.)

—Few men are entitled to the credit 
of founding a city, but the late Capt, 
Michael Grass le conceded to be the 
founder of the historic old city of 
Kingston.

Capt, Grass was a British soldier 
during the wars between Great Brit­
ain and France on this continent. He 
was taken prisoner by the French 
and kept in captivity tor two years 
in the old colony of Quebec. During 
this time he learnt of the fertile soil 
and other advantages of the district 
at the head ot Lake Ontario, and the 
Junction ot the tour waters, Cataraque 
River, Bay of Quinte, Lake Ontario 
and the St. Lawrence. Capt. Grass 
suggested this to the British com­
mander on his release, with the re­
sult that seven shiploads of United 
Empire Loyalists set sail from New 
York on Sept. 8, 1783. On their ar­
rival Capt. Grass selected as hie por­
tion the land where Kingston now 
stands. The others went further

ALTDORE, Switzerland, Nov. 15.— 
After several weeks of search for a 
volunteer executioner for the mur­
derer of a young girl, the district au­
thorities of the Canton of Uri succeed­
ed in securing the services of a me­
chanic, who agreed to do the behead 
with the help of a gas worker.

This was the first execution in the 
Canton of Uri since 1861, so the guil­
lotine had to be borrowed from the 
City of Lucerne, which still had one 
in stock from the olden times.

The execution caused the author­
ities sleepless nights. First they 
found a railroad worker, the descen­
dant of an old hangman’s family, but 
the railroad union objected to a mem­
ber of their profession becoming a 
headsman. Thej) threatened to expel 
the man from their ranks, and he, 
therefore, finally resigned from his 
new job.

In Switzerland, capital -punishment 
was abolished in 1874. The wave of 
crime following the abolition brought 
about a general plebiscite on the sub­
ject. with the result that the Indivi­
dual cantons were given the right to 
re-introduce capital punishment for 
first degree murder, with the excep­
tion of political murder. Only ten 
cantons, representing twenty-five per 
cent, of the population, made use of 
this permission. However, the first 
execution, after the endorsement of 
the amendment, took place only in 
1892. Altogether seven people have 
been beheaded since that time.

A COMMENDABLE 
SPIRIT

Several persons, who have vis­
ited Twillingate since the Notre 
Dame Memorial Hospital was 
opened have spoken in the high­
est manner of the work that is 
being done by the medical Su­
perintendent, Dr. C. E. Parsons 
and his capable and loyal staff. 
The only regrettable feature in 
this connection is that they are 
so few in number as compared 
with the demands which are 
made upon their services.

The Hospital has not only 
filled a long felt want in the 
North and released to some ex­
tent the pressure on the General 
Hospital in St. John’s, but it has 
proved in no uncertain manner 
the splendid public spirit which 
exists in this part of the Island. 
At times the press has had occa­
sion to deplore a tendency which 
has been shown in other direc­
tions to depend upon the Gov­
ernment for everything. It has 
killed initiative, it has resulted 
in a loss of morale, and it has 
retarded progress in more ways 
than one. Here we have an illus­
tration of a sentiment which is 
altogether different and to which 
it is a great pleasure to refer. 
The Twillingate Hospital re­
ceives from the Government a 
sum of $10,000 for its mainte­
nance, an amount which, in view 
of the amount of work that is 
being accomplished, might in 
our opinion be considerably in­
creased. In order to keep the 
Hospital running the people of 
the District have contributed 
money and food in the most gen­
erous manner. The winter’s sup­
ply of vegetables has already 
been donated and regularly from 
their supplies of eggs, meat, 
milk, and butter there is always 
set aside a certain portion for 
the Institution. On all sides the 
greatest enthusiasm is shown 
and no sacrifice is considered 
too great by the people if by it 
they can add to its efficiency or 
lighten the burden which rests 
on the shoulders of the Superin­
tendent.

One instance of this splendid 
public spirit is particularly de­
serving of mention. A fisher­
man, whose son is afflicted with 
a tubercular spine, found that 
while the money which he had 
made during the season was suf­
ficient to meet the ordinary 
needs of his family, it would not 
cover the cost of the treatment 
required for the child. Promptly 
he packed his bag and left for 

fir woods whe

earn the amount required, rather 
than apply to the Government 
for relief. Can such a spirit be 
too highly praised? And is the 
lesson not one that may be taken 
to heart by all of us ?

A considerable amount of 
work done by the hospital is in 
connection with visiting pa­
tients, many of whom are un­
able to pay for the treatment 
required. The amount of the 
grant is sorely taxed to meet all 
the demands made upon it. Help 
from outside has been generous­
ly given, but now that the hos­
pital is working, every effort 
should be made to maintain it in 
the highest state of efficiency. 
We would not suggest that any­
thing should interfere with the 
desire of the people themselves 
to help with the work, but that 
the splendid efforts which they 
have made should be fully recog­
nized, in no more effective way 
can this be done than by supple­
menting the grant.

Engineer Tipple Killed Ipetently 
—Fireman and Gonduotor Es- 
oape With Their Uvea.

