MORNING SESSION.

WEDNESDAY, July 15.
(Continnied).

MR. EMERSON--The thing can be
attacked from two standpoints. There
was at this time in the minds of the
Trust that they had rights. It may
be that they were wrong in that as-
sumption; it is quite beside the point.
There certainly was in their minds,
and thers certainly was in the mind
of Mr. Conroy. the thought that they
had these rights. This letter and the
letter accepting it is the agréement
between the parties so settle the dis-
pute. That is the fgst consideration.
The second consideration is that we
had the right, apparent from Mr. Con-
roy’s own words in the letter, to car-
ry on these negotiations with the Arm-
strongs as agents for the Reids, and
we agreed to stand aside and let the
Reids carry them out.

KENT, J.—Does Mr. Conroy say that
before this arrangement was made you
had the right to conduct negotiations?

MR. EMERSON—Well, of course,
the letter is th2 agreement. We have
to take the letter as being the agree-
ment itself. I do not know what Mr.
Conroy said. I do not think, in fact,
he gave any evidence on it. The ac-
tual verbiage of the letter is clear,
where he says that the commission
will not be affected merely by the fact
that negotiations with the Armstrongs
are conducted direct instead of through
the Trust. - Now, why should those
words be used if we were not entitled
to carry on those negotiations. It is
an admission by Mr. Conroy that we
are entitled to conduct these nego-
tiations, but in consideration of our
standing aside they will see that we
are paid our commission. That is the
consideration.

MR. HUNT—But in June you had re-
ceived notice.

They have, however, not given us our
ten per cent. of the shares; they
have not undertaken to pay us our
ten per cent. of the royalties, and
they have not given us ten per cant.
of the cash. Now it is just as much
their duty as it is the Reid’s duty, to
see that that agreement is carried
out, and they are nécessary parties to
the action for the purpose of having
it carrfed out; they have to be
bound by the judgment , and they
could have avoided all the costs in
connection with it if they had inter-
pleaded on the question when the
dispute first arose.

ROBERT W. FACEY,

On Saturday afternoon last, at Trin-
ity, there departed to his rest a re-
spected and worthy citizen, in the per-
son of Robert W. Facey, of late years
a resident of Murray Street, in this
city. Mr. Facey was born at Trinity

-

son of the late Capt. Nicholas Facey,
of that town. In his earlv yecars he
followed his father’s calling, and sall-
ed with him as his mate in the Dart,
one of that fine fleet of sailing vessels
for which Trinity was so famous.
Something over forty years ago he
took up the work of teaching at Eng-
lish Harkor, near Trinity, and for over
a quarter of a century he was not only
the capable schoolmaster, but the gen-
eral guide, philosopher and friend of
most in that thriving little town. After
retiring from teaching, Mr. Facey re-
moved, with his family, to St. John's,

| Its Use Constantly Increasing as the
Indnstries Which Require i Grow.

NEW YORK, Aug. 3—The recent up-
ward movement in the price of copper
metal has halted during the last week,
but prices in general continue firm
around 14 3-8 cents a pound. The
price, despite the advance of recent
weeks, is still considerably below the
average price of 15 1-2 cents a pound,
which prevailed in 1913. Thus copper
metal is about 8 per cent. below the

pre-war level, while the average price‘

of other commodities is from 50 to 60
per cent, above the pre-war level, In
view of the current low prices for
copper metal, which enabels manufac-
turers to do buseiness on a profitable
basis, and in view of the trade out-
look for the mext six months, the cop-,
per industry expects continued ac-
tivity during the rest of the year. ;
The current low prices for copper
metal compared with pre-war years
and the period of inflation lollowingi
the war years is not due to lack of |
demand. In fact, copper sales for,
1924 and the first half of the current
year were' the largest in the history
of the industry, not excluding the
war years. The low price iz due di-
rectly, according to trade opinion, to
the highly developed state of the'
industry which makes possible the
speedy increase in production when

demand ‘requires such increase.
Students of copper trade conditions
point out that during the first quart-
er of the current year there has
been phenomenal growth in the in-
dustry. During the first year of the |
current century the world’s copper
production aggregated 519,000 toms,
whereas in 1924 the aggregate pro-
duction for all countries was 1,514,
000 tons. |
No Limit to Demand.

It is also pointed out that during
the entire nineteenth century the
world production of this metal ag-
gregated slighlty more than 10,000,-
000 tons. At the current rate of
production, this total would be reach-
ed in about seven years. But while
these figures indicate the growth and
development of the copper industry,
they also give a clear view of the
constantly increasing demand for the
metal. But despite the rapid expan-
sion of the past quarter of a century,
producers and dealers feel that there
is practically no limit to the demand
for this product. The greatest ex-
pansion is looked for in the electrical
industry, where the uses for copper
are almost unlimited.

