to- Leon, the town midway between the Padific coast and Lake Managua,
where the liberals rose in arms August 19 and in the dead of night massacred
the sleeping soldiers of the garrison.

The American force found the liberals hostile to their arvance and it be-
tame necessary for Comamnder Terhune to threaten to attack them before
the insurgents would allow the train bearing the American detachment to
enter the town. Rioting has subsided and the Americans found the city re-
suming its normal appearance.

After conferring with the libera lleaders, Commander Terhune with-
drew his force from the city, 100 marines proceeding to Managua, the capital,
and the remainder of the detachment returning to Corinto.

) Corinto has been designated as a place of refuge for foreigners residing
in the surfounding country. An armed force landed fromt the gunboat An-
napolis and is constantly patrolling the streets and a number of six pound
guns have been taken from the warships and mounted on flat cars for the

William Booth, were held at the
Olympia tonight in accordance
with the traditions of ‘that organ-
ization, without pomp or symbols
of mourning, but with a most
moving fervor and mmpressive-
ness.

Thirty-four thousand people
participated in the service. Nearly
half of them wore blue coats and
red jerseys or bonnets with red
ribbons, so familiar on the streets
of cities in several nations.

The body of the late general, in &
plain pine coffin, rested high up on 4
white catafalque in front of the big
platform across the end of the hall,
where all the officers of the organiza-
tion were seated ard whers frrtv
bands were massed. The crimson flag
of the army * Of fire and blood,” whicn
the general unfurled on Mount Calvary,
was planted above the coffin.

A bank of flowers, composed of the
tributes sent by members of the royal-
ty and many societles, was behind it.
Flags of various nations in which the
commander-in-chief had waged cam-
paigns and the standard of the.older
divisions of the army were arrayed in
front of the platform. These and
-more Salvation Army flags in the gal-
leries, each tipped with white ribbons,
and twenty portraits of the evangelist,
surmounted with green laurel wreaths
with a broad orange ribbon connecting
them, were the only decorations.

While the front rows of chairs be-
fore the coffin were filled with repre-
sentatives of various bodies, with the
equerry to the king, several mayors in
their robes and chains of office, a de-
legation from the Stock Exchange,
ministers and clergymen of all the
Protestant churches and Jewish rabbis,
and while other notable pereohages
were beheld throughout the house, the
rank and file of the great gathering

leader of the French-Canadlan

Nationalists, deals with the at-
titude of the English and Canadian
press with regard to President Taft's
message on the Panama legislation.
He says.

“It may be taken for granted' that
this turmoil will end, as all previous
Anglo-Saxon imbroglios, at Canada’s
expense—for it is Canadian sea traffic
that will suffer most from the dis-
crimination made in favor of American
coastwise trading.

“It will ‘be settled as the Maine and
Ohio boundary dispute, the Atlantic
fisheries, the Alaskan boundary, the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty were all settled

‘From my first stay in London In
1911 and from personal conversation
with various British statesmen and
publicists, I have come to the definite
conclusion that the imperial govern-
ment, with any party in power, will
stand anything rather than risk a con-
flict with the United States.

“I am not, however, to be counted
among those Canadians who charge
their statesmen with criminal negh-
gence or cowardice, because of their
passive and even at times submissive
attitude -towards the arrogance of the
Yankees.

“They believe, and rightly so, that
even if victorious, Great Britain could
gain nothing by a war with the States,
whiflst she would make tremtndous
finapcial losses and run the risk of
famine and social revolution at home.

“This is known in Washington bet-
ter than in Ottawa, Montreal and Tor-
onto, where we lay deep in the narrow
quietness and childish pretensions of
our colonial irresponsibility.

“No - wonder, therefore, that Amer-
fcan rulers indifferent as they are to
all precepts of international honar and
integrity, should laugh at Britain’s pro-
tests. As to Canadian wailings, they
mind them no more th4n the cem-
plaints of remnants of Indian tribes.”

The writer then says that England
has encouraged the United States in its
cynical attitude by giving it its moral
support in the war with Spain and
by its spoilation of the Boer republics
in the Boer war, and concluded:

“Then™ international compacts are
important to preserve peace and good
order In the world, engagements be-
tween provinces and races of a con-
federacy are equally essential to soctal
order and national honor.

