SWIFT'S SECOND COMET.
RS
Supposed to be the Celestial Rover of 1812—The
News Sent to Europe.

RocuEsTER. Nov. 17.—Director. Swift of
the Warner observatory at ‘eleven on the
16th inst., discovered a faint comet in con-
stellation Cassiopia,  having a right ascen-
tion of aboutan hour and. fifty minutes;
declination north 71°. 'Its mofipn was
slowly westward. It has a slight central
condensation, but no tail visible, and itis
nearly round. Swift estimates its diameter
tobe about four minutes. Itis possible
the stranger isthe comet of 1812, which
was expected to appear inthe morth. The
comet is inthe line between Polaris and
the great cluster in Perseus, being a little
nearer to Polaris. This is the seventh
comet, discovered since January. Swift
telegraphed the discovery to Europe, and
will probably get $200, the Warner prize,
the seeond he receivéd this year, and the
fifth awarded,

cisions. That is, so far as the case has
gone, seven judges have maintained the
right of Ontario to escheat, while four have
denied it. And two ‘of these four were
Freach-Canadians, whose attitude on the
question of escheats is said to be different
from that of English lawyers.
