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THE SITUATION IN EGYPT.

Owing to the numerous and conflicting
accounts reachiog us from Egypt it is diffi-
cult to arrive at any accurate conclusion
of Arabi
Pashs. There seems good reason for be-
lieving, however, that he is strongly in*
trenched at Kafr-Dowar, fondly thinking hé
csn bid defiance to all who may march
sgainst him. The sultan is following his
usual course of temporizing, and notwith-
standing all rumors to the contrary, he
is opposed to dispatching any troops
to the land of the Pharachs on the
terms demanded by the conference. We
do not wonder that he declines to do
so. His rule over Egypt is only nomi-
nal. His interference would be an un-
remunerative task, It might cost him
men and money, and all the men and

needed nearer home, Then if the work was
complete, and he should begin to show
some real suthority over the country he
has settled, most probably the powers or
the khedive might bid him depart, for all
need of him is over. He knows well that
heis asked to intervene only because it
serves the convenience of the Kuropean
powers, who themselves cannob well ac-
complish it owing to their distrust of each
other. We do not therefore feel mu:h sur-
prised that the sultan does not care
to run the risk of pulling the. chestnuts
out of the fire merely for the accommo-
dation . of the powers. If Eogland
wants to keep her way open to India,
and to sustain the kledive in his con-
flict with the usurper, the work of occupa-
tion and reorganization must be done by
berself, which she ought to be able to do
with the greatest ease with her ironclads
and her troops, for the Egyptian soldier
seems to be made of the poorest fighting
stuff, France, her only rival, has deter-
mined for reasons of her own to take no
steps without ‘the concert of the, other
powers. She feels that she has obviously
been outmancwuvred by England, for the
_ old imprecations against;‘‘Perfidious Albion”
have been revived, It will also be recol-
Jected in due time by European diploma-
tists that Prince Bismarck not very long ago
advised FEngland to take possession of
Fgvpt. Egypt could easily be ruled
.by England as a protected state managing
its own affairs, and probably in this
way Egypt could enjoy a far more liberal
share of nationul rule than at present un-
der the domination of Arabi Pasha and his
coadjutors, The threatened interference
with the Suez caunal has Leen the main
cause of English intervention in the affairs
of Egypt.

THE EXPORT OF CATTLE,

No branch of productive industry in
either the United States or Canada has
grown more rapidly than that of stock rais-
ing. The risks attending it are infi-
nitely fewer than those incidental to the
cultivation of grain ; ready markets are
almost always a4 its command, and, as a
rule, profits are more than satisfactory.
Nebraska and Wyoming are the great - cat-
tle raising points of the United States, and
Chicagois the most important cattle mark-
ot in the world, Canada is rapidly de-
veloping her immense grazing regions in
the Northwest, and if railway freights of
the syndicate cin be kept at a reasonable
ligure, wonderful results will follow. To
give an idea of the immensity of the cattle
trade of the United States we take some
interesting facts from one of their papers :
Within the past few days several large
droves of far west cattle have arrived in
Chicago aud the season has now -fairly
opened, During the season which  ends
about November 1, Chicago will probably
receive not less than 175,000 head of the
plains cattle, that is about twenty per
cent. more than last year, and as the re-
ceipts of native grass cattle also bid fair to
be larger than ever before, there would
seem to be substantial reasons for anticipat
{ng comparatively low priced beef during
the next three months.
A large lot of cattle were driven last fall
from Oregon to Ogden, fifteen hundred
miles, thea shipped by rail to Chicago, then
fed for six months at distilleries, shipped to
Liverpool and sold there for £36 (§180) a
head, There were a very fine lot of cattle.

Masking
all due ailowance for their statements it
must still be conceded that a rise of seventy-
eight millions in the appropriation bills in
one year for which no sufficiently satisfac-
tory resson has been assigned, shows at
least s reckless disregard of the public
‘fands if not of actusl embezzlement for
selfish purposes, especially when it is con-
sidered that wire-pulling and knavery are
things that seem indigenous to the Wash-
ington capitol.
Prominent among the items stands the
river and harbor bill with a rise of $7,000,-
000—which was so uncalled for and
altogether ~unnecessary that President
Arthur, with the advice of his cabines, man-
fully undertook to check its passage yes-
terday by applying the presidential veto,
with what success may be seen from the
intelligence that the bill was again passed
by a vote of 230 to 60.
So much for the power of the supremeex-
ecutive of the republic, when pitted against
a house that, legislates, for s double pur-
pose,viz,—ptivate as well as pablic interests.
If congress do not accountin » straight for-
ward way for this unprecedented increase
and show clearly their reasons for disputing
the veto, which in the present case is the
emphiatic voice of the American publi¢, then
it will be high time for the latter to rise
and assert their rights ; institute »
searching inquiry and award to these legis-

lative plunderers their jnst deserts.
Now that they have  silenced
every voice save  that of + the
people and  have pullified every

other power in the state they will be able
to run things after an agreeable though not
an orthodox fashion unless the people
themselves the final arbiters between right
and wrong lay hold with a strong hand
and arrest their course. Of cousse it is the
republican party which is to blame ; they
drew up their bills; they carried them
through, and the plunder share goes to
their wirepullers.

THE ARREARS OF RENT BILL.
Events in Egypt have for the time being
diverted popular attention from the Irish
question before the British parliament, but
progress in this all important matter is con-
stantly being made. The last step forward
has paradoxically been made backward by
the ‘amendments to the arrears of rent bill
in the house of lords, The most important
changes were made in the bill at the in-
stance of Lord Salisbury and carried by
large majorities, Their purpose is, of
oonrse, to defeat the bill in its entirety,
for should they be agreed to in the house
of commens matters would stand just where
they do now. The .gist of these amend-
ments is first that a landlord shallje allow-
ed to refuse his consent to s tenant’s ap.
plication for relief under the bill in case he
disbelieves in the tenant’s inability to pay
rent, and secondly that in case of a sale of
tensnt right the landlord should haves
claim for compensation against the sum re-
ceived from the sale for any arrears due
him, It is needless to say that these
amendments will be rejected by the house
of commons, and then a conference will of
necossity take place as in the land bill
case.
