Dom Pedro Suffers a Relapse.

MiLaAN, May 22.—The Emperor of Brazil has
suftered another relapse to-day, and his condi-
tion is considered quite serious.

The Kmperor appears to be stricken with
parnlism He has lost the power of speech
nnd his preathing is Ilabored. Oxygen wuas
forced into his lungs and caffein was injected
under his skin with the resuit that he became
less inert and partially couscious, but there is
little hope of his recovery. The last sacrament
has been administered.

Riddicberger’s Resolution Lost.
W ASHINGTON, May 22.—The Senate decided
to-day by a vote of 28 to 27 not to consider the
Fisheries Treaty in open session. The division

was upon strict pnrty lines except in the case
of Senator lale (Me.), who voted with tho
Democrals, adversely to the Rlddlebe er re-
solution.
