The Bixmarck Dynasty,

LoxpoN, Feb,' 3.—The article in The
Contemporary Review on ‘The Bismarck
‘Dynasty” has made more talk than any
recent magazine paper. It is an ingenious
mosaic of all the hostile gossip of Berlin
agsinst the two Bismarcks, father and son,
put. together with some literary skill,
with nome too much scruple, with a
total absence of charity, with no large
allowance for Adam’s fall, and with
fa1’ too much violence to carry convietion.
"Rumor assigned it to Sir Morell Mackenzie;
“to Mrs. Oliphant, the novelist, holding & pen
for the Empress Frederick ; to Sir Robert
Morier; to' a syndicate of Sir Robert’s
friends; to Sir M. Grant Duff, who is one
of them; to Lord Arthur Russell, who
is ‘another; and to Dr. Geffcken. Lord
Salisbury is said to be furious, because the
exposure will injute chances of an Anglo-
German alliance in Samoa and elsewhere.

The United Sintes Secrotary of State Talks
About Samenn Affairs.

W asHINGTON, Feb. 2. —Secretary Bayard
said to-day that he regarded the action of
the Australian authorities on the Samoan
question as very important, as it indicated
that the people of that colony regarded the
situation much in the same light asthe
American people do,and we are not disposed
o look favorably upon foreign epcroach-
ments in their vicinity. The Secretary said
he bad not yet received the proposition
from Bismarck for a conference regardin
Bamoan aflairs, but thought it woulﬁ
arrive in ‘a few days. ng stated that

The preseny state of the grain market isa

matter which the farming community should:

take into their mostserious consideration. Day
after day from the American side of the Great
Lakes, where mostof she Capadian barley is
consumed, in answer to - telegrams asking for
prices for barley, come offers one to two cents
per bushel Tower than those quoted the pre-
vious day. The simple fact is, our neighbors
do nob -use as much of our barley as they
formerly. did, and it is & mistaken * policy
for Canadian farmers to devote their whole
time to growing barley. OCanadian farms will
grow other good cereals which are marietable;
or better yet, will grow large root erops. This
is where the @anadian farmer has the advan-
tage over his American neighbor. In New York
State vegetables are sold at such ridiculously
low pricesthat in'a great many instances the
receipts from the sales of these products of
field and labor have been insufficient to pay
the cost of carrying them to markes. Freights
in'New York State are lower than in Ou-
tarioand city markets are as readily reached.

Now that the crop of barley grown this
year is 80 much greater than the present de-
mand, the best thing to do is to hold back as
much as poseible until prices improve. If the
supply were cut off for & short . time, perhaps
for only one or two weeks, the glut would
probablyrbe relieved, and then instead of hav-
ing to plead for buyers, barley would be in
active demand and comsequently prices more
in accordance with actual value.
