That Sophie Handcock was alive when her
mother left the store is proven by the evi-
dence of James Dollery, George Carruthers
and John Buchanan. The first named saw
the murdered girl moving around the shop
when he was passing, the mother and young
Dariiel being preparing at the time to enter
the vehicle in which they drove to Seaton.
Mrs. Handcock and the boy overtook Dollery
at Wells Hill. When Carruthers and
Buchanan passed mother and son bhad de-
parted, but Sophie was observed in the/store.
Thi¢ was, es near- as can be ascertained,
about 9.40. At 3 minutes jbefore 10 the
elarm had been given by Handcock.

TALK ABOUT IT.

The Maedonald Enquiry re The Alleged
Bribery and Corruption of Toronto
Aldermen—Ald. Hall’s Testimony Di-
rectly Impugned—He Said the Induce-
ment Must Be *In Cash”—Other Inter-
esting Evidence.

The examination of witnesses in the a ction
Macdonald v. the City’ of Toronto in refer-
ence to the allegations of bribery and cor-
ruption in connection with the granting of
L the franchise of the Toronto Street Railway
to the Kiely-Everett syndicate wae resumed
yesterday morning before Mr. Examiner
Bruce. The evidence was far more interest-
ing and suggestive than that hitherto taken.

:“;,ﬂ Subjoined are the pertinent points in the

day’s depositions:

Mr. A. J. Parker, President of the Acme
Silver Company aud a member of thé Miller
Bros”. syndicate that tendered for the street-
railway franchise, deposed; Ald. Hall is
solicitor for the Acme Silver Company. I
kad an important interview with him on
Saturday, July 11, We were discussing
several points in the case, in which he was
counsel, and after we concluded our business
I volunteered the question as to whether or
not he had any objection to discussing street
railway matters with me. ' Ald. Hall began
by sayiog that he did not like the Miller
Bros.” tender, and he gave me to understand
that he was in favor of the road being sold
on a cash business basis. Mr. Hall said he
was always ready todiscasscity business, and
would be willing tolisten to what I might'have
to say in behalf of the Miller Bros.’ tender.
Then I began narrating the advantages
of our tender. . As I procesded Ald. Hall

ated out that the manner in which the

Miller Bros.’ tender was framed was respon-
sible for a great deal of prejudice against our
offer, and he also told me that others were
prejudiced against that kind of tender. I
asked Ald. if he did not think it Wuible
for us to remove that prejudice, :
$50,000 Might Influence the Aldermnen,

Ald. Hall replied that -he'did not think so.
Then the alderman hummed ‘a momem and
leaned back in his chair as he said: “lf you
have $50,000 to spend in this matter it might
alter their opinions and remove  their preju-
dices. Remember, I do not say that it would,
but it might.” I then asked Ald. Hall as to
who would be likely to handle that $50,000.
1 said, “Would. you?” and to that uestion
Ald. Hall replied, “Well, I might, Iam not
| prepared to say whether I would or not just
nﬁw." I then made the remark that we,
(Miller Bros.) were out of the race. ‘*How-
ever,” I said, 1 will see what the other
members of pur syndicate will n{{ aboud
it, and I will call you up on onday
morning.” o

Q. You are positive you are swearing to
 what-is truef—A. Yes, ositive. My re-
collection of these facts is very clear, for
they made such a deep impression on me that
1 immediately went to Mr. Fullerton, who
is a member of our syudicate, and reported
what Mr. Hall had told me.

Q. What, did" that lead you to conclude ?
_A. It forced me to the conviction thab
there were forces opposed to us which we
were unable to cope with.

Q. What effect did your conversation with
Ala, Hail have upon your mind #—A. It was
means of my losing faith with our tender.
Helleved That Money Was Being Placed.

Witness went on to say that he came to
the conclusion that the Kiely-Everets syndi-
cate was putting up money. - -Mr. ‘Hall said
a great deal about money being placed, and
that he ghad heard remarks that led him
to believe that money wasgoing around.

Cross-examined by Mr. Mowat, witness
said that the conversation with Mr. Hall was
u serious one.

