It is not only boys' corn clubs that
are showing farmers the way to larg-
©r crops and larger profits. Last
year a group of school boys in Cumb-
erland county, Tennesses, formed a
potato elub. ~ The best yield was 384
bushels to the acre ; the next best,
379 bushels ; the average of the club
258 bushels.  For the state, the av-
erage is only about 80 bushels.  All
Tennessee now perceives new pos-
sibilities in potato culture.

A correspondent of the London
Chronicle has dug up a statement
giving the heights of some of the
Highland prisoners taken after Cul-

loden. The tallest of the heights
given was five feet, six. and a half
inches. In 1883 the average height

of Beotch soldiers in the British ar-
my was nearly 5 feet, 9 inches.

They Invariably Tend to Point to
) the Pole Star.

SCIENCE AND SPINNING A TOP.

That the Earth Revelves on Its Axis
May Be Proved by a S8imple Experi-
ment With the Gyrostat-—Phenomena
of Rapidly Revolving Objects.

Spinning a top is not always child’s
play. although it has generally been re-
garded as a juvenile sport. Once in
England top whipping was practically
ordered by law. There was a huge
top formerly provided in every village
to be whipped in frosty weather that
the peasants might be kept warm by
the exercise and out of mischief while
they could not work. Shakespeare in
“Twelfth Night” says, “His brains
turn like a parish top.” Ben Jonson
in “Néew Inn" writes, “He spins like
a parish top,” and Beaumont and
Fletcher have “dances like a town top
and reels’and hobbles.” Evelyn, the
diarist, speaking of the uses of willow
wood, says that it was ordered that
“the great town tops should be made
thereof.”

Of late years, however, science has
taken a hand in spinning tops with
fruitful results. From spinning tops
we can learn many Interesting and
valuable things. For example, we can
prove that the earth revolves on its
axis and calculate at what speed.

The phenomena of spinning bodies
are extremely interesting. If you throw
your hat into the air, but without spin-
ning it, it will fall perhaps on one side,
perhaps on the other, but if you give it
a spinning motion before sending it

the same side down as it went up. The
same thing is true of coins and in fact
of all objects spun in this manner. A
knife, if merely thrown into the air,
may come down at any angle, but if
beld point down and sent spinning into
the alr it will on falling stick its point
Into the floor invariably.

Other bodles acquire rigidity when
spun rapidly. Thus a plece of chain
if placed on a wheel and made to re-
volve rapidly will form a perfect circle
and if thrown off the wheel suddenly
will roll across the table or the floor
Just like a solid hoop until its speed Is
diminished. when it will fall into a
buddled mass.

It is a strange fact that spinning
bodies always tend to point to the
north star—the pole star. Gently, but
firmly, they seem to tug at their moor-
ings in an effort to assume the angle
that will point them in that direction.
Once they have attained it they do not
vary.

If, now, you want to prove the rota-
tion of the earth by means of a spin-
ning top you can do so as follows:
Provide yourself with a gyrestat capa-
ble of being driven by electricity so
that it can run for twenty-four hours
or more without stopping. Set this go-
ing and point it to the north or pole
star. It will soon assume that direc-
tion. Now, as the axis of the top is
pointed in a certain direction (say the
north wall of the room) and stays
there, without ever moving, this will
be a guide to you to check off your ob-
servations. And as you watch you will
notice that in six hours' time the top
will point to the west and six hours
later to the south, six hours later to
the east, and at the eonclusion of the
twenty-four hours it will have complet-
ed the circle and will again be point-
ing due north, It will have completed
the circuit of the four walls of the
room,

What does this mean? It means that
the room has revolved round the top.
but as the room is fixed to the solid
earth it implies that the whole earth
has revolved round the top, which
alone remained stationary. Conse-
quently we have proved by this means
that the earth has turned once round
on its axis, and that it does so turn,
and that the heavens remain still and
stationary.

Many interesting astronomical dis-
coveries have been made by the aid
of spinning tops, and the facts obtain-
ed by their study have been applied to
the rotation of heavenly bodies, the
eurth included, and the “wabble” of its
uxis has been caleulated by this means,
Tn many ways. therefore, the spinning
top is a valuable scientific instrument.

floor. A. Ducks guickly go off thelr legs
on damp, hard or cold floors, Their plas-
ter droppings miake it almost impossi-
ble to keep an earth floor dry unless it
is continually scraped and something
spread over it to dry the moisture.
Their feet get cold quickly, and they
can't stand that If you bed your
quacks dry and deep their lameness
will cease.

