The Corn Ear Worm, (and not the
Corn Borer) has made its appear-
ance in Lambton County; so announ-
ces W. P. Macdonald, Agricultural
Representative. A
Every year there is an outbreak of
some injurious insect which had not
been noticed for a long time. This
year the Corn Ear Worm has been
found in considerable numbers in
corn fields in the vicinity of Sarnia
and Petrolia. As indicated by the
name, the caterpillar - attacks the

the soft kernels, devouring a con-
siderable number of them and rend-
ering the ear unmarketable. The
presence of the worm is seldom not-
iced until it has done much damage
and when it is too late to apply any
measure of control. In any case, it
is a difficult insect to deal with work-
ing as it does inside the husk it is
not accessible to any poisonous spray
and cannot, therefore, be destroyer
by any of the ordinary methods for
biting insects. The caterpillar, when
fully grown, is about an inch and a
half in length and is very variable in
color and markings; some greenish
yellow with dark stripes and others
are brown or almost black with the
stripes obscured. The chrysalis stage
is spent in the ground a few inche:
below the surface and there it re-
mains during the winter and the
moth emerges in early summer. The
adult, like the caterpillar, is very
variable in its appearance, usually
it is a dyll yellow with dark brown
or blackish bands and crosslines. The
only practicable remedy for the in-
sect is to plow the infested field as
late as possible in the autumn in or-
der to expose the chrysalis to frost
and snow and thus cause their de-
struction. It is well also to cut off
and feed to pigs any ears that are
found ' to be infested. This insect
by no means confines itself to corn;
in the Southern States it is called
the Cotton Boll Worm and is one of
the most serious pests of this im-
portantplant. With us it is occas-
iomally found boring into the fruit
of the tomato plant and it also a*-
tacks the buds of tobacco.
