Making Postage Stamps,

Some things are so common that few
apprehend the ingenuity aod labor requir-
ed to make them.

Postage stamps for instances, are in
every-body’s mouth, except the wise oner,
who'use a wet sponge, but scarcely any
one knows how they are manufactured,

In printing them &teel plates are used
on which two hundred stamps are engravs
ed.

Two men are kept hard at work cover-
ing them with the colored inks, and pass-
ing them to & man and girl, who are equal-
ly Lusy at printing them with large roll-
ing hand-presses.

After the small sheets of paper upon
which the two hundred stamps are engrav-
ed Lave dried ¢enough they are sent into
anotheér room and ghmmed.

The gum used is a peculiar composition,
made of the powder of dried vegetables
mixed with, water, which, is bletter than
any other material, for instance gum ara-
bic, which cracks the paper badly.

The paper is also of a-perfect texture
somewhat similar to that uscd for bank-
notes.

After having - been again dried; this
time on little racks, which ave fanned by
steam power, for abott an hour, they are
put bLetween sheets of pasteboard and
pressed by hydraulic presses, capable of
applying n weight of twothoussnd potinds:

Tue'néxt thing is'to ‘cut .the sheets in
half : each sheét’ of course, when cut;
contains a hundred stamps.

This is done by a girl, with & large
pairof shears,.entting: by hand being pre-
ferred to that of machinery; which method
wonld déstroy to miany stamps.

Next fiey are pressed oncé” more,. and
then packkd and lTabeled and stowed away
in another room, preparatory to being put
in mail-bags for dispatching to fill orders,
If a'sifigle stamp is torn or in Any way
mutilated, the whole #heet of one hundred
is burned,

About five hundred thnusnnd are burned
every week from this cause.

The Synod of the Diocese of Nova
Scotia beld its annual session at Halifax
last week. A large number of clerical
and lay delegates were present. Rev.
L. M, Wilkens, A.B., of this town, and
A. . Johnston, Esq., of Halifux, repre
sented this parish,

Rev. Dr. Partridge was elected secre-
tary in place of Rev, J. D. H. Browne,
who has left Halifax through illness.

His Lordship the Bishop, in his open
ing address, said that since the last
meeting he had ordained 14 déucons,
11 priests, and received 3 priests from
other parishes and _contirmed 2459

eople—874 males and 1285 females,
Referred ‘hopefully to King's Collége
and Acadeniy; said that $25,000 -bud
heen ‘subscribed for the Endowment
Fund, of which $3,000 had already been
received, He referred to some changes
now under consideratien in the Divini
ty students edueational course in the
College ; sad that there should be
more definite preparation thanat pre-
sent. Mission work was:dealt upon at
some length, and earnestly urged upon
the attention of the delegates. His
Lordships' charge to the clergy ‘was a
most able one, and was-listened to with
the closest nttention, A verbatim re-
por t is to be printed for-eirculation.

‘The report of the Temperange Com-
mittee stated that a growing iuterest
was observable i all parts of the diocese
in temperance matters. The commit-
tee recommended the formation of pa-
rochial branches of the Church of Engs
land Temperance Society ; that a tem-
perance sermon be preached in each
church at least once a year; and that
the Canada Tewperance Act be
adopted whenever it can be enforced.
Report of Tressurer’s Committee
showed a balance on hand of $92.16.

Rev. Dr. Bowman and Mr. Vigard
were elected delegates to the Provin-
cial Synod in place of Rev. J. D. H.
Browne, removed, and lion. A. MeN
Cochran, deceased.

Quite an 3 animated discussion_took
place on a motion made by Rev. V. E.
Harris, that once & year in every church
in the Diocese an address be given to
place before the people the claims and
position of Kings College, and to soli-
oit a subacription for the mnintenance
of a Professor of Divinity. The motion
was finally withdrawn.

A motion was passed to enavle any
parish to invite the Synod to hold its
regular session in their parish, il suit-
able acoo.nmodation could be furnished.
The Synod reserves the right to accep!l
or not the invitation, Windsor and
Charlottetown delegates each promised
acoommodution in their respective
towns.

The State of Trade.

The week under reyiew has been a very
distusbed ove, with regard to financisl af-
faire, owing to the troubles of the Federal
Bank -The suspénsion of the bank was
for some days fearcd, but the immetiate
difficultics bave been got over with the as-
tistance of the other bauks, and a period of
comparative quiet and secutity has follow-
ed. That the utmost caution iy for some
time necussary, however, in every depart-
ment of trade'is certhin. 'The depreéssion
is not over, and though there is less dan-
ger of a crash, stil) thero are dangerous pe-
riods to pass. A report issued by Dun, Wi-
man &'Cu's agency, shows that the failures
in Canada for the six mooths ending June,
1884 numbered 793, with sggregate liabi-
litics of $11,243 500, against 687 failurcs,
with liabilities of $8,249°060, during the
same period of last year, an increase of 106
in the number, and. of about $3,000,000 in
liabilitive, T'he same report for, the Uni-
ted States shows the increase there to be

There, now hold them so. Steady!
By this time you can ganerally ask,
¢ Now, why don’t you hiccough?’ The
involuntary tendenocy to breathe slow-
}y and steadily whenthe attention is fix-
ed on performing a delicate manipu-
lation, is here, what counteracts the
é”vnhire action of the diaphram.

