The word "degradation” is used ad­
visedly. Two other terms are fre­
quently employed in a similar sense, 
namely, "desecration” and "profana­
tion,” but these apply to individual or 
specific acts of the enemies of the in­
stitution. By Sabbath degradation is 
meant the process by which the insti­
tution has been shorn of its glory, 
and while still called by the holy name 
of Christ, has become so distorted in 
meanibg and purpose that this memor­
ial has become, to a great extent, a 
means of forgetting Him.

The Sabbath is one of 
the most important pltlars in the tem­
ple of Christian truth, and very ser­
ious results follow its degradation. 
What are dame of these?

1. God Is dishonored. The measure 
ofttie people’s respect for the king’s 
laws is the measure of his honor in 
the country. The exaltation of God as 
the Supreme Lawgiver is the essence 
of religion. To obey is better than 
sacrifice, because to disobey is to dis­
honor. God has set apart one day in 
seven to bp 
the service of Himself and of His crea­
tures. A corollary of the command, 
"Remember the Sabbath day to keep 
it holy” is "Re still and know that I 
am God; I will be exalted among the 
heathen, jl 
earth,” If 
means of bringing the Christian con­
ception of the Deity into disrepute, he 
could find none more effective than the 
degradation of the Sabbath. The 
Devil understands this, and acts ac­
cordingly, This, apparently, a great 
many people do not understand, and 
so are found following the Devil’s 
lead, in dishonoring God by violating 
the Sabbath law.

Nothing in the history of the church 
is more humiliating or disheartening 
than the record of Sabbath degrada­
tion. There was a struggle. between 
the early Christians, who observed the 
resurrection Sabbath, and the mem­
bers of Jewish communities, who kept 
the system of Old Testament Sabbaths 
which Jesus had abolished. In this 
conflict the despised sect was success­
ful, not only against Jewish opposition, 
but also in so overcoming the pagan 
customs of Rome that the Emperor 
Constantine legalized the' Christian 
Sabbath, putting it on an equality with 
the Roman restday, which was observ­
ed once In eight days, and at a later 
date, when the observance of two rest- 
days^—onè every seventh and one every 
eighth day—became too burdensome, 
the Christian Sabbath was made the 
sole legal rest-day of the Empire. But 
albs for this union of Church and 
State For, instead of Christianity 
chrlstiarilzing paganism, paganism 
paganized Christianity, so that the 
Sabbath became degraded along with 
other ordinances and the Dark Ages 
ensiled. John Wycliffe’s translation of 
thd Bible was the beginning of 
formation in England which issued in 
Puritanism, whose Sabbath has been 
the butt of so much ridicule. The Puri­
tans doubtless committed errors of 
Judgment in this and other respecte, 
but they made a serious, and judged 
’>Y the character of the men their sys- 
em produced, a successful attempt to 
cverence the ordinances of God. '
Bqt we are more particularly con­

ceited with the conditions of the in­
stitution in our own country in this 
second decade ofc-thc century.
Here the truth, to sehsitlve%uls,'Is 
xppaMtng. Until, say a quarter of a 
century ago, owing to the superibr 
piety of the fathers, and to their influ­
ence upon the present generation, a 
good degree of respect for the Sab­
bath was maintained, but since that 
time the defences of the institution 
have been broken down, one by one, 
until we have about every form of 
desecration of which the most deprav­
ed so-called Christian countries have 
ever been guilty. A bull fight in Ma­
drid on Sunday in the year 1800 was 
no worse in principle than the Sunday 
sporting of 1917. It is common know­
ledge that shooting and fishing on the 
Sabbath are practised quite exten­
sively. At sea-side resorts games are 
played, boats are hired and war.es. arp 
bought and sold. To minister (o this 
unholy traffic livery- stables. {ire run 
till blast, and 'automobilest bicycles 
and private teams, hi ever increasing 
number, join the degrading procession. 
An advertisement appeared recently 
In *a popular magazine, which aptly 
illustrates the spirit of the present 
•teneration. On- one page a family is 
-epresented as spending Sunday ai 
home in the most dejected attitudes, 
md on the opposite page the members 
of the same family are pictured as off 
n high glee for an automobile ride, 
vhlle underneath are written respect­
ively, “The Sunday before.” and "The 
Sunday after.” ^ In an endeavor to es4- 
timate the significance of such 
impie of twentieth century business 
uethods, one hardly knows which is 
Host shocking, the sacrilege of the 
dvBrtising firm, the greed of the pub-

