How Reciprocity Appeals to Our American Cousins.---Con-
gressman Foss Elected by an Overwhelming Ma-

jority on the Reciprocity Platform,---Would
Take Down the Tariff Wall Whether

Now that the air seems to be im-
pregnated with “Reciprocity” ozone and
rumors are flying around as to future
meetings of the great Canadian and
American politicil leaders to discuss the
question, it will be interesting to
Canadians to know just what the
American idea of the reciprocity policy
embodies and where this policy had its
origin on the other side of the border,

» says the Boston correspondent of an
exchange.

New England was undoubtedly the
storm centre of “Reciprocity,” angd
Eugene N.-Foss, Democratic Congre
man for the "14th District of Mass
achusetts, is its apostle. It was on the
wave of “Reciprocity” that Mr. Foss
sailed into the port ‘of victory last
spring. He is one of those dogged indi-
viduals who never know when they are
beaten, and ultimately come out on top.
Born in West Berkshire, Massachusett
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Aldrich tariff was drawn in the interests
of New England, and chuckled over the
thought that they had given New
England more than she was entitled to,
the people of the 14th District, a typi-
cally New England district, repudiated
flatly the Aldrich Act and pronounced
it unfair, injust and inequitable.

TREAT CANADA DECENTLY.

“What about reciprocity with Can
ada?” I asked Mr. Foss.

“Reciprocity,” he repeated, warming
to the subject, “Well, this election in
the 14th District means that the people
are tired of the Aldrich Bill.

“Remember,” he said, “Canada is our
third best customer, and in the years
that are to come, as she (1('\‘(']41])5‘ she
will be our greatest tomer. It is a
wonderful country, in area larger than
the United States including a.
We need broader markets and we can.
not hope to obtain them by using a
club. That is not the way to secure a
good and permanent customer. The first
step in g relief for the people is
to negotiate a reciprocal treaty wi
Canada. This does not in the s
degrec imperil a single Ame
dustry. We next must take the duty
the nec ries of life and let in our
raw materials free.

Such are the views of Congressman
Eugene N. Foss, the
Apostle of “Reciprocity” and his en-
thusiasm is so infectious that the “new
religion” regarding Canada is spreading
throughout the land, perhaps a little
late, but showing beyond a doubt that
the “few acres of ice and w,” are
looming up large in the American vision
as a beautiful garden of plenty, the in-
habitants of which must be supplied, in
a certain measure at least, from the
great storehouses of Uncle Sam, and in
return send the products of her great
forests and streams across the line.

As announced in these columns, the
Honourable James D. MacGregor is
the new lieutenant-governor of Nova
Scotia. The selection has been made
not without care and certainly not
without anxiety and much consulta-
tion. The government trusted ““the
party’’ and the party carefully con-
sidered the demands of certain am-
bitious partizans, as well as the
‘‘fitness of things.”’ We are sure that
in the circumstances a better selec-
tion could not have been made.

Personally, Hon. J.D. MacGregor
is a man of stainless reputation. His
record in politics is well understood
and is consistent. He has been a
strong -party man, unsparing in his
efforts to win every day in Pictou
county and wherever his influence ex-
tended. He belongs to the tchool of
which the late Senator James Wil-
liam Carmichael was the trusted and
worthy leader.

Of course the senator was an ac-
tive anti-confederate, but that is an
old story; he was a free trader, but
that is also a story decidedly out
of date. He is, and has been, all
his life, a successful business man;
no orator, no blooming philosopher;
never forgetful of his friencs. He
does not even remotely fill the place
as a man of popular address and
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rhetorical grace and power so marked |

in his lamented predecessor; but he
possesses qualities that doubtless
justify his appointment to the dis-
tinguished office to which he has been
called. s

The Herald is well assured that
Senator MacGregor was not in any
sense a candidate for the lieutenant
governorship, and is quite certain
that he will in no sense reflect dis-
credit on the position.

