The Armed Canp of Europe

There gre no precedents with which |
to compare the mgagnitude of the ar- |
| mies in the field of war. There have |
‘never been armies or navies of such |
| size. In this war we are dealing with |
millions of mecn in arms, Even Na- |
poleon, the greatest master of ar-
| mies the world has produced, might[
have been bewildered by the size oti
the mdsges of mcn now.moving ¢
the Continent. Long after his _ﬁght—
ing days were over he remained fas-
cinated by the recollecticn of his
greate'st army, the army that he
marche! to death in Russia, and the!
ev(nt of which he was proudest in
i that campaign was the battle cf
Borodino.

*There he had 500,000 men (ngaged |
under his banners. One night at St.
Helena, after he had been talking of
this -battle, heo fell asleep murmur-
ing, as he dozed off: ‘‘Five hundred |
thousand men! Five hundred thous-
and men!”’ Today the Germany army
along has ten. times that number,
end Austria-Hungary has 2,500,000.
So that these two powers have be-
tween them nearly gs many fighting
men s there are people in Canada.

The armies of the Allies are bLig-:
ger still. France mobilizes practicgl-
ly all his manhood. There is not left
in Paris 3 single Frenchman hetween
the ages of 19 and 40. All told,
France is supposad to put four mil-
lion men in the field. They have the
 best  quick-firing artillery in the
world, but their heavy gums, used
against fortresses, are not of the
i highest type, while their rifies are
not so modern as those of their ene-
mies. The Russiau Army, slow to
form and slow to move over its
great distances, is of glmost inex-
haustible strength. It is  reported
that the Czar has mobilized 8,000,-
{ 000 men! The Russian Empire is so
vast in extent that she has to keep
éhree armies—one for European Rus-
Sia, one for the OCaucasus, and
third for Asiatic Russia; and so in-
adegnate is the railway system of
Russia that a great deal of time is
consumed in getting forces together.
Russia has a populatjon of over 167,-
000,000, and every man in the empire
has to serve in the army.

Our own military forces are small
compared with Continental pations,
i the reason being, of course, that our
power lies on the sea. The normal
strength of cur army, includiag
those stationed in our coloniesy is
rather less than 800,000 men of all
arms. These include territorials and
the réserve men. In spite of the im-
inense power of gur navy, the Gov-
ernment has wisely decided to in-
Crease our army in this time of
stress by 500,000 men, of whom the
first 100,000 have been rapidly en-
rolled - gad trained. in addition to
our regular home fogces we are to
s receive ccntingents of ‘men from our
Overseas Dominions, from Canada,
 Australia, India, South Africa, and
’elsewhere Every soldier ynder the
i British flag is a volunteer: we have .
no conscripts.

of “The Little Corporal.”

It is related that Napoleon was once
badly defeated at Coblentz by the Cos-
sacks. After the battle he was sur
rounded by enemies and would have
lost his life had he not been saved by
the presence of mind of oue of his sol-
diers, Corporal Spohn.

Realizing that Napoleon’s only chance
for life was in getting off the battle

field unrecognized, the corporal begged |

the emperor to change hats and horses
with him. The change was made ere
the smoke of battle had cleared away,
and Napoleon, with hls corporal’s bat
and mounted on a poor steed, rode
away unnoticed, the Cossacks crowd-
ing around the corporal. Taking him

prisoner, they led him in triumph to |
the Russian general. There the mis- |
take was soon discovered, and the cor- +

poral’s brave act cost him his life.
