Thao
Catholics of Ontario who are to dny
cujoying, and who liave onjoyed, for
morg lhm\ thirty years tho blessings
conferred by the Catholio Soparato
Schoo! law of tho proviuco, will grato
fally turn thoir thoughts to Hon. Mr.,
8cott, throngh whoss noble offorts and
logol abilities tho great Jaw was passed
through Parlinnont in 1863, And this,
too, was tho work of a privu.c mamber
who rololy sought the good of tho
Catholic population in tho vital matter
of puro montal aud moral education.
Bat his succossful action produced bono-
fits in othor ways, for it romoved a
voxad quostion from tho rolitical arcua,
and thoreby allayed much publio irrita-
tioun aud unrest.”

This in itsolf was ou important gain
and a trinmph of the sobor olements
over tho iutemperates, who loudly ns-
gorted that such a law was not wanted
in Canada. If the bonoficont mceasuro
mot with unlooked for and uwmorited
opposition in its practical working , tho
rovolt cawo from tho immoral cad
vicious oloments of socioty, who always
havo opposed evory moral or virtuous
movoment which to1.ds to destroy cor-
roption by lotting in light upon tho
dark spots of socisty and upon tho evil
doings of dopraved humanity.

Apart from Sonator Scott's public
and sonatorial dutics as leader of tho
Oppositinn in the Souato since 1878, ho
has takcn a decop intorest in overy pro.
jech aiming at tho olovation of tho
citixens of Oltawa and of tho risicg
genoration of Catholio youth. Iu addi-
tion to many useful eocial functious he
bas_olosoly identified hirsolf with the
Catholin Truth Scuoisty, where ho was
