That official—evidently haviog knowledge
of tbe annoyances experienced by English travellers in Russia suspected of
being Jews—has issued 2 wamniug that an Eoglish ‘assport, though it be visé
by the }{usmn.Consul, ané otherwise in regular form, is not sufficient to
Secure immunities from vexatious annoyances. The traveller must also be
Prepsred with a baptismal or other certificate to prove that he is not 2 Jew.
Itis well known that many Russisn laws have the postscript appended
‘except the Jews,and at the jostance of the Emperor Nicholas the legis-
lative principle was enacted that wherever the Jews are not expressly
meptioned they are presumed to be excluded If any Eoglishman
ventares to visit Russis he had better arm himself with sufficient evidence
(besides the usual bribe) to prove that he is not an accursed Jew. Truly,
the degradation of the Jew could scarcely be carried further to prove that
in Rossia he is sn outlaw, a civil leper, out of whom the Government is
determined to crush every aspiration and feeling that enobles s man and
readers him a good citizen.”

The Mormons, who certainly are people to avoid imitating in moet of
their ways, have one beautiful custom which is so praiseworthy that it has
been adopted throughout Utah by the Gentiles as well as the Saints. They
have an annual old folks' festival, at which the aged are made the guests of
Everyone who is over seventy years old is
remembered and made happy by the attention bestowed on them, Excur-
sions and entertainments are arranged for those who are able to go, while
the feeble are remembered in their homes. This is an institution just as
praiseworthy as ¢ Children’s Day,” which is kept in many places. We are
ouly too ready to let the old people retire to their chimney corners, away
from all the pleasures of life, when by a little thought we might brighten
up their dull lives. Might we 8ll not learn a lesson from the Mormon
custom and try and make the dear old people happy at all times, even
though we do not go so far as to appoint a yearly festival for their benefit.

Kemmler, the New York murderer, has suffered the death penalty by
electricity. The experiment has been snything but satisfactory, and the
published accounts of the execution have bsen horrible. The Ne:i7 York
Sun says the first duty of the next Legislature-will b3 to repeal the elecrical
execution Jaw and to restore the old method of administering tha death
penalty by hanging.  Scientific curiosity has been gratified by this ons
awful experiment. Edison, the electrician, now comes forward and states
that the fault lies with the doctors in the method of applying the current.
He would appear to be right in stating that the current should be passed
from one hand to the other, and thus bring the heart iato the circuit through
the blood. But it is no use shutting the barn door after the harse is gone,
or being wise after the event. He should have spoken before, when his
advice would perhaps have prevented the bungling which it is now too late
to remedy. It is to be hoped that some more humane method of adminis-
tering the extreme penalty of the law may be substituted for electrocution,
and that we may not again hear of such a horrid scene as that witnessed at
the death of Kemmler. .

According to advices from Rio de Janeiro, the draft of the projected
Brarilian Constitution, which is to be submitted to Congress in November
next, is copied in great part fcom that of the United States. In its main
features it provides for a President and Vice-President elacted indirectly
through an electoral college for six years ; two Legislative Chambers—viz. a
Senate ¢lected by the State Isgislatures for nine years, and a Chambar of
Deputies elected by popular vote for three years; a Supreme Federal
Tribune of fifteen judges appointed for life, aud a Federal Judicial System;
2 Federal District for the nationsl capital, like the District of Columbia,
but with privileges of representation in the two chambers and in the presi.
dential election like any state; the transformation of the old provinces into
self-governing states ; universal suffrage to ali, except illiterates, mendicants,
soldiers (rank and file,) members of relizious orders and compaaies, con-
gregations or communities who owe obedience to the same to the prejudice
of their personal liberty ; guarantees for life, property and political righte ;
responsibility of the President and his Cabinet besfore the law; religions
freedom ; separation of church and stat= and obligatory civil marriage

The Canadian Military Rifle League, which fired the last of its series of
seven matches on Saturday, Aug 9th, promised at its inception to aronae 2
great deal ok interest in rifle shooting as at present practised by the Militia
of Canada, and, however faulty that system may be, the League matches if
honorably conducted by every tcam entered might have proved of great
service in brioging out the younger men of the force, who possibly might
not have learned to shoot at all, and familiarizing them with the use of therifle,
But before many of the matches had beea shot off it was only too evident
that some of the team were not acting in sach 2 manner as to briog credit
to themselves or the League, and were making use of dishonorable means
to increase their scores. At the last match one team had the efirontery to
retura 946 poiots as the score made by them with a team of ten men using
the Soider rifia. Now this score is actually better thaa the best possible
score that can be made with a Martini Henry rifle, which is admitted to bz at
least 15 per cent. better than the Snider, and that discount is always allowed
the Snider when fired against the Martini Henry. While w2 would like to
sec the League prosper and continue its matches year by year, the natural
difficulties are so great that while coe team may be enjoyiog splendid
weather others may be firing in & gale ur a downpour of rain; and when to
these is added the dishonorable and disgraceful conduct ot falsifying scores
or pending an interested marker to the target, no riflemen shooting honestly
will take part in such matches, and this, more than anything else, will cause
the iguominious failure of the League ; more to be regretted because it has
brought discredit upon many regimants and men whose reputations have
heretofore been yntarnished,

