Daxysa ManaaniNe —Tho batter-makers of Denmark have long hold an
envisb'e position in controlling the British butter market, but of lats thero
his been an upexpec ed demand for Csnadian butter in itsttoad. As yot
the stpply has not cqualled tho demand but there is tk - prospect of a steady
trado being opened in that line. Tho Danish producers hsvoe lesrned to
mako margatine and during the last year they exported somo 16,000,000
Ibs. of 1that unpalatable sriic’e to Great Britain. Much of it entered the
United Kingdom under the tho name of but'or and tho housckeopors who
havo purchased it as such aro indignant at tho swindlo. If Denmark ie to
hold the buter trade sho must cloro her margarino factorios, or o'so her
poople must agreo to swallow the who'o output of rancid grease. Should sho
not congent to oither of theso restrictions the trade will naturally fall to
our Csnadian producers.

Tue AusoLrts Cost ¢F Livize.—It would ba oxtromely intoresting to
know what amount of monoy it is necessary to expend oach year jn order
that lifo may bo preserved in the buman body. Theamount would p:obab’y
be surprisingly small ovea when the cost of food, c'o'bing, sholter, and heat
was estimstod, for when oue considors the actual cest of living it is evidont
that the abeolutely necessarics of lifo are oxceedingly cheap and that the
luxuries, many of which are not geuerally cstecmed assuch, swell tho bill of
oxpondituro.  Lsst woek a fsrmer in making a winter purcha-o of flour and
meal had occasion to comparo his bill with ono {or tho same amount of gouds
dsted lon yoars 8o, Tko cost ¢f nino barzols of flour and four barsels of
meal then mounted up to 8110, whilo tho bill of last weok for gnads of tho
aume quantity was on'y 344.55; It would seem from theso figures that tho
item for food in the absolute'y necossary expenditure need not boa Iargo one.

Bab Apvice FroM A LAWYRER —A novel law-suit befors tho Supremo
Court im New York wi'l interest many who havo felt at times a strong
desiro to onter activn for a similar cause. The plaintiff c'aims that by tak-
ing the advico of his lawyor ho has been subjec t3 great inconvenience and
to a dirict Twonoy loss of some $2,000 and ho asks that the lamyer who gave
him tho advico on which ho acted shall bo compolled to make good his lo:a.
It appears that too plaintiff, Dr. Moffat, wished to procure a divorco from
his wifo and acting on the advico of Lawyer Hayo ho reinoved his rosidonco

to the Stato ¢f Cunnecticut, bolieving that after a threo months stay bo
would bo able to securo a divorce.

The promotoers hopo that within a year or so the college will be
regarded os belonging to the Maritime Provinces and tha® New Brunswick
sr-l Pricee Edward Ie'an 1 #ill not vu y s:od nwny students bat that thoy
wiil aleo share in bearing the finaocial burden. For the prosont winter an
excol'ent courso of atudy is outlined and the servicos of Prof. E E Faville,
of the borticultural co lege at Ames, havo been secuted. Awong the horticul-
tural subj-cts laid down are systematic and economic botany, plant physiol-
ogy.bicteriology, clc., and in this connection a practical laboratory course will
alsu bo putsucd. As the tution for tho courso is entirely free thero will be
litt o excuso for our young fruit-growers 1f thoy do not manage by some
means to take advantage of this oxceslent opportunity of ovianing much
valuable informativn.

