Sho had & scn-in-law in the next pa.sh, and
on him fell the duty of burying the ¢ wpse.
The poor fellow borrowed an ass’s car, placed
the corpse on it, yoked himself then to the
car,and drow it threo miles to the graveyard.

Some persons will ask why don't these
people go to the workhouse ?  ‘T'he answer is,
the Ballinaslos poorhiouscs are crammed to
suffocation. By the last return I see that .-
700 ave already there, The deaths wrurted
Iast week to the trightful number of 225.
Ballinasloe is turned into a monster puothouse ;
there are, I believe, fourteen of them there.
Just think of 14 poorhouses in onc town.
And, while our people are slaughtered thus
before high heaven, what is our government
daing? It is recorded of the Raoman tyrant
that he played the fidle while looking at the
city of Rome in flames. Perhaps ourlaw.
makers—but what avails censar.: or remon-
strance 7—the lives of the people are in their
hands, and they have no mercy.

And while we are surrounded with the dead
and dying, exterminations by landlords are
carried out on a large scale. It scomed as if
the ministers and the landlords hod held
council together to starve the Irish out.
Several evicted famiiles lie scattered on the
road side in this neizhbouthood. We have
two resident }andlords here, and I mnust state,
in justice to them, that they are charitable
and kind to their tenants. G.

STATE OF EUROPE.

The Steamer BEuropa arrived at acon on
Tuesday last, bringing a week’s later advices
from the old world.

The situstion of affairs becomes every day
more complicated. Trench intervention in
Italy has only retarded the object for which it
was apparently used. The French were al-
ways about as much loved in Italy as the Bri-
tish in Ireland, and the Romans were parti-
calarly conspicuous for their deadly hostility
10 the Gallic nation. ‘The bitter recollection
of former French occupations is not yet erased
from the Ttalian mind. Hence nothing could
be more odious and unpopular in the Eternal
City than a French invasion. The foolish
and fetal precipitancy of Oudinot, resulting
as it has done in bloodshed and discomfiture,
adds not a littie to the general embarrassment.

Had Fraace behaved loyally, and with a ge-
nuine Catholic spirit—hed she waited as she
was bound to do, until the other armies of
intereention had taken up their position be-
neath the walls of Rome~—the holy city would
have been Tong since delivered,without a sin-
gle blow, from the ruffian violence withjwhich
it is now disgraced. Bat no, France should
ha:o all the honour and glory to herself—
sho should monopolize 2ll the credit of inter-
vention, and Providcoce seems to have con_
foundcd Licr ambitious #iews. The Austrians,
Neapolitans, 20d-Spaniards, have shewn much

moro sicenity and principle.  All their acts |
prova that their object is the restoratianof the
Pope.

‘I'his, although perhaps = false report, exaspe-
rated the whole city ; and even officers, who
i, | texigned their commissions rather than
tal:2 the ropublican oath, were seen to take
up &rias and run to the barricades as private
so'lizzs.  The reputed sajing of Oudinot
was nevertldess almost literally trae. The
Rounn people did not fight. The inass of
tho defenders was composed of French, Poles,
Lombards, and Piedmontese. Spohation and
massacre are the order of the day in the Eter-
nal City.  All the wood and carpentry at the
splendid Basilica of St. Paul, has been remo-
ved. The trees in the villa Patnizi, the willa
Albani, and a great number of those at the
villa Borghese bave been cut down to form
Latricades. Thae Church and Couvent of St.
Sebastian outside the walis have been levelled
in order, as it is pretended, to complete the
defepces of the city—an act of savage vandal-
ism which every lover of christian art and an-
cieut monuments will deplore. One of the
principal entrances to the Roman catacombs
was through this very church of St. Sebastian,
The Benedictine monks of St. Paul were
oblhiged to fly to Gaeta, as the revolutionists
thieatened to fire their convents. The Nuns
at Trinita de Monu were {orced to take refuge
in a tavern at the Piazza di Spagna, over
which the American Consul howsted his {laz
in the hope of protecting them. Several
priests, amougst whom were the parish priest
of the Minersa, and two Italian Jesuits, were
assasznated.  They were accused of favormng
arzaction. Contributions are levied on the
unfortunate citizens in the most arbitrary
maaner by armed bands of robbers and assas-
sins. It i3 enough to say that any one 1s
auspected of being a Jesuit 10 have him im-
mediately murdered. No onc will dare to
interfere. Meantime public opinion at Gaeta
is epurely opposed to the French.  Their ter-
gi~ersation and treacherous_conduct zre loud-
sy condemned. The conduct of the King of
Naples and lns army presents a brill.ant con-
trast. His advanced guard was at Castel-
Gandolpho, Manino and Frattochie, the body
of the army at Allano, the arullery at Genza-
no, and the rear guard at Velletri.  Eight or
ten-thousand Spaniards were expected to ar-
rive at Porto &* Anzo to reinforce the army of
the Kieg of Naples. The Austrizns have
taken Bologna after an obstinate resistance,
They have also occapied Leghorn, and are
alzo probably now at Rome The only ap.j
prehension now felt concernng the itimediate
return of the Pope arises from the dwplicity of
the French, At the late Consistary, held
towards the end of April, at Gacta, Mis Holi
nezs delicered a remarkable Allocatitn 1o the
Sacred College.  We hatc scen a cody of the
onigwnal Laun, and st 15 by for the mést clabo-
rate production which hos emanatd from
Pius IX. since hisacceszion,  Wo may trans-
lato a portion of it for cur next sogber. It
fully develupes and  defends the policy of the
Pope from the commencement, and cxposes

