ADVENT SERVICES.

The Friendly Messenger, a monthly paper of
the G. F. S, has a contribution in the November
issue, by Professor Roper on the season of Advent.
1t is so excellent that we feel tempted to repro-
duce it wholly, but we have only space for some
extracts:

“The name of Advent is familiar to us all,

but as S. Bernard said long ago, the mean-
ing of ‘the season and the use that is to be made
of it is by no means so generally well known.
What does Advent mean, and what use can we
make of it 2 There are in reality three Advents.
In the first He came in the flesh, and in weakness;
in the second He comes in the Spirit and in power;
in the third He will come in glory and majesty.
The first Advent began on the first Christmas
Day, the second on the first Whitsunday, and the
third will begin on the great Judgment Day. In
the first the Eternal Sen of God came as our
Redeemer, and was visible on carth. In the
second He comes in the presence of the Holy Spirit
our sanetifier, and is invisible ; known and loved
but not scen, He now makes His abode in the
hearts of men. In the third He will come as our
Judge ; then again He will be visible, seen in His
awful holiness and power by those who have
loved Him here, as also by those unhappy ones
who have loved Him not.”

“The meaning then of the Advent season is
quite clear, and the use of it obvious. Advent is
a special season set apart by the Church as a time
of preparation for our Saviour's coming, and this
preparation is now seen to involve three-things.
It must be a thankful recollection of the Advent
which has been; it must Le a faithful realization
of the Advent that now is; and it must be a watch-
ful expectation of the Advent that shall be. But
what use can we make of the season this year ?
It is quite obvious that our first duty is to make
ready our hearts to welcome Him when He comes
to us spiritually even now.”

He comes to us in the means of grace, He comes
to us where the two or three are gathered together
in His name, above all He comes to us in Holy
Communion. Let one definite purpose of this
Advent time be a special and devont preparation
for our Christmas Communion. “TForin the Holy
Communion the thoughts of the three Advents
arc all gathered up. There we meet to receive His
gifts from One, Who really though spiritually
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comes to us; there we most thankfully call to
mind His first Coming to save us by the giving of
His Body, and the shedding of His Blood upon
the cross.  There also, for ourselves and for all
whom we love, we may most aceeptably plead the
merits of His all sufficient sacrifice < until He
come.””

Other aids to a right use of Advent will he
found in the daily prayers in Chureh, in the ser-
vice with Advent address on Wednesday evenings,
and the Bible Readings on Thursday afternoons.
The hours are as follows —

Daily Evensong ............. cee.. 530 pm.
Evening Service, on Wednesdays.... 8  pan.

Bible Reading, on Thursdays....... 4.30 pn.

The ofticers and members of the Church army
will come to the Wednesday evening services in
a body. The members of the choir are also ex-
to attend on Wednesday evening; also all church
workers, teachers and communicants.

CHRISTMAS DAY.

It is unfortunate that the great Day on which
Christ came into the world for our salvation
should be shorn of half its glory by our modern
social customs. 1t is a case of Christmas dinner
versus Christmas worship. It may be said that
people go to Church once in the day. No doubt
large numbers do, at least of the well-to-do class,
but there are very many of these who stay at
home to prepare the early Christmas dinner,
while the poorer classes are conspicuous by their
absence. Of all days of the year, the Day on
which Jesus was born a poor maiden’s Child,
choosing the lot of poverty rather than to be
reckoned among the purple-born, ought to be
honoured among those by whom He came and
mingled as one of them. Our modern social
habits have robbed the masses of their Christ-
mas service, so that this Holy day has come
to be regarded by thousands as a day that
may be given up to feasting, revelling, drunk-
enness, and such like. An effort will be made
this yecar, in S. George’s Pavish at least, to
rescuc the day from all unhallowed associations,
and to win it back for Christ and his Service.

It might appear too revolutionary or too exact-
ing to ask the regular Choir to attend twice on
Christmas Day, but the Church Avmy Corps is

'quim capable of sup. lying a choir that can be

trained to take charge of all the music that may
be required for the Evening Service. In this
way an opportunity at least to attead Chureh on
Christmas Day will be afforded to very many
who sinee childhood have not known what a
Christmas Service is. We are too apt to think
that all is well because the Ciiursh is full, and
the Altar crowded at our one service. We forget
that those who are present are only a portion,
and that the happier and more fortunate portion
of our fellow churchmen. Let us not forget on
Christmas Day when we gather our families round
our full tables and comfortable firesides, the many
all about us with whom it is far otherwise,
Whose hearts are bruised and dead ;
And homes are hare and cold ;

And Lunbs for whom the shepherd bled
Are straying from the fold !

If we can gather these within our Church walls

on Christmas night and tell them of a Saviour

To comfort and to bless
To find a balm for woe,

We may carry highest comfort to many a heart,
where the home is bare and cold.

Murray has led a retived
life; and probably none of the Orphans now in the
Home had ever seen her face, but it was a kindly
thought of Miss Wheelwright, the matron, and a
fitting mark of Mrs. Murray’s long connection
with the Home, that the Orphans should attend
the funeral service in S. George’s Church, after
which her remains were followed to S. James’s
Cemetery by many friends who will long hold
her meory in reverence and love.

5. Donations and bequests towards an endowment, of which there is at present a sum- of
$312 only.
