ABBs & PATTERSON, general storekeepers of
Port Perry, Ont., who assigned about a month
ago, have managed to pay most of their credi-
tors in full, but now find that they stili have
left about $2,000 of liabilities, to pay whicb
there remains only $500 in book accounts,
affording if realizable, but 25 per cent to the.
remaining creditors.

SToNS & MEIGHEN, general merchants of
Rapid City, Man., whose assignment bas al-
ready been noticed, began business there early
in 1881, with a cash capital .of $1,600. Their
troubles are attributable to slow collections
and to some broken engagements eutered into
with the firm, by some railway contractors.
Their liabilities are estimated at $10,000; their
assets at $12,500 in stock, book debts and real
estate ; the latter mortgaged for $600.

U. C. GREEN, proprietor of the Crawford
House, Windsor, Ont., having become financi-
ally embarrassed, left town about a month ago,
with the expressed intention of getting assist-
ance in order to mend bis business troubles, but,
not having returned, his brotlher-in-law has in
the meantime been attending to his affaira. All
dues by the boarders have been garnisheed and
sereral attachinents have been issued against
his property through the Division and Superior

-Courts. The sheriff and bailiff are in possession,
a.d carrying out the warrant of the landlord,
who claims $500. It bas been reported that
Green was on bis return, and would offer 25
cents in the dollar, but he had not put in an
appearance within the last few days.

As already stated,
their troubles are due to the suspension of tIhe
Excliange Bank but superindiced by the more
recent troubles of au endorser. Oe of the
banks which lid re-discounted some of the Ex-
change Bank paper, lied sued the tirn on two
notes ofabout e4,000.

Mrssas, S. DAvis t Soxs, whose factory and
stock were coipletely destroyed by fOre on the
ith inst, have with iotewortiy energy aud en-

terprise siicceeded in engaging new premuises ait
Xos. 50 to5 College street, in which they wvill
shîortly resufme operations w-ith soe 300 of
ilieir former operatives. These premises are
only teiporary however, as the firm have
purchased the old church property on Côte
street, which Ihey intend to occupy wben altera-
tions and iiprovements are made which wvill
probably be about the 1st May, ISS5. Alluding
to soie chirch disputes lin which le bas appa-
rently taken little part, Mr. Davis says lie bas
now bouglit a church of bis own I

Ti annual general report of the Bochelaga
Bauk, published elsewbere, possesses more than
usual interest because of the result of the re-
cent audit embodied therein. It appears that
the idea of this exanuination, over and above
the usual inspection, originated with the man-
ager (cashier) himself, who perbaps had soie
reasous for proving to the public that he as
well as bis directors are sanspeur et sans re-
proche, anticipating a vish tbat may be more
extended ere long. The figures and state.
ments of the report speak for tbemselyes.

AT A meeting of the creditors of Jas. Murray,
last Tuesday, the liabilities were shown to be
$li,200; assets nominally $6,600. He offered
25 cents in the dollar, spread over l months,
which, in view of former statements, the credi-
tors could not accept, and the stock will be
eold by auction. About e year ago-lie showed
a surplus of about $4,500, and the creditors
want o know wbere the S9,000 bas gone mean-
tine. A falling-off in asseis at the rate of S25
a day wras something they couîld not reconcile
with their' ideas of business.

Gso. Bàin.E, a carriage dealer, at Ingersolil,
Ont., for the last 20 years, assigned on the 2nd
inst. His troubles are due to lack of capital
and cousequent payment of bigh ilnterest on
borrowed money. His liabilities are reported
ai $S,000 and assets $3,500, part of the latter
in real estate worth $1,500, but morigiged
for ils full value. A few days before the
crisis le gave a chattel mortgage to bis
sister-in-law for $l,576. The general estate,
including stock, will not reach $2,000, but the
assignee will contest the neorigage of the
chattels in the interest of creditors. His failure
was quite unexpected, as it was supposed that
be bad been picking up instead of going in the
opposite direction; bis troubles have implicated
several friends and one or two wbolesale men.

THr dry goods firm of Williamson & Co.,
Brantford, Ont., who embarked last spring with
a considerable stock in trade, are fouînd to be in
very bad shape. William H. Williamson le no
discovered to be the only representative,
althouih niany supposed that H. H. Wells was
a partner. Tie former a few days ago I made
tracks" lwith ail the funds obtainable, leaving
a state of things in his rear more easily
imagined than described. Executions are in
tleesherifPs bands for a large amonti. The
inventory when completed will realize some-
where tnder $20,000. The creditors who have
taken action are Leaf & Sons, of England, and
-Messrs McCall, .lclaster, Paterson, McKinnon
and Brayley of Toronto. The firm n-as not
looked upon generally as a good mark for credit.
Williamson is said to bave been formerl- of
the commission firm of Williamson & Hemitson,
this city. Liabilities about $30,000.

W. J. CtAREe bas one of te haendsomest
fancy goods stores in Montreal, and weil situ-
ated, at the corner of Beaver Hall terrece and
Do4chester sireet, to secure a good class of
trade. It is therefore somewhat sirprising that
so sooni after his holiday harvest lie should be
again calling his creditors together. At the
meeting held et the oflice of.Mr. John Fair, lest
Tuesday, his liabilities were shown 1o be about
$15,000 ou which there appears a deflicienry of
about $30.00. At the time of obtaining his
extension last year le sbowed a surplus. Mr.
Clarke probably bas hald tu deal with indiffer-.
ent shop assistance, like others in his line. Dur-
ing the recent boliday season a cusbomer who,
of her own right could buy out half a doe
such establishments, asked to be shown somte
Christmas cards. The young person in attend-
ance, becoming impatient et the delay in choos-
ing, called oui Io a fellow-clerk, end with a toss
of ler delicate uose, said,--".you had better
bring mesome five cent cards to show ber! " Mr.

