MANIFESTO OF THE IRISH
BISHOPS.

The mlsery of the people dus to English
mig-government—A protest against eml-
gration; it is unwise and impolitic—nti-

atfon from couvpested districts to the
ﬂnne acres of the country.

Puoewis, July 17.—~XIn the polling for a mem-
ber of Parliament in Wexford borough to-day
there was conslderable anlmesity shown to-
warde the Liberal candidate, the O'Connor
Don, who was hooted a8 he drovethrough the
glreete, Bexton, M.P., for Bligo, was present
jn the Interest of Redmond, the Parnellite
candidate, and implored the people to pre-
gerve order., Notwithstanding his interfer-
ence, tha windows of the 0°Connor Don’s com-
mittee room were smashed, Many police ar-
rived during the afternoon. The election
resulted in favor of Redmond, After the re-
gult of the polling was declared the O'Connor
Don drove along the main street under escort.
The party were pelted by the mob. The
police charged with bayonets and several
perfons were wounded, orpe belng plerced
throngh the lungs, Thirty policemen were
injured, two ssiiously, fome belng knocked
down: oud frampled on. Healy and Bexton
finally undertook to restoze order, and the
pollce withdrew,

At a mestlng of the Organlaing Committee
of the Irish Natlonal League beld to-day,
Parnell preeided and Davitt was present. A
regsolution amalgamating the Evicted Tenants’
Fund was adopted.

Isnd to-morrow {o prepare for the definlte
organization of the Natlopal Leagus, which,
owlag to the extreme pressnre of Parliamntary
business, and partislly to the co-operation of
the Coercion lawe, has been somewhat neg-
Jooted.

they are certain to respond to reaconable im=
pulsion from the leaders of the National
movewment,

PRANCB AND ENGLAND,

The present relations tetween France and
England ere rather alarming. The English
mercantile class, paffed up by the viotory of
Tel-cl-Keblr, think they con steal Deliessepe’s
Buez Canal wlth impunity. "The coarse
taunts ot the Eoglish press has exoited the
deepest indignation in Fzance. A slight ao-
oldent might kindle a war which would have
the moet serlous results for Eogland, The
British Government, conecious of the danger,
is making the most carsful preparations at
home and abroad.

GLADSTONE'S GOVHRNMENT IN JROPARDY.

Unless the English people cool down the
fate of the Giajstone Government will be in
the hands of the Parnellites, Within a month
Gladstone wiil probably be defeated on the
nsw Gute Canal guestion, unless gaved by the
Irish vote, which 1a not at all likely.

The advanced Liberals do not take at all
kindly to the idea of a coalition between the
Irish Liberals and Conservatives, in opposl-
tion to the Nationallsts. They argus that it
would bs far better for the government to ro-
open the Irish land qnestion, and, by amend~
ing the Iond act ot 1881 In accordaunce with
the demands of the tensnt farmers, to chow
the voters of that cless that their inferests
bind them to the ministerial side. The {ruth
13, In & good many English constituencies the
Irdsh vote {8 a formidable factor, and it 1s
feared that, 1f the Liberals joln the Conser-
vatives in Irsland to defent the Parnellites,
the Irioh electors on this side of the chabnel
will return the compliment by voting for
CUonservative candldates. Should that course
be followed at all generally, tho ceata of seve-
1al asdvanced liberals In England would be
In serious jeopardy, and these members nata-
rally hold that a polloy of conolllstion 13 far
sounder than a policy of provocation.

Dueriy, July 19.—A scene, In which Lord
Ohief Justice Morris was an actor, took place
at the Muallingar Raflway Station on Wednes-
day last.

Burke held at the stook of the gun, and each
did his utmost to get poaaession of it.

Burke who his opponent wad, durlng which
the station master was gent for. Dr. Burke
gava hia rifla ta the Chisf J ustice, who gaveit
to the guard of the traln. Both gentlemen
journeyed together, and we know not if they
debated between themselves whether an Irish
landlord who conslders himself {n danger has
n right to carry fire.arme In a rallway carrl-
age.
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A STEAM QATHEDRAL ON THE

AMAZON,

(From the Pal} Mall Gazetle.)