A derailment which brought fatal 
results, occurred near Manuel’s 
Bridge shortly after « o'clock this 
morning when Engineer Frederick 
Tipple, aged 26 years, single, was 
killed Instantly, while Fireman John­
son and acting conductor Roweell, 
the only other occupants of the 
train were badly Injured and suffer­
ed greatly from shock.

The train, engine No, 11 with Ave 
box cars attached left town at 8.05 
a.m., to proceed to Woodford's to Join 
the steam shovel working on this sec­
tion of the line. The train was mak­
ing good headway, and upon approach­
ing this side "of Manuel's Bridge the 
engine suddenly left the rails, tak­
ing the tender and all cars down over 
a twenty-foot embankment to the 
river bed below. After the engine 
and tender had Am left the ■ rails, 
two of the cars continued a short dis­
tance along the rail, and upon top­
pling over, crashed in a mass of 
wreckage in advance of the engine be­
low. The other three cars piled up at 
the rear of the engine and were badly 
damaged. The Arst news of the de­
railment was received in the city at 
4.45 a.m. in a message to Manager 
Russell from their agent at Manuels. 
Manager Russel upon getting re­
ceipt of the message, got in touch 
with Dr. Paterson and Supt. White 
immediately, and all three left by 
motor car for the scene. Upon arrival 
Dr. Paterson examined the body of 
Engineer Tipple, and found that life 
was extinct, and had the remains 
temporarily wrapped in a canvas and 
tenderly placed alongside until a cas­
ket was -forwarded from the city. At­
tention was then directed to the in­
jured fireman, Johnson, who was 
found suffering from a broken leg 
near the thigh and other minor injur­
ies, and Rowsell, the conductor, who 
received several serious wounds 
ÿbout the face. The injured men were 
removed *“ ■to a nearby house where

er and fireman managed to Jump clear 
of the caboose Just ae the engine wae 
about to topple over. The unfortu­
nate man Tipple, whose body was 
found near the overturned engine 
wae instantly killed In the wreckage, 
while the fireman, who wae also 
caught by one of the overturned care, 
had We body caught by a bolt 
but managed to extricate himself. 
Conductor Rowsell who eecaped very 
well, wna riding In one of the cars 
and went with it over the enbank- 
ment. No definite cause for the ac­
cident can yet be found, but an ex­
amination of the track by the officials 
showed that the road bed was in good 
condition and there were no broken 
rails. At the point where the accident 
occured the road is fairly straight and 
down grade. A special train arrived 
from the scene of the accident at 
11.16 a.m. bringing the injured men 
and the body of Engineer Tipple. The 
ambulance was at the station in wait­
ing and conveyed the injured to the 
General Hospital. The body of the un­
fortunate man Tipple was taken in 
charge by undertaker Carnell, and 
conveyed to the Mortuary rooms 
where it will be prepared for btfrial. 
The late Frederick Tipple, was thje 
son of Mrs. Edward Tipple, of Whit- 
bourne, and had been in the service 
of the railway for the past eight 
years. He joined the service in 1917 
as fireman, and was promoted to en­
gineer in May last. During his years 
of railroading he was never in an ac­
cident, and since taking up his duties 
as driver was regarded as one ot the 
best men on the road.

elapsed, the steel market seems due 
for a turn simply on psychological 
grounds, with the recent election con­
tributing strong influence.

October report of steel Ingot pro­
duction was similar to that for Sep­
tember in that It disclosed a slightly 
higher mill operating rate than had 
been currently estimated. The daily 
rate of steel ingot production increas­
ed 6.4% from September to October, 
rate being 66.4% of assumed capacity. 
The average mill operation in the six 
years since the war has been 66%, as 
nearly as can be computed. As steel 
buyers have been very reserved for 
months, and were particularly so for 
several weeks before election, con­
sumption must be quite good or the 
mills would not have been permitted1 
to ship so much material.

Plates and sheets have been the 
two lowest lines in steel. Plates have 
been firmer since the Pennsylvania 
Railroad bought 9000 tons from six 
mills at 1.65 cents, mill, this business 
having been entirely closed before the 
election, and possibly on old quota­
tions at that. As to sheets, there has 
been a decrease in shading of gal­
vanized sheets, while the American 
Rolling Mill Co. last Saturday advanc­
ed its prices above the commonly 
quoted market.

The Steel Corporation's unfilled 
obligations increased 51,490 tons dur­
ing October. Probably in rails the 
bookings exceeded shipments by 160,- 
000 tons or more, so that general

sports.”

“Further than that,” said Mr. Reid, 
Newfoundland has a goodly supply 
Of water powers and pulpwood, close 
together, while its mineral wealth is 
surprising. Among those best known 
are the Bell Island iron mines, which 
supplies ore for the British Empire 
Steel Corporation at Sydney, C.B., 
while copper mines at Notre Dame 
Bay have been worked profitably for 
nearly a century.