Commenting on the outlook for the
copper industry in the near future,
experts express the bellef that while
there has been a halt to the upward
swing In prices, the market will con-
tinde firm, and while no boom is
looked for it is predicted that there
will be a fair incréase in the demand
for copper during the autumn. Fear
is expressed in some Qquarters, how-

ever, that a further advance in prides
may stimulate production, not only

Birth of the Moon

In the opinion of Dr. R, H. Rastall
the m is made of material that was
once part of the earth’s orust, Dr.
Rastall's theory is that a layer of the
earth’s crust, about forty-one miles
thick and covering about two-thirds
of its total area, was peeled off by the
attraction of the sun.

But it is only once in a generation
at most that we see such a horse as
Ormonde, who was never defeated on
aracecourse. “The mighty Ormonde,”
one of the greatest horses of all time,
won the Derby and St. Leger in 1886,
the last year of the life of the famous
jockev, Fred Archer, who rode him to
Vietory.

Ormonde’s story is one of the great

romances' of racing.
old John Osborne bought a mare with

a filly foal at foot for £14. The foal
received the name of Agnes, and in
due course. became the motheéer of

, Polly Agnes, who was so small and

delicate that Sir Tatton Sykes gave
her to his stud groom. That is where
for she was the
mother ‘of Lily Agnes, the dam both
of Ormonde and Ornament, who later
brought another famous horse;
Sceptre, into the field.

But few Derby winners perform so
brilliantly. It is on record that some
of them have never won another race;
yet théir career has only just begun
when they retire into private life, to

‘become parepts of many colts and

fillies. Some of these may also be-
come Derby or Oaks or BSt. Leger
winners. ‘At any rate, they .always
command high prices at the yearling
sales, for there is no saying truer on
the Turf than that “blood will t811.”

Probably the most valuable horse
that was ever foaled did not win the
Derby, for the simple reason that his
nominator, Count Batthyany, died
when it was still a yearling. St
Simon, however, won all the races
open to him, and like Ormonde, was
never beaten. He was brought for
£1,800, in 1882, for the Duke of Part-
land—certainly the cheapest race-
horse that was ever sold, for he laid
the foundation of the great Welbeck
stud and the wonderful success of his
owner of the Turf.

There is no doubt about the least
valuable winner of the Derby. This
was the notorious Running Rgin, who
was placed first in the Derby of 1844.
The horse wag really a four-year-old
and the sequel to the affair was one
of the most sensational Turf trials in
history.—(Answers).

But a much worse insect, though one
hears less of it, is the gadfiy or horse-
fiy. This is a large two-winged fiy,
grey in colour, which has the un-
pleasant power of fiying quite sound-
lessly, so that it gives no warning of
its approach.

Beware of the Hornet.

It possesses.a pair of lancets ' #o
long and sharp that they can easily
penetrate the thick hide of & horse or
cdbw, and the polson injected for the
purpose of liquefying the blood has a
most serious, efféct upon many peo-
ple.
If bitten on the hand, the hand is
quite useless for days after, and the
swelling affects’'the glands of the arm.
There are cases on record of the gad-
fly’s bite proving fatal.
The red harvest mite, known in
France as the “rouget,” is one of the
worst HEnglish pests. The bites form
small circular ulcers and the irrita-
tion is intense; The curious thing is
that of two people walking together
through a field, one will be bitten in
fiftty places and the other escape scot-
free. |

Let it not be forgotten that we have
in England an insect whose sting is
not only-painful, but dangerous. This
is that giant wasp, the hornet. For-
tunately, it is not very common, yet
there is some.truth in the saying that
three hornets will kill a man.

R@man Mint Cache

REVEALED BY PLOW IN ENGLISH
FIELD.

A young archaeologist of Somerset,
Mr. Godwin, of Portishead, has just
discovered almost 4,000 Roman coins
buried in a field at Clapton-in-Gordano
and he is adding to this number every
day, says a London despatch.

Clapton-in-Gorano is three or four
miles from Bristol and is a beautiful
little village lying under the range of
hills which stretch from .the Aven
Gorge to Cleveden. The field where
this important find has been made is
on a slope and given over to agricul-
ture.

Coins were first found there by a
plowman two yeéars ago, but the num<
ber discovered then only amounted
to some two dozen. About two weeks
ago Mr. Godwin heard that some more
coins had been unearthed and he went
to the spot, and, in a heavy rain, be-
gan “picking them up.” Night fefl,
and still the young enthusiast was
finding coins; though he could no
longer see them, he knew what they
were by their feel. The next day he
returned to the place armed with a
fork, a soil sifter and a small tin box
for the coins. With every bit of soil
turned over more coins came to light,
stuck together by fifties and hundreds,
varying in size from a halfpenny to a
farthing, and apparently made of some
low-grade bronze. Eventually it was
discovered that the coins must have
been originally placed in a skin bag
(fragments of which were found) and
then put into a large black unglazed
urn, portions of which were -also
turned up. It seems that recent plow-
ing had shattered the urn and par-
tially torn the skin bag, thus dis-
persing some of the coins about the
field. :
The authorities at the British Mu-
seum in London have examined a
number of the-coins and it is belleved
‘that they are all of the third ceatury
A.D., though not all of tho same em-
pire. Careful cleaning has made clear
the images and imscriptions of Aure-
lan, Claudius, Tacitur, Probus and
others and an amazing variety of al-
legorical figures, such as Fortune and
Vistory, and symbols representing al-
tars, charioteers, eagles and centaurs,
to namp but a few. It is thought that
the number being found may reach the
total of 4,000, an immense hoard ‘of
coins to be discovered in one place.