“The . 'Canadian confederation rests
on the terms of agreement accepted by
the former provinces, and especially on
the compact between the Anglo-Prot-
estant majority and the"French-Cath-
olic minority. .

INDUSTAIAL CONDITIONS IN
SUNNY ITALY

In the Old Days Strikes Were
Considered as Crimes and
Treated Accordingly

Premier Golitti  Proclaimed
Right of Workman to Protest
When He So Desired

Rome, Aug. 31.—Italy has been for
the last dozen years a good field for

strike experiments, and should be a
salutory example for the working
classes in other countries:; Until the
end of the last 'century strikes; al-
though not contemplated by any arti-
cle of the penal code, were practically
considered crimes, and were treated ac-
cordingly.- That was an exaggeration
which led to most unpleasant results.

Signor Giolittl, the premier, with that
comrhon sense and balance of mind
which distinguishes him, changed all
this, proclaiming entire liberty on the
part of the workmen, together, how-
ever, with the '‘most energetic protec-
tion..of the workmen who do not wish
{0 join the movement. He realized that
the agitation for better conditions for

{ the workmen ' cannot be

!

]

suppressed,
and-that any attempt in this direction
might have brought about riots of a
revolutionary character. The results
he attained are most interesting. There
was at first an absolute epidemic of
strikes, The workmen could hardly be-
lieve in their new-found liberty, and
struck for any and every reason, and,
in some cases, for no reason at all.

The disease, however, cured itself, as
had happened a few years before in
the turbulent and republican provinecs
of Romanga, where the people were
on the verge of revolution because
they insisted on playing the “Hymn of
Garibaldi”, which the government
authorities considered a ‘seditious mu-
sic,” which they put down with such
violence as to cause daily imprison-
ments, rebellions, and loss of life. Still
no law prohibited playing of the
“Hymn of Garibaldi.” Finally a wise
prefect was sent to rule Romanga,
whose first proclamation on assuming
office was that no band, whether mili-
tary or municipal, whether governmen-
tal or private, could play either in
public or private without beginning and
ending with the “Hymn of Garibaldi,”
and repeating it as many times as the
public desired or the players wished.
The effect was magical. In a few days
the indigestion of the “Hymn of Gari-
baldi” was such that another proclam-
ation was called for in order to stop
it

Almost the same thing has taken
place in the case of strikes, which
reached their climax in 1907, after
which year they gradually decreased,
as appears from the statistics of last
year just issued, in which the greatest
number of strikes, reaching 110, with

58,000 strikers, occurred in the building
trade, followed by 92 strikes with 13,-
000 strikers among navvies, and 8,500
strikers in the brickfields. It must,
however, be remembered that these
workmen only a relatively short time
ago, received in Italy wages rising
from 25 to 50 cents a day, which are
now doubled and in some cases trebled.
The greatest number of strikes, 45 per
cent.,, took place in the most prosper-
ous part of the kingdom, the north, 89
per cent. in the centre, and only 16
per cent. in southern Italy and the is-
lands, which comprise the poorest and
most suffering provinces.

Taking the strikers as a whole, over
33 per cent. ended with the complete
defeat of the strikers, and only about
19 per cent. with their complete vic-
tory, while the remainder were stic-
cessful or unsuccessful in varying de-
grees. In these strikes the employees
lost 2,958,000 days’ work, besides 61,-
700 days’ work lost by trades depend-
ent on the strikers making a total in
wages. of $2,000,000.

The thymus gland is very large just
kofore and after birth, but when the
child is two years old the gland grad-
ually atrophies—shrivels up—end ap-
sparently is of no further use.

“But I, for one, must take issue with
Dr. Feinberg when he says that the ap-
| péndix in after life is a useless organ.
I believe that it has a very vital place.
By forming and loosing white blood
cells into the intestines it/ prevents
many a serious ailment.”

Might be Used as Club

Alderman Hornby contended that
under this clause, unless future build-
ing commissioners proved to be of the
same high order of integrity as Mr.
Sylvester, the powers conferred upon
him might easily be used as a club
against any contractors or builders
who were not agreeable to the official,
and might even posstbly furnish an
opening for corruption of the office.