Q. Was there auy mention of the payment
of money by you to him or any one else 0
win the favor of the aldermen in behalf of
the Miller Bros.’ tender?—A. The first men-
tion of the payment of $50,000 came from
Ald. Hall,

Q. Was there any intimation as to the
money being forthcoming?—A. Not at any
time.

Q. What subsequent conversations have
you held with Ald, Hali#—A. I told him
after his examination was published that it
was a pity he bad misrepresented the facts.
I said it was a conversation which took
place  between solicitor and client &nd
should never have been mentioned at, all.
1 had nothing to fear from a disclo-
sure of the conversation excepting that in
the manner in which Ald. Hall detailed it
was not true. Ald, Hall told me that he
simply answered the questions which were
put to him, and he seemed to be surprised
when 1said that d stated that whick
bad not taken place.  In reply, he made the
remark: *‘It cannot be helped now, I wish ¢
had seen you before the examination. .

The Figures $40,000 Sounded Familiar,

Re-examined by Mr. Wallbridge:

Q. Did not Mr. Hall tell you that unless
your syndicate putup $40,000 they would
not be in it+—A. No, he didmnot say those
words, but my memory is not very clear on
that point. _The figures $40,000 sound
familiar and I think they occurred in the
course of our conversation.

Q. Then tell me'as nearly as you can re-
member what Mr. Hall said bearing on this
point?—A. When Mr. Hall mentioned that
the minds of the aldermen might be altered
by $50,000 I ventured the remark, ‘“Cannot
it be done for less?” and I am of the opinion
that Ald. Hall said no and added in &n em-
phatic tone of voice, ‘It must be cash.”

Q. Did he intimate anything that would
lead you'to believe that he wanted the cash
put up in his handst—A. -He did not say,
but I inferred that it woyld have to be
placed in some other person’s hands, as he
could not handle it. I knew we could never
put up the money; in fact I was staggered
at the enormity of the amount.

Mr. Brock of the Kerr-Brock syndi-
cate was the nexi witness, but his evidence,
which mainly concerned a visit paid him by
Ald. Hall, was animportant.

The Ald. Must Have Lost His Head,

Mr, Pearson, barrister, one of the Kerr-
Brock syndicate, contradicted the evidence
that Ald. Hall had at a former examination
given. He denied having gone to Ald.
Hall’s office regarding the syndicate'’s offer.
He further said e did not have any conver-
sation with Ald. Hall reé:rding the solicitor-
ship of the company. C ntinuing, he said:
Before the first tenders of all were opened -1

d. Hall about the Miller Bros.’
which I was then interested.
expected to be the solicitor
if they got the
contract, “and would have to increase
my office. \He said I should not men-
tion that 0o Afterwards I wondered if
Ald. Hall undecstood me to be making an
improper sui;:cs' p. I feit annoyed, and
never went k him again. bad not
the fainvest idea of ofering him aoy induce-
ment whatever. 1 never went to him in con-
nection with the. Kerr-Brock tender. When
Ald. Hall said I attempted to holél out any
inducement to hixa to support that tender he
was mistaken. is statement that I made
any such offer is untrue. While giving his
testimony to that effect the alderman must
have ** lost his head.”

Russia. At times these laws were, by tacit
consent or some well-ordered plan, made in-
operative, as when the Jews were encouraged
to strike out and engage in farming—only to
have their property confiscated and them-
salves scourged back into the narrow sottle-
ments as defined by Empress Catharine.
Again, an attempt would be made to scatter
them and assimilate them with the Russian
people, to end always in their being driven
away minus their property.. They could not
own land nor join guilds and were forced
into commerce. Suppose one of them was
seized and carried off toserve His Majesty asa
soldier, it frequently happedied that on the
expiration of his term he eould not rejoin
his family, for the law shut him out as “a
new settler.” A Jew can scarcely live in
villages anywhere as the law is now inter-
preted. In most provinces he cannot move
from one house to another in the same vil-
lage, nor to another village; he cannot re-
build his home when burned down, nor
oversee his property in another village. He
cannot bring his aged parents to live with
him, nor can he go to their support, and be
is denied the right to renew a cont on
miill or farm that has for years ibeen‘rented
by his father and grandfather.

In short these writers hold thatan attempt
is being made to drive out & million of the
best Jews from Russia and reducs the help-
"less remainder into a low caste to be insulted
and buffeted by all Russians, so that the
national idea may .more fully develop and
the common people may feel the subtle
charm of being oppressors as well as
oppressed.