Q. Why is the Cayuga duck, the only
true American duck, not more popular
in thie country? It certainly is fine
eating. 'A. Its feathers are black.
American cooks hate black pin feath-
ers, and a black duck is horrid to pick,

Q. I have noticed that fowls at shows
often get the feather eating habit and
thus pass it around when they return
home, Is this caused by lack of an
element in ration or what? A, Fowls
at shows are idle. They have nothing
to do but endure the public gaze. 8o
they just form themselves into mutual
admiration societies and proceed to re
move each others garments.

Q. Would you recommend sawdusi
for scratch material and for the drop-
ping boards? A, For neither. On the
floor it will get mixed with the feed,
and that means indigestion and death.

Q. I bave pure bred Brown Leghorn
chicks here whose parents show no
sign of white and didn"t when young,
and yet these young ones show some
white in tail, wing and breast. What
could cause it? A. Likely overcrowd
ing at night. They may molt them
out before adult age.

FEATHERS AND EGGSHELLS.

It is said the egg trust, in attempts
to block the Householders’ league in
its crusade against high prices, ship-
ped large quantities of eggs over into
Canada and. paid a duty on them of
13, cents per dozen. -There were toa
many eggs, however, for these exports
to affect the supply. and the women
come out ahead, anyhow.

The farmers' wives of this conntry
produce most of our Dbillion dollar
pouitry product, and the government
tells us the farm hen averages but six-
ty eggs per year. The thoroughbred
hens at the Storrs (Conn.) and Mis-
sourl egg contests averaged 153 and
134 per hen respectively. We do not
ngree that the farm hen lays but sixty
eggs per year, but it's a sure thing
that if more farmers bought their
wives pure bred birds the farm ponl-
try products and poultry profits would
boom immensely.

This year at the Allentown (Pa.) falr
prizes will be offered for the laying
and meat type of chicken. The win.
fders in the meat type will be killed and
dressed after the ribbons are up, so
the farmers and fanciers may see what
the judge considers a No. i type of
market chicken is.

There is a movement on foot to se-
cure state aid for poultry shows, We
believe the state should first make ade-
quate appropriations for poultry re-
search on its experiment station, for
poultry lectures at farmers' institutes
and town associations. Then let the
state establish a state show, county or
distriet shows for the exhibition of
utility poultry and eggs and place the
appropriation and management in re-
sponsible hands.

Some farmers will spend $100 to jall
the man who stole a bushel of corn,
but they won't spend a red cent for
traps, poisons or repairs to stop the
rats and mice that devour and destroy
bushels and bushels of grain in the
fields, and barn, and granary. and corn-
crib, and cellar on their farms every
year.

A case holding thirty dozen eggs is
most too large to be filled promptly
from ‘the average farm flock, thus
there is often a wait before the case
is filled and part of the eggs deterior-
ate. A six or twelve dozen case is bet-

.ter and means better eggs and better

pleased and better paying trade.

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FIGHTING A FIRE IN IRKUTSK.

-

A Comedy of Flaming Torches and
Empty Water Wagons. -

They fight fires in a peculiar way in
Siberia. First you find the fire. ‘The
city is plotted into districts, each with
its ‘engine house and watchtower. On
the watchtower by day and night
stands a guard who scans the house-
tops for a sign of smoke. When the
fire has got enough headway for him
to see the smoke he gives the alarm
and the engines dash out. The specta-
tor is amused, not so much at the dash
as at the engines. They are primitive,
and the use of them is more 8o0.

We went to a fire one Sunday after-
noon in Irkutsk., continues Mr. Rich-
ardson L. Wright in his book “Through
Siberia.” It was ciose to our hotel, 80
that we had an excellent view. First
came a troilka team that dragged a
hook and ladder carriage. On the car-
riage clung the firemen, howling Cos-
sacks with brass helmets jammed
down over their ears, who carried in
one hand—how the symbolism would
have stirred the heart of Maeterlinck!
~flaming torches. Behind the hook
and ladder was the hosecart, and then
came a hand engine of the type our
grandfathers used to drag to fires.
After that, for two blocks, trailed a
queue of water filled hogsheads on
wheels. The cavalcade passed us in a
cloud of dust, accompanied by the yells
of the torch bearing firemen. When
the supply of water ran out the carts
dashed down to the river and were re-
plenished.