@Growine CLover For Hay, — Clover
makes more valuable hay than any oth
er grass, and is more profitable for the
farmer to grow, for different reasons.
It apparently does not impoverish, the
soil at all, will yield more than any
other grass, and makes the best of food
for stock. Clover answers a purpose
for the farmer that could mot well be
furnished by anything else, and the
greatest trouble is that farmers do not
raise enough of it. The value of clover
is to supply nitrogen in a rotation of
orops, bring up inorganie substances
from the subeoil where they are values
Jess, and secure them in the surface
soil, to meet the requirements of other
plants, and always improve the me-
chanical condition of the soil.

Besides these great benefits of grow-
ing clover, which have made it almost
invaluable in grain growing distriots,
and almost the only agent by whose as-
sistance the soil could be kept dark
with vegetable matter, it is the most
profitable grass to grow for hay. Clover
thrives well, makes an enormous growth-
a8 any one knows, and wiil yield a won
derful quantity of vegetation. This has
led some to believe that because the
quantity was so great, that the quality
would be poor, and that clover was not
good hay., The stalks are large and
coarse, it is true, and when stout clover
has heen left until quite ripe before be-
ing cut, it does not make good hay. The
stalks are large, but they are tender,
and when it is cut in proper season, it
mnakes the best of hay.

The time to out clover is when it isin
blossom, for not only then is its quality
best, but the nutritive elements which
make it valuable for food are at their
maximum quantity. Cows, when fed
on clover bay, will grow fat, if its quali-
ty is good. All that stands in the way
18 that the quality 1s apt to be poor. It
is much liable to be damsaged in the
process of curing, as it requires a long
time to cure, and this detracts from its
value very much, but with such im-
provements as hay caps and good judg-
ment this can be remidied. The trou-
ble which many have found in feeding
clover to horses has come from its being
cut Iate and badly cured. Good clover
hay will not hurt horses any more than
any other kind of hay if judiciously fed.
but where it is so dusty, as late out,
hadly cured clover hay will be, of course
it will hurt horses and should not “be
fed to them.

Ussaop Horses.—Mr, Sam Chapin of
Lowell, writes. as followe to Cotion,
Wouol and Iron ou the subject of shoeing
horses : —

I h v*a horee [ have owned over sev.
on years that [ think a great deal of,
and which | have kept for my own
driving. I came to the conclusion four
years ago that shoeing was against na.
ture. | talked the same to horsemen
here in Lowell, and they say it might
do in soma cases, but for a man who
drove as [ did over the pavements, it
would ruin a horse's feet in one month’s
time, "I did not believe it, although |
did not get my courage up to pull off
my horse’s shoes until April 1882. Since
that time those shoes have hung up in
the stable, and I would not put them on
her feet again for any consideration.
She had good feet when [ took them
off, and she has better feet to-day, and
you know, Mr, Editor, and all my sc
quaintances in Lowell, that | am not a
+low driver, no matter whether 1 am on
pavements or a soft road. | would not
advise parties to take their horses’
shoes off at this time of the year, but
take them -off in the spring, when the
frost is coming out of the ground, and
by the time the ground gets hard the
frog.of the foot gets grown down so_ as
to become a cushion for the hard ground
and pavements to protect the nerves of
the feet from injury. I now drive my
horse up hill and down,over pavements
crossings, elo. | never expeot to see s
harder winter for ice than we bad bere
in Lowell last year, when some of my
neighbors sharpened their horses’ shoes
twice a week, and I drove all winter
(and what is called pretty sharp, too)
without a shoe, and no slipping, either.

— I have hauled thousands of trees
and know that they draw easier by the
top than by the butt. This statement
may not look right in theory, but such
is the fact. To prove it, let any one
hitoh to the butt of a large tree, that
the team can draw with difficulty, and
after going a short distance change to
the top end and notice how much easi-
er the team will walk away with it. It
is sometimes difficult to get at the top,
in which case we hitch to the butt and
draw it into a more favorable position
and then change to the other end. I
have done this thousands of times, and
have often seen others do the same
thing. When put on a hob.sled, the
stick /id slwayes loaded butt.end fore-
most. If we were to draw a tree with
the limbs on, or one improperly trim.
med we would be obliped to hitch to
the butt. The same is true if the tree
is 80 small at the top that the chain will
not stay on that end. In most cases it
18 probably a faot that “ a horse pulls
better when close to his work,’”’ but
hauling timber is an exception, and ex-
perienced lumbermen,in nineteen onses
out of twenty, hitch to the small end of
a log, tree, or stick of timber, when it
is drawn upon the ground.— Nelson Rit:

Recelpts.