Take the case of the fad of visiting 
pleasure resorts on the Lord’s Day.

the Saubath.’ ” What is neded is ten 
thousand Nehemiahs who wil under­
take to restore and maintain a decent 
cent respect for this institution which 
Gladstone declared to be one of the 
chief pilars of the country’s strength, 
and to w'arn the pleasure seekers and 
money grabbers that their thoughtless 
and wanton desecration of the Sabbath 
afe so' many nails in the country a 
coffin. It is interesting and encour­
aging to note that some in the old 
ountry are awaking to the gravity of 
he situation. From an article in a re- 
ent issue of World Wide, in which 
he writer commends the sentiment of 
Joyd George to the effect that the 
liquor traffic is a w'orse enemy than 
Austria or Germany, we quote the fol­
lowing as wise and relevant : “But it 
-s not one man’s oratory that is going 
to mend things, nor the approving echo 
n the hearts of thousands as they 

hear or read. It will be done if at all 
by the individual efforts of us mil­
lions at home, working out our own 
salvation w'ith as much fear and trem­
bling and agonizing, and tears, as it 
;osts the millions in the fighting line 
to do their part in the same great en­
terprise. The question is whether 
we shall have the courage and the 
i'aith to be consistent and to make the 
.’olte-face in a thousand details of life 
vhich such consistency will demand, 
if we have we shall not only win, but 
what is more, we shall deserve our 
success, and be able to bear it. If we 
have not, then perhaps a defeat that 
will break our hearts may be less fatal 
than a victory that would harden them 
further.”

In view of the evil effects of this de­
gradation, permit me to appeal to cer­
tain classes of influential citizens to 
rssist in arresting the decay of this 
institution and in restoring it to its 
exalted place in the life of our country.

Appeal to Sunday Visitors.
In the days of our fathers there was 

Mttle or no Sunday visiting in Chris- 
ian communities; but now It has be 

:ome a common custom. We have the 
“week end” visitor, the "town cousin" 
visitor, the "pleasure resort” visitor, 
md the "churph” visitor—all of whom, 
ha varying degree, serve the cause of 
Sabbath degradation. If you bëloitg 
to either of these classes, let me re­
mind you that your custom is injurious 
to yourself and to your victims. Your 
hosts are too courteous to tell you 
what a nuisance you really are. Your 
friends are not lacking in hospitality. 
If you will make your visit at a proper 
time, they will give you a royal wcl - 
come; but they resent the dissipation 
of thought and energy which the Sun­
day visit entails. Your own homes and 
churches need your presence, and, on 
the whole they furnish, or could be 
made to furnish, as restful and ar 
helpful conditions as can be found 
anywhere. However, if you must go 
on your travels, see that you do not 
make the trip to or fro on the Lord’s 
Day, and that you support the worship 
of God in the community visited.

Appeal to Automobile Owners.
It is because automobiling, for 

various reasons , lends itself so 
readily to Sabbath degradation 
that appeal , is made to all 
owners to refuse to use their cars or 
allow them to be used for so base a 
purpose. There are lawful purposes 
to be served. JesuS is saying, "Bring 
them hither to me." Distant and In­
valid worshippers and Sunday school 
pupils, may be taken to the house of 
God. Comforts may be carried to the 
sick, the lonely, and the poor. But 
remember that in a very real sense, 
your machine. is a product of Bible 
truth. There are no car factories in 
Tirabuctoo. For from $600 to $1,200 
you may become steward of an invest­
ment which makes you a veritable 
king among men. What a shame that 
Christianity should have produced an 
instrument to be used to defeat the 
purpose of its Founder. It is as If the 
memento of a loving mother should be 
tfse* to mock her memory and malm