Three daily express trains run each
way between these two cities and
give ample accommodation to the

jtruvellz’ng public. The route is very
{little less than the D. A. R. line,
from Halifax to Yarmouth and there

are not as many people along it as
along. our line yet they seem to be
better provided with train accommo-
dation. .

Leaving Calgary end proceeding
north we soon run beyond the arid
and parched sand-hills of that vicin-
ity and pass into a much improved
section of rolling prairie. The hills

It Is a Matter of Personal Interest'
to Rear-Admiral Kingsmill.

... Rear-Admiral Kingsmill, the Cana-'
dian officer of the Royal Navy Staff,
i8 an old shipmate of several of the
officers of the “Torra Nova” Antare-'
tic expedition, and is nalarally much
inteiested in the accounts of the fit-
ting out and departure of the expedi-

tion, Admiral Kingsmill is surprised

that Capt. Scott chose the “Terra,
Nova” for the expedition in prefer<
ence to his old ship the “Discovery,”,
to which he was greatly. attached. The
Erst time Capt. Beott ever saw the

Terra Nova” he resented her appear-
ance. He was out in the lonely Ant-
arctic then, cut off from the world.
It was on a sunny morning in Jan-
uary six years ago, the Discovery was
fast in the ice, and her situation and
indeed that of the whole expedition,
was a little serious. The Government
had guessed this, and had sent this
old but carefully chosen whaling ves-
sel in tow through the Mediterranean
and Suez Canal, until with the other
relief ship, the “Morning,” she came
4p to the edge of the Antarctic ice
pack. Captain Scott and some of his
companions were discussing after
breakfast, their plans, for the day,
when suddenly they saw a ship. Then
one of them exclaimed, suddenly,
“Why, there’s another!” and there
was the “Terra Nova.” The sight
meant safety and home again, but
there were considerations which made
the reflection not completely delight-
ful. Before he turned in that night,
Capt. Scott wrote in his dairy: “In
spite of the good home news, and in
spite of the pleasure of seeing old
friends again, I was happier last night
than I am to-night.”

The ‘“‘Discovery’ was accorded the
rank of a regular unit of the Royal'
Navy and flew the naval ensign. The
“Terra Nova’’ does not fly that, but
by a special grant of privi{ege, which
is very useful as well as ornamental,
she becomes a member of the Royal
Yacht Squadron and flies its white
ensign. She has officers and men
aboard her who are of the navy, being
lent by the Admiralty and remaining
on full pay, so that they may wear
their uniforms abroad. They could
not be gazetted to the ‘““Terra Nova,”
which has no place on the Admiralty
lists, but use is made of the imaginary
H.M.S. ““President,” to the service of
which they are told off while they are
in the Antarctic. Admiral Kin smig
expects the expedition, equipped an
led as it is, to accomplish complete
success.—Chesterfield in The Family
Herald.

AFRICA HAS BEEN THE GRAVE OF
DARING EXPLORERS.

g T S
Many Intrepid Britons Have Perish-
ed Trying to Unravel the Secrets of
the Dark Continent — Lieut. Boyd
Alexander, Who Was Killed In the
Rubber Country, Is the Latest Vic-

tim In the Quest.

We still call Africa the “Dark Con-
tinent.” We might equally well term
it the “Fatal Continent,”” for it has
claimed the lives of a greater number
of explorers than all the rest of the
wild regions of the earth put to-

gether.
The latest victim of the African sav-
is an Englishman—Lieut. Boyd
ﬁzxander, murdered by natives in the
rubber country of the Wadais. Wadai
is the last stronghold of the slave
trade, and is controlled by the dan-
gerous Mohammedan secret society
known as the Senussi. Lieut. Alex-
ander knew the risk he ran. His
death adds one more to the long list
of " British martyrs to the cause of
civilization.