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An article by Admiral Von Werner, of the German Navy, “ On the
Military Valuo of Helgoland,” has just appeared in a Leipsic journal. In
the Admiral's opinion the possessivn of the island by Germany render: the
blockade of fhe Llbe and Weser an impossibility.  Any fleet attempting
this must, he conter.ds, have some anchorage protected fiom the weather
where it can renew its stock of conl. The ounly suitable place fur this, he
says, in the neighborhood of the Elbe mouth lies tu the svuth vast of Heli
goland, within range of heavy ordnance. It was at tkisspot that the French
fleet in 1850 rencwed its supplies. Such bewng the case, Admiral Von
Werner concludes that with a furtified Heligoland uo furcign fleet weuld
attempt the blockade of the river mouths, and that therefore a Geuman
squadron of ten to fifteen line of. battleships could be set free for service
elsewhere, a saving to the national purse which he estimates at ten 1o twelve
million marks.

The statement published by the Mouvement Geographique, as to the cost
in money and lives of the conquest of the Congo, during the eleven years
from 1879 that King Leopold has been carrying on his enterprise, shows
that the total number of deaths among the white ogents of King Leopold in
these eleven years is $2. In the past six years, during which an average of
173 white agents have been constantly employed on the Congo, 56 deaths
have occurred. The largest white force was last ycar, when 226 white
employees of the Congo State were at work and eleven deaths occurred, or
4.8 per ceut. The five Belgium commercial companies trading on the
Congo employ 150 European agents and laborers, and in the two 1o three
years of their existence these companies have lost only six men by desth,
two of them by accident. The total expenditure of King Leopold in behalf
of the Congo possessions in the past eleven years have been about 85,000-
ooo. It is argued from these figuies that, considering the ultimate value of
the Congo, the cost of opening the countiy has thus far been remarkably

small,

Under the headiog ‘‘ Crimes and Accidents " the Montreal Witness
publishes the following despatch from Halifax :—** A girl named Wearton,
while walking from River Herbert to her home at Jogging, Cumberland
County, put a pipe she had been smoking into her pocket. The fire {rom
the pipe ignited her clothing, which was soon in flames. The girl then ran,
but the wind so fanned the fire that she was burned to death.” Itis not
the general practice of Nova Scotian women to smoke a pipe or use the
weed in any form, but this instance has been telegraphed all over the
country, and no one has drawn a moral from it, or dilated upon the sin of
smoking. The Witness, by placing it under the above heading, gives one
the choice of dzuominating it either a crime or an accident, as one may be
disposed to regardit. Smoking is certainly not a desirable accomplishment
for any woman, be she high or low; and it is to be hoped that we shall
hear of no more accidents from this cause. It is quite bad enough when
men and boys do the mischief. Ist all smokers, male and female, take
warning by this girl's fate, and if they must smoke, be sure 10 avoid putting
lighted pipes in their pockets.

The rematks of Lord Coleridge in the New Review, on “ Thioking for
Ourselves,” will not commend themselves very highly to newspaper writers.
He deprecates the anonymous writing which appears editorially and.other-
wise in newspawers and magazines, as having more influence than it ought
to have, because the public do not know the authors. * Sometimes,”” he
says, “ by chance we do know an editor or a writer wbo is only an cdi-
tor or a writer, and we shali generally find them much poorer creatures in
the flesh than in the pages of their publications; and shall fcel sure that
those who quote their printed words as oracles of wisdom would remain
entirely unimpressed by the samo sentiments in the mouths of their authors
delivered across a-dining-table or in a drawing-room.” This is pretty hard,
but even s0, all people have rot the personal magnetism which gives weight
to spoken words, and surely if they have the faculty of what Lord Coleridge
calls “smart writing,” they should not bury their talents. His Lordship is
generous enough to say that he objects to the periodical press and periodical
writers only if, and only so far as, they interfere with the duty of the inde
pendent thipking, and forming independent judgments. The press, he
admits, has been a power for good. The Manchester Courier, in criticising
this srticle makes some remarks which fit the case exactly :—* We claim,” it
says, * with Frederick Greenwood, that it is the business of a journahst,
equally to express his own thoughats anqd to give expression to and popular-
ize the thoughts of others; to represent not crotchely specialisation, but
average culture znd common-sense; to cultivate a habit of discrimination,
and to be independent ; and lastly, we might add, to condense and crystal-
ise vetbosity, whether of tpeakers, judges, preachers, or grand and garrulous
old men, 50 as to make the best ideas available for those whose time is
money.” There is nothing io the conscientious discharge of these duties by
a journalist to deter the rcader from independent thinking. On the con
trary it is more likely to promote it. One more quotation from the Man-
chester Courier cannot come amiss :—* ¢ How,” asks Lord_Coleridge, * can
they ever give us of their best under the strain and pressure and unnéces-