CremaTion ANp Burtar —Tho question as to thoe disposal of the humsn
body aftor it has becomo lifo'ess clay is one which is continually under
discussion, an¢ thoio are many who are viclently opposed to the sanitary
process of cremation. It is chiefly on sentimontal grounds that the objec.
tions aro urged and wo fully sympathiso although wo do not agreo with
thoso who boliove only in tbe ** secrot and decoot chemistry of naturo."”
Sir Henry Thompson of London 18 the authority for tho statemont that *“ no
dead body is ever placed in the soil without polluting tho osrth, tho air,
and the water above and about it.” If this bo so, and Sir Henry is backed
in his opinion by many eminont authoritios, thon each gravoeyard is a con-
stact source and menaco of disease to the community 10 which it 18 situated.
Thero is no doubt that the germs which develop into diphthoria, fovers,
small pox and cholera are preserved alive in tho present process of burial
and msny cag s aro known to tho medicsl prcfession of grave diggers, who,
io opening grazes, hevo boen seized with the discaso which had caused the
death of Jong interred boings.  Ia the city of Philadolphis, where typhoid
fover is a'ways found, it has been domoustrated that tho diseaso is caused
by the imparo water in uge. Tho Schuylkill Rive which supp.ios the city
is the na ural drain of soven immon:o graveyards a. d thoro has evon been
foucrd in the water not on'y the pollution of disease but slso a traco of oil of
cedar, presumably frum tho cedar coffin cases of the comotrics. Nothing
but tho constant cremation of the bodies of all who dic of infectious discases
can check this constant progress of disoase. Thero sro also those who
oppose tho idea of cremation on the ground that 1t 18 unscnp:ural and that
it presouts in somo way an insuporablo obstaclo to the rosurroction of the
body. Thisobj ction 18 hardiy tonable when wo connider that many of the
mu st glor ous ot saints and martyrs wero tried by firo and that thewr ashesaro
ali tha. is loft of thoir mortsl bodies. Tho gorm of ammortahity whatawes it
bo, and whorover 1t may bo, 18 inviolato and the man who doparts from this
lifo in tho full faith of tho hfo horeafter need have no fear that 1n considor-
ing the wel‘ara of the community ho 18 imponling the future of his soul,
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Tnx Usk or Thnk BEEOUNUT.—Some farmers fn the State of New York
who are Ul ecd with the happy facully of vinfong evenvthivg to sceount,
are hinding th ot the pro ont plentifad harvest of bueechinats ¢ puttiog casily-
caricd money Into their pockets,  The proce s of Lanve ting the * Jhack )"
as the beeeh buts are commonly ealled, is timple,  Alter a wind storm the
ground underacath the trec is carefully raked acd carth, leaves, twigs, ctc,
are gatbcrcd, as well as the nuts, into ?rcat plles, which arc stovelled into
the barrow or cart. When a large collection Is made, tho farwer gets out
his old fannipg mill, and the rotary fan snd the sieves assort the whole col-
lection. The nuts make a falr food for hogs and an excellent food for
chickens, but their chicf commercial valuc lies in themeclves as nuts proper,
Roasted or raw beech nuts are very Ealalablc, and beech nut tafly and cake
arc deleclable dainties. It may be that some of our Provincisl farmers will
profit by this hint from their New York friends,

Tug Risk anv Farr or 1uk Mousiaonb - The new fshlon whieh e
now dominant in New York soclety, has compelled the almost universal
calllng in of that hairy adoroment, the moustache, and as a covsequence
maby men who havo hitherto been considered passably good looking are
now found to be far removed from the acceptod standerds of beauty.
There are indeed but few men who can boast of a handsome mouth, a
presentable set of teeth, and & chin which is not the better for a llttle of
nature’s drapery. To the few who can boast these three attributes of
manly beauty the new fashlon will prove a boon, for, instesd of appeariog
as mere commooplace comely men, they will shine with a speclal glory
when compared with the msjority of thelr acqueintances, It has been well
sald that the man who wilfully bares the lower portion of his face {s cithér
too consclous of the beauty with which he is endowed, or clee that he is
out of ignorance exposing the barren ugliness of his countenance. Our
readers will have to declde for themselves whether it is beet to follow the
ordlnary custom or to adopt the new fashion and be considered cither as
men of great concelt or as probable ignoramuses.