all the hollow arnfices as well as open vivlence
of tho Communists, Socialists and Red Re-
publicans,

Unfurtunate France has been in all the
throes of a ministerial and clectorad erisis.—
The number of Socialists returncd to the new
Assembly threatenz to bo very formmdable to
the friends of order.  The Cholera wasraging
at Paris ta & certain extent, and the Archbi-
shiop had published a Pastoral on the subject,

Pablic opinion in England has prunounced
sigmficantly agawst the rioters of Montreal.

Dr. Dixon, Professor of Sacred Scripture in
Maynopth College, has reccived 26 vutes for
the Irish Primacy. Dr. O'llanlun, of the
rame College, and one of the mo.t cminent
Theologians in Europe, obtained 12 votes,
though not a native of the North of Ireland.
The Parish Pricst of Dundalk received a simi-
lar number,  The latter is a pricst of the
Archdiocess of Armagh, Famino and discase
are still doing the work of death in poor Irc-
land, whilst England looks on with unfecling
apathy. The Tiémes—that unprincipled and
heartless literary cameleon—encourages this
uuchristian feeling.

Russia has really interfered in [Tungary,
and the Emperor Nicholas has published a
manifesto in which he announcosand justifies
the intervention of Russia in the distracted
affurs of Western Europe.

It
had been announced to the people that the
Bishop would preach to them on that even-
10g ; therefore, for soine time before hus arn-
val, the streets for a considerable distance
weee hined by the poor Catholics, anxious to
receive him with due honour.  YWhen at last
his carriage made its appearance they all ad-
vanced to meet hun with lighied torches, and
scattering laurels before lum.  Wuh the
greatest difficulty the Bishop made lus way up
to the altar, owing to the crowd in the school
room, which holds at least twelve hundred
persons, At last he mounted the platform and
addressed the people for about half-an-hour,
with an exhortation encouraging them to per-
severe.  The people tesponded to him as they
do at Naples. Whenever he urged them on
any particaiar point they gave their assent by
making their promises aloud. The crowd,
however, was so great outsidc as well as
within, that the Bishop was not satisfied with
merely address:og them from the plaiform in
the schoolroom, but with great difficuity he
got into the court, and then ascended a table
and spoke to them again in the open air in
about the same terms, receiting from the peo-
ple the same answers. The sermon, or rather
exhortation, was followed by the Benediction
of the Blessed Sacrament in the schoolroom,
and never was a more imposiag or touching
Benediction given. A multiade of 1,500
people, many holding burning torches 1n their
hapds, maay joining the service with their
voices, and all entering heart and soul into
tho solemnity of the great act, and testifying
their real devotion by their tears and charac-
teristic exclamations, was a scene never to be
forgotten.  After Benediction, the Bishop
made hls way through the crowd as best he
cou}d, many laying hold of his hands, some
seizing his feet v Kiss then., others almost
teaning his cassock off his back. This really
consonng spectacle concluded by the people
hghting hum again to lus carriage, and sing-
ing a hymn in chorus as he left them.—Cor-
respondent of Tablet.

Oa the following day 1 found threo persons
in a sandpit dying of hunger—completq ske-
letons ~two of them are since dead. But
these solitary instauces convey a very ivsuffi-
cient idea of our state, not alone that whole
fanuhes of the humbler and pauper classes
are carried away by famine, but now our res-
pectable and comfortable parishioners are dis-
appearing by disease, the attendant of faxine.
On Moiday week last an Eoglish lady ded
here, she arnived from London on the Satur-
day previous, and let our rulers hearken to
her last words - *“ Oh, Sir, you live in 2 horrid
countty, there is nothing to be seen but star-
ved creatures aud coffins. 1 am now dying,
frightened to death at having seen two persons
(dead) carried without coffins. Our people
in Englind know nothing of the state of vour
country.’ Then, turning to her husband, she
said—* Henry, Henry, give all I bave to the
poor.” Ishall never forget her death.”