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

The Bill prepared under the direction
of the committee appointed at the con-
ference held between the Boards of Trade
of Montreal, Toronto and Hamilton, on
the 30th October, 1883, has now been
printed in full. The references appended
to each clause show the scope of tl e
inquiry of which this Bill is the result.
There is everything to show thiat its pro-:
visions have been well 'weighed, and that,
for !,4e parpoe of e 4pçtn i ectieab1q
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distribution of the, assets of insolvent
traders, care and experience have been
brought ta bear in framing the measure.
On the necessity for legislation in this
direction there is now, practically, no
divided opinion.. An eminent authority
on the question lias stated that the pre-
sent condition of the law for affecting
such a distribution is a disgrace; to a
country professing ta have any commer-
cial legislation at ail. The mercantile
conimunity, however, will scarcely require
this deliverance ta instruct them as ta the
inju ries which fait ta their share from the
many insolvencies which now prevail; but
it is reassuring ta find that the best
authorities are unanimous on the side of
equity and fair play, in view of the dis-
cussion which may attend the progress of
the Bill througli Parliament.

Reference ta the debates in 1880, vhen
the Insolvent Law was repealed, shows
that the reason for its repeal was practi-
cally confined ta the facility for obtaining
discharges under the law,-apart from
that, no objection of any weight was
urged ; and this is doubtless one reason
why no provision for discharge lias been
incorporated in the present Bill, which
maintains a passive attitude on that
subject. Those who advocate the rate-,
able distribution of insolvent estates do
not assume the attitude of opponents
ta the discharge of debtors ; there may
be saine who take up that position, but
there is nothing ta indicate that the
holders of such views are numnerous, and,
so far, nothing bas been done ta give
thoir views prominence. It is a natural
result of the causes which led ta the
abolition of the Insolvent Lawy that the
present measure should not be imperiled
by the incorporation of provisions which
have already resulted in a serions back-
ward movement ta commercial legislation,
particularly as the question of uischarge
is not necessarily bound up with the
distribution of Assets. The theory., of
the existing laws, is, that the property of
the debtor is liable for the payment of
his debts, and it will scarcely be called in
question that what the law professes ta
do, ouglt ta be done effectually. That is
what is now sought ta be accomplished,
and, unless there exists something in the
way of a conviction that ta apply the
assets of a debtor ta the liquidation of his
liabilities is improper, there need be no
hesitation in giving effect ta what is re-
garded as a simple element of justice.
In thus regarding the desired legislition
there is no intention ta oppose fair pro-
visions for the discharge of debtors. It
evidently would not be good policy to
prevent unsuccessful traders from using

their abilities ta the best advantage in
earning a subsistence for themselves and
those dependent on theni, and it would
clearly be contrary ta the interests of
creditors ta struggle against the enact-
ient of such fair provisions, if the result
of their opposition should be a refusai on
the part of the Legislature ta enact the
provisions for the distribution of estates,
and thus, in effect, decide that unsuccess-
ful traders must be maintained at the
expense of their creditors, in the absence
of means ta liberate the debtors from
liability and leave them ta shift for them-
selves. Regarded in this light, there can
be little doubt that it will be best for al]
concerned that creditors should be per-
mitted to discuss the estates of their
debtors rather than provide for their
maintenance by involuntary contributions,
which are the outcome of inefBcient laws.

When the Insolvent Law was repealed
an impression existed that the opposition
to the law had been fomented by the
Bar, in the hope that suits would be in-
creased, with a corresponding accumu-
lation of costs, which would enricli the
profession at the expense of creditors.
Such lias, undoubtedly, been the result in
cases where the creditors have tried the
experiment of throwing good money after
bad, but they have lived ta find out that
the possession of a judgmènt in the exist-
ing state of the law is a costly satisfaction,
and one that is generally barren of profit,
except ta the lawyer. Suits are there-
fore not popular -as a remedy for bad
debts, and if the unavoidable costs which
creditors have ta bear in.trying ta get
some portion of their claims do result in
benefit ta lawyers it is scarcely ta be
supposed that Parliament will be in-
fluenced by that. consideration when it
comes ta deal with the question of sweep-
ing away a grievance which presses sa
heavily upon the class that is made ta
furnisli, in advance, the large amount
collected in the form of import duties, and
upon everyone engaged in transactions
vhich involve the giving of credit. Con-
fidence, in. business matters is no mean
factor in the satisfactory progress of a
country. To the maintenance of such
confidence, just laws for the preservation
of the rights of creditors are essential ; at
the sanie time it cannot well fail ta work
ta the injury of debtors ta be refused
credit because of the danger that might
be incurred by reason of some exacting
creditor taking advantage of his position
and obtaining an unjust preferencu, whichi,
at present, it is well-nigh impossible ta
prevent.

That the Bill under consideration will
encounter sane opposition is. quite pos-

sible ; but, beyond the objection relating
to the matter of disoharge, nothing bas
been advanced against the principle con-
tended for, and it is unlikely that the
question of discharge will become a cause
of serious opposition, considering that a
separate measure would remove the
objection, and that justice between credi-
tors ouglit not to be jeopardized, by the
introduction of a distinct provision, which
May as well be dealt with on its own
merits, by a different enactment.

THE BOARD OF TRADE.

We were unable to do more in our last
week's issue than announce the meeting
held on the previous afternoon, pursuant
to adjournment, of the Montreal Board of
Trade, with the result of the election.
There bas been a general recognition, in
which we cheerfully join, of the merits of
the retiring president, Mr. F. W. Hen-
shaw, who lias filled the office during a
period of four years, to the general satis-
faction of his fellow-members, and of the
commercial community. We have heard
that it was owing to a mere oversight
that Mr. Henshaw's name was not placed
on the board of arbitration, where it cer-
tainly ouglit ta be found. The new presi-
dent, Mr. Kerry, has been sedulous in
his attention to the commercial interests
of the city during the period that lie has
filled the office of Vice-President, and
will, we feel assured, be a worthy succes-
sor of Mr. Henshaw. - It is said' that both
Mr. Drummond and Mr. Wonham are dis-
inclined to act, indeed we have been told
that both gentlemen gave intimation to
that effect before their election, but it is
hoped that their objections will be over-
come.