Thero have often been miselonary ships
and flostlng cburches, tut it has bsen
reserved for the Catholic Blshop of Para and
Amazon to propote to combine the t¥o by
building a large missionary church to ply
with steam upon the Amszon, The Tablet
glves the followlng glowlag account of the
Blshop's suggestion :—The floating church
will bs dedloated wholly and exclusively te
miesionary purposes. It will ke ballt
by the most skilled artificers of Eo-
rops and soperbly decorated and adorn-
ed. The rarestand most preciows woods with
which the Amaronian valley abounds, pine
in graln and varled tn color, will walrsoot
the sacred interfor. At one end will shine
fortk the altar, with ita gilded reredos and
glittering tabernacle, contalnlng the most
Blossed Sacrament, and eurrounded with the
usual ornaments snd tapers. This new float-
ing cnthedral—this Basilica paval-—wlll, of
courss, poasess {ts pulplt and confesslonal, its
organ and baptismal fouf, and all the ornn-
mesnts of church furniture requisite, not mere-
ly for the decent, but even for the solemn
aud splendld, exercize of Oathollorites. In
the lower portlion of the ship a sultable
toom or cabin will be prepared for the Ordin-
ary of the dlocese, and a sufficlent number
for the priests attached to the misslonary
ghip, ns wellas the usnal accommodation for
the necessary sallore and naval officers. The
whole straocture will be dedlcated a8 goon as
completed, to tho Blessed Sacrament, and
will be calied Christopker, (or Ohrist-beater.)
Propelled by steam, and crawing but little
water, it will oarry the zsalous misstonaries
slong the great natural highway to the most
distant parts of the oountry—aa far as Boli-
via and Pery, - Ecuador and Oolombis and
Venczaels, and even to the more diatant
Toropesn colonlez of Gulana. The dulcet
gounds of the awelllng organs acoompany-
{iog the soft, sonorous chant ot the preleste
will spread over the tranquil surface of the
rtver and give notlce of the approack of
Chris!, rambulans euper squas.” From time
to time the good fathers will stop at conven.
fent piaces, where the people will te colltot..
ed to recelve lustruction and exhortation,
where the children will be bapt!ssd, and
where all who desire 1t will bave an oppor.
tunity, now scarcely ever afforded, of going
to confession and holy communion. Masz wiil
be celebratsd with much pomp and ciroum-
stance within the hallowed precinots of the
anchored church, and ail will be invited to
attend. After a time regular stations will

Parnell’s Response to the Toast
of “Irish Industries.”

AN ELOQUENT BPEROH THAT I8 UNI-
VERS. ¥ PRAISED DELIVERED
AT THE EXHIBITION BANQUET
IN CORK,

The banquet glver by the Mayor, Corpor-
ation and cltizans, o celebrate the opening
of the Exhibition, proved to bea very bril-
lant affair. The gathering was, perbaps,
the most Infinential and representative that
was ever brought together on any similar oc-
casion, Gentlemen repressnting the most
widely dlvergent oplnirns in politics met
together; and partook of the civic hospltality
with as much zast ak if all belonged to one
harmonious mass. Guod-fellowshlp prevail-
ed all round, and nota word was sald that
:lould wound the susceptibilllies of any seo-

on,

The Mayor, who was recelved with loud
applause, sald—My lorde, [edles, and gentle-
men, the next toast on my list is Prosperity
to Ireland and ber Indastrles (Lear, hear).
This toast of Prosperity to Irelaund is a prac-
tical one, and it wiil be respoaded to by a
gontleman whose name {8 known and respeot-
ed throughout the length and breadth of the
1and (itear, hear).