Rich Mineral Resources.
"Six years ago,” said Mr. Reid, 

"their company had started a natural 
resource department, under the di­
rection of scientific experts, to ex­
amine the country for minerals, wa­
ter powers and the development of 
agricultural possibilities. These had 
so far been largely of a prospecting 
nature, but had resulted in promis­
ing discoveries of outcrops of hema­
tite iron, chrome iron, coal, gypsum, 
mica, galena, asbestos and other min­
orais which gave promise for future 
development .

“Situated off the Gulf of St. Law­
rence, practically midway between 
Canada and Great Britain,” said Mr. 
Reid. "Newfoundland has many ad- 
vanti.gee, both in labor and shipping. 
It has an industrious population, 
many of whom are miners, while the 
great fishing industry whose work­
ers are employed fishing in summer 
supply labor for the pulpwod tforest 
work in winter.

"Of course our ‘main source of 
wealth in Newfoundland Is from the 
fisheries. whichfluve been carried on 
for centuries, and are still as good 
as ever," said Mr. Reid. "At the 
Name time I do not think It will be 
many years before most substantial 
and permanent wealth will be sa- 
eured by the development and ex­
ploitation of the Inland resources of 
the Inland ,

"A* lo our Government," remarked 
Mr. Held, "we have our times of ex­
citement. like everybody else, but 
from the point of view of bueineee 
and the investment of oàpital, I 
think our Government Is as safe and 
sound as any In the world. British 
constitutional fair play with secur­
ity for capital, the business man and 
the worker prevail."

Asked aa ' confederation with 
Canada, Mr . .U replied;

“There is absolutely no talk to-day 
of confederation with Canada, and 
personally I am strongly against It. 
tVe, In Newfoundland, are richly en- 
lowed, both on land arid In the aeas. 
The people are well off, and the fin- 
incial position of the Island is good, 
it is up to the politicians and the 
statesmen of the Island to carry on 
independently, and I think they can 
ind will."

Shipbuilding in Great 
Britain and Ireland St JOHN’S

Grocery StoresMOTOR SHIPS IieeiASB.
The tonnage of new vessels com­

menced in Great Britain and Ireland 
during the quarter ended September 
shows a drop from 375,210 tons at the 
end of the previous quarter to 252,- 
745 tone. Only 78 ships were start­
ed during the quarter as against 
119 launched, meaning the creation of 
a corresponding number of empty 
building berths. According to fig­
ures published by Lloyd's Register of 
Shipping and reported to the Bank­
ers Trust Company of New York by 
its English Information Service, the 
total vessel tonnage 4Hf$W construc­
tion In Great Britain and Ireland on 
September 30 was 1,468,408, compar­
ing with 1,271,196 on September 30, 
1923, but showing a falling off from 
1,516,746 tone at the end of the June 
quarter. On September 30 ships 
having a gross tonnage of 1,112,604 
tons were under construction in 
countries other than Great Britain; 
These Included 43 oil tankers with a 
gross tonnage of 290,220. The ton­
nage of steamship* comemnced In 
Great Britain during the September 
quarter was 168,896, Sod of motor 
ships commenced throughout the 
world (861,444b 'exceeded that of 
steamships (257.660). The tonnage 
of motor ships under construction 
throughout the world Is now equal 
to 58% of the steam tonnage. Of the 
combined tonnage building in Ger­
many, Denmark and Sweden, nearly 
78 % consists of motor ships.

It Is quite easy to Induce artificial 
parthenogenesis In frog's eggs; and 
the frog Is the highest animal, so far, 
as we know, In which this occurs. 
The frog’s eggs, artificially stimulated 
in various ways, e.g„ by a trace of 
butyric acid, or by being pricked with 
a glass needle and then washed in 
blood, develop readily and normally. 
Though they have no father, they de­
velop Into little frogs. A similar 
parthenogenetlc development occurs 
in natural conditions in summer 
green-flies, in many small crusta­
ceans, in most wheel-animalcules or 
Rotifers, and in the eggs that give 
rise to drone bees or male ants. In 
fowls it has been reported that the egg 
sometimes begins to develop without 
being fertilised, but only early stages 
of development have been observed. 
It is obviously necessary to be quite 
sure that the hens laying these 
parthenogenetlc eggs have been 
Isolated for a long time, away from 
any cock. But there is no reason to 
doubt that a fowl’s egg may begin to 
develop parthenogenetically, as ob­
served for Instance, by Oellacher 
(1872) and by Lecaillon (1910). The 
same Is true for pigeon’s eggs, and a 
very satisfactory account has recent­
ly been given by G. W. Bartelmez and 
Oscar Riddle. The cleavage of the egg 
proceeds to a stage approximately 
equal to that attained ten hours after 
fertilization in normal development. 
After this there is a setting in of de­
generative changes, and nothing hap­
pens. Associated with the degen— 
tlon there Is an unusual amount — 
water absorbed from the white of egg 
by the yolk. We see then that while a 
frog’s egg artificially stimulated to 
parthenogenetie development may 
give rise to a normal fpqj|, the “spon­
taneously’’ developing eggs of a 
pigeon gives rise to nothing.—Empire