By further excavations _several
other interesting finds have been made
in the same place. Bits of pottery, un-
stamped disks of bronze, small lumps
of lead, scraps of coal and cinder cm

ELECTRICAL POWER AND BRITISH
PROSPERITY.

The recent conferences between
mine owners and miners serve to re-
mind us that, after all, this iz an age
of electricity and the Diesel -engine.
Steam, not only for ocean-going ves-
‘sels, but as power for machinery, is
going the same way as wind-driven
vessels and windmills. Since 1918 the
useof oll as fuel has doubled.

The question is: What are we go-
ing to do with coal, the foundation of
Britain’s prosperity?

£ 1,000 for An Ear.

Several operations were performed
upon the substitute, but all without
the desired effect. So the millionaire
-at 'last gave up hope and resigned
himself to a life of darkness.

" Five years ago Miss Emma Galla-
cher, a’ wealthy young woman, was
terribly burned by the explosion of a
spirit stove. Her chin, neck-and chest
were left almost raw. To conceal the
scars the doctors performed twenty-
three different operations in skin
grafting, the skin being taken from
twenty-three different persons. The
sums paid for other people’s skins
worked out at £200 per square foot.

An advertisement appeared some
time ago in a-New York paper to the
effect that a Western millionaire, who
was about to be married, was prepared
to pay £1,000 for a right ear to be
grafted upon his own head, in place
of one which had been lost in a min-
ing accident. An immense number of
applications was received, and Dr.
Nalden, who undertook the operation,
selected a suitable candidate. A deed
of agreement was dra.wn up, and the
physician agreed to keep the names
of both buyer and seller secret.

The operation was duly performed.
THe upper half of the volunteer’'s ear
was cut away, together with four
inches of skin at the back of the ear
and grafted on the millionaire’s head.
lThe two men had to lie praetically
motionless until, after twelve days,
{ the flesh had united, and the rest of
the ear was cut away and grafted.

Still more wonderful, says a writer
in the Glasgow Evening Citizen, was
the case of a Scottish woman who
sustained shocking injuries in a run-
away accident. - Her- skull and both
legs were fractured, and her left arm
and one side of her face badly lacer-
ated. Her son, a young physician,
abandoned his practice and set hime
self to endeavour to restore his moth-
er’'s life. Everyone else had given up
her case as hopeless. Day and night
he devoted his whole time to her, and
so inspired not only her nurses, but
the poor sufferer herself, that she sur-
vived and began slowly to mend.

But the mutilation of the face caus-
ed terrible disfigurement. The son
thereupon insisted upon the attendant
physician removing skin enough from
his own body to graft upon the scars.
One by one, no fewer than forty pieces
of skin were cut from his body and
grafted upon his mother’'s face and
arm. In the end the woman not only
recovered from injuries which would
have killed ninety-nine people out of
a hundred, but also showed very
slight disfigurement.

In this case, however, filial love was
the motive for the sacrifice, and per-
haps similar disinterested motives
have operated at least as powerfully
in cases of this kind as the hope of
monetary gain.

Through the insatible curiosity of
sciencg we are always trying to find
a formula into which we can put the
facts of the present and the past,
and get the weather of the future, A
forecast of twenty-four hours in ad-

cal; a forecast for a week, a month,
or six months ahead is well worth
striving for.

If the internal construction' of a
machine for determining the weather
were given to us, we should not know
what food to give it; we have still to
find out what are the ‘“causes” of
our weather—sunspots, ice .in the
Polar regions, on the Alps, or Mount
Everest, the strength of the -Gulf
Stream, the temperature of the Lab-
rador current, the strength of the
trade winds, the condition of the up-
per atmosphere here and elsewhere,
Meanwhile we know about cyclones
and anticyclones, and are assured
that when there is a well-formed
anticyclone above us it is a substan-
tiai barrier against the invasions
that give cloud and rain.

That little reminder of the risk of
sea fog and thunder, with which the
weather office seasons its anticipation
of a fine week, gives us a glimpse of
the outstanding uncertainties, about
circumstances that nobody is willing
at the moment to locate or to speci-
fy, however important they may be.

The young-
est of the Queen’s déscendants is
Master Gerald David Lascelles, the
second son of Princess Mary and
Viscount Lascelles, who was born on
August, 21st, 1924, .