Alderman McDougall conceded that
the wide powers conferred upon the
building inspector by the clause might
lead to abuses, but agreed with Mr,
Sylvester that in the absence of an
advisory board some such legal au-
thowization for deviation from the
building bylaws was necessary.

Mr. McDougall pointed out that in-
numerable Qquestions are ronstantly
coming up for settlement which either
are not covered in the building bylaws,
or else are contrary to their letter,
though they may not be in spirit. I."n-
der the present system the building
inspector settles thesé when possible
outside the law, though he has no
legal authority to do so.

The Disputed Clause

The clause which occasioned the dis-
agreement in committee reads as fol-
lows:

“The commissioner of buildings shall
have the power t0 vary or modify any
of the provisioms ‘of this code, or any
rule or regulation of the department of
buildings relating to the construction,
alteration or removal of any building
or structure erected or to be erected
within the city of Calgary, upon an
application to him in writing by the
owmer or lessee of such building or
structure, or his duly authorized agent,
wherein there are practical difficul-
ties in the way of carrying out the
strict letter of this code, 8o that the
spirit of this code shall be observed
and public safety secured and sub-
stantial justice done; but no such vari-
ation or modification shall be granted
or allowed unless the particulars of
each appMcation and of the decision
of the commissioner thereon shall be
entered upon thé records of the build-
ing department”

Wants an Advisory Board

Alderman Brocklebank was inclined
to look on the question in the same
Hight, believing that an advisory board
was the true solution of the problem.

Alderman Hornby took the stand
that the department had got along very
well under the present system, and
that when occasion arose for serious
deviation from the bylaws the ques-
tion could be sent to the council to
make the necessary change in the by-
laws.

There was a long argument over the
benefit of an advisory board. It was
pointed out that in Winnipeg, where
such & eystem obtains, it i{s necessary
for the board to meet and settle dis-
puted questions only four or five
times a year. Mr. Hornby urged this
fact as evidence that an advisory board
{s unnecessary, and that such ques-
tions, when need be, can be settled by
the council,

No Baby Carriages in Theatres

While the legislative committee de-
clined to recede from its former posi-
tion in ordering struck out the clause
prohibiting babies in arms at evening'
performances of theatres and moving
picture shows, Fire Chief “Cappy”
Smart won a point when the committee
agreed to the incorporation of another
clause which will prevent baby buggies
and go-carts being taken into such
buildings.

The chief contends that the practice
of leaving these articles In the rear
parts of the halls is a serious menace
to life and limb in case of a fire or
panic, The clause as incorporated by
the committee makes it unlawful for
any theatre or moving plcture show to
sell tickets to & person, or any ticket
taker to admit a& person, having In
thelr possession “any article that may
prevent egress in case of fire,” It is
very Hkely that the council will agree
to enact this provieion into the bylaw.

WOMEN WOUNDED WHILE
AIDING ON BATTLEFIELD

Washington, Aug. 27.—Detalls of an
inspection of the battlefield near Ma-
nagua, where the government troops
and rebels fought the recent gruelling
contest, reached the state department
today from United States Minister
Weitzel. The dispatch was delayed in
transmission, being dated August 21.

Instead of finding mangled bodles,
the charred bones of victims were to
be seen, according to the dispatch,

In the hospitals forty women were
found, They had been wounded while
passing ammunition to the men, The
majority of the wounds were inflicted
by machetes and not by rifle shots.

The dispatch, said the government
officials, announced that about 120
nonecombatants were hurt during the
four days’ engagement, but so far as
known none were foreigners.

NOTORIOUS  SWINDLER 15
NOW FREE

Paris, Aug. 27—The release from jail
today of Jean Gallay, the romantic
swindler of the Comptoir d‘Escompte,
has reawakened interest in what was
at the time a world-wide sensation.
Gallay’s flight on the yacht Catarina
in 1805 with Mlle. Merelli and $160,000
put the police of many countries on
the alert. Three weeks after thelr
disappearance from France the two
were arrested under the names of
Baron and Baroness de Gaval at
Bahia, Brazil, and money and jewelry
to the value of $120,000 were recovered
on board the yacht. When brought
back to France, Gallay was tried and
sentenced to seven Yyears' imprison-
ment, part of which he spent in the
galleys of French Guiana. The woman
was acquitted.