This crude-high pressure service gave
rise once to a rather humorous inci-
dent that the Irkutskians tell with
great glee. During a fire several years
ago a string of water wagons went
down to the river, were filled and came
rumbling back. When they reached
the fire the water was gone. The en-
thusiastic captain of hogsheads had
neglected to put back the plugs in the
barrels agd had spilled his supply for
several blocks along the main street.

TWO GREAT STARS.

Sirius Is the Brightest of All, and Ca-
nopus Comes Next.

The results of that instrument of
precision, the meridian photometer, are
that Ririus is seven-tenths of a magni-
tude brighter than Canopus, which
easily teaches that Sirius is brighter
than any other star.

Canopus, next in brilliancy, is visible
from all that portion ef the world
south of north latitude 387 degrees,
since its declination is south 53 degrees
and 53 is the complement of 37.

It therefore mnever rises above the
south horizon of any point 37 degrees
north. The latitude of this observa-
tory is 34 degrees 17 minutes; hence
Canopus rises very nearly 3 degrees
above the watery wastes in the Pacific
sea. Its low altitude makes it much
fainter than higher Sirius, as the light
must traverse layers of dust and wa-
ter vapor near the earth’s surface.
Still it is magnificent, especially when
standing over a calm ‘ocean surface.

Canopus has no parallax that the
highest power telemicrometers that
can be made are able to measure. This
is one of the most overwhelming facts
within the entire range of human ex-
perience. This means that if one goes
to Canopus with the most powerful
telescope ever made, turns and, looks
back this way, the base line, the entire
diameter of the orbit of the earth—
185,764,000 miles—dwindles to a minute
point too small to be measured by any
microscope. Some idea may be had
of the immensity of the universe by
thinking of this fact during each spare
minute. Better to so think than to
waste the precious moments.—Edgar
Lucien Larkin in New York American.

Uzclo Sam's Antecedents,

A reader asks how the name Uncle
Sam came to be adopted for the im-
aginary genius who directs the des-
tinies of this nation. The answer is
very simple. *“Uncle Sam” is merely
a popular expansion of the letters “U.
Albert Matthews once wrote a
forty-five page monograph to prove
this, and he showed that the expression
went back to the year 1813. James
Fenimore Cooper in *‘The Prairie” in
1827 spoke of “the well known initials
that have * * * gained for the gov-
ernment of the United States the good
humored and quaint appellation of Un-
cle Sam.”—New York Post.

NAMED IT RAVENNA.

Just When the Ohio Town Was Going
to Be Called Tappan.

The husband immediately thought of
his brother in the Ohlo wilds and at
once dispatched a letter in which he
pictured the beauties of the Itallan
city and expressed the wish that the
town then arising in the wilderness be
named in its honor.

Many months later Benjamin Tap-
pan, despairing of finding a suitable
name for the town, was about to yield
to the wishes of his neighbors and be-
stow the name of Tappan upon it
when the letter arrived. So, instead
of Tappan, the town was named Ra-
venna, which name it still proudly
bears.—Ladies’ Home Journal,

first. The reeve reviewed the work or
the year and thought the statement pres-
ented a very satisfactory -one. A new
roof had been put on the wire works,
«<hemical engine purchased, donations
given to entertain Col. Sam Hughes, and
also to the band, He stated what the
government would probably do regarding
water works for the postoffice and arm-
ory, and advocated the municipality work-
ing with the government and extending
the system through the main street for
fire protection, thus greatly reducing the
cost of ifisurance. He thought a storage

®

tank to contain 60,000 gallons
would give a supply .of 250
allons a minute for four hours

in case of fire For $4000 a system that
would fully protect the town could be
installed. The cost would go on the
property protected, He spoke of hydro-
electric, paving maifi street and other
questions of vital importance to the rate-
payers, and if they picked the best man
on election day he would be satisfied.

J. McKercher thought that with the
amount at the disposal of the ,council
they could not make many improve-
ments. On account of the stringency
they considered it advisable not to make
any extensive improvements. The
roofing of the wire works was an umex-
pected expenditure amounting to $235.
The $125 spent on entertaining Col.
Hughes was well spent as the munici-
pality would be benefitted to a far
greater extent as the Minister had prom-
ised a very liberal grant for water and
other improvements. He considered
that the council had got good value for
every dollar spent. He would let his
name go before the electors.