Paste vor Sorar Booxs.—Some one
asked how to make paste that would
keep, so plesse #ry this and tell me
how you like it: Take one quart boil-
ing water, and dissolve therein one
tablespoonfal of powdered alum, stir-
ring it until there are no lumps in it.
Then take a halt pint of best wheal
flour in enough oold water to stir it
until it is perfectly smooth batter.
The alum water should be put in, and
tbe mixture be boiled about five
minutes. When it is cooked it will
have a clear, transparent look. As
soon as it is taken from the stove a
halt teaspoonful of oil of cloves, and
the ssme amount of the oil of sassafras
should be put into the paste, When
cool put it up in some tight vessel for
future use, [t will keep a great while
with proper care.

Rice Frour Ceuext.—An excellent
cement can be made from that simple
substance, rice flour, which is much used
in China and Japan. Mix the rice flour
with cold water and let it gently sim-
mer over a fire, and it will form a nice
and lasting cement, which will answer
all purposes of common paste, and is
also excellent in uniting paper, cards,
ete., in the many useful and ornamental
styles which ladies like to adopt in
such employments. When made of
the consistence of plaster-clay, models,
busts, etc., may be formed of it, and
these articles, when dry, can be made
to retain a high and beautiful polish,
and are very durable.

RewaruMep Disurs,~I used to think
that .cold potatoes were fit only
to go in the waste pail, but lately I
have found a way to use them and find
it very nice. Perhaps some readers of
the Housekeeper would like to try it;
i. e., save your baked potatoes until
wanted, peal and slice thin, put them
in a clean saucepan, season to taste;
add a generous lump of butter, nearly
cover with milk,cover and set it on
the top of the stove, and let it stew
gently ten or fifteen minutes, serve at
once. Baked potatoes retain all the
starch, and you will find as the milk
cools it will be thick like cream; try
it once and you will be sure to repeat
it. Also a good way to do up pieces of
cold fried pork, which is not very nice
warmed over and too good to throw
away ; Beat one egg, add two table-
spoons of sweet milk, sait and enough
flour to make a thick batter, heat lard
quite hot in a frying pan,and remove
rind from pork, dip in the batter and
brown quickly; of course dip each
piece separately. Cold fried ham is
very nice served in this way.

Poraro Sour.—Peel and slice pota-
toes, boil them to a mash, rub sll
through a coarse sieve, and stir them
into boiling water to the approved
thickness. Add a piece of butter, salt,
and chopped parsley, chervil or any
other herb, When taken off the fire
stir in the yolks of a few eggs that have
been beaten with a little cream or
milk, and serve with sippets or dice of
toasted bread, either in the tureen or
dry.

Pickles should never he kept in
potter’s ware, as arsenic and other pois-
onous substances are used in the glaz
ing ; and this is sometimes decompos~
ed by the vinegar. Whole families
have been powoned in this way; and
when fatal effects do not follow, a de-
leterious influence may be operating
upon the health from this cause, when
it is not suspected. Pickles should be
made with cidar vinegar.

CrEAM Tirrar Biscrrr.—Four cupfnls
of flour before it is sifted, sift through
it three teaspoonfuls of cream tartar,
and one s little rounded up of soda, stir
it up with two cupfuls of sweet milk
and pour over two or three spoonfuls
of melted butter or lard, and a little
salt, mould quickly just as soft as you
can bandle it, cat half an inch thick
and bake in a quick oven, L. 8, P.

Cooxies.—1 egg, 1 cup of sugar, § cup
of melted butter, fill the cup with sour
cream, } teaspoon sods, spice to suit
the taste, flour to roll.

GixeBR 8xaps.— 1 cup g’ohuu, j cup
pork fat, fill the cup with sour cream, |
teaspoon each of ginger and soda, flour
to rool, § cup of sugar added is an im-
tpfovenent.

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Household Hints,

A very good polish for furnitare is
equal parts of sweet-oil turpentine, and
vinegar mixed together,and applied
with a sponge or woollen cloth.

After the moths have been attended
to, the wood part of the furniture may
be polished with the mixture given
above. It is particularly good for
polishing mahogany furniture. To
take stains out of mabogany tables use.
spirits of salts and salt of lemons, six
parts of the former to one of the latter;
mix, and then put a few drops on the
staing, then rub until the stain 'is re-
moved. ;

If the ceilings are not frescoed, and
ara to be white-washed, it should be
done while the ecarpets are up and
the curtains down. Smoke stains can
be cleaned off of ceilings, by washing
them with water in which common 8-
da has been dissolved. If the oeiling
is cracked, or small pieces of plaster
have fallen out, it can be madesmooth
sgain by filling up the places with
plaster of Paris mixed with water.

Although the  cellar comes last, it
should receive the mnst careful atten-
tion. Allthe vegetables remaining in
the vegetable cellar should be sorted
over, the refuse carted off, and then put
in basket. Apple and vegetable bins
ought always to be made movable, and
and should now be taken out, scrubbed
with soap and wafer, and left out in
the sun for several days. Hanging
shelves and cupboards shoald first be
serubbed with soap, and then be washed
oft with lime-water, and the ceiling and
walls whitewashed with a wih made
of lime and water to insurea thorough