“I mean,” wrote Mungo Park, more
than a hundred years ago, "to sail
east with the fixed determination to
discover the termrination of the Niger,
or perish in the attempt.” He did
perish in the attempt. Near Broussa
the natives made a fierce attack upon
his expedition, and Park was obliged
to fly down stream, taking the rigk of
shooting the dangerous rapids. His
canoe struck a rock, split in pieces,
and flung him and his companions in-
to the raging waste of foam. Park
made a desperate effort to swim
ashore, but was swept away and
drowned. :

Twenty years later, in 1826, Major
Alexander Laing, another hardy Scot,
made a successful attempt to visit
the mysterious city of Timbuktu. Be-
fore he reached it he was set upon by
! Tuaregs—those masked bandits of the
{desert-——who left him for dead. But
though covered with wounds, he pull-

ed through, and reaching Timbuktu
| stayed there for some months until the
| fanatic inhabitants drove him forth

into the desert. He reached El Aruan,

a small oasis in the Sahara, and there

was literally cut to pieces. .

Capt. Clapperton was another vie-
| timn, but his death was due, not to
| savage spears, but to the fever-laden
mists of the Niger. His servant, Rich-
ard Lander, tended him to the end,
| and carried his papers safely to the
coast. On his journey, Lander had
many thrilling adventures. In one
| place he was caught by natives, ard
subjected to the ordeal by poison—

that is, he had to eat a portion of the |

{ deadly Calabar bean. By a miracle

he came through it unharmed, and |
| afterwards, in company with his bro- |

ther, conducted a fresh expedition,

which solved the puzzling problem |
the  great River |

| of the mouths of

Niger.

The greatest nof all African explor- |
ers was David Livingstone, whose ex- |

periences . of the “Dark Continent”
began in Bechusnaland in 1840, and
. extended over thirty-three years, dur-
! ing which time he walked tens of
| thousands of miles over the bush
paths of Central Africa.

His last journey was through the
vpper part of the Congo Basin.
describes the country as “‘one vast
| sponge, intersected by countless
streams.” The blazing sun beat down,
| and raised a constant stream of mist,
and being the rainy season every-
thing was saturated day and night.
| Under these awful ' conditions even
{ Livingstone’s iron physique broke
down, and his devoted =ervants made
a litter, and staggered on throuch
the deep, sticky clay.

Little Girl’s Narrow Escape

Daughter of Mr. Clifiord Thompson
Was Shot Last Week—Mr.
Thompson and Another
Daughter Have Clcse
Call—Some One’s
Carelessness.

While standing outside her home
last Thursday, Cerrie, the daughter
of Mr. Cliffiord Thompson, Mount
View, was struck by a bullet from
the rifle of some unknown person
and Mr. Thompson himself narrowly
escaped serious and perhaps fatal in-
jury from, a second bullet from the
same weapon. The girl was struck in
both limbs and one of the wounds
inflicted is quite a nasty one. It is
supposed that the shots must have
been some distance away. Another of
Mr. Thompson’s daughters, Eva, was
also with her father and sister at
the time.

Mr. Thompson was putting some
potatoes into his cellar through a
window when the bullets came. His
daughter was standing beside him.
As stated, one bullet struck the girl
passing through the calf of one limb
and cut into the other. The other
bullet struck behind the two people
and was imbedded in the house. Had
the second bullet been but g foot or
80 ‘more to one side thereis no
doubt that Mr. Thompson' too
would have been shot and from the
direction which it tcok it is proba-
ble that had he been struek it would
have been in the region of the stom-
ach and a bad injury inflicted. Cer-
tainly, both Mr. Thompson and his
daughters had very narrow esecapes
from grave injuries. Providence, a-
lone and not any_care on the part
of the person handling the rule, pre-
vented a tragedy.

This is the second case within a
couple of weeks in which people have
nearly met with g serious injury be-
cause of the carelessness of others in
handling firearms. Surely, the occur-
rence of last Thursday and the
earlier occurrence at West Sackville
should teach hunters the great neces-
sity of every precaution in their

search for sport.