baste which periodical writing entails.’ Turniog to a higher authetity,
we take down a volume of De Quincey, and need scarcely apologise for
quoting the following passage :—* But my own experience, in common with
that of many other writers, has taught mo that the disadvantages of hurry
are not without their compensations, It is certain that the fierce com-
pression of mental activities which takes place in such a struggle, though
painful sod exbausting, has the eflect of auddenly unlocking celis in the
brain, and revealing evanescent gleatws of original feeling, or startling sug-
gutje’ns of novel truch, that would not have obeyed a less fervent magaet-
um.

‘The locowmotive telephone signal enables two trains approaching each
other to communicate by closing the circuit when two miles apart.

The original mamficript of tho song ‘‘ Scots Wha Hae” has been pur
chased by the Tuwn Couucil of Edinburgh for the sum of £30. The
manuscript had been bought by Mr. Kennedy, a Scotch banker, of New
York, but before romoving it to America he gave the metropolis of Scotland
the opportunity to secure the great war song at the price he paid for it.
The apportunity was not to be lost, and aftor exprassing themselves deeply
ob iged to Mr, Kennedy the Council agreed to purchase the soog.

The question of women as medical practitioners is an interesting one,
aud the following extract from the St. Petersburg Novoye Viemya, showing
how the matter is regarded in Russia, may be not without interest to our
readers :—‘* The medical college in St. Petersburg admitted female students
in 1873. Fourteen years after, at the instigation of the male physicians,
women were devied the privilege of pursuing medical studies. Daring the
period—1873 to 1887 —the Medical Department registered 698 female phy
sicians, but the numbzr has largely decreased since that time. It ssems &)
us that Russia, with a population of nearly 70,000 0oo women and children,
needs a large force of fomale physicians. Butsince 1878 they have received
only compliments: for a work more beneficent than thut of their male col-
leagues. In 1881 St. Petersburg was ravaged by diphtheria. The city
suthorities made appropriations for the treatment of the poor, amoog whom
the disease prevalled to a large extent, The female physicians wero the first
to offer their services, and they remained st their posts, although the male
physicians resigned because of the inadequateness of the pay Because of
the signal success of the female physicians in the treatment of diphtheriz
and scarlet fever, the authorities have retained them, while all the male
physicians have resigned or have been discharged. Their devotion and effi-
ciency have been somewhat rewarded. The municipal government has
re-opened the medical schools for female students, and fands to the amount
of 200,000 rubles have been subscribed for their maintenance. Their iatel-
ligence, devotion and efficiency should be acknowledged by placing them on
an equal footing with the male physicians throughout the empire.”

In referring to Dr. Bridge's paper on ** Women as Medical Practitioners”
our chief object was to protest against obstructions being placed in the way
of feminino advancement. Qur esteemed contemporary, the St. John Qlobe,
thinks Tie CriTic “not as correctly critical ”” as usnal in dealing with the
subject. As, unfortunately, we have nof had the opportunity of studying the
paper as a whole, our information being drawnr from the St John press sum-
mary, we are unable to be defiuito as to details, but the gist of the matter
remains the same. If Dr. Bridge'’s paper, which we have no doubt was a
strong argument for his side of thc question, was antagonistic to the profes-
sion of medicine as an occupation for women, and o large numbar of his
confreres agreed with the sentiments expressed therein, then we were right
in saying what we did. If the @lole will give this matter consideration, it
will see that such action by an influential body of men places barriers diffi-
cult to overcome in the way of those women who are striving ta obtain the
highest medical qualifications, in order that they may take their place with
men in what is certainly one of the noblest of profcssions. As burses
women have always excelled, and the art of healing in its higher branches
would seem to be one no less suited to their abilities. We are far from
wishing to deny the Medical Association the right to discuss the question of
whether the physical structure of woman flts her to be successful in the
medical profession, or to * braw-beat” them when they do so. On the
contrary we believe that all questions are the beiter for faii discussion.
What puzzles us about this one is that it does not appear to be fair, and the
result of the discussion msy be to discourage a struggliog and small class in
the country in their endeavors to reach the goal for which they are striving.