A Murperous Game (?)—The game of lacrosse has never been a popu-
lar one {o this portion of Canads, although ft {s to bs doubted if the
objections which have been ralsed against its introduction are more weighty
than those which could easily be collected on the disadvantages and dan-
gers of the popular sport of foot-ball. The l2crosss players of the Dominlon,
however, stand up for the game on all occasions, and at prescot they are
having a llvely feud with the Hon. Mr, Justice Drake, of British Columbis,
In a case which came recently before the court, it was clearly proven that
dutlog a lacrosse match one player, In a fit of temper, struck an opponent
so violently on the head as to nearly cause death. The offending player
was at vnce arrested on the charge of ¢ ssault with iotent to murder,” but
Justice Drake has calpply dismissed the case, because in his opinion * hap-
penings of this kind are characteristic of the game,” and any accidents
which may occur should be attributed to the nature of the game, and not
to any player personally. Mr. Drake does not appear to distinguish very
clearly between an excited man and an excitlog game; but it is probable
that before the lacrosse players are through with aim he may realize
th::rthere is both a distinction and a differonce which are apparent to the
public.

TrE Ace oF SPEOIALISTS.—\We hear constantly from men who wish to
be considered well Informed, that they cannot keep up with the times in the
matter of literature, especlally In the subject of sclentific litersture, and in
consequcace of thls inability on their own part they blame the literature of
the day. This Is but a short-sighted view of the question, The present
age s primarily one of specialues, and regrettable as it may be, the age in
which the maa of general joformation was frequently to be found is fast
receding. The best advice to the student of to-day is that he keep hlmself
informed by means of the excellent Reviewsand periodicals that abound on
the current news of the day, and that he reserve his best energy for the
literatare which appertains to his calling, or to that which no man should
he without—his hobby. The enormous literature of the present day is
esseatial.  All classes of students require that their special subjects shall be
considered in an exhaustive literature, and for that e¢nd there must be a
literature for every trade and cslling ; but the student who endeavors to

p the whole output, to over-read for the sake of secutlng information,
will find that he not only fails in his object, bat also that he will fail in
selzing on the full amount of literature which is necessary to his success in
his own particular calling.

Tae Storus Aproan.—It would seem that the year 1893 hsd been
speclally singled out to be one of maritime disaster, for there have been
few raonths of the fast vanishing year that have not bsen marked by sigoal
calamaties at sea, Darlog one day of the past woek, one hundred and
forty four wrecks vere published at Lloyds, and it is known that thousands
of sallorsand passenjers perished In the deep on that bleak day.

A SusmARINE Bripge.—One of the most famous and most succeasful
of modern englucers is at present visiting Canada, closely inspecting the
C..D.R. Mr Lillyequist, the gentleman to ywhom we refer, has a large-
sized scheme on at present, and in order to carry it through, he feels that
it 1s neceonary for alm to study the methods by which the englneers of the
C. P, R. have surmounted what might be considered insuperable obstacles.
The plao which he hasin view is the bullding of & submarine bridge and
tuouel between Danmark and Sweden uoder the Oresund. Owing to the
large ahipping traffie it is impnsatble to build an averhiead hridge, and the
uucertain services of the ferry cauve greal inconvenience on 1ioth stdes o
the water,  The fact that Mr. Lillyequtst has uundertaken <2 long a jouruc)
for the purpose of studying the engineering feats of the C. P. R. speaks
volumes in praise of our Canadian road.

Oxrtario Lrans.—The text books of the publle schools of Ontario have
receivod high commendations as well as a bigh,award from the Educatlop
Commissioners at the World’s Falr, and special attentlon has been called
to the fact that in the Provioce of Ontarlo the system of preparlog text-
books though elsborate in detail is considered by Lhe jurors superior to any
method of obtainlog text books now in vogue. The Oatario text-books are
prepared only by teachers of high standing and a long and successful career
in the teaching of esch special subject 1s required of the would bo compiler.
A draft copy of the book must be sent to the Educational Department from
which, after it has received serious consideration, it is sent to men whose
opinfons on the subject are known to be valuable. Itis then registered,
altered or sccepted according to its merits, and the Queen's Printeris called
ln to fix a price upon it. The orlginsl publisher, who {s held under hesvy
bonds to conform to the chosen quality, binding and preas work, is then
allowed to place the text-book on the market, and in order to compensate
him for the rfsk he has undertaken he is allowed an exclusive right of pub-
lication for one or two years. The author is allowed a royalty of 1o per
ceot. on all books sold. This plan which has becn so successful in Qatario
might be copied in other parts of Canada as well as in the United States.