In his speech in proposing the adop-
tion of the 'eport the president, Mr. Hen-
shaw, adverted ta severalvery interesting
subjects. Among these was the want of
an Exchange Building, but, notwith-
standing the persistent efforts of himself
and others, no satisfactory progress has
yet been Made. We can only continue
ta hope that the committee which has
the matter in hand may before long be
able ta devise a satisfactory scheme for
the erection of a suitable exchange in
which, of course, a reading room with thé
latest news would be found. The canal
tolt question was then taken up, and
treated at considerable length. What-
ever may be done in regard ta the Wel.
land. Canal, which is common ta the
people of the United States and Canada,
those who are favorable ta the mainte-
n'ance and extension of the trade by the
St. Lawrence should unite in their efforts
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ta remove all obstructions on the navi-
gation of the river and of the St. Law-
rance Canals. The president likewise
spoke at some length on the subject of
the cost of pilotage and the incompetency
of a considerable portion of the pilots.

A long discussion took place on a point
raised by Mr. Cramp, which seems ta us
ta have been in sone degree misunder-
stood. It appears that the salary of the
Secretary of' the Board is $1,250 per
annum, which is certainly not by any
Ineans excessive, nor do ie for a moment
imagine that Mr. Cramp would advocate
its reduction. It was, however, a sub-
ject of complaint by him tliat only $450
of this salary was paid from the ordinary
funds of the Board, vhile $800 was
charged against the income fro the Port
Warden's oflice. This virtually falls on
the shipping interest, and Mr. Cramp
nientioned that lie and the late Sir IIugh
Allan had successfully remonstrated witl
the Government against such a misappro-
priation of the Port Warden's revenue
fund. IL appears that before the Bill
finally passed an amendment was made
that enabled a certain portion of the fund,
which, ivithout doubt, was purposely
left indefinite ta be applied ta the
remuneration of the secretary. It appears
that the Deparîtment of Marine and Fish-
eries lias the responsibility for the admin-
istration of the Port Warden's fund, and
it is for it ta determine wlhether the surn
charged is reasonable or not.

Mr. Cr'amp, as well as the president,
recommended the abolition of the duties
on breadstuifs, a course not likely ta he
taken in the present state of our trade
relations with the United States, ta
whiich wve have elsewliere adverted. MIr.
Cranîp treated the question of the imi-
provements on the St, Lawrence Channel
at sane length, and pointed out the liii-
portance of liglting the channel at night,
and also of adopting measures ta prevent
the removal and interference witli the
buoys by the rafts coninigdown the river.
Mr. Cramp gave due credit ta Sir Charles
Tupper l'or his energetic action in Eng-
land, in preventing measures which were
contemplated and which v*ould have
seriously in jured the cattle trade, if in-
deed they did not put a total stoppage
ta it.

Mr. A ndrew Robertson, chairmiian of the
Iarbor Trust, followed Mr. Cramp. Ad-
mitting the correctnîess of that gentle-
man's renarks, he stated that his Board.
had made frequent representations ta the
Governiment ta get the chanînel reserved
for deep-draught vessels, and ta have the
rafts confined ta the shallov portion of
the river. Their want of success, after

submitting plans for carrying out their
object, he ascribed ta the antagonism ot
the lumbermen and tow-boat owners. He
mentioned having witnessed the lighting
of the buoys on the Clyde by gas, and that
the Minister of Marine had also given
attention ta the subject in Glasgow with
reference ta the St. Lawrence. The ex-
pense, however, would he considerable,
and could only be undertaken by the Gov-
ernment. With reference ta the passage
in the Board of Trade report relating ta
the over-production of cotton goods, Mr.
Robertson nentioned that the English
mills liad had ta shut down for two days
in the week, and that there had likewise
been over-production in the United
States. Mr. Robertson then treated the
question of towage,which had been noticed
at some length by the president. He
defended the tow.boat ovners, and argued
that the steamers had driven the sailing
vessels out of the trade, and not the
charges for towage or pilotage. On this
point he and the president were at direct
issue. Mr. Robertson expressed concur-
rence in Mr. Cramp's eulogy on Sir Charles
Tupper.

Mr. Anderson, Mr. luigh McLennan
and Mr. McLea seemed ta concur with
Mr. Robertson in his objections ta the
president's view as ta the sailing vessels
being driven away by high charges. Mr.
Anderson stated that lie was hiniself
largely interested in sailing vessels, and
liad offered at least fifty for the South
America trade, but the shippers would
not give the price whicht the owners
demanded. They used ta get $21 per
1,000 feet, but could now get only $16, and
had been even compelled ta accept $13.
Mr. McLennan referred ta the case of a
large ship-owning .firm having their own
tugs in the St. Lawrence which had been
conpelled ta send their sailing vessels
elsewhere. Mr. McLea thought it simply
a fight between steam and sail.

Mr. Shorey, Mr. Win. Darling and Mr.
Clegliorn discussed the proposed Insol-
vency Bill, which Mr. Darling objected ta,
and complained that it lad never been
submitted ta the Board. It seems ta ha
the prevailing opinion that the Insolvency
Bill should merely provide for the distri-
bution of the assets without any dis-
charge, and this, as we have more than
once pointed out, may be found ta be a
difficulty. - We fear that the Board is not
supported as it ought to.be. It commenced
the year with a balance of nearly $900,
and the balance ta the next year is only
$68.11. There are only 186 members.
The receipts of Port Wardens' office were
$8,548.35, and disbursements $7,877.21
balance, $671.14.