Mr. Parmell, M.P,, who on rising to re-
spond was recelved with loud and prelonged
epplause, sald—Mr, Mayor, my lords, ladies
and gentlemen, this toast whioh you, &ir
bave honored me by entrusting to my charge
is one which has been approached from time
to time, at meetings such as ours tonight,
irom different points of vlew, and ] am kappy
that 1t devolves to &ty lot upon the present
occasion to speak on the prosperity of my
native coantry in such a way and in euch a
manner &8 to enable those of my countrymen,
to whataver party they may belong, and what-
ever political creed they may adhere to, to join
me In honorlng (applause). I feel convinced,
Mr. Mayor, that every Irlshman, whatever his
political faith, or whatever bhis religlous
creed may be, or under whatever system of
education he may have been brought up, de-
elres varnestly and heartiully the prosperlty
of his native l1and (applause), and though we
may from time \o time differ as to the means
of attaining} that prosperity, I belisve our
differences are—nas are the differencess of men
of otber natlons—honest diffsrences (hear,
hear, The prosperity of lreland has been
hoped for and looked for by many genera-
tlons, and I feel sure that this vast assembl-
ace wiches with me tonlght that the time
when we have tv expeot that Irlshmen may
feel that their prosperity and the pros-
perity of their beloved country is on s
par wiih that of other natlons may soon
artive (hesr, hear). That 18 mot an un-
patriotic wish—1t is not a political wish, but
it {8 the wish that i3 ahared by the ladies and
gentlemen of this vast and honorable agsem-
biage (hear, hear), We have a oountry with
s 801} of great fertility, with a mild and genial
aud equal climate—wo have a people who are
by natare qulok and factle to lsarn, who have
ghown in many other countries that they are
industrious end laboricus, snd who have not
been excelled whether In the pursaits of agri-
oultare under a mid-day sun in tue fleld, or
amoug the vast looms of the factories—who
have not been excelled, 1 83y, by any country
on the face of this globs (hear, hear). Wede-
glre then to see Iraland prosperous—to see
manufactares abound, and to swe the popula-
tion of this conntry able to live and thriveat
home. The population of Ireland per squars
mile 1s less salmost than that of any other
Enropean country. We cannot, therefore,
clatm to be over populous save in ocertaln
districts and in certain counyes, which 1
shall refer to by andty. Why islt then that
the manufacturing,iodustrisl and agriculiural
condition of this country Is not all that
we osn aocomplist, There are some canses
which it wonld not be proper for me to in-
quireinto to-night, but there are causea which
one oan fairly examine, sinco they dwell
upon the history ot the past and for which
we oannot regard ourselves ai other than an
eammett deelre to promote the progress of our
country. lam a native, Mr. Mayor, of the
cobnty ot Wicklow, and 1 oan reoolieot hear-
ing addresses for woollen manufactures which
have been crushed by laws not made by our-
solves. In the town of BathGrum, situated
over a mile from my homs; theze 15 a-mill for
the manufacturs of fiannel to which ninety
earg 8go the metobanta of Dublin used to re-
‘palr for the purpose of - buying the flannsis
made by the farmers of the country. - I re-

ference to the claeses of manuinoture, 1 think

the ‘ekill’ of Irighmen was never more ex-
emplitied 'than 1n the exhibits whioh have
been produoed from Cork.: It'was an anclent

8 at the present day, and as ths Limerick
gloves of former days were (applauge). At
Bandon we had a manufactory of hand woven
linen formerly flourishing, whioh is now no
longer in existence. Bricke, porcelsins, and
other clay indnstries which, before this, were
in A high state of prosperity, nod which
werg _.‘;,.ﬂq_urlshlng here in former days,
are: Y0 'longer In existence, and of
whick we hear nothing at the present
moment. Now, Mr, Mayor and gentlemen, I
would ssk yon,if these things have been done
in the past,!s there any reason why they
ahould not ba done in the futare (applause).

I bave not ventured to detaln you by a
lengthy enumeration of all the arts and in-
dustrles which once had their abode amongat
er In Oork,” but at the present day there are, I
belleve, no cottonezs in Oork. The cattonera
In gueation manufactared cotton stockings by
means of band lcoms; and the Cork stock-
inga were an ocelebrated as the Limeriok lace
you. I could have gone on for some time
longer enumerating all thoge valuable indos-
tries, but 1t 1a not neceseary for my purpose
to do so. I have stated to you, gentlemsn, ex-
amptes of the different trades and indnatries
which once flourlshed In this olty and this
conntry, and I would agk you, gentlemen, is
there any reason why, If yom put your
shoulders to the wheel—If yon all
determine, whether Jn your individuoal
oapacity, or in your corporate capaolty. or in
your capacity as employers of labor, it you
will not uso any article of the mannfacture of
any other country except Ircland, where you
can get up an Irlsh manufactare, the result
would undoubtedly be a apecie of protsction
to articles ot Itish manufacture, which wlil
enable tho struggling manufactorles of this
country to compete wita English produots
and to develop factorles and workshops
through the length and breadth ot this king-
dom (applause), I confees I should like to
glve ireland a fair opportunity of working
ber home manufactures. I admit that I think
if we were able to do that we would succeed
in reviving the manufactories of Ire-
land but that ia not poeetbls ; but one thing
we can do—we oan, at all events, clothe our-
gelvea from head to foot with good Blarmey
twasd (prolonged applause). I bought a suit
of that tweed, and all 1 can gsy {8 that I
fear I will never be able to wear 1t out (u.0, no,
and laughter). Wecan lock around and we
can 306 In tue gallery opposite--and those
wha. have had an opportanity o! walking
throigh the Exhibltion yesterday and todsy
wiil bear testimony to it—we can see that
Irish lace 18 unrivalled for beanty and skil-
falneas of deaign. The ladies of Ireland
can wear thia lace ; they can introdaoce it to
their English and forelgn friends, and they
oan point out that in many respects it 1s en-
perfor to the Continental lace that {a 8o hard
and difficult to obtaln at the present moment ;
and they can domuch in that dlmct.l‘gg to
encourage these and larger indastries, which

form such an important part of the economy
of other countrfes, and whioh are =0 little
purchnsged in Ireland. In this way each of
us can do a great deal to promote the indus-
trial and menufacturlng revival in Ireland.