Chicago, Aug. 27.—Glenn L. Martin,
an aviator from Los Angeles, Cal,, was
lost last night in a fog 2,000 feet above
Chicago for more than an hour, He
might have crossed over Lake Michi-
gan had he not caught a glimpse of
the red flash from the government
lighthouse, two miles off ghore in Lake
Michigan.

Martin had been flying over CHoaee®
field, in the extreme western part of
the city, when he lost his bearings. In
searching for the field he traveled far
out over the lake and finally landed
safely in Rogers Park, the ¢ity’s'north-
ern limit. Martin has been in‘Chicago
only five days, and explained after
landing that he had no idea as to

In regard to the western grain ecrop,
the prediction is made that the call for
men will not be adequately answered,
the eastern provinces falling short in
their own supply, and therefore being
unable to furnish the workers. This
prediction has since been fulfilled.

According to the report for fishing, a
dull’ month_ was experienced. No
special activity was recorded ‘in the
maritime provinces, while the run of
salmon in several of the British Colum-
bia rivers decreased considerably dur-
ing the month.

Lumbering operations were brisk in
the east, though influenced adversely
by lack of transportation facilities. The
western mills were fairly actvie.. Con-
siderable_activity was maintained in
the Nova Scotia coal mines, the ‘wes-
tern coal and metalliferous mines also
working steadily. Railway traffic was
brisk, as evidenced by increased earn-
ings on all sides. Transportation by
water did not compare favorably with
that of the preceding month. The fav-
orable prospecte of the crop yield had
a stimulating effect on manufacturing

establishments, and the varlous plants |

in all parts were working with excep-
tional activity. Building operations
were extensively carried on, though a
shortage of men and materials held up
matters in this line, The other trades
were active Unskilled labor was in
good demand.

retailers could put such a prdject
through for the simple reason that
fifty or sixty retail'men could not

Another reason for failure is that
{when a retail exchange gets a few
bad debts, that breaks up the or-
ganization. A grocer usually
wants a line of credit, especially
the smaller ones starting into
business, and a retail exchange
cannot give long credit.

The Albertan yesterday interviewed
some of the wholesale fruit and grocery
firms in regard to the revolutionary
proposal of the retailers, and without
a single exception, the wholesaler did
not think he would have to qult busi-
ness. The unanimousopinion was that
the proposed exchange was impossible
in Calgary.

In every case the wholesaler came
back with the counter charge that it
was the retailer who was making all
the profits, and he was usually a very
unreasonable man. To prove that the
retail grocer was the one who was
making the money, a prominent whole-
saler mentioned the number of grocers
who had retired from the trade with
fortunes, while he also figured thet
every grocer on Eighth avenue was
worth from $50,000 to $100,000

The charge that the wholesalers were
doing a retail trade was denied. There
is a difference of opinion as to who
should get the hotel and restaurant
trade. The wholesalers maintain that
the hotels and restaurants are retail-
ers, and their accounts run higher per
month than some of the retail stores.
Some of the Calgary wholesale houses
supply their employes with goods at
cost, and maintain that is only proper,
and state they will continue to do so.

One of the wholesale fruit firms
stated that the retallers made 100 per
cent. profit on fruit, ""The retailer
never had to stand any losses for bad
fruit,” sald he, “as they always got a

Mentlon was made that the retaliler
made 100 per cent. profit on cabbages,
tomatoes, beets, onions, cauliflower,
pumpkins, cucumbers, etc, and any-
where from 50 to 76 per cent, on fruits.
For instance, the wholesaler sold cab-
bages for two cents and the retailer
got four cents. Potatoes were bought
at a dollar per hundred pounds, and
the rctailer goL (wo dollars. Plums
were soid at $1 35, and the retailer got
as high as §2.60 end $3.00. Pears wers
sold to the retailer at $2.50 per box,
and the retailer got $6.00 and more
selling them at five cents each.