J. E. Fowler was not present.

He
had spent $89 in his division for gravel,

BUCKWHEAT A8 HEN FOOD.

We have often heard buckwheut
bragged up as a great egg maker aud
have known fanciers to make it their
staple grain for winter and sumuer
feeding under this erroneous impres-
sion. But analysis proves otherwise,
for it shows that buckwheat coutains
only 7.7 per cent protein and 53.3 per
cent carbohydrates, or fattener, not
egg maker.

People seldom eat buckwheat cakes
in summer. They are too heating. and
if eaten by men or hen winter is the
season when they hit the spot. Buck-
wheat, like corn, is good for finishing
poultry for market, but if fed in quan-
tity to layers it makes them overfat
and makes the pale yolk.

In England, France and Belgium it
is much used in finishing fowls. It is
hulled and ground and with barley.
oats and milk Is fed in troughs or used
in the cramming machine.

This gives the white fleshed, white
fatted poultry; so popular in European
markets, but Americans demand the
yellow butter ball birds, and these are
only -made of the yellow legged birds.
like Rocks, Reds and Dottes, finished
to a delectable golden tinge with corn-
meal.

The large percentage of dry matter
buckwheat contains is mostly made up
of the tough brown shell that covers
it, and to feed in guantity this shell is
a tax on the digestive system.

It is all right to feed a little for va-
riety, but fowls are frequently slow
learning to eat it, as if instinct tells
them there isn’t enough in the big hull
for the trouble to grind it.

FEATHERS AND EGGSHELLS.

Falls Creek, Pa., has a pig that has
been trained to gather the eggs and
carry them into the house and ’Ia)
them at the feet of his mistress one by
one. This is sure some pig tale and
almost equals the feats of the Chi-
hog-o cold storage hogs.

Colonel Roosevelt recently ordered a
pen of Silver Laced Wyandottes from
a fancier of Waterloo, N. Y. He will
breed this beautiful variety at Saga-
more Hill. We welcome him to the
clan of chicken cranks and hope he
doesn’t meet a Waterloo in breeding
this variety, so difficult to breed true
to feather markings.

When Mrs. Everett of North Attle-
boro, Mass., went out to her hen yard
she found a thief had stolen thirty fine
Suff Orpington hens. The thief was
captured and got a term in the peni-
tentiary for the trick. There was sat-
isfaction in seeing the criminal go to
jail, but that didn’t bring the birds
back.

Some of our state poultry experts de
serve the criticism they get. They
spend most of ‘their time in the ex-
periment station laboratories searching
for microbes and striving to solve mys-
teries which have little to do with pro-
moting poultry and do not get out into
their states to learn actual conditions
and, what Is nccessary, to increase
poultry products and profits

Occasionally a hen will get to mon-
keying with a bee and get stung. Her
head will puff up, and if her owner
doesn’'t rememper that a hen, unlike
some humans, can't get swelled head
in ten minutes he will think she has
a well developed case of roup. The
swelling will balf blind the hen for a
day, but next morning she will be
ready to tackle another eye bunger.

The Wabash railroad recently issued
a circular on the poultry industry of
Missouri stating that the last census
showed receipts amounting to $50.818,-
145, a crop return larger than wheat,
oats, hay, hogs, sheep. exceeding ev-
ery other farm crop but corn. The
railronds are gradually falling into line
for the promotion of the different
branches of agriculture, a proceeding
which would certainly make our great
grandfathers sit up and take notice.

Some folks are astonished at the
quick death of little quacks. One min-
ute they will be well and lively; next
minute they lie on the grass dead as
a doornail, What did it? They mon-
keyed with a honeybee, swallowed it,
it_stung. them in the throaf, throat

¢

closed by swelling, and they choked to
death.

The food resenrch laboratory of the
bureau of chemistry 18 to be remeved
from Nashville, Tenn., to Sedalia, Mo,
It 18 under Dr. Mary E. Pennington
and Professor H. C. Plerce, and its
work consists of studying the market-
ing of eges and poultry from producer
to consumer. It is estimated that $3.-
000,000 per year is lost by the farmers
of Missouri on bad eggs, and it is ex-
pected that these experts hy their lp
vestigntions will goon put the egg pro-
ducers wise.