Edward Marston's account in Scribner's Magazine for August of how
Henry M. Stanley wrote his book is interesting. The great work was done
at Cairo, where there was more possibility of comparative scclusion than
there would have been in London. Arter the first display of honors forced
upon him by the Khedive and other dignitaries Stanley retired to the Hotel
Villa Victoris, which Mr. Marston says is a charming retreat, surrounded on
all sides by fine and newly built maosions. Here, although M., Stanloy had
2 fine suite of rooms very handsowmely furnished in oriental style, he wrote
his book shut up in his bedroom, and woe betide anyone who ventured
unasked into his sanctum. 1le rarely went out evon for a stroll thzough
the garden. * Nothing," says Mr. Marston, “ worried him more than a tap
at the door while he was writing. He sometimes glared even upon me, like
a tiger ready to spring, although I was of necessity a frequent and privileged
intruder, and always with a view to forwarding the work in hand. He was
a perfect terror 10 his courier aand black boy.”” The way in which Sali, the
black boy, delivered a telegram would lead one to believe that Stanley was
inclined to be violent. * Every time Sali approached the den, the least
thing he expected was that the inkstand would be thrown at his head. He
vo longer ventured therein. One day he originated a new way of saving
his head ; he bad a telegram to deliver, so ho ingeniously fixed it on theend
of a long bamboo, and, getting the door just ajar, he poked it into tho room
and bolted.” Stanley was only a few times outside of the gardess during
Mr. Marston's stay with aim, but onc of the few diversions he allowed him-
self was sitting for his portrait to Miss E. M. Mcyrick, a siudent and silver
medailist of the Royal Acadzmy, who was spending the winter in Cairo.
He worked from morning to night with ardor and assiduity, with the result
that his great book is now before the public, while it scems but a short time
since we were in doubt as to whether he had perished in darkest Africa.

Of outdeor
attractions there was no ond, and all of them wero woll attended. Saturday
afternoon is such a gonoral holiday in Halifax that slmost everyonoe can
manago to enjoy an outing.

Tho concert to bo given in tho Acadomy of Mueic this evoning, in aid of
the Sailors’ Home, promises to bo a brilliont affair. The names of the
musicians who are to take part is a suflicient guarantoo that tho entertain-
mont will bo of a high standard, and tho fact that Vice-Adwiral Watson snd
ofticers of the fleot have gromiscd to patronize it, assures a good audionce,
Prince George of Wales has aleo promised to bo present A large number
of tickets bave been eold. 'I'he Sailors’ Homo is one of the wost deserving
institutions in the city, and itisto bo boped that tho concort will be tho
means of raising a largo sum of money for it. A bazaar is to be hald in the
exhibition buildiog for the same object in September.

We aro pleasad to sce that our suggestion as to the concerts in tho Public
Gardens has been acted upon. Last night a band concert was given, to
which tho admission fee was ton cents. It is too late for us to be able to toll
of the rosult of the experiment this woeek, but we havo no doubt, if the
attractions of the ten cont concorts are as great as the twenty-five cont ones,
thet they will be successful,

The yacht race on Saturdsy last wae viewed from the Squadron’s club
house and lawn by u larger gathering than usual, the fact that it was the first
band day of the season probably being au attraction. There were eight
entries for the race, but only six of the number started. The Calypso won
easily, with the Mentor second. Awmong thosc presont at the club houso
wers His Honor Lieut-Governor Daly and Mys, Daly, Sit Ambrose Shes
and Lady Shea, Genorsl Sir John Ross, Consul-General Frye and Mis. Frye,
and many prominent society ladies and gentlemen. Some of the ladies were
charmingly dressed, but the chill wind compelled many of them o put on
their jackets, which they seemod loath to do, and cover their pretty light
gowns, Thoy noed not have hesitated, howover, on the score of becoming-
ness, for the natty little coats which are now worn are very attractive, Tea
was served about five o’clock, and was a welcomo addition to the other
attractions, ““The cup that cheers” nevor scoms fo come amiss, cspecially
where ladies aro present. Theso st bomes " at tho Yacht Squadron’s grounds
bave become very plessant gatherings, and to judgoe by the number of ladics
who attend them, it would appesr that guest day is appreciated by tho fajr
sex, On other days ladics ave only pormitted in the boathouse for tho pur-
pose of embarking or landing, the club house being kept sacred to husbands
and brothers, The boathouse is very complete in its way, and contains
some luxuriously fitted boats. Tho machinery for taking out and bringing
in boats is very convenient. It is a sort of pulley which slides on
beames which extend overhead from end to end of the boathouse. It also
has an arrspgament fur pulling a boat out from the sido. This muet
save a great deal of ubrecessary bard work. The facilities for bathing are
excellent, and are taking advantage of in the early morning by mombers of
the club. The grounds are neatly kopt, and a quoit ground fuinishesamu..-
ment to those who engage in the passtime of pitching quoite. Altogether the
Premises sre most creditablo to the gentlemen who have brought them to
their present state,

‘The specimens of polished marblo in the window of the Halifax Piano
and Organ Company, Hollis Street, aro being much admired. They are the
property of the Bras d’Or Marble Company, Limited, and wero taken from
the company's extensive quarries at Marble Mountsin, Cape 1.:eton.