Tne INTERFERENCE OF THE DEAD.—A curious clause io the wlill of the
iste Jsy Gould has recently been made public. It provides that the
uomarried members of * 's family shall obtain the full consent of all the
brothers and sisters before contracting any marrisge or promise of marriage
It is not probable that the geoeral public would ever have known of this
had not one of the youog ladies of the house drawn down upon berself a
semi-public fsmily reprimand beciuse of her matrimonial choice. Many
and eccentric have been the methods by which rich men have thought to tie
up their money so that no unwished-for fingers shonld be allowed to
meddle with the purse-striogs, but seldom his a2 more unreasonable testa:
meatsry wish been recorded. Men who are at the point of deatb, in
consldering the bounty of fortune which they are cooferrlog upon others,
t00 often forget that they have po moral right to luterfere beyond a certain
limited extent with the lives of those they leave behind them. Itis too
often the case that the matrimonial affairs of young people are interfered
with and the gift of money weighted with a restriction which no human
being has the right to make for another human being. We trust that the
young lady who, by the terms of her father’s will, is bound not oanly to please
him, but also to satisfy the wishes of the mombers of a large family, will
have the courage to sacrifice if necessary her prospective fortune and
chooss her life companion to suit herself,

Mercier, Jr.—~The recent alleged attempt of young Mercier and his
companions to blow up tho Nelson monument has been given wide publicity,
and theridiculoas as well as the serious nature of the deed have bezo much
commented upon. It {s with genuiae plessare that we note the toue of the
rrench Canadian press. The action of the young fellows is strongly cin-
demned, and as is but nataral and just s cry is raised that the exteems youth
and inexperience of the lads should be considered when the case Is brought
before the court. It is only in the press of France that the action of the
lads js upheld, and the title of “young patrlots” bestowed on them for
their fool-hardiness. There seems to be no doubt that Honore Mercier, Jr.,
Paul de Maztigny, and Alphoose Pelland made elaborate and painstakiog
efforts to destroy the monument erected to the memory of th: hero of Tra-
falgar. They wore io all probability inflamed by the anti-Nelson articles
which have recently been brought so forcibly before the' public. They
were of all French blood, and it Is not unlikely that the same fiery blood
flowed a little moroe tapldly ia their veins becauss they were feellng that
frecdom of apirit which is the natural lot of a first-year law student. 8till,
youth and inexperlence are not always ackoowledged in courts where jus-
tice {s being deslt out, and therc is a seciion io the new Criminal Code
which makes any person * who wilfully places or throws any explostve sub-
stance” whore it may do damage, liatle to fourleen years’ imprisoument.
The Jads claim, however, that as they had not throwa the explosives
they are not guilty ; but both policemen and fellow students bave soen and
handled the dynamite cartridge and the fuse with which the young men had
provided themsolves, The outcome of the case will be of general intorest,
and we capnot bat think that few will regret if the offenders are freed after
being thoroughly scared.