BA4NK INSPECTION.

The subject of bank inspection by Gov-
ernment officials was treated at some
length in our last issue by a contributor,
and it is one that lias been a good deal
discussed of late. Its practical utility is
very doubtful, There may be cases in
which inspection might h attended witht
good results, but they are very rare, and
it nust be borne in mind that it would
be very expensive and useless in the
great majority of cases. Let any one
imagine an inspector undertaking to
investigate the affairs of any of our great
banks, such as the Bank of Montreal, th&
Merchants, Canadian Bank of Commerce,
or Bank of Toronto, with their numerous
branches or agencies, :and to determine
the value of their'assets. Theexperience,
of the United States does not lead to the
conclusion that inspection will prevent
banks from becoming insolvent, and ive
are not aware that the system has been
adopted elsewhere. In the United States
the banks, as a rule, have no branches,
and inspection therefore would be a com-
paratively easy task. There is no evi-
dence that bank shareholders desire the
interference of Governient otficers in
the management of their business, and it
is tolerably well-known that there would
he a formidable opposition to such a
scheme if it were proposed, which we
admit ive look on as highly probable.
One strong objection that we have heard
is the improbability of appointments
being made solely on the ground of coin-
petency, indeed it would he difficult for
any Govenment to avoid making selec-
tions from their political friends.

If it should be deemed expedient ta
introduce the principle of bank inspection
at al], which we think very doubtful, the
best plan would he togive to the Govern-
ment the power to inspect any bank at
its discretion. Armed witl such power,
it would ha open to dissatisfied share-
holders or creditors ta apply to the Gov-
ernment, and to demand an inspection,
and if satisfactory grounds were stated,
an oflicer of the- Finance Department
might he designated to make necessary
enquiries. In the case of the Montreal
City and District Savings Bank, and of
Savings Banks in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick, there are periodical inspec-
tions by an officer of the finance depart-
ment, and there must ha many oflicers on
the permanent staff who are quite compe-
tent to perform such duties. It is, of
course, well known that all the large
banks employ inspectors of their own.
The time is at hand when, if we can.
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believe rumor, we shall bave on oppor-
tunity oE examining a bill making pro-
vision for hank inspection, aid w,' nhiall
then be better able to judge what the
advocates of that measure desire te eflect.
That the principal bank shareholders wili
be unwilling to expose their business
and the liabilities of their custoiners te
Government inspection we feel assured.
and. we need scarcel-y add that their
influence will be felt in both branches of
the Dominion Parliament. It seems im-
probable that the Government will inter-
.ere so far as to employ its influence on
either side.

RECIPROCITY.

Rumors have been very generally circu-
lated, within the last week or two, that
negotiations have been commenced by
the Imperial Government with a view te
the adoption of a commercial treaty with
the United States, but we feel assured
that they are quite premature. Mean-
time Bills have been introduced in the
House of Representatives, for the free
admission of coal and lumber, but with-
out the least likelihood of their being
adlopted. Ib is highly improbable that-
any movement in the direction of a coin-
mercial treaty with the United States
would be made, except at the instigation
of the Dominion Government, and in
view of the objections made at the time
of the negotiation of the treaty of Wash-
ington to reciprocity of trade in natural
products, and the summary rejection by
he Senate of the mensure agreed te by

the Executive of the United States and
the late Senator Brown, it would be un-
wise on the part of Canada te make any
furtber advances. IL is well-known that
the Dominion Parliament has already
given power te the Executive to admit
the United States natural products free of
duty, whenever a similar concession shall
have been made by Congress.

Ib is just possible that the termination
of the Fishery Treaty may lead to some
satisfactory arrangement, but we are in-
clined to think that if our neighbors can
succeed in obtaining admission toCanadian
waters without making adequate compen-
sation they will not be disposed to make
any concession whatever. There can be
no doubt that at the time of the negotia-
tion of the treaty of Washington it was
believed by the United States Govern-
ment that the money value of the fisheries
would be placed at a much less amount
than what was subsequently awarded,
and that it xihay have been . induced te
believe that its former estimate was much

under the mark. IL is to be hoped that THE BOOT AND SHOE INDUSTRY.
the experience gained nearly . twenty
years ago bas not been thrown away, and
that the Government of the Dominion
will not be se infatuated as to permit the
New England fishermen to renew, on
the terumination of the treaty, their tres-
passes on the Canadian fishery grounds.
The head land question -bas never yet
been settled, and unless the right of
fishing should be fully conceded to the
same extent as provided in the treaty of
Washington there should be a prompt
resort te arbitration, and this should not
be postponed until after the termination
of th treaty, eise there yill be serious
danger of complications, in addition te the
expense- of protecbing the Canadian
fisheries.

There is sufficient reason for address-
ing the United States Goveriment witi a
view te the amicable settlement of the
disputed questions in relation te the
fisheries, but the true Canadian policy at
the present time is to have our riglhts fully
recognized, and at the saine time te inti-
mate ouir willingness te concede the privi.
lege te the United States fishermen of
admission te our coasts and rivers, con-
ditionally on concessions te us in the
direction of reciprocal free trade in the
natural products of the two countries.
It is, however, important te consider very
carefully the nature of the concessions
which should be claimed. IL is hardly
probable that the proposal te admit manu-
factures free of duty will be again enter-
tained by the United States, as it is an
open secret that the chief cause of the
rejection of the convention negotiated by
the late Senator Brown was the apprehen-
sion that certain cheap British manufac-
turcs would find their way into the United
States if they were admitted free into
Canada, as they would have been under
that convention. The natual products
of' the greatest importance te Canada te
have included in the treaty are the vari-
ous descriptions of grain, and the United
States would be materially benefited by
the admission into Canada of Indian corn,
and wheat. Of course if the United States
should be willing te consent te coal and
lumber and other natural products being
added to the list, Canada would cheer-
fully consent, in fact, lias already con-
sented. We cannot, however, lorget thit
in the negotiations at the treaty of Washi.
ington there was a determined opposition
te the free admission of grain, which is
decidedly the product that Canada should
insist on being included. Should negotia-
tions take place there. can be no doubt
that Canada will be represented at Wash-
ington.