Now, eir, I donot at the eame time wish to
deny thal great difficultles stand in our path.

The English, American, French and Belglans
have got the start of us; and it is, of course,
difficult, without the good will of the mem-
bers of the community—good will which I
think this exhibition shows—to bring abouta
revival of the manufacturing Industries ot Ire-

1and and to stem the tide of foreign manufac-
tures (spplause). But, etill, I believe it
is poasible Io Irefaud., I have been a manu-

facturer myaelt for a number of years. I

have prodaced articles which reqaired con-
elderabls ekill in produciog (hear, bhear), gole-

ly by the ald of labour whioch I have tralned

mysslf. L have produced those articles snocess-

fully, and in such & way as to drive English

manufactured articlesin this particularbranch

out of the market, and 1 may eay I have beon

driven cut of the market myeelf by native in-

dustry (hear and laughter), and undoubtedly

the business of the trade population, of a kaudy

murket, of facilities for communication, of low

rallway fares (heor, hear), aud all that system

of commerce and trade which can only grow
with the growtn of a nation does constitute a

considerable dificulty, However, we can do

very much, Wae can oreate, at all events, a

native market, and I belleve we can aleo create
an Amerlocan market for Irlsh manufsctures
(applause); and injthat way take advantage of
ths abundsnt and ananimous goodwill which

tbfoughout the length and breadth of Ireland

bss been rendered evident on behalf of the
.restoration of Irish Industries (applauze). I be-
lleve we cando very much torsvivetheancient
nsme of our patton In those industrial pur-

suits whioh have done 80 much to increage
and render glorious those greater natlons by

the side of which wo live (cheera.) I truat
tbat before mauy years have gone by we sha:l
‘have the honor and the pleasure of meeting’
in sven & more splendid placs thsn this pre-
sent one, and of seeing in the Interval tnat
‘the quick-witied genius of ihe Iiish race has
profited by the leasons which this beautifal
Exhibition must, undoubtedly, tesoh, snd
that muoch will have bsen dons to mako our
pationy bappy, prosperous and free (loud
oheering, smid which Mr. Parnell resumed
hia seat.)

1t cannot, without crime,
be attempted by men who have not the con-
fidenco ot the great body of the peopls, ex«
pressed by organic actien, in the nsual forms
of political life. Lsast of all may it be sanc-
tloned when fostered In secret soocleties,~—
abhorrent to human as to divine lawa,

‘When a people are driven to that extremity
by oppression acd wrong that they are justl-
fied 1u chapging thelr rulers, or even thelr
form of Government, their action, to be
#]egitimate,”’ must be headed by men whom
they, as an organized Communily, have put In
places of leadership. Or, by men of great
welght in the community,—oivilly and poli-
tlcally ;j—or who bave great stake In tho wel.
fare of their conatry. It were plain madness
for any portion of & people to bs led Intfo
echemes, tethered by bidden powers, under
tho mask of Sacrat Socleties,—handled by
demagogues, impacunions, except as they ply
their trade of patriotism.

In Ireland the people elect thelr Mayors of
cities, and other manicipal cfficers. Aleo,
wa think, the Righ Sheriffs of Countles. Also,
certalnly, thelr Boproseniatives in the Erit-
igh Parllament. Thess are thelr official ro.
presentatives —thelr ¢ Civitas.”

Now, human soclety must bs preserved,
The words of the Holy Ghoat in Sacred
Scripture, by the Apostle's pen, are:  The
powers that be are appointed by God ;’—or,
tasay It in otber words: God,the Authorof
O:ider, has appointed that over every paople
there be 1nlers.

When a natlon or people i8 80 oppressed
that reslstanco with the armed hand is the
only resource, and ita offilclal and social
magnoates consider that there ia a reasonable
prospect of ketterlng the counditlon by war,
the eéword may be drawn. The blood that
flowa on the sword in & just cause ennobles,
The blood that drops from the dagger of the
sessssin burne Ineffsceable infamy on the
hand that ateers it.