A deputaticn of gentlemen representing the Victoria School of Art and
Design and the Institute of Science, waited upon the City Council Jast week
snd presented @ petition signed by four hundred and seventy-five of the
leading professional and business men of Halifax, praying that the southern
end of the Parade be granted for the purpose of having erected upon it a
bandsome building, in which the Provincial Museum, the Provincial and
City Libraries, the Art School and the Iastitute of Sciencz should be
housed. The idea of placing these institutions under one roof is a good one,
snd it is to be hoped that the City Council will see its way clear to grant
the prayer of the petition.

COMMERCIAL.

While trade bas, in wholesale circles, been quist during the past week, a
very fair volume of business has transpired in sevoral lines, The prospect
of good crops has engondered a considerable confidence in the future, and
hes caussd some improvement in remittances.

The aevers drought which provailed for six cr eight weeks throughout
Cauada caused the growing crops to wilt and wither, and considerable uncasi-
ness was felt and freely expressed as to the ultimate offect, but copious rains
bave been experienced during tho wesk now under consideration. This has
revived vegelation so that it is thought that the yield will be, in most sec-
tions, fully an average one, snd in soms even more.

It is reported that the potato bug or Colorado beetlo bias-appeared in largo
numbers in several parts of this Province. In the Preston district especially
wo hear that tho potato vines have been entirely stripped of foliago, and the
erop will grobably bo theroby destroyed.

Day Goops.—No great change Liss been shown in the market for tex-

tile fabrics since our lest, but the various wholesale houses are busy
rocoiving and distributing fall goods, Businoss in this connection is now
nearly over. It has dragged along later than usual this season, and is estl-
mated to bo about 25 porcent lees than that of last summer. Vory little
now buwiness has been sccomplished as yot, though travellers have Leen out
for some time with certain lines of spring ssmples. Buyors continue to be
vory cautious. Yot tho position is a Lopoful ono with good prospects for the
crops and sbout 70 por cont of maturing notes promptly met.

Inox, Hanpware axp MErars.—Tho strong feoling that wo have noted
in the iron markets for ssveral weoka past continues to devolop furthor force
from portinont causes. Luto csble advices cite an advance of 10d, to ls. in
warrants, ‘This has affected the fecling ou mskers' brands, und thoy are
slso vory firm, while freights for fall shipmonts aro about ls. Gd. higher.
Genorally speaking, therefore, quotations are considerably bighor than they
wore only 8 short time ago, and there is every prospect of the aarket being
fully sustainod to the end of the seasou. Tho general metal market in Lug-
land is slso very firm. In fact appoarauces, on the whole, indicato that
bottom has boen touched, and that higher figures may rule shortly and for
sowo time to como. In s local way there has been s quiot business doing—
notbing very special, hut still sufficient to show the tonor of the market.
Bar iron rules steady, and prioes are without change.

Breapsturrs.—The local flour market is without change, the fooling con-
tinuing steady under a fair enquiry, and quotations remsin the same, Beor-
bohm's cablo roports no changes in cither wheat or corn in the English
markets, I'rench country markets are oasier. Wheat in New York han
ro-acted, declining Jc. to 14c. Cora comained stoady. At St. Louis wheat
was easier and oxpsrienced a slight docline ~ Crop reports show that through-
out Amorica the yield of both wheat and corn will be very large.

Provisions continuo to move in a hand-to-mouth way at quotations,
dealers only buying sufficient for actual requirewents, The Liverpool pro-
vision msrket has been firm, l4rd aud tallow advancing 6d. and 3d. respect-
ivoly, In Chic.go the hog market was steady and the cattlo market strong.

Burrer.—There is no change in the butier market, except that it is
reported that the enquiry for old hes slightly improved. With regard to
thisscason’s market the position is essentially unchanged, thero boing a mere
jobbing business, and that is all.

Cuerse.—There has boen nothing striking to noto on spot, and no one
bhad to report any business in this lino as accomplished. All seem to be
awaiting nows from the country and tho upper provinces. Tho msjority of
dealors sdmit that they want checso if thoy can get it at their own figures.