New Uniten States Tamier Bint.—After weeks of preparation involy.
ing an exhaustive study of the subjsct, from o Democratic point of view,
the new Uafted States Tarifl Bill i at last completed and was made public
lsst Mondav. The Bill, it should be explained, is purely a Democmtic
measure. It is the work of the Damocratic members of“the Committes of
Ways and Means who have jealously guirded its details even from thew
Congressional s8iocistes, Chalrman Wilson and his assogistes have given
their best thought and study to the work, in fact so great bas been the straio
on the Chairman that he Is completely exhausted and is suflering from men-
tal and physical overwork. 8o far only the summary of the Bill, furnished
to the press by Representative Bryan of Nebrasks, has been received, and
this ’s evidently incomplete in several particulars that are of direct intereat
to Canada. Ia tho main the Biil follows the priac/ples lald down {o the
Chicsgo D:mocratic platform, protection pure aud simple belng ignored as
vnconstitutional and a revenue tariff substituted which it {s claimed will give
all tho protection required, Free raw materials is an jmportant feature of
the new Blil, the idea being that this will assure more and cootinuous work
for the wage carners and slso revive the manufacturiog interests of tho New
Eogland States, which have been crippled by the competition of works located
on the iron and coal fi:lds of the westaod south. The coal is also demanded
by the Pacific Coast States. It Is this festure of the Bill that is of particu.
lar intereet to Canada, and especislly to Nova Scotia and Britisk Columbia,
as coal and iron ores are on the free list as published, aud it is understood
that other metals, including sliver lead ores are also o a efmilar position.
Farm products are aleo on the frec list, and If that is the case Nova Scotis,
New Brunswick and Prince Edward’s Island will have cause to rejoice as
the New LEogland States are the beat markets (or potatoes, oats, etc.  With
coal and iron on the free list the iron and coal mines of this Province wii!
at once be favorably c¢ffected, and from this out we may expect to see these
{mportaut patural resources of the country worked to an extent that will
bring prosperity to the whole Province. The Bill has still to receive the
sanctlon of Congress and the Seuate, in both of which houses it will be
vigorously opposed by the protectioniste, and what its fate will be it is ixn-
possible to predict. 1fthe Democratic majority stands true toits principles
the Bill should go through with slight altoration. If, however, they allow
se'fish locai conditions to divide their strength and fail to redeem the pledge
of tariff reform oo which they were elected they will simply be digglog the
grave of the Democratic Party. With so much at stake we believe the Bill
will be speedily passed, although it is not unlikely that it may go lnto im
mediate operation.  The following is the summary of the biil :  * The Ll
just completed puts wool, coal, lumber, salt and iron ore on the free lis,
and reduces the tariff on sugar from one-half to one-quarter of a cent per
pound ; it also provides for the extermination of the boualy by degrees  As
a rule, the tariff has been made lowest upou the cheaper goods of necessary
use and left highest upon the mcre expeneive articles. Toe wool schadale
will, perhape, attract most attention.  We have left no duty higher than 45
per cent. on manufactures of wool, and that only oo réady-mide garmeats,
the average being less than 40 per cent.  The cheap quality of blankets and
flannels are only taxed 25 par cent, and the lower grades of carpets oaly
20, We have also applied a gradual reduction to the woollea schedule «»
that, at the end of five years, the highest duty will be 40 and tho averaze
near 30 per cent.  Very material reductions bave beeo made in the coitos
echedule. We have placed iron ore on the frce list and made a large cut
all aloog the metal schedule, the duty oo steel ralls i3 reduced more thao 50
per cent. Free lumber will be a great benefit to the people of the prauie
states, and free salt will glve to those who need salt for their cattle or for
curlog meatthe same advantage which has been sccured heretofore by meansol
1cbate to those who cured fish, Agricultural implements have bzen placed
upon the freo list 1o order to enable the farmer to better compete in foreign
msrkets, and bscause maoy of our agricuttucal implements are beiog sold

abroad to-day cheaper than at home.” -

the equally gigantic Pacific seaboard from Frisc) to Behring Soa.

In conclusion, 1 havo to romark that the indefatigablo rosearchos of tho
Canadisn Geogriphlcsl Survey have now demonsirated that vory extensive
doposits of bituminous coal actually exist in the mountaing as well as in
the plaine. This is notably tho caso in tho famous Crow’s Nest Pass, 1,200
fs. above tho trail, on a ridge of the mountaius, from which a number of
spurs, with deep interveniog gullles, descend sbruptly to the trail, snd in
which and on tho intervening ridges a wonderiul series of c.al seams is dis-
closod, one above the other, in excellont order.