The lecture of Mr. Ames, of Messrs.
Ames, H-olden & Co., on the subject pre-
fixed to these remarks, was delivered on
the l4th inst., at tie regular meetingof the
Young Men's Christian Association, and
will add to the interest of the series. IL
is, of course, impossible for us in our brief
notice to follow the lecturer through the
history of the tiade, tr. mn the time of the
ancient Egyptians, or even from that of
the Pilgrim Fathers. 1828 is the year
when the business of tanning and shoe-
making was commenced in Montreal, in
the Glasgow tannery which is still run-
ning, and the business was conducted by
four brothers named Galt, who passed
away, leaving no descendants. In the
early period of the business, the lighter
leathers were imported from the United
States and England, but about twenty-five.
years ago the manufacture was coin-
menced in Canada, and now the market
is entirely supplied with horne manufac-
tures. Without following the lecturer
in the minute details which he gave of
the process of manufacturing, we may
notice bis reference to the great economy
effected by the introduction of the sew-
ing machine, and other improvements
for saving labor.

The manu facture in Montreal between-
1840 and 1850 did not exceed the pro-
ducts of oe of the present factories:of
moderate capacity. Wages in those days
were froi four te six dollars per week.
At present, or perhaps we should say, in.
1881, the 5,595 persons énployed, earned
S1,460,395, or on an average about $5 per
week ;of those one-third were females.
Mr. Ames estimates that J 5,543 persons
in Montreal are dependent on the boot,
anid shoe industry for support. The
annual product of the industry in the
Dominion is placed at upwards of $17,000,-
000, and the persons enployed at 18,949.
Of the above aggregate, Montreal contri-.
butes $6,880,826, and the industry is te
greatest in the city. Quebec is next
te Montreal, having eight large factories,
with steam power producing from two to
two and-a-half millions annually. In
Toronto, Hamilton and London the in-
dustry lias taken root, as well as in the
principal <ities in the Maritime Provinces_
Mr. Ames gives the New Englanders
credit for the invention of several useful
machines, most of which have been
patented. The departments of a firstb
class modern slioe factory aie four in
number, viz.: The cutting deparbinent
whiere all the work originates. 2nd. The
fitting department where the uppers are
sewed together by sewing machines. 3rd.
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The sole leather departmen ; and 4th. The
bottoming department, vhere the soles
are attached ta the uppers, and the
work finished. Each of these depart.
ments is in charge of a foreman, a pro-
ficient in his special brandi, while over
the whole is a superintendent, thoroughly

skilled in all the intricacies of the busi-
ness. There are usually in a iirst-class
manufactory over one huundred machines
driven by steam.

Mr. Aines adverted ta the recent ad-
vice given by Mr. Ward, in his lecture on
the lumber trade, ta young men to learn
a trade, which would, in case of their
application, ensure them the means a
earning a livelihood, and expressed his
entire concurrence in sthe advice given.
As an illustration le mentioned that a
few months ago a bookkeeperwas wanted
in a large inanufacturing establishiment,
and the resuilt of an advertisement in our
daily papers was that there was no less
than 75 applications, while an advertise-
ment of several weeks continuance for a
foreman in the same establishment was
necessary befare a suitable persan couild
be got, although the, salary was double
that of the bookkeeper. In the special
industry treated by Mr. Ames it is said
ta be rare for a sober and industrious
workman to seek employment in vain,
while many have gradually risen ta posi-
tions in which they get three ta five, and
even ten dollars a day.

Mr. Amas, at the conclusion of his lec-
ture, probably with the view of stimu-
lating the rising generation ta followthe
advice that ha had given, mentioned the
naines of several members of the craft
who had risen ta literary renown bath in
Great Britain and in the United States.
Among these was Gifford, the celebrated
editor of the London Quarterly Revieo,
so highly eulogized by Lord Byron, and
Henry Vilson, Senator and Vice-Presi-
dent of the United States. Of course the
number of those who have risen ta emin-
ence in the literary or political arena is
small, but the lecturer maintained that
"e any young man of average ability and
"like habits of improvement followed
" with frugality, temperance, patient
"industry, honesty and common sense,
" can acquire conpetence and an honor-
" able position among his fellows, and
"leave ic world the better for having
"1 lived in ib."

THE MONTREAL HARBOUR COMMIS-
SIONERS.

At the neetingof the Board on the l7th
inst. a miost interesting address was
delivered by the chairman, Mr. Andrew

Robertson, in vhich ha reviewed atlength
the varions subj'cts which have engaged
its consideration. We regret that we are
unable ta give the chairman's address at
length, and our space does not admit of
mare than a brief review. The deepening
of the channel bas been already fully dis-
cussed, and il is well known that after
encountering a formidable opposition the
commiissioners obtained from the Govern-
ment a loan of the aimotint required at 4
per cent, which, of course, unider existing
regulations, will be an additional charge
on the trafBc by the St. Lawrence. Mr.
Robertson dealt with the much contra-
verted question of the cause of the reduc-
tion in the number of sailing vessels fre.
quenting the port.