DIATURBANCE BY BTUDERTA,

Darlag the perlormance In the Theatre-
Boyal, Edinburgh, of « My Swestheart,” by
Miee Minnle Palmer and her company, a
serlous disturbance arose which more than
once threatened to oreato a panic amoug the
audlence. In one cormer of the gallery,
which was ancomfortably orowded, s band of
about 60 atudents bad secured seats, and from
the very firet their conduct ehowed that, to pat
it iz the mildest posalble form, they were bant
on having s little fun on their own account.
Tiis toey st first manifested by frequent jo-
cular and good humored enough fnterruptions
and mock klesing in imitatlon of the kisslug
of the herolns by Zony, but as these Interrup.
tlons evoked elgns of dlsapprobation from the
quleter portlon of the audience, the students
became more demonstrative. As the calis
for “order” were disregarded by them,
gsome equally mlischievons splrits in the
gallery left ihe theatre, and returned
soon sfterwards;, armed with hard peas,
which they began to tkrow at the stadenta,
An egg was aleo thrown among them, which
did some dimage to the hat of one of the
university men. This naturally led to in-
creaded dieorder. and the noise hecame so
great chat the cortaln was rung down and
the performance stopped. COrles were now
raised for the ejectment of two of the
ringleaders o! the students, and on an at-
tempt being made to carry thia auggestion
into effsct & general fight took place, the
stadonts uslng thelr eticks freely during the
melee. Mr, Heslop, the manager, and seversl
of the theatre employees, along with some
policemen, now appeared in the gallery. The
presence of the constables seemed only to In.
creace the disturbance, and by unanimous
consent it wa1 resolved to endeavor to removs
all the stndents who were in the gallery.
They reelsted the police, and a scens of the
greatest confusion emsued which threntened
to result In a general rush to the door hy the.
larger portion of the audience. The position
was very alarming, but as 1t was seen that the
disturbance was really confined to one corner
the people resunmed thelr seats, and what
might have proved a repetition of the recent
dieaster at Sunderland was happlly averted.
The officers now managed to selzo sevoral of
the lsading rloters, and removed them from
the baflding, and a8 the students were passed

ug towards the door they bad to
ron the gauntiet of two rows of eun-
raged spectators, who cuffad and buffeted
them namerclfally, although the police did all
that waa possible to protect them from thils
violence. The remainder of the students were
then removed and comparative qulet was ro-
stored. A brisf expression of rogret for the
disturbance was made from the stage, and
after an interruption of nearly balf an hour's
duration the performance was resumed. Nine
of the students are now in custody.

” Oa Mondsy Iast the® Exectitive Board of

United States. and Oanada- presented to the
executive officers of the several American and
Osnadian telegraph companies & memorlal
getting forth the grlevances of the operators
aud employees generally, and petitioning for
the redress of the Bame, The demands of
the telegraphers were reduced to four in
number, viz,, that Sunday work as a compul-
gory duty ba totally abolished unless com-
pensated s8 extra servico; that elght hours
oonstitute a regular day’s work and seven
hours a regular night's work ; that both ssxes
ehall receive equal pay for equsl work ; and,
fianlly, that an universal increase be granted
on all aalaries,

The memorlals were unaccompanied by
any threat toatrike In oase the companies re-
fused to comply with their demands, and
slmply requested an snswer from the officials
by noon yesterdsy. The employeis unfortu-
nately proved obdurate and manifested every
Inclination to :veslet the ressonable demands
of a body withont whom the commerclal,
political and newspaper world would have to
come to a standstill, At the appointed time
no anawer had been recelved from the com-
panies, and at noon sharp, as a mystertous
signal fiasked along the wires, the finest con-
corted actlon the world has ever seen was
taken without bluater or show by some 13,000
men and women spread all over the Amerlcap
continent.

« It happsnod twenty-eight yesrs ago, but

filled bis plpe and prepared to un-
bosom himself to & Posr reporter,

+Yes, 1t was an awfal night, and one that has
haunted me many u nlght slnce in my
drenms,” he continued reflactively, «but if
you intend to put what I am about t0 say
{nto priat, I pray you repress my name, for I
have no deslre to figure in the affair before the
public, especially so as 1t will ba the first
tims, although occurring twenty-elght years
sgo, that the satory will have been pub.
lisbed.”

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. BAVAGES OF THE PLAGUE.