Fruir.—The week has not doveloped any pronounced change in the
market, but stocks of staple lines of both dried and green fruit show notice-
able reduction and in consequenco the feeling is firm. In green fruit
lemons and oranges especially sro well worked down. In fact of the latter
thero are none on the market in first hands, and the few of the former that
remain are very firmly held at advanced quotations  Of new supplies we hear
nothing, excopt that some oranges may come from Jamaica shortly. In dried
fruit tho prominent feature has beon the firmness of currants and raisins, the
former being specielly active during the woek. Stocks of raisins are small,
and prices are firm at an advance on previous figures. Otherwise there has
been no change.

Suear aND MoLasses.—A good fair trade in sugar is being done at
somowhat easior pricos. Thero is a considorable scarcity of bright grades.
The darker sugars can be bought quite low, Molasses is very quiet.

Tea axp Corree.—Low grade Japan teas are selling very freely and, as
the same class of goods could not be laid down for within 1c. to 2¢. of the
price paid, buyers ate generally well eatisfied. Larly Japans are being asked
for, but none are to bo had. Blacks continue to advance in Eungland, and
Canadians who cabled orders havo been unable to get them filled at listed
prices. Tho position of coffec in the market is the same. There is little or
none in first hands here and the trade are supplying themeelves from Eng-
land. Advices from primary sources aro firm, the latest news being to the
effoct that the lowest grade of Rios suitible for the Canadian market could
not be laid down hero under 19¢. to 21c.

Fisy Ois.—In Montreal steam refined seal oil continues dull with ¢
drsggiog market. Prices may be quoted symo as last week at from 43¢, to
lc. per gallon in round lots. 1In Newfoundland cod oil there is little doing
with quotations at previous figures, 33c. to 35¢. in round lots, with a slightly
upwsrd tendency. Cod liver oil is in better enquiry, though business doing
is little more than nominal. ‘I'here isa better enquiry and the prospect is
that, as it is scarcely possible for prices to go lower, the upward turn will
commence soon. We quote 40c. to 50c.

X18u.—There has beon no change in the Jocal position of fish, excopt that
all kinds are more plontiful all along our shores and on the banks, and as
bait is, though not abundant, still in better supply, bettor catches ars being
made, and fish-is coming to market more freely, The West India msrkets
do not improve, and there is no margin there to make shipments hence profi-
table. Our outside advicos are as follows :—Montreal, Aug. 12.— It js yet
too early to talk of fish, and there is nothing of importance about them.
Advices from the Gaspe coast, however, talk of pretty stiff igures,and wo wers
informed to day that $5.50 to 86 was asked for dry cod, but could not learn
whother it had been closed with or not.” Gloucester, Mass., August 12.—
“ We quote new Georges codfish at 85.25 s qtl. for large, snd small st $4,60 ;
Bank 84.75 to 85 for largo and 84 for small ; Shore 85 and 34.25 for large
and smsll, Dry Baok £5.25. Cured cusk st 84 por qtl.; hake 82.62 ; had-
dock 33 ; heavy aalted pollock 82.25, and English-cured do. $2.87 per qgtl.
Labrador herring 85 bbl,; med. split $4.560; Newfoundland do. $5; Nova
Scotia do. $6; Eastport $4 ; split Shore 81.26; round do. $3.60; round
Esstport 83 25 ; pickled codfish 37 ; hsddock 28 ; halibut hoads 33 ; sounds

MINING.

The interost Professor Hind has slways token in our mines, and his
extonsive mining knowledge, makes any statemont of his important from s
miner's economicsl standpoint. The definition of the ago of any particular
sot of rocke is specially important when the geological continuity of the mea-
sures extends to locslities already yiclding minerals, In the casd of the
Rawdon district tho paralloling of the discovery of antimony is followed by
the discovery of gold, establishing very likely a goological equivalence with
corlain wmeasures in Now Brunswick. As the gold veios in theso measures
in Nova Scotia are woil proved to be vsluable, it is to be hoped that before
loog the traces of gold known in Now Brunswick may bte followed to equally
tich veins.

If in the Rawdon district it is found to be the rule that the veins sre
fissures, i.c., crossing the various beds of rock, an important distinction may
be drawn betwoon them and those n- = worked on the shore. Inthe case of
the latter they occupy opobings bstween the slates and quartzites, and run
parallol with thew. ‘Tho effect of this is that, as thero aro many veins, the
local enrichments, known as * pay stroaks,” aro neccessarily dependant oun a
comparatively limited source of supply, viz, the rock lyiog betwean each
vein and its neighbor. This incomplete mineralizition of the veins is scen
in tho fact that tho cnclosing rocks at many points carry finely dissominated
considerable amounts of gold. In the case of the fissuro veins they find
their source of enrichment in numerous beds as thoy range across the coun-
try, snd if at somo points they are scantily filled with gold, st other points
very rich deposits will be met, and their persistenco in depth will probably
bo sccompanied by great prolongation downwards of pay sireaks. As no
benefit is mot in mining without some drawback, it may bo anticipated that
tho prospecting of this class of veins would be often more difficult and their
continuity sometimes broken.