Rle referred ta the fact that when the
sailing vessels of the Allan and Beaver
lines frequented the port those companies
had their own tugs and took their sailing
vessels into port, and yet for two years
those companies have not brought'a single
sailing vessel ta the Si. Lawrence. Mir.
Robertson did no fail ta notice the great
disadvan tage under which Mont real labors
in being only a summerport, which fully
accounts for the greater proportionate
increase in tralic at the American sea
ports which have lines of raiway which
bring goods at all periods of the year.
Mr. Robertson gave an encouraging state-
ment as to the relative advantages ai the
Canadian canals as compared with the
Erie, pointing out tIat the foreign grain
which comes ta Montreal is nearly all in-
tended for exportation, while of that sent
by the Erie canal a considerable
portion is required for home consump-
tion.

Mr. Robertson during bis recent visit ta
Europé seems ta have omitted no oppor-
tunity of making himsielf better acquaint-
ed witi tli most modern improvements
in dredging and other works in harbors
and rivers, and his conclusion is that we
have not mucht ta lean regarding dredg-
ing and deepening the St. Lawrence, It
appears from the revenue statement that
there is a slight decrease as compared
with 1882, caused chiefly by the falling-off
in the local traffic, whichi is attributed ta
the increasing facilities afforded by the
railways. The tonnage dues on steamships
show an increase of $6,766.67 and those aon
sailing vesselsa decrease of $4,291.76. Mr.
Robertson is not singular in the opinion
that the pilotage system below Quebec,
which is controlled by a corporation, and
which is a monopoly, is a crying grievance
to the commercial in terests.

The canal toll question was very fully dis-
cussed in a latter addressed ta Sir Charles
Tupper by request. Assuming asit does

that it is impossible that there will be a
complete remission of talls, Mr. Robertson
fayors their rebatement on al[ traffic
passing through bath the Welland and St.
Lawrence canals. We gather that Mr.
Robertson lias to sone extent modified
his views since bis latter to Sir Charles
Tupper, which only went the length of
inaking a rebate of the tolls of the St. Law-
rence on all trafiic passing through the
Welland, and vice versa. We trust there
will be no attempt ta discr'iminate against
the United States. It is quite possible
without discrimination ta confer material
advantaîges on the Sb. Lawrence t'otte. Mr.
Robertson's address well deserves general
attention.

ENGLAND'S MEAT SUPPLIES.

The formation of cattle ranges coin-
panies in the far west of the United States
and the North-west of Canada, and the
impetus given everywhere ta cattle breed-
ing, wihi the view of supplying the wants
of Eur-ope, make it a atter of importance
for the cattle raiser and lie shipper ta
know exactly what supplies England, the
largest consumer of fareign iat, may
derive frot its permanent pasture ]and,
increased every year by the systematic
conversion of arable land ta the purposes
of rearing catle and sheep, forh wich the
hight prices lately obtainable appear ta
have offered such inducements. The
volume of statistics issued for the first
Lime by the newly-constituted agt'icul-
tural departinent of G-reat Britain
furnishes us with important informations.
The constant additions ta permanent
pasture already remarked upon in former
reports of the Board of Trade lias con-
tinued during this year and the results
are showri in an area of 15,065,300 acres,
as compared with 14821,6u0 in 1882. The
land transferred ta owners during, the
recent agriculural depression bas been
chiefly utilised by then fort grazing pur-
poses. The proportions of ite whole
area of cultivated land in 1873 were 41-5
par cent under pernuent pasture 30'4
par cent under corn (grain) crops and
11'5 percent under green crops. ln 1883,
permanent pasture represents 46-5 par
cent, corn crops 26-6 pe' cent, and green
crops 10-7 par cent. This intrease in
permanent pasture must have a correlative
increase in the various kinds of live
stock :

It is readily perceived that, with a popu-

lation of 35;246,562 inhabitants, Great
Britain has not enough, even vith an
annual increase in live stock, for its ment
consumption, and must draw largely upon
the resources of other countries. Contin-
ental countries have very litle te $pare,
and the United States and Canada, of all
trans-Atlantic countries, owing t6 their
proximity, are alone in a position te
satisfy the demand.

The figures of cattle and sheep in
Canada given in the lastensus will be of
little or no value in a few years from now,
when the cattle ranges of the North-West
will begin sending large droves of heavy
cattle te Atlantic ports. In the United
States, as it may be observed by the fol-
lowing table during the last two years,
the number of cattle has increased more
than in the previous six years, and it is
not improbable, .owing te the impetus
that has been latterly given te cattle-
breeding, that the increase in 1883 has
been greater than ever :

In connection with the question of the
relative numbers of live stock in differ-
ent countries, likely te be available for
the supply of meat te Great Britain, "lit
appears desirable " the report states "to
ascertain definitely the probable average
weighat of each description of animal im-
ported from the countries whence sup-
plies areF usually derived." Estimates
have accordingly been obtained from
reliable sources as to the respective aver-
age weight of cattle, sheep and pigs im-
ported from these countries, when killed

for meat. The average weight so esti-

mated in stone of 8 Ibs. s stated for each
country anr class of aniinal:-Belgium,
sheep, 8 stone ; Denmark, cattle 70 ston e,
sheep, 8;. France, cattle 103,, sheep 7i
Schleswig-Holstein, cattle 85, sheep 8e'
Netherlands, cattle 85, calves 161, sheep
81 ; Norway and Swveden, cattle 78, sheep
6 ; Portugal, cattle 8612; Spain 71 ; Can-
ada, cattle 90, sleep Sa; U nited States,
cattle 101 ; sheep 7!. Of pigs theaverage
weight appears to be 14 stone.

The difference in weiglt betveen Can-
adian and American cattle being Il stone
or 88 lbs. cannot be easily understood.
Cattle in both countries are of the same
stock, except perhaps in the blue grass
region, where it is heavier; but Kentucky
or Tennesee cattle do not form the largest
bulk of shipments. The Canadian cattle,
distillery -led, have not perhaps the same
powers of endurance as cattle reared on
pasture, and'lose more during the passage.
The proportion between the living weights
of an animal and the weiglt when dressed
for meat is:- cattle 50. per cent, sheep
60 per cent, and pige 40 per cent.
According to, this recognized ruIe the
living weight of Amarican cattle is 1,616
lbs., and of Canadian gattle 1,440 Ibs.
only. Any cattle dealer may settle the
question, as he must ship vith greater
reluctance the lighter aninals when the
-freight is charged so much per head in-
stead of by weight.