CAIRO DESERTED AND ALEXANDEIA BRIXG RAe
PIDLY DEPOPULATHD,

ALSXANDRIA, July 18.—The slarm prevail

ing here ocannot be exaggerated. No
¢ne doubis the existence . ot ocholera
bere, buf the authorities refuse to

admit the fact, except with regard to the
two oases elready reported. People who
can dv 8o are fleslng {from the olty
by hundreds, and it 13 not belleved that the
gcourge oan be mastered or 1ts progress
stopped In Egypt. At least twelve deaths
are reported to have occurred to-day, but that
fact cannot be verified. Ths military ocor-
don Iz set about the whole Turkish quarter,
snd dlstasteful as the duty ls, 600 troops
have been drafted from the Engliah army
here for detall on the cordon lines, which’
were yesterday enlarged and strengthened.
The Xngilsh foroes here have also been less-
ened by other detalls fof cholera cordons s
well a8 for service In the Soudan, Despite
the fact that the snthoritles do not admis
the presence of the epldemicthey have bura.
od the contents of the two houses {n which
they say deaths ocourred from dysentery and
fever, and have sealed the houses up and
moved the cordon line out of the same
gtreet.

‘In another sectlon of the Turkish quarters
six liouses have been burned. Forty psople,
who were dwellera in the two houses already
pamed, have been imprisoned in quarantine
ot Gambara. No rergon Is allowed to pass
out from within the !line except nurses and
phyelciangs who submit to distnfection, end
10 oue, except for imperetive reasons, enters
the llne. A Oblef Nanitary Commlseion,
conslsting of fifty-four members, has bosen
formed, with a smaller Executive Commis-
plon and a number of Departmental Boards,
who have divided the city off into sections,
sod who Inspeot all quarters. Thay have
published offiolal instructions ir French,
Arablc and Greek, enuwerating the precaun-
tiona to bo taken to guard agalnst infection,
ond describing the treatment 1n oaso of selzure,
All the wine shops are cloged at midnight,
and force is need when necessary, and the sale
of ealt fish or of oither green or overripe
frult 1s striotly forbldden. But the same
fralt is thrown into the eun and rots on the
shore, 18 carried back aud forth by every tide,
and no possible precantlons can prevent the
filth, which characterizes both the straets and
houses In the natlve quartera.

'There he found hla musket,
took it In hand and diecharged the contents
(buckshot) Into her psrson, the shot entering
her right elde cear the lower 1ibs, prasing
entirely through the body and coming out on
the loft slde, and cauced tho death of the
woman aboot 11 o'clock on Haturdsy evening,
A Ybrother-in-law of McTorley, Charies Mars-
den, was present at the time of the shooting
and recelved a portlon of the ehot In his
wrist, bat his injory was a alight one. After
the orime was committed the man, threnten-
ing ali present who attempted to interfere,
threw aside his gun and left unmolested. At
8 o'clock on Tuesday evenlog he was cap-
tured by Bherlff Ki{mball, of Vergennes, Vt.,
eighteon miles north of Vergennes, gclog
north into the mountalns.