Coat Iteus from the Journul, Stollarton.—Up to the time of goiog to
press wo have heard of no chango in tho situation 1o Spriog Hill. It now
remains for the workmen at all the collieries to ussiet their fellow workmen
of Spring Hill in their fight for right by a gonerous supply of the sinews of
war. Lot this be done cheerfully and quickly.

The coal at Saltsprings, where Mr. Hall bas been conducting operations,
has run out. It turned out to boa * pocket,” ss suggested in tho Journal.
A slops will bo sunk on the pronerty in an effort to recover the cosl.

Westvitte I7exs.—The Acadia keeps grinding away night and dsy, but
tho Black Diamond was slack last woek.

Work at the Drummond is rushing, so much so that a section of the
mine went on double shift on Monday.

Tho coke ovens arc nesring completion, and things in general around the
mine are looking tidy and business-lize. Wo believo tho manager moans
busioess. Should tho men not bo in a position to do business also, and
treat with tho manager sfter a business fashion ?

Waresuny Items.—Machinery and lumber is coming into Whiteburn
Mines daily, with lots of other freight from Liverpool and clsewhere.

A big boiler for tho Evans and Parker Mine arrived Thuredsy morning,
also an sir compressor for thu Queens Co. mine.

Tho order of the dsy is new buildings going up overywhere. Mon are
in demand, both carpenters and miners.  Machinery is arriving for the Wis-
well Mill. Mz G. \V. Johoson, the ¢ontractor for this mill, is pushing
things lively. Mr.J. E. Gammon, the manager of the Gammon Mining
Co., expects to have tho mow mill ready in a short time.

Al tho mines 2to turning out rich looking ore, and when tho mills start
up again look out for big bricks and lively times in Whiteburn.

Mr. Bsllou, Supt. Doston Gold Miniog Co., Molega, bad & clesn-up on
the 5th inst., which weigbed 125 ounces of gold. This resull was from 100
tons of his lowest grade ore, and exceeded all expectations by one hslf—
Gold Hunter.

The following brief despatch to the Echo contains all the information so
far received in regard to the fire at tho Ewpress Miue, Renfrow district :—
A large reflection in = north-wosterly direction from hers on Thursday
night was caused by tho burning of a houss containing hoisting, pumping,
and othor machinery, of tho Ewpress wills, Reafrow gold mines, owned by
Charles Nortb, of Somerville, Mass, Manager D. S. Turnbull. About 15
pounds of dynawite exploded, causing great dsmago to machiuery and out-
buildioge, but no loss of life is roported.”

The recently discovered tin mines nesr S1n Jacinto, Californis, which
aro s2id o bo excoedingly valusble, have been sold to an Xoglish syndicate,
who have large oxperience in the trestment of tin ores, and ssmo of whom
own {io minos noar Swansea, Wales.

A New MeTov or PREraniye MaNcaNeee.—A pow metbod of pro-
paring mapganosc, by which the wetal can be obtained in a fow mioutes in
tolerably largo quanlitics, and almost perfectly pure, is describod by Dr.
Glatrel, of Breslan, in a rocent suwmber of tho Herichle. A quantity of
manganous choloride is dchydrated by igaition ina porcclsin dish, and the
pulvorized anbydrous salt afterxards intimately mixed with twice it weight
of woll dried polsssium cbloride. The mixture is thon closely packed into
a bessian crucible and fused in a furnsce at tho Jowost possible tomporatare,
not sufficient to volstilizo oither of tho chlorides. A quantity of metallic
maguasium is then introdaced in amall portions at a timo, tnc tolal quantity
ueccessary being about a sixth of tho weight of tho manganous chlonds cwm-
ployod.  Provided that tho cruciblo bias not boen brated too much above the
melling point of the mixtare of chlorides, the sction is regular, the magae.
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siumn dissolving with meroly a slight hissing. If, howover, tho mixture has
been heated till vapors have hegun to makn their appearance, the reactivn 18
extromely violont. It is, therofore, hest to allow the contentas of the crucible,
after fusion, to coel down to o low, red heat, when the introduction of the
magnesium is perfectly safe. When all tho action has ceased, tho contonts
of the crucible are agsin heated strongly, and afterwards allowed to cool
until the furnace has become quite cold. On breaking the crucible, all tho
potassium chloride is found to have been volatilized, leaving a regulus of
motsllic manganese, fused together in a solid block, about three parts of
weight being obtained for every two parts of manganeso added. The motal,
a8 thue obtained, is readily broken up by hammering into fragments of a
whitish-gray color, possessing & bright metallic lustre. The lustre may be
proeerved for months in stoppered glass vessels ; but when oxposed to air
the fresh surface becomes rapidly brown. The motal is so hard that tho hest
files are incapable of waking any impression upon it. It is av freely mag-
petic that a powerful horse-shoe magnot, capable of lifilog a kilogramme of
iron, has no appreciable effect upon tho smallest fragment. It was noticed
that tho introduction of a small quantity of silica rend.red the manganese
still moro brittle, and caused it to present a conchoidal fracture, that of pare
manganese being uneven. Tho specific gravity of the metal, former deter-
minations of which have been very varizd, was found to be 7-3921 at 22
degrees C.  This nuwmber, which was obtained with a very pure preparation,
isabout the mean of the previous determinations. Dilute mineral acida
readily dissolve tho pulverized metal, leaving a mere trace of insoluble im
purity. It is aleo satisfactory that practically no magnesium is retaine.d
alloyed with mapganese, and the intreduction of esthun is ltogether avoided
by tho use of this convenient method — Kulile.