THE BUDGET LIBEL SUIT.

The action for libel instituteld last March by
the Citizens lnsurance Company of Canada
against Messrs. Win. Campbell and W. B.
Campbell, father and son, editor and proprietor
of the Budget of Toronto, an insurance -paper
publisbed monthly in that city, was brought to
a close last MAonday, aflter a four days' trial.
The action was based upon an article in tie
Budget of December, 1882, and a letter il the
next issue, whiclh, althonglh deemed by souie
iembers of tlhe Citizens' BoIard as uniwortlhy of

notice, were looked upon by others as furnishing
a favorable opportunity for proving the unwa r-
rantableness otfthis and other attacs miade uipon
their property fioni time to time, and it wias
finally decided to make it a test case, and vin-
dicate the position of fle company once and
for aIl, In the course of the suit the defen-
dants confessed that Mir. A. T. McCord, jr.,
forncrly agent of the Citizens Ils. Go., Lt To-
ronto, was the author.of the letter signed "Fire
Ins. Siarelolder" in the Janiiary issue,
-lie writer claiming to be a shareholder in the
company--and this admission was welcoied
by flic plaintiffs-wio immediately made Mr.
AlcGord a co-defendantin tleicase--a aftfording
still better prospects of gettiig costs i for if auy
damages were caused et all, Ibe sum of $5,000
would be a mere drop in the bucket
towards making them good. Messrs. H. J.

Scott, Q.C, and Dalton McCarthy, M.P.,
Q.G., -appIeared for Mr. lcoord; the
Messrs. Campbell were represented by
Miessrs. B. B. Osler, Q.G., and E. T. Malone,
while Mir. Jas. Bethune, Q.C., alone represented
the Utizenis Insurance Go.

The wenkness of the defence was visible from
tle start ; thiere wals nothing to prove the truth
of the attacks made iipon the coipanîy, lience
flie visits tolouitreal by the defenidants, accoua-
panied by counsel, and the keen search into the
business of the company, lasting several days,
in the vain endeavor to fiid a weak spot sone
where. Every facility was afforded thei. The
company had nothing to bide; they had every-
tbing to gain by the fuIlest publicity; in taking
the action they specified no dnmages, their soli-
citor in Toronto forially lixed ipuu tle anount
of$5,000. They could scarcelyexpuect any dai-
ages froin te outset, but they were confident
of vindicating their position, and deterniied to
inae the msost of the occasion te jusfify the
conduct, the actions and posilion of the con-
pany in the eyes of the comnunity, by obtaining
a verdict as to the truth or fhlsity of the article
and letter in the Bucgct. Mr. Betbune in ad-
dressiig the court and jury said : " The coma-

pany have couic beforeyou to vindicate their
position as publie assurers; yoircan give then
damailges of SI or $100, and they wilt ndt ob-
ject ; what they do want is to prove - the
falsity and mauîlice:cf the articles." That ts

was the view of the case taken by the jury is
shown by the verdict in favor of the conpany
and the nominal damages of oce dollar awarded.
The question of«costs was taken into deliberation
by the jndge, and it was decided lthe following
day that the verdict should carry costs. These
vill probably anoiun tto between $3,000 and $4,-

000, thus making a double triumph for the Citi-
zels.

The defence pleaded justification, and en-
deavored to prove the charges made. .Sov-

oral joint visifs were accordingly made to
Montreal, and the directors and managers
suîbjected to lengthy questioning as to the
conduct of the compaiy's business, flic c îif
endeavor being to prove the soinewhat vague
nîjl general charge of reckless undervriting.
Some legal gentlemen must have lad itheir rest
broken by the mass of figures and evidence
adduced by persons more or less expert in a
business wlhich it is not given to every miai
outside fle profession to tboroughly ilder-
sanid, and have doubtless acquired an aniount
of knowledge (lat inay be turned to occasional
1ase. .The priiary allgation that "the com-
pany carried too much gît risk for its capital '
was met by a taîbuilar coiparison with two
companies of aundoubted position, showing that
the Citizens in 1882 hald on its net capital, afier
deducting impairment (siice nade good), .0430
per cent, of capital to amount at risk in all
branches, as against .0098 and .0091 respective-
ly, both the companies referred to being ad-
mitted in evidence as in excellent standing
before the public. If was also shown by the
Iisurance Blue-book, 1882, page 48, that the
company has (exclusive cf capital) $1.19 per
cent to amoiunt of risks in force as comnpared
wFitl the two stauîncl companies cited, who,
therein show a percentage of $1,77 and $1,45



resprectively, while the citizens' total assets, as
against risks in force, show a percentage of
$1.72, and this exclusive of its large capital at
call, held by saime of the wealthiest capitalists
of the Doniin, and ameounting to $932,000.

The charrge of "bad results of business gen-
erally fromt 1876 to 1882 ras evidenc of' mis-
minagemiieit" was irmet by shrowirng that tie
actial loss of the coipany was. S13,300, inclid-
ing the coniiagration losses of iS7-7, whicb
aiounied to over $340,000. Apart from these
the result would show ia profit of over S140,000
on the actual underwriting of Ie comrpny.

What iras deemîed a strong point was tlie
charge of eiploying life funis to pay tire lasses.
'lhe evidence went to show that ire lite funds
or reserves bive never been touched for any

purpose whiatever, and appealed to tihe Depity
Superinrtendent of In rsurrance to prove tire fact
ris a witiess, which ie did.