THE SHEEP GBUB, .
j"'f_)urlng the hot days.of mid-summer, sheep
often huddle together with thelr noses upon
the groand, or in some other constrained posi-
tioh. . This i5.done, partly At least, to'secure
them from the attmoks of the pesterlrig Gad-
fly)(Lstrus ovis), which s the parent of the
‘tnnpylog Grubiin-the-head. This Insect i3
olgagly related to the bot-fly, that deposlts its
egma gpon the neck, shoulders, and forelegs of
borees, from which they are removed by ths
teeth of thoanimal, to allay the itching, and
ar taken In the stomach, nad develop Into
‘the troublesome bots. The female shsep gad=.
iy alma to depoalt her eggs In the nostrils of
the sheep, and the animals, apparently aware
ofithe eftects to follow, try to preventlt, If
'the egasd aré " lnld, they soon hatch, and the
ydurg grubs ascend. the . nosirils, greatly to
tho distrees of the affecled- gheep. . The
tworms"” siiach. themselves to the slin-
udes. of the nogse, by means of hooks
like those of the . horse . bot, and
‘live upon the mucus sscretions of the ir-
ritated surface to which they cling. When
nlly grown, the grubs work thelr way down
through the aarrow openings, by which they
entered when first hatehed, and again cause
the sheep muoh pain. The grabs fall to the
ground, and burrowlng for n few Inches, be.
come cbrysalids, whica develop into the per.
fact flles In abount two - months, ‘The grubs
ga.s_s.from the shesp In early summer and the
1ef come out of the ground from July to Bep-
tymber, A daub of tar upon the nose fs the
bést preventive, and ehonld be frequently
applied during the summer months, ‘This
may be done by sprinkling some maat or eali
over the tar in a trough, when the sheep will
apply it themselves as they eat the meal.
Some farmers plow furrows -in the pasiure,
to furnish the sheep a good place to bury
their noses. The sheep grub {8 not fafal,
but very dleagreeable, and doubtlees has a
bad effeot on the general health of Infected
sheep. Lf anyone desires to study the grubs,
he may find them in many of the heads of
shesep killed at the shambles. :
GREEN CORN FOR PIGSB.
. In the summer and early fall feeding of
plgs, wa have found sweet corn ome of the
best and most convenlent kinds of fodder.
Pork 1s maue to ths best advanisge by put-
ting the pigs, as soon as thoy are weaned
from the sow and have learned to eat milk
and menl into the pen, and keeplng them
there under full feed until they are ready for
glanghter in November or Decerber. With a
good breed of swine thero 15 no dificulty
in making March pigs weigh from two
hundied and fifty to thres hundred pounds,
st elght or nire months old. With plenty
of Indlan meal and sekimmed milk
they will grow rapidly oatil the corn is large
enough for cutting. About the firet of August,
this should bs given as an additional ration,
The pigs will eat the groen stalks and leaves
with the greatest rellsh after the ears have
heen plucked, It I8 an excellent appetizer,
helps the digestion of more solid food, and
promotes the thriit of the anlmals. Fleld
corn may not be quite so nutrltious, but no
better use can be made of that, aiter the ears
are In milk, than to out and feed it to fatten~
ing swine. It costs much less to make pork
in summer than in cold winter weather.

EARLY PLOWING FOR FALL WHEAT,
The firet object galned by early plowing, Is
tlme for the proper preparatlon of the gead-
bed. All poeeible feriility should be made
readily avallable. 'T> be 80, it should be
soluble, and divieion =aids solution. The
ground becomes hard in July aud August,
and if plowing ia delayed too long, the aoll
breaks up in berd Iampa. 1f plowed enxly, it
will turn up molst end fine. Raln and alr
are nature'’s two great dlaintegrating forces.
Seeds germinate gulckly and plants grow
rapldly in 8 firm geed.bed. The facrcase of
Ingect enemies of wheat mekes late sowing,
conpled with rapid vigoroua growth, desirable,
Henco the importance of a fivm seed-bad,
which aleo prevents much freesing out of the
plants, To mnke the seed-bed firm it must
firgt bo fine., It I3 not a hard soll, but com-
pact, fine eoll that la deetred. It may be
compacted witb the roller and barrow ; but if
tbe farmer, by early ploughing, can galn the
ald of a heavy raln, 1t will save him much
fabor, and it willl do the work of preparing
the soll far better than ha can alone, .

Another objact galned by early plowlng 1a
the destruction of weeds. They are robbera
of the whent, and the sooner thelr growth is
stopped by the plowing, the less plant-faod
they will take from the sofl. Early plowing
will destroy them befors they maturs their
geeds, and thms prsvent perpetuating thelr
kind, Lmate plowing acmits of a large
growtb, and when this 8 turned under by the
plow, it 18 Impossibla to combact the seed-
bed, ond the green mauure efiords o barbor
for enemies,

Early plowing admits of a better appliss.
tion of manare, Manurs {3'most needed in
putama, and to be at once avallable to the
rooto of the young plant, it must be fine and
peer tho strface; not on top of tho ground,
but thoroaghly incorporated with the upper
layer of eoll. If the ground 18 plowed early,
"the manuro oan bo epplied to the surfsce, and
the wark of preparing the seed-bed will fine
#t end mix it with the soil, Commerclal
menuras shonld be sown with the graln.

Early plowing admits of atmospherio fertil-
jzatlon. Whether 1t direotly adds the ele.
ments of fortility to the soll or only frees ard
malccke that which it already poseesces, 1a
immmaterial, Plowing the land exposes &
greater gurface and permits of the early pas-
sage of the alr into the Interfor of tho eoil.

ATTAOK OF MELANCHBOLY. .

 Herx uonomnﬁn of Seclusion, Sadness
aud Fear attributed to the Death
of the Favorite Gillle.”’