Mr. John Muir, who hus leased what is kuown as the Kithy area,
situated at a point botweon New Glasgaw and the Vale colliory, i3 working
on a four-foo! seam of very fine coal. The #ituation of Lis property, how-
over, places him at somo disadvantage, s he has to haul his cosal by road
into New Glasgow at a cost of something like 50 cents per ton.

Azother valuable discovery is reported from Salt Springs.  Mr. Hall in
continuing his exploratory work has just opened up s seam of coal three feet
thick, pitching an angle of 29 degiees. Tho seam formerly opened out
though workable was almost vertical. Exploring still goes on, and Mr. Hall
thinks bis lstest discovery will greatly increase the valuo of the property.
The coal is of superior quality. “In order to dovelope the four foot seam it
has been decided to at onco sink upon it. To do this an engino and neces-
sary buildings wiil be placed in position forthwith. It is expected that all
will be in readiness to begiu sinking about the 15th. Three carloads of coal
have been shipped from Salt Springs during the past day or so—one goinc
to Truro.

IMPROVEMENTS 1§ THE MaNUFscTURE oF Corprr —Tao improvements in
copper smelting, by P. C. Gilchrist, relate to the separation of copper from
impuritics, more especially arsenic, antimony and tin. In rossting of white
or pimplo metal for the production of Llister copper, in tho trea.mont of
metallic bottoms for the removal of arsenic and conversion into blister or
into refined copper, and also in tho toughening and refining of blister capper,
reverberatory furnaces ara used, lined with shrunk dolomite, magoesia,
chrome iron ore or other basic or neutral lining by which means it is possible
to maintain during tho operation of refining a basic slag instead of theacid
alag 8s hitherto. A purer product is thus obtained, togetber with a larger
yield and increzsed ontpat. It bas been found that a suitable amount of
lima to add when charging white mets] contsining 75 per cent. of copper, is
from 2 to 3 cents per seven tons of white metal charged. Tho metal should
bo melted down slowly under air.  Much less slag will bo formed than is
ususi in sand-lined furnaces. A good hrat should bo kept on the furnace
throughout tho charge. It is often advantageous to add a few shovelfuls of
limo 10 tho slag shortly beforo tapping the charge. Csre must bo takennot
to form too thick a slsg or the oporation will be 1etarded. It is often con-
venient o chsrge in slto some copper oxides or slage, and to subject the
surface of tho lstter to the action of an air blast, the oxidising action of
which materislly assists tho diminution of arsenic. The object of tho smel-
ter shoald bo to obtain a3 little slag as poseible, and with a low percentage
of copper in it, skimmings of slag should bo made threc or four limes, ss
desirable. \When thosamplo begins to show a blister fractare a few shovel-
fuls of lime arcto be sdded oncs or twice until the bath is ready for tepping.
The slags obtained when working as described will not average more than
30 per cent. of copper, whorcss when working with tho ordinary sand
bottom the slag usually averages 35 per cent. of copper, besides weighing
coxsiderably more por ton of blister produced. It was found when tresting
40 tons of motallic bottoms in a basic lined furnsce that thero wasobtained
323 tons of blister and 107 tons of slag, svoraging 25 per ceat. of copper,
and that whon treating an cqual woight of metallic bottoms in a sand-lined
furnaco thero was obtained 191 tons of blister only and 221 tops of slag,
averaging 55 per cent. of copper. A slag in which there is no more silica
than 20 percent. should bo worked with, as with more silicious slsgs the
elimination of the impurities takos plico more slowly.- - Journ. Sae. Chem. Ind.