The truiprcharge of " reckless underwriting
was answerei by the evidence of Mir. 1'. R.

of ris entire Canriaun tire incorne, while the
Citizens' $10,000 represented but one.nineteenth
of irs annul lire revenue. The Ætna ie ad-
imiitted lost $40,000 on a single risk in Mlontreal
notlong since.

Orn tire question of "motives of malice" on

part of defeidants, it was shown by letter that
the proprietor of rire Budget had applied for the

Toronto A-\gencsey of the Citizens Insuraice Co.
und tiat the companly's patronage of tire papier
hald been reduced, shortly before the attacks
appererd. It was impliel rlrat tie editor had
hinself written the Aiiti-lalrniket" letter to
the paier, dated froin St. Mlary's in Joue, 1882,
charging the rCitizens 00. witi iavingr written
a certain blanket. policy, whichi policy they
deny ever :.aving hadl on their books. This impli-
cation w'as not denied by lr. W. Campbell who
was.iii court and ieard the charge. The editor
had ilso applied by letter, und which letter
was purt in as evidence--or the 'oronto Agescy
of rire coimpany, and hail madle frequeit appli-
entions for vacianîcies rit ie head-oflice ris in-
Bpector, etc.

The co-deininiinnt, Mr. MeCord, was shown to
be a comrpetitor in the Guarante and Accident
business; ie was never a shareholder in the
Citizens' insuranrce ou. The whole evidence
was what uine of the witnesses nvould have called
such ia complete ' walk over '' for ic plaintilfs,
that, we forbealr giving Sorme of ie sharpest

portions of' the evidence, and in conrsideration
for one wiose coutiientitil contribution was
so lceilessly betrayed.

TIIE ROYAL CANADIAN INSURANRE 00.

Tie decision of tie Court lias been given on
the application for an injurction to prevent the
directors of the Royal Caiadian selling the
forfeited shares, which have beeri advertised
for somte time bick. We believe iat the
decision is no a final one, but ruerely to post-
pone the sale under existing circiiustarces

The fate of the company is now in the bands
of tie present sharelholders, for, unless the
Directors lre sustained, it will scarcely be
possible for the Company to ccntinue its busi-
ness. We, of course, can understand tie policy
of the speculator, who, having bought a large
numîber of shares at a mere nominlal price at a
time when, owing te a disastrous fire, there
was a painie amrong the shlarehlders, would
bonefit largely by winding up the Company,
and obtaining his share of' its assets. The
shareholders should do justice te the present
directors nany of whom at the saume period of

)anic stepped forwiri uand, boy assuning large
personal responsibility, relieved the Company
from its dilliculties, anal placed it in the satis-
factory position in which it is round to-day.
We feel assured that tiere enu be no second
opinion anurrg those who have Iad the best
opportiuiities ofjudalginug of the characters of
the gentlemen who constitute tIre Board of the
Royal Carnadiarr Insurance Company that it
would be a firal blunder to make any change
in tire direction unitder existing circunstances.
IL mray not be as well known te shareholders at
a distance as it s in l Montreal thrat the means
of obtaining tie stock purchasel on specila-
tion, and with tie object ofrobtaiing tie con-
trol of the Company, was supplied by the un-
fortuniate Exchange Bank, and, so far as is
known, withoutany but personal securrity. The
calculition was that the Royal Canadian Insur-
acte 00. would be wrecked, but the Bank, uifor-
tunately for the speculators, came ta grief, and
the whole plot was exposed. It Most net be
imagined that in offering the foregoing renarks
we have the sligitert appreiension is te the
result of the ballot ait the approaching anial
rme'etirrg, but, as at all elections where there
are contests, it is simply a matter of duty for
every voter to support the cause whichr ie
thinks right.

Business changes
have been few antid litmportatîtt, and nIoslIy
in tte hotel flne, et whicih nto tegret isexpressedi,
on aecount of tit present great number of
these esablishments.

ExCHANGs BANK, PARtItI.LL.- It is evident
that the ruimor publishied in a MIontr-eal evening
pealer on the 3ird inst., concerninîg the alitirs of
the late manager of the Exchange Batik branch
at Parkhill, is not wholly warranted by facts.
Mr. T. L. Rogers, the gentleman referred to,
now proprietor of the Parkhill Banking Co.,
writes us on the subject. Mr. Rogers vas cou-
nected with the Exchange Bank for sonte ten
years as branch manager. After opening the
Bedford branclu, and conducting it for ihtreeyears
withouît loss, he was ordered to Parkhill, in
whici section there was nearly lalf a million
dollars scattered, and which threatened to result
in heavy loss to the bank, lad it tot beei judi-
ciously handled. This amoutnt was gradially
reduced, till, at tei end o' his six years' service,
it vas reduced to S50,000. lit the fall of 1882
Mr. Rogers made ait offer to the Batik tu take
over the branch at Parkhill, assuming all the
lans as good, Sonte $148,000, on condition
that they granted hini ut credit of $150i,o,

for twvo or threc years; this .was agreed to.
Buit after tei Bank's recent suspension they
wislhed to cancel the credit and allow a trifling
rebute. 'his, however, iwas finally igreed to
and tihe loan was returnedi tthe bank. 'lie
rebate agreed to was $4,1000, besides sone little,
real estatte in Parkhill. It liad been better for
the unfotrtunate directors and sharehoilers if
such men as T. -L. Rogers had hal muore
genterail control of is aufitirs.

The. promtiptitude wlti whici west-boutd
freighut is carried over tIte Intercolonial during
the winter montls te highly cred.itable Lo the
generai equipment and management of our
government railwaly. To take. a single
example:-The Allait SS. &ardinian biganthe
discharge of lier cargo at 1alifax on Monday
morning, the 7th inst. ; all goods ti ere
loaded on the cars by four in the afternoon, and

although the weather was so cold. and stormy
that -trains on lines much further south were