New Yozg, July 18.—The London corres-
pondent of tho New York Sun wrltes :—

The statemsnt long expreseed in hypocri-
tionl sighs, uplifted, mournfal eyes,suppressed
interjectione, innuendoes whispered with
bated broath, velled in metaphor or clad in
waty disguise, {8 now coldly, calmly,
openly, dlspassionately discusied by par-
tisens a8 well ag foes, by flatterars and
ecoffers, by the stanch adherent and fawning
courtler, no leag than the violent mnarchist
or the red republican, The mind of the
Queen, not ber body, 18 affected.  Fler eccen-
tricities have taken unto themselves a name,
whioh 18 only & gynonyme for Insanity. The
lurking taint In the Hanoverlan blood, the
dementia traceable in the llne ofthe Gaurges,
bursting cut ever and afresh in some wild or
wicked freak, now seems to have unmistaka-

bly overtaken the Qusen.

The more or less harmless mavlas ino
which, darlng a long relgn, Queen Victorla
has allowsd herself to indulge unohallenged
and unblamed ; the emratic fanoles, sadden
caprices, unreazoning disiikes, unconguerable
obatinacy, of which sc many testimonies
exist, seem to bave culminated at
last in a sudden, ssrious, protracted, nundisgal-
gable attack of melancholy, a moao-
meania of seoluslon, sadness, and fear,
which it 18 1dle now to color with any
other motive. Itis not in disrespect or with
coargse insinuations that one Is juostified In
attributing this last and painfal outbarst to
the death of the favorite gillle, To ons so
gelfish, the emallest alteration In daily habits
at once becomes fmportant. Small causes
have at times great effects, and a subordi-
nate incldent will precipitate ovents which far
more serlous casualties have left unchanged ;

HE THINE3 A FAIR TRIAL FOR A CON3PIRATOR
IMPOBBIBLE,

Naw Yomg, July 23 —Bernard Gallagher,
the brother of Dr. Thomas Gallagher, who
wad sentenced recently to hard Iabor for life
by the English Government for belng impl.
cated in dynamite consplracles, has nrrived at
his home at Greenpoint and was secn by a
reporter. He at first refused to talk, preterring,
he sald, to avold any newspaper notorlety ;
but he subsequently converced freely on the
recent trials of his brother and himeelf, Ber.
nard @Gallagher {s 8 man aboui five fost tea
inches In height and muscular in sppear-
ance.

« My brother and 1" he eald, *left New
York for Enrope, with no definite object In
view, except to seek rocreation and enjoy-
ment. We soparated at Liverpool, my bro-
ther going dlrsct to London, while I proceed-
ed to Glasgow, where I had a good position
offsred me which I accepted. My brother
on kis arrival in London put up at the Char-
Ing Oross Hotel, registesing as Dr. Thomas
Gallagher, Brooklyn, Ualted States. The
won Norman, whose convict name is James
@lbney, and who olaimed to know my brother,
is the most infamous iiar that ever llved. My
brother never saw him beforo hia srrest. And
let ma aay hers, nelther of us at any time, in
any place, or under any circumstances has
bsen connected with or haa had the slightest
knowledge of any of the secret sooleties, snch
as the Emerald Club.

 Wo never evan knew of the existence of
any dynamite echools, and now that we do
kaow of thew, we conslder thelr existence
the helght of folly, We have never seen
O'Donovan Roses, nor do we know any of the
other po-called leaders, My brother, no
doubt, was convicted through the evldence
of the man Fletcher, but this ovidence wan
all a mistake. A policemsn Iin Bcotland
test!fisd that I wrole a letter Informing
against my brother. I never wrote a Bingle
letter ¢xcept to my mother in America.
The only bhope we have that wy brother
may bereleased is that Fletoher will tarn up
eome other time and glve evldencs that will
make a new trial necesasry.

« My acqulital was due, 1 think, to the fact
that the Government wished to display some
clemeucy, and Lord Ohlef Justice Uoleridge
hed to eubmit partially to the claims of the
Attorney General, who was inclined to give
ué the benefit of the doubt. The recent ex-
pilosions at Westminster ara now attributed
by all sensible people in England to a lot of
wrotched rogues whoee object Is robbery and
not revenge. Too much capnot be eald In
prafss of the officials of the prison where we
were lccked up, as they afforded ns every
material comfort. Public opinion in England
is very bitter againat any one accused of con-
splracy. It is impossible for an accused man
to obtaln a falr trisl, Why, when sentence
was passed upon my brother, the mob in at-
tendance on tte trial falrly shouted with joy.
« My plans for the future are not arranged,
I hope to settle down here if I can obtainany
galtable employment.”
