Some
of them go so far as to declare that certain
foreign Casholics have tried from time to time
to do away with Jesus Christ altogether and to
establish what they call an age of Mary, in
wtich she was to be the sole centre of worship
aud the source of all goud to mankind.

CATHOLIC NEWS.

A colony of one hundred Catholic families
from Cnuada is about to be established in
Sochomish county, Washington Territory.

In 1882 there were but 40,000 Catholics, white
and Indian, in Upper snd Lower Cabfornia.
For these there were 31 churches, 38 priests, a
seminary and a few schools. There are now
290,000 Catholics, with 229 priests, 171 churches,
150 chapels and stations, 8 collegen, 35 ncndermies,
13 asylums and hospitals, and a great and
steadily increasing number of parochial schools.
Califoruia has three Kpiscopal sees within her
borders—the Metropolitan See of San Francisco,
and those of Sacrawento and Monterey.

The Datch Pilgrims who recently visited
France have left a happy impression behind
them. Before repairing to Lourdes they ttayed
a fow days at Limogee, where special services
were held in the Cachedral, in the course of
which they sang in thewr native tongue the
caanticle of our Lady of Lourdes. On ther
return from Lonrdes the Pilgrims visited Tours,
where the Archbishop received them cordially,
congratulating them upon their zealous piety,
snd thacking them for their coming to St. Mar-
tin's city. During their snjoura they visited
the Oratory of the Holy ¥ace, St. Martin’s
Tomb, and the principal churches of the city.

Tha famous Malinckrodt (Germaa) Convent,
at Wilkesbarre, Pa., wns the sceae of mest im-
pressive ceremonies on the Gth_inst. ; consisting
of the taking of the black veil by twenty lady
candidates from various parts of the United
States and Germany, and the taking of the
white veil vows by twenty-four young novitiastes
fiom cities in the United States snd Europe.
Many distinguished Roman Catholic clergymen
wers present from all parts of thecountry. High
mass waa cel: brated, and the ceremonies were of
the most solemn and impressive character,
Father Delhez, S.J., of Buffalo, was present and
addressed the candidates.

The Holy Father has nominated Cardinal
Hegenroether Protector of the Teutonic Ineti-
tute of 8. Maria dell’ Anima, in place of the
Cardinal Jacobini; has named Mygr, Antonio
Vico, Inte Secretary of the Nuacio of Paris, to
the post of Auditor of the Nunciature at
Madrid ; has approved the Decree of the Sacred
Congregntion of Propagandn appointisg the
Rev. Nicholas Matz rector of the parish of 3t.
Ann, North Denver, coadjutor, cum jure, of the
Vicar-Apostolic of Colorado, Umted States of
America ; and at the requeet of the Bishop of
Ugdensburg, has named the Very Rev, Edmund
de Pauw, of Chateauguny, New York State, one
of his Domestic Prelates.

A pew spesies of devotion has been intro-
duced. It originated from an incident in the
Iife of the great St. Thomas of Aquin, who,
assailed with temptations in one of his ecstacies,
triumphed therein, and was visited by two
augels who girt his waist with a linen cord.
Thence waa established the Confraternity of the
‘‘Blegsed Girdle of St, Thomas, or the Augelic
Warfare.”

Cardioal Rampolla, fourth Secretary of State
under Leo XIII, who ia of a noble Sicilian
family, noted for its devotion to its former
govereigns, was born in Polizzi, Diocess of
Cofatalu, Augnst 17, 18438, studied at the
Capranica College, Rome, and became later a

student at the Noble Accademia Ecclesinatica ;
he was raised to the Roman Prelature Pius
IX., and wae named Secretary of the Sacred

Congregation of Propaganda for Oriental
Affairs, Leo XIII, transferred him to the
Secrataryship of the Sacred Congregation of
Extraordinary Ecclesiastical Affairs, and in
1882 preconized him Titular Archbishop of
Herarlea, and named him Nuncis, in which
position %o rendered important services to the
Holy See ; inaugurated the pacification of the
Cnt{olics of Spain, the reconciliation of poli-
tical parties, and facilitated the Pontifizal medi-
ation for the Carolines in conuection with Count
Solms Solms, the German Envoy to Spain, now
promoted to the post of Awbessador to the
Court of Italy, with whom Cardinal Rampolla
further arranged the journey to Rome of the
Prince Imperial of Germunﬁ and the support
given to the Queen Regent Marin Christina, by
the foreign powers,

Dr. Edward McGlynn, the now world famous
excommunicated priest, was, during bis pasto-
rate at St. Stephen’s ('}hurch, 28th street, one
of the most popular clergyman that New Yo_rk
has ever had. Not only swmong the Cntkolics
was he esteemed, but citizens of all
ereeds _had a high regard for him.
The * Doctor,” as he was popularly kaown, was
born in New York in the year 1837. Here-
ceived the rudiments of his scholarship at a
public grammor school in his native ci y. At
the age of fourteen he waa sent by Archbishop
Houghes to the College of the Propagands,
Rome, where he remained several yenra.

In the laat years of his studies he was trans-
ferred to amust in the establishment of the
American College in Rome, of which institu-
tion he was for a time acting Vice-President.

He was ordained at the searly age of
twenty-two ond a-half  years, and re-
ceived at the same time his degree of

doct r of divinity. Some monthslater he sailed
for bis native country, and undertook active
ministerial duty in the city of his birthplace,
After holding two appointments he was as-
siemed to the military chaplainship of the Cen-
tral Park Hospital, New York City, which he
b -id during tbree years of the war. On the
denth of the Rey. Dr, Cummings he became ths
parish priest of St. Stephen’s, one of the largest
placea of worship in New York City, When the
ncal authorities of the Church instituted o sya-
tam of parochial schools, Father McGlynn re-
mained alone among Cstholic priests in his ad-
hesicn to the public achnol system, and he did
not adviee the people of his parish to withdraw
their children from the public schools to put
them in parochial schools, He was alsna friend
of the Tand League when it Iacked friends.
Later he was ane of the first men of note ta join
the Labor Party headed by Henry George.

THE CRIMES BILL

PASSED THROUGH COMMITTEE IN THE LORDS
AND TO BECOME LAW ON MONDAY,

Loxpo, July 15. —The Crimes Bill was_dis.
cussed in committee in the House of Lords to-
night, Lord Northbrook {(Liberal) expressed
surprige at the summary disposal of the debate
on the bill yesterday, fore proceeding
further with Trish legislation, he urged the
party leaders to give the country definite
answers on four points: Were the Irish mem-
bers to reu ain in Weatmlnister ? Wau the pro-
vince of Ulater to be treated separately from
the rest of Ireland ? Wns the duty to msintain
Iaw and order to be eatrusted to an Irish parlia-
ment ? Lord Rosebery (Liberal) held that dis-
cussion on tbese points was outside the scope of
the Crimes Bill. The Liberal peers, he eaid,
were in & hopeless minority and could dono
more than J)rotesc against the bill. In conclu-
sion he #aid he felt bound to warn the Govern.
meut of the effect of the mensure, Their ad-
ministration in Ireland would have to be con-
tinued as a state of siege. After further dis
cussion the bill was Bzv.ued in committee with-
out amendment, The bill willbe read a third
time on Mounday.

THE ASSIZES IN IRELAND.

PECULIAR CUSTOMS.

BAPTIBMAL BUPERSTITIONS PREVAILING AMONG
THE TRANSYLVANIA BAXONS,

The Saxon ranther is careful not to leave her
child alone until it has been baptized, for fear
of the maligoant spirits, who may ateal it anay,
leaving am uncouth elf in ita place. Whenever
a child grows up clumsy and heavy, with large
head, wide mouth, stump nose and croaked
lege, the gossips are ready to swear that it has
been changed 1nthe cradle, more especially if it
&}-nve awkward and slow in lestning to speak.
'o guard against such an accident, 1t is recom-
mended{to mothers obliged to leave thelr infants
alone, to place beneath the pllow either a
prayer-book, a broom, a leaf of bread vr a knife
stuck point upward.
Very cruel remedies have sometimes been
resorted to in order to force the gvil spirits to
restore the child they have atolen, and take
back theiv own chaugeling. For instance, the
unfortunate little creature, suspected of bein
an elf, was placed astride upon a hedge an
beaten with a thorny branch until it was quite
bloody ; it was then supposed that the ewvil
apirits brought back the stolen child.
The infant should not be suffered to look at
iteelf in the glass till after the baptism, nor
should it be held near an open window. A very
efficacious preservation against all sorts of evil
spells is to haog round the child's neck a little

HOUSEKEEPERE WHO WORK MORE THAN IS ABSO-
LUTELY NECESSARY.

There ia a cluss of women who never seein to
have time for anything cutaide ot honsckeeping.
Their whole minds are centred on their hoiise-
hold duties, or supposed dutize, for no honsehold,
uoless where there i8 & lurge family and the
mother the eo'e housekeeper, should be allowed
to occupy the whole ationtion of the housewife..
To be sure, 1t is the duty of the housewives
to see that the house s kept in proper order,
but to do this they need not, surely, give up
all theirtime. They were in the habit of saying
wherever you chance to meet one of them :(—
*Tam a1 the time cleaning and still am never
clean.”  You feel o twinge of conscinnes at her
words and wonder if you left your huude in as
goud order as yon supposed you had. She has
sich an oxalted idea of cleanliness that she does
very little else than clean. If her house iy not
considered clean you don't like to imagine what
she would think of yours rhonld she happen in
some day when you were not feeling well, It
wust have been u woman of this kind that the
oud story tells about serubbing the floor ro often
that one day +he serubbed through and fell to
the storey below,

1t is all very well to ba clean, but to be this
there is no necessity for o wowan to be all the
time working, leaving no time for recreation or |
study, if sho iy wo inclined. Such women are
fond of being called aystematic housckeepers,
Bach day and each hour of the day is mirﬁ out
for some task which must be accomplished at!
any cost, No matter what may oceur, this pro-
gramme must be carried throngh, A nystematiy
housekeeper is all very well if she does not gotoo
far with her system, which too often is the case |
and deviate into a syswematic machine.  1f each
hour ia the day is arranged for some kind of
work, ono hour at least ought to be set aparb
fur recroation, and that hour of all athers rigid-
ly observed. Tt is an actual necessity that all
housekeeprrs shonld bave some time set apart
for recieation, bat more partienlarly shoutd
this b the cusy with the above kind of systemn
tic huarekeopers, who never think of such o
thing ax cesting from work, for, according to
their minds, time spent in recreation iy just se
wuch time thrown away.

A wife and mother needs to he morn than a
gaod lousekeeper—sho must be in all thiogsthe
mistress ot the house, the companion of her
hsband and children. Now, what kind of a
companion to apybody is a woman wha is ali
wrapped up in hor housowork, The children
nsk her questiona nbout sumething that has
taken place, probably in her own vicinity, that
any one would ba supposed to know, and are
sent to the father for information, They
very soon come to the oconclusion that
niother  don't  know anything  outuide
of housekeeping, and do not trouble
her by many questions, The father conies
horae with a glowing account of an event that is
taking place 1o which he is very much interest-
ed, and is all enthusiasm over it. Ile wants
somnsbody to talk to about it, put he has learned
long ago that his wife hat no interest in any-
thing autside of her housekeeping, snd he noon
learns to tind hin cnotertainment ulsewhere,
Visitors come to the house, very often women,
who are familinr with all the passing events,
and she wonders why her husband and childrun
are so much brighter and interesting with com-
pany than when alone, Theee women often are
not what she would call medel housewives, yet
their families are, a8 n general thing, mare con-
tented with their homes than all her_houselreep-
ing ability can ever make hers, DIoople who
have known her for along t'me, remsmbering
how entertnining she was as n girl, wonder
why it is she is 40 much different. They ask
her to sing or play, but she excuses herself with
“T haven's played for years; I have had v
much todo T really haven’t had tiine to prac-
tice.” This i too bad for n womsn who actual-
ly squandoers time n unneccssary work, to
admit not having time to practice an aceum-
plishment that would be n delight to ler family
and friends.—Hoston Budyet.

This
opinion is corroborated by an authority on any
subject ccnnected with literature or history.
He that condemns himself to compose on a
stated day will often bring to hia work a taste
ond attention dissipated; a memory embar-
rassed, s mind distracted with anxieties, a body
languishing with disepse ; he will labor on a
barren topic till it is too late to change it; for
in the ardor of invention his thoughts become
diffused into wild exuberance, which the press-
ing hour of publication cannot suffer judgment
to examine or reduce, There 18 no labor more
destructive to health than that of periodical
literature, and in no species of mental applica-
tion, or even of manual employment, is the wear
and tear of body so early and Bo severely felt,
The readers of those light articles, which
appear to coast so little labor, in the various
puﬁ?c&tions of the day, are litile aware how
many constituticns are broken down in the
advice of their literary taste.

EARTH WORMS.

THE ANIMAL SOMETIMES REACHES SIX FEET IM
LENGTH.

In any eroup of animals there are alwagsn
nutnber of hufe fcrms at one end of the reries
which gradually dwindle down to the tinieet of
apimals at the other extreme. In that group of
snimals $0 which we ouraelves belong, we have
the titanic whales on the one haand sud tho
minute shrews and fisld mice on the othor,
Conseiously or upconsciously we make use of
the human body as a standard of wize in all
snimals familinz to us ; perkaps also in smaller
crentur-s we adopt the mean as a standard.
and speak of all thess that exceed in size this
selected standard as being large. A group
of animals that is perhaps not very well known
to the reader exemplities what has just been aaid
in a very striking fashion. Any person would
st once say that anearthworm is & small crea-
ture, never exceeding & few inches in length.
But as a matter of fact there exist in many parts
of the world colossal earthworma which are four,
five, or even six feet long. Some few years ngo
» description came to this country of a mysteri-
ous creature which lived below the ground, and,
a8 it burrowed its way through the earth, felled
all the treea that stood in its path, This fabu-
lous moaster was reported from Brazil, where it
has even received n name. The natives call it
the minhocao, and it was believed, from all ac-
counts, to be actually s representative of our
British earthworm. But for the preseot the
minhocao must be looked upon as a kind of ter-
restrinl sea serpent.

But just as the highly colored descriptions of
the sea perpent rest upon a certain substeatum
of truth in the shape of large seals or even
cut'le fishes ec the existence of huge earth
worms of six feet in length rendera the fable of
the minhocao more intelligible. These animals
are mainly found in the tropics, where heat and
sbundant rainfall are conducive to their exis-
tence. In many parts of Natal these huge
earth worms are very abundant after bheavy
rains ; and they have been stated by competent
chservers to appear on such occnsions by hun-
dreds, literally covering the ground. The huge
bulk of the creature is, however, too much for
their feebly developed muscles, and they nre
often unable to reach their underground burrows
again before the sun comes out and dries them
up-—Chambers’ Journal,

HISTURY OF WATCHES.

THE CUMBERSOME AFFAIRS CARRIED BY OUR RE
MOTE FOHBEFATHERS.

Watches wers originally made of steel and

iron, no glasses wereused until about 1615, the
cases being wholly of metal, and to admit of
readily seejpg the time the cover cf the face was
gsometimes perforated in elegant desigos. In-
atead of the form now usually adopted, various
styles of casing were employed, such as globular,
oct-angular, cruciform, skull, acorn, pear,
lemon, tulip, bird, aund, 1n fact, nearly
every imaginable shape that 1ogenuity
could invent and caprice suggested, and
as n consequence of this and the fact
that many of these watches were pro-
vided with striking movements, they were so
bulky that it was inconvenient to carry them in
the pocket, and they were huog at the girdle
with swivels, 8o that their faces could be readily
turned for observation without being removed
trom their position. The bairgpring was nobt
fntroduced until about 1658, and was n great
improvemenv on the early watches. Abouta
1century later the smallest repeating watch ever
made was pregented to George II1., of Englaud.
It was smaller than our silver hali dime and
weighed only five penny weights and one-eighth
graing, It was necessary to make a set of
minutestools for its construction.
For this watch ths manufacturer received a
present from. the king of 500 guineae (about
$2,600), and it is reported that he was afterward
-oftered 1,000 guineas to: duplicate it for the
Emperor of Russia, but"he refused it, so. that
his gift to the Kiog might remain unique. A
smaller watch than this, however, formed a part
of the Swiss exhibit in the World's Fair of 1851,
bt this was not a repeater, It was only three-
sixteenths of aninch in diameter, and was set
in the end of a pencil case. It not only gave
the hours, minutes and seconds, but the days of
tho,moutil algo,—Sehool Record.

ENGLAND'S UNREADINESS FOR WAR.

. According to the systems which prevail on
the Cootinent, snd are much more economical
than ours, every detail is prepared in peace, and
the War offices which bave worked at perfect-
ing the organization have no more to do with
the action of mobilizing an army than a watch-
maker has when he completed a chronometer.
A turn or two of the key, and the watch
goes with its marvellous regularity and cer-
tainty. The whole vast military s¥stem
of Germany, for instance, is s w:&n
wound up, and needs no more than 8
pressure of a spring to set it in motion. There
18 no period when the War Office is so dis:
engaged from all work and worry, , The mobil-
ization of a couple of miilions of soldiers is
effected without friction, and with harmony and
celerity. If we ask an English official why our
system is not eTally simple, he will say one oc
two things, perhaps both, one after another :
 We have not conscription,” or, * Where is the

money to come from?’ Conscription has
nothing  whatever to do with it The
submission to the law held by other

nations to be almost & law of nature—namely,
that every man owes personal service if his
country is in danger, anl he is able-bodied—
does, indeed, produce numbers of soldiers, but
makes organization more difficult, because it is
easitT to dea! with a small standing army than
with an armed nation. There are many Eoglish
officers capable of laying down the lines of a
system by which all the foreces of the coun-
try, regu'ar, militia and vélunteers, could

be mobilized for their own appoint
ed work as quickly as tbe erman
army. There is no secret about 1t

vor any special English difticulty, provided the
War Office will consent to relax its control of
every detail throughout the army, and cease its
extraordinary babit of dancing the regiments
about the world as a sort of merry go-rouad,
till the whole eervice is rendered giddy, and de-
prived of every atom of initiative—the very
faculty, which is, aboveall, necessary in modern
war. If, in o great factory, the workien pour-
ing in at the gate never kmew trom day to

day what work they were to do, or
how they were to be distributed, their
dail redistribution  would be rather

confusing, and employ an extraordizary number
of managers and overseers, Yet this is the
English system, and the army of overseers plies
its task at the War Office. Lf the smallest Xng-
lish expedition has to be dispatched at short
notice nothing is rendy. The immensc War
Office staff is at its wit's end. Mistakes and
blunders are abundant, the fuss and excitement
prodigious, and all because the simyle principles
wkich are of necessity followed in every other
considerable organization are conspicuous by
their absence at the War Oflice, —The National
Review.

A COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

A TROMINENT WASHINGTON ATTORNEY NTARBBED
IN TIHE OPEN STHEET.

WasHIxGTON, July 13.—The most sensational
murder that has occurred here since the assasiua-
tion of President Garfield was committed about
5 o’clock this evening on the corner of Tifteenth
street and Peanslyvania Avenue, oppo-
site  the northeastern end of the Trea-
sury Department building. Mr, J. C. Ken-
nedy, an attorney nand real estate agent,
one of the oldest residents of Washingten,
and a personal acquaintance of many of the most
prominest people of the national capital, was
murdered in cold blood and apparently without
provoention by John Daily, & white laborer. A
few mioutes before 5 o'clock Mr. Kennedy left
his office just above Riggs’ bank and crosaed the
atreet to the opposite corner, where he mailed
several letters. He then started to takea carof
the Hourteenth street railroad. When he was
within 8 few feet of the cur, Daily, who had
been loitering around the corner for several
hours, walked up behind him, and, drawing a
large keen bladed knife, similar to those used
by butchers in killing hogs, ran it into Mr.
Kennedy's right aside, near the abdomen,
with a vicious lounge, and then gave it a jerk
sideways, Mr. Kennedy fell to the ground,
and, after giving one cry of *‘murder,” gronned
deeply and pointed to his murderer, who made
no attempt to escape. A crowd assembled and
Harry Anson, a colored watchman, seized Daily,
who had stood looking on, apparently the mnost
unconcerned and sell-possessed man in the
crowd. Mr. Kennedy expired in about five
minutes. The excitement rose rapidly and the
crowd grew boisterous, threatening to hang the
murderer, Daily paid but little attention to
them and refusec{ to say why ke committed the
crime. Once when provoked he turned serenely
to the crowd nnd said: *“Yes, 1 killed him,
d——n him.” It was with difliculty that the
crowd was restrained until Daily was conveyed
to the station.

A BLOODY TWELFTL.

WEARERY OF THE OHANGE LILY ATTACKED IN
NEW JEHSEY AND LIVERI'QOL.

Partkrson, N. J., July 13.—There was risting
here yesterdsy and last evening. The local
Orangemen paraded and pic-nicked here to-day
with the Newark and Jersey City lodges. In
the forenvan the pa-aders were nttacked wilh
stones on Mill street, but the pulice soon stopped
the trouble, and arrested James Neary, who
was armed with o pistol. This made the ribbon-
men sngry, and at nightt here was & crowd 1r
the streets veady for a fight. At the depot,
when the visitors departed, o small row oc-
curred, which resulted in two arrests, While
the local Orangemen were marching back from
the station to thew hall on Maiu atreet, a back-
man tried to drive through the ranks of the pro-
cession. This caused a lively riot, in which
many persons were bruieed, but none, it is
thought, dangerously. A strong force of police
soon arrived on the scene, and used their cluby
freely, dispersing the mob snd making twelve
arrests, The Orangemen dispersed in groupe.
There was great excitemeat on the streets up to
a late hour. .
Liverroor, July 13.—The Orange ceremonies
here yesterday resulted in a riot. The paraders
were attacked by crowds of Catholics, who threw
atones and other missiles at them in the ranks.
The police forcibly removed the party emblems
carried by the Orangemen. About a dozen per-
sons were severely injured. Many were treated
at the hospitals for cuts and bruises,

IMMIGRANT ICELANDERS.

A TALE OF CGREAT DES1ITUTION IN ICELAND
AFTER A SEVERE WINTRR—HUMAN
UEINGS AND CATTLE BURIED
IN THE SNOW.

Quenre, Joly 13.—Mr. Baldwins-n, interpre-
ter for the Tcelanders who arrived her per SS.
Norwegiap, and left yosterday for their colony
in the Northwest, say they left Iceland for
Canada, stopping at Glasgow, Scotland, where
the passengers changed their money on
the 19th day of June and arrived
in this port yesterday eveoing at 7 o'clock,
making the passage from lceland to (Juebee in
the short time of 23 daye, The trip was very
leasunt, avery person enjoying the best of
realth,  (ireat distress prevails in Iceland owing
to the failure of the grass crops, ns only grass
can grow in that country ; potatoes will not grow
in Iceland. T was only able to bring the present
immigrants out to Canada with me,
they beine the only lot able to raise the money
to ?ay their passage, which is 835. The distress
in Tceland for the past four years lins been ter-
rible, and for the most part unknown to the
world. Owing to the continued failuro of the
grasa crop, live stock has been diminishiog for
want of tood, and to cap the climax of their
distress a severe snewstorm set in all over that
country on the 19th of May last and con-
unuad until the 24th of the same month.
The stortn was so violent and the fall of saow
k0 great that the pines were actually buried, not
to epeak of the thousandr of shaep and cattle
that were also buried alive,  When I left the
north of Teeland, where I had beon detanined
for ten dayw in the ice before cowming to this

country, some of the inhabitants had hren
buried  alive under the enow.  Continning,
Mr. Baldwinson wenid:  **The Icelnoders

make the best of settlere. They nre an in.
dustrious, sober and thrifty class. The poor
race are in great distress at  present ny their
only means of a tivelihood is the raising of live
stock, their market being Gireat Britwm  The
unfortuoate people  have /% pre-ent very
little  to dispose of; however, they are a very
kindly dispossd peop’enod take miitters as they
come without a murmur. When they set-
tle in uw new countrty they are very
charitable to their own countrymen and
ever remdy to extend them a helping hand.
When thin lot reacliea Manitaba the Leclanders
who are there already settled will sharae their
house room with the new arrivals and even ex-
tend them monetary assistance, Iceland is a
littie larger than [reland and bas o population
of 70,000 souls, The people profess the Lutheran
religion and are a very devout and honoat race.,”
Mr. Baldwinson said ihat thousands of the Tca-
landers wonld willingly emigrate to thix country
if they oniy had tho means of doing »o. He
expects another batch, numbering soven hun.

It hasa refereace to a
‘mission’ which the Sovereign Pootiff, in-
fluecced not only by wise reasons but by that
special feeling of affection towards Ireland and
lier people, of which heshss, durirg his Pontifi-
cale, given fo many snd such striking proofs,
rec ntly decided upen sending to this country.
The nature of that mission is 1nost skilfully mis-
represented by this absolutely unfovnded state-
ment that the mission bas been ‘abandoned’or

quenca of a ‘remogstrance’ from me. I have
made no remonstrance. Knowing what I
have the opportunity of knowing as to the na-
ture of the projected mission and of the object
which it is intended t) accomplish—an object
which, if it be duly carried to completion, it
can hardly fail to effect—no thought conld well
be further f1om my mind than that of offering
any remonstrance on the subject. Ina word,
there is not the slightest slement of truth in the
statement from the beginning to the end. 1
have now contradicted it as explicitly and as
fully as it can be contradicted by any words at
my command, and having done t0, I now take
final leave of the unfortunately unprofitable task
of endeavoring to check by contradictions the
systematis publication in the anti-Catholic prees
of these countries of false statements as to reln-
tions between the Holy Sve and Ireland.”

ter. Mr. McCOall, the superintendent, whe
heppened to be thers onhis way to Cun-
berland house, remonstrated with the red.
skips, pointing out the scricussess of the
proposed offence. _ He to'd them that‘Yel.
low Quilt's” band bai cemmitted a simi-
lar ‘offence s few years ago, and in pun-
ishment the head men had their coats taken
away. DNoattention was paid to Mr. McCall's
warning, and the chief and counselors took off
their coats and flung them defiantly at the
superintendent. By these astioas the
leaders renounced their office as  coun-
pelors and eet ths law at defiance,
The Indians crowded about Mr. McCall
in a threatening manner, and would proo-
atly have assanited him had n t DMr. Joseph
Sutherland, of :he Provincial Police, who was
present, intertered and prevented them. Mean-
time an Indian had been arres ed for druoken-
ness and locked up in the echool house. A band
of rough feliows collected. and after smashing
the windows and breaking the doors of the school
house they liberated their companion. Stveral
Conncil meetings were held by the leaders, and
it was resolved to eeize the pork and flour. The
band was called togeiher ard endo:sed this
decision, after which the band woat to the
storebouse and took posession of the fl.ur and

‘pork, which they distributed pro ra‘'a amoigst

themselves. There were 100 oage of flonr
and half & toa of pork, The chief snd
counsellor+ then ut on  their cats
again.

A NORTH AMERICAN VOLCANO.
THE MISERABLY POOR CONDITION OF THE
PEOFLE.

New York, July 13.—The Herald's corres-
pondeat at El Paio telsgraphs that he hes just
returned from the scene of the only active vol-
cano in North America, The trip was one o
extraordinary hardship accomplished in the face

| of obatacles of which the entire absence of any

road, a desert of over 100 miles across and the
blazing suun of a traopical zone were conspicuous
femtures, The volcano is twelve miles from
Bavispe in the State of Zonora in
the extreme north-weat corner of the Mexicsn
Republic, A rough estimate will place the dis.
tance from El Paso at 400 miles, The rugged
and desolate nature of the country, the un-
frequency of its springs and the almost deadly
heat that exists there nine months out of
twelve, has effectunlly kept out the American
prospector, although the mountaine are full of
gold, and even the hardy Mexican has
largely left it to ils primal solitnde.
Here and there are scattering villsges of which
Bavisps is a type. The town lics southwest of
Casas Grandes and is a heterogrnous collection
of adobe shanties and *jackais” half under
and half above the ground and rooled with

brush. It contains about 2500 peoF.le.
They are so miserably poor sand live
in & condition of such indescribable
squalor  and perpetual  musery  that

their lot compares unfavorably with the wan-
dering coyote, their nearest neighbor. After a
journey ol eight days the explorers reached the
vicinity of Bavispe, but a little prior to this
they had the first intimation of cosmic disturb-
ance in the shape of a fiuttering tremor of the
earth. These shocks, which were slight and
undulatiog, intreased in frequency as they
drew near the town, until scarcely an hour
elapsed without a repetition of thew.

A SERIOUS CONFLAGRATION,

THE ST. HYAOCINTHE WOOLLEN COMPANY DIE-
STROYED—HELP ESKED FROM MONT-
REAL—THE LOSSES,

The Town of St, Hyacinthe was last Sunday
abuug 7 o'cluck the scene of one of the lsrgest
conflagrations that bas visited thatsection of the
country fur many years past. 1t appears the
fire started in & small frame building
adjoinine the laree buildmgs occupied by
the St. Hyacinthe Woollan Company.  Owing
to the prevalence of the terribly hot
weather of the past few we:ks the buildings
were a4 dry as tinder, and some delay occurring
in sounding the alarm, the greater porticn of
the woollen mills were in flames befure the
St. Hyscinthe fire brigade reached the
ecene. Tne men of the brigade, which is o
remarkably fine one for a small city, at opce
set to work to do_batile with the fire flewd,
but a high wiad prevailed at the time
and it was immediately seen that & most serjivus
conflagration threatened, Ry this time thou-
sands of *he citizens had flocked to_the scene
snd the greatest excitemeat prevailed. The
wind carried the buroing brands from the roof
of the woolien mil s in all directions and reveral
other builldings, ths property of the St Hya-
cinthe Woollen Company, were soon blazing
fiercaly. The Brigade and the citizens breame
go alarmed nt the progress of the fire thata panic
seemed inevitable, The mayor of thelocality
then telegraphed to Montreal for assistance,
but a counter despatch prevented the Montreal
brigade from gzoing further than Point St
Charles. Among the buildings destroyel are
the Wonllen Mills, Knittiog IFactory, tre flec-
tric Light stativn, and all the atiached ont-
buildings.

The total loss, according to a telephsne mes-
sage received this morning from St. Hyacinthe,
will pot exceed $50,000, which 18 fully covered
by iusurance. The electric light station being
burned, men were set to work this m.rning to
replace the d-stroyed wires, ro that the town
may be lighted this evenivg as usual. The cause
of the fire iz unkaown.

LEITER FROM

The Royal Krish Coustabulary and the Juble
“1ec Cocrclon Act In Ircland—Many of
Them to Leave the Force and
to Come to Americ

The following letter, which has been ad.
dressed by Michal Davitt to a number of repre-
sentativa mea wm the United States ond
Cannda, has been received by Mr. H. J,
Cloran:—

BALLYBRAOK, IRELAND,
une, 1887,
H, J. Cloran, Esq., Montreal, Can. :

4 Sip,—From_facts which are brought to my
votice_almost every day, I anticipate the re-
signation of a large nwinber of the Royal Irish
Constabulary when the commg Coercion Act
is put into uperatiun agninat the liberties of our
people, I learn also from members of the force,
that the work of carrying out evictions, such:as
had to be performed in Bodyke and
elsewhere recently, is looked upon with
detestation by the vast majoraty of
the constabulary, who are_ largely of
the farming class themselves. I am likewise
awsre, from communications sent to me by 1ndi-
vidual inembers, and by the relatives of others,
that the Executive of the National League has
refused {for motives which it is not neceasary to
discuss) to give any encouragement to this
voluntary movement among the constabulary.
Uunder thess circumstances, I am induced to
communpicate with representative men like
yourself, in_the States and Canada, with the
view of enlisting your interest in the bebalf of
auch right minded constables as may select to
leave the force and the country rather than per-
form work agoinst which their iostincts as
Trishmen, and their consciences as Christiane,
apparently revolt.

* They are, of course, an unpopular body in
Ireland, and must consequently be looked upon
with greater disfavor on this aceount in America.
One of the moat influential of Irish-American
journals has recently pronounced against the at-
teption given to and the employment provided
for the half dozen or more conatables who
resigned the force in the vicinity of Costie-
island, Kerry. All this is enssily understood,
It arises from the janissary character which
Engiand has given to its military police,
nncf from the mnature of the work—poli-
tical secret-hunting and eviction duty—which
constitutes their chief employment. I hLave
quite recently had occasion myself to denounce,
in the strongest langusge, the outrageous cun-
duct of some of those who were sngaged in the
work of exterminntion at Bodyke. Bat, not-
withstanding all this, there is something to be
said in explanation, if not in Iitigation, of the
action of Irishmen in joining a force which they
know is intended by our foreign rulers to be the
chief [actor in the work of dragooning us into
subjection to unjust government ; and now is
the time to say it when numbers of them are
contemplating a step which may seal with the
evidence of sacrifice the sincerity of their me-
tuves in abandoning o work so detestalile.

“Xor the class of men who have joived the
1. L. C. there was no congenial occupntivn in
this unfortunate country. To leave Ireland
rather than enter the service of her vnemies
would, of course, be a patriotic act, But in no
country in the world can a peuple be found who
ara in all things superior to human weaknesses,
To earn n livelihood easily und live in one’s own
country is a desire which hasa governing influ-
ence over most men's actions ; and this must, in
justice and in comunoun sense, be taken into nc-
count when speaking of the Irish constabulary
force. Hnd Ireland anything Lo otfer theso men
in equal satisfaction of such a rational desire,
they would, in my opinion, Le to-dayin line
with their fellow-countrymen instead of Leing
among the ranks of our enewies,

# The immediate object of this letter is this—
Numbers of these men have written to me indi-
rectly saying they feer, should they resign the
force and emigrate, that there will attach to
them the prejudice which membership of the
R.I.C. has earned from the mass of the Irish
people ot home and abroad, and thay this will
prevent them obtaining suitable employment in
America, Such s prejudice ought in my judg-
ment, to vanish under the circumstances which
I relate, and instead of its operating as an
obstacle in the way of their obtaining work, it
should make place for & kind:y feeling towards
such of them ns voluntarily and openly resi[in at
the present crisis.  Moreover, 1 would hope
toat & rendiness will Le manifested to assist
sueh men 10 obtamning situations in such cities
as they may desire to go to in the Stater or Oan-
ada.

*Thrreis, of course, the daoger that some of
tham may b sent out by Dublin Castle to ob-
tsin (under cover of the fecling which I am
anxious to excite in behall of the honest-minced
oner) entrance into and information connected
with such societiea as ave suppos:d to exist in
America, and to hava for their object the ia-
jury of England's governiog power. In my
opinton Eagland obtains more informatiin from
Pinkertun's American Detective Agency about
the plans and doings of Irish-American organiza-

_tions than through any sther channel. Butwhile
: it is probable that some few of the R I ¢ would

volunteer for service of this kind, I do not be-
lieve there is much likelihocd «f the object of
this letter being abused by those who are con-
templating an emphntic protest against the
twin_Tory criminn} policien of coercion and
eviction at o time when & crimeless country is
the strongest possible condemnation of the
one, and when an all but universal ehout of re-
probation it heard againsttheother. Anesager-
ness, or even a desire, to enter such organizations
would be suflicient to indicate the true motive

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
MR, DILLON ON THE LAND RILL.

Loxpoy, July 17.—3r, Dillon resumed the
debate on the Land bill in the House of Com-
mona te-night. He satd he rejected the measure
with contemnpt as utterly inadequate to meet the
needa of the Irish tenantry. Ho rebutted Mr.
Chamberlain's assertion that the past efforta of
English atatesmen to ameliorate the condition
of the people had invariably met with contume-
ly from the Parnellites, and declared that
whatever advantages English statesmen had:
ever offered had been eagerly seized. Yester
day evening'n debate, he said, disclosed the fact
that many of the Governinent's supporters were
destrous of securing important amendments to
the bill. Would the Chamberlain set, he asked,
compel the Governmest to introduce the
amendments suggosted. Attackiog the clauses
of the bill seriatim, Mr. Dillen declared that
the first, dealing with the case of leaseholdere,
was the only one that promised to ba beneficial
in its character and operation. The other
clauses would make eviction easy, destroy the
confidence of the tenantry in the land conrt and
place in the landlords’ handa the new and ver
ribly irresistable engine of eviction, Mr. T.
W. Russell, Conservative, of Tyrone, said it
was the desire of the tenant farmers of Ulster
to see o fair and determined effort made to set-
tle the questions raised by tke bill. This men-
sure wauld satisfy them. He objected to a
tenant being compelled to go into court againet
his will, ® bin3 was o delusion as regards
avictions, closing one door upon the power of
landlord to eviclonly to open another.

The division on the tecond reading of the
Land Bill will take place Thureday next. The
Governmeat bas secured a mechanical majority.
The Conservative whips promise important
amendmente. They say the bankruptcy clauses
will be absndoned in committee and that an
amendmens will be introduced, giving County
Court judges power to revise the judicial rents,
and they claim that these alterations will mod:.

The Govern-
ment proposed to abolish evictions by exscutin
them. under another name, with the object o
getting rid of the record of such transactions as
evictions, The attempt to bolster up the judi-
cial rents as the basis for purchase would defeat
its owa end, because the land would not be pur-
chased on the judicial basis, The present mea-
sure would simply be regarded as a movemrent
of stupidity and inaptitude. A speedy revision
of rents was absolutely necessary.

Mr. Gladstone thought the debate had been
conducted with great ability. Presuming that
the Gcvernment maintained an open nund with
regard t, the sugrestions made, he thought it
needless t0 press the amendment to a_ division,
but that the House ahould be left at liberty to
amend and improve the bill. The committee
understood substantially that if pressed to do so
the Government were willing to drop the bank-
ruptcy clauses. He reminded the House that
those clauses constituted what the Government
hag always put forward as a prominent part of
the bill and that no subatitute was proposed.
Assuming that Mr. Chamberlain intended to
press his amendments, Mr. Gladstone called
attention to and heiled his speech with great
entisfaction. There was no reason to compel
the Government to reject the suggestion with
~egard to the revision of judicial rents, and
thefe was no spparent ¢ispogition on thé part
of the Houi@ t¢ sustain the Government
in rejecting the proposals of the Cowper Com-
missfon. The Upposition had obtained a van-
tage ground which they could not have antici-
pated a week ago, and with the prospect of a
still further improvement in the views with
which the measure was regarded by the other
side of the House, he hoped the amendment
would not be pressed.

Mr. W. H. Smith said the Government had
intimated their readiness to consider and give
effect to the suggestions that had been made,
but they considered the bankruptcy clauses
ndvantageous to the tenants, and if the House
insisted upon eliminating tho-e clauses, on the
House would rest the responsibility.

The amendment waa then negatived and the
bill read a second time without division,

It was decided to consider the bill in commit-
tee on Thureday next.

THE CRIMES BILL.

- SECOND READING WITHOUT DIVISION 1IN
HOUSE OF LORDS,
Loxpoy, July 14.—In the House of Lords
this afternoon Brron Ashbourne, lord chancellor
>f Jreland, moved the second reading of the
Crixces Bill. Inmaking the motion he described
the bill as a messure that was intended to
counteract the crimink) demoralizing system of
intimidation now reiguiog in lreland, a system
that coerced loyal peo&le and interfered with
every relation of life. either sex nor age was
spared from this odious, ferocious, cowardly
tyranny. It wasslanderupon the trades unions
to compare them with tha National
League, and it was abeolutely startling
to hear Mr. Giadstone cloak the abom-
inoble system of boycotting under the
enphemism of * exclusive dealing.” The bill
was called a coercion bill, but what liberty ex-
isted in & country where & msan was not allowed
to take graziog, build a house, or supply goods
to his neighbor without expesing himeself to out-
rage snd murder ; where people could not buy,
aeﬁ, employ or be employed without being sub-
jected to tue direst tyranny. In submitiing a
mensure tant was necessary for the protection of
honest subjects, the ministers had a right to rely
upon the loysal co-operation of the Opposition
instead of resolute obstruction. A wesk bill
would be worthless, and this measure, whils
strong enough to'be a terror to evil doers, could
not jeopardize the liberty of a single innocent
mapn. (Cheers.) .
EABL GRANVILLE SAID
he would'not deny that the Government, find-
ing itself unable to' maintain law and order by
the existing machinery, had the right toapply
to Parliament for further powers, but when re-
strictions were proposed suspending coumimon
personal rights, ‘the clearest proof was required
<%0 justify an exceptionsl law. The state of Ire-
land was na penceable now as it was in 1885,
. when the ordinary law was found to be suffi-
cient. Everybudy now knew that the real aim
of the bill was to suppress combinations that in-
terfered with the policy of the Government and
to brand them as illegal. Tt was the undoubted
right of every man to deal with his neighborsor
not as he saw fit. The measure was of a deplor-
ably dangerous character and would certainly
lend to-grave evilsin Ireland. The Uppusition
having done ite uimost to resist the passage of
the bill must leave upon the Government the
responsibility for the results, The Duke of
Argyll, Lord Carnarvon and others spoke and
the bill was then read a second time. The

Montreal has been Ires from fires of a very
serious charactsr for some time past, but Fri-
day lnst the ringiong of the fire %ells several
times announced that what promised to be &
dreadful and most destructive conflagration had
commenced. The fire is one which resulted
fatally for one poor individual, as far as can be
ascertained, and probably suveral others have
met with a horrible death in:the ruina. The
hour was teh minutes past six this morning,
when Constable Kennedy of No. 7 station was
patrolling Wellington street and all'was peace-
tul ond tranquil. He reached the corner of
Kiog street, when looking down towards Wil-
linm street he was horrified to see smoke iesuing
from the windows of the new wing of she St.
Lawrence Sugar Refinery. The gush of smoke
was followed quickly by a flame of fire, snd for
the few subsequent seconds that the officer in-
vestigated, smoke and red flames of fire issued
from the window alternately in rapid sucees-
sion Aloud cry of “ Fira! fire I” arcse on
the still morning air, and for the next five
minutes half clad workingmen came surging
out on the street through the principal entrance
to the new wing, Mesnwhile Officer Kennedy
had ne  hastily to box 42 and pulled
the alarm; but, from what can be ascer-
tained, the box was out of order, and
the alstm would not ricg. Some perzon
had previously hastened to No. 3 firs station on
Wellington street, and called out the firemen,
who, before starting, rung an alarm from box
37 in the station. This called out the central
division of the brigade and salva,
on their arrival, ﬁndin% that the whole factory
was on fire, o general alarm was sent in, But
horrors | what has transpired befors the arrival
of the firemen. The St. Lawrence Sugar
Refinery, it is known, extends from King to
(ﬂ’een atreets, and from near Woellington to
about 200 feet back towards William, This
is the refiming department proper, the building
comprising one refinery, two cbhar kilns, two
boiling houses, two filter rooms, carpenter shap,
engine house, and nemerous other shops. The
buildinga were seven storeys high, and the new
structure on King etreet was supposed to be fire
proof. The boiling rooms were near Queen
street and in them were employed about thirty
men. Three of these men noticed the fire com-
ing towards them from the boiler room and they
notified the remainder, and then all hands iade
an attempt {o escape. Six of the men, namely,
Jos. Brisson, Uyril Briere, Alphonse Bertrand,
Jos. Hamelin, Jos. McCafierty and John Hen-
derson, were headed off by the dense smoke,
which very rapidly filled the whole building, and
their only means of escape was by the enclused
bridge leading from tha factory across Queen
street to the oifices on the opposite side. They
crawled through the smoke carefully and every
now aad sgain a push of fire would overtake
them, and before they got eafely in the offces
the bridge had taken tire, eanwhile three
other men crept out on the window
sill on the sixth storey of the buildin
and nttemgbed to §et un the fire escape whic
ran down the walllclose by, Two had sweceeded,
and the Inst man to leave the window,
throuch which the flames and smoke were
issuing, was Louis Moore, n bailer, aged 38
ﬂgm. Hbe had just commenced to descend after

and burned bim terribly. A large crowd had
cullected on the street and all eyes were directed
on the unfortunate man, who tried to escape
the flames, but suddenly another tongue of fire
caught him and a heartrending shriek escaped
the poor individual. His two hands relaxed
their unsteady hold and were thrown above his
head, while the semi-unconscious man toppled
backwards and struck the ground with & doll
thud, and when surrounded by some of those
close by life was found to be extinet. The body
was carefully carried acrosa the street snd laid
at the cormer of Ottawn and Queen strects,

where many viewed it and turned away sickene

at the sight. The remains wers there over an
hour bafore the ambulaece arrived and took them
to his late residence on Notre Dame st., corner
of Brooks. Here another hesrtrending scene

awaiting his return from work, becamedistracted
when she witnessed her husband’s remains and
henrd the story of his death. She bors up well
under the circumstances, which were most terri-
ble in the extreme. The unfortunate victim
Moore met bis death before the firemen nrrived,
and before any stream was laid on the building
the whole place was one roaring mass of flames.
\While streams were being played in through
the windows a loud crash was heard 1n the
interior of the refinery, and following this wasa
dense column of smoke and flame which rose
high heavenward. The different sections of the
b(i?de had streams on, some playing from Ives’
building, others from the adjoming house on
Queen street and stillothers on Quoen and King
street, while the engines were all put to work.
Tha Clapp and Jones and Shand and Mason, of
Point St. Charles, did very effective service, but
it was evident that any amount of water could
not prevent a total destruction of the premises.
Shortly b-fore seven o'clock the Lridga leading
ncross from the main building to the offices gave
away at the factory side, on account of being
burned, and fell on to thestreat, barely escaping
wounding several parties. The firemen were
working hard, and the flames were not so Herce,
but when the bridge fell the western factory
well on Queen street nlso came down with a
loud erash, and for & few moments nothing
could be seen on account of the density of the

smoke in -the air. The brave firemen
rurhed forward, hose in_hand, and put
themselves t2 work with more energy
now, a8 they had a large opening and

could play on the fire more successfully. Two
minutes later the southern wall fell in with a
terrible crosh, and ounce again the firemen were
obliged to beat a retreat, only to return to work
with more viger when the road was cleared
sufficiently for them to see what they were
duing. The strests by thia time were crowded,
aad the police had all they could do to keep the
crowd from surging in close to the remnﬁiing
three wolls which we:e in danger of falling.
The fire was got well under control
in one part, when with a tremendous
noise the large filters on the Xing street mde
crashed in and taking the floor and wall with
tliem, the whole debrie, filters and all, fell into
the atreet, raising a tbick dust, and many close
by had a narrow escape of being injured, By
this time the flnmes managed to extend to the
dwellin%housea on Queen street, and the ocen-
pants who were attempting to save their fur-
niture and clothing were driven from their
premises, and a minutse later the

He was certain that nobody was left
in that part of the building, which was the new
wing, but he could not say anything regarding
the safety of the men in the other part. M.
Beott, foreman, stated that the fire originated in
the boiler room, but the cause is unksown and
will always remain a mystery. He nati-
fied the men who made their escape
safely, he being smong them at the time.
He ran out and notified parties who sounded an
alarm from the fire station. Several other men,
who were working in the building, told the
same s8.0ry, and it is certain that no perevn has
lost his life in that partof the building. As
regards the factory on the Queen street side
there may be many who could not escape, and
who have met with a horrible death in the flames
and roios. Al the employés have not yet
turned up. although the foremen are workin
and making a vigorous senrch for them wit!
s view of ascertainiog if really there
are many who have fallen victime,
‘The womea were found going around the streets
with a sorrowful look on their face and tears in
their eyes and many of them fear the worat.
There are about eight new hands who cannot be
accounted fcr, but they may have escaped. Ouae
named Beaumont is believed by everybody to
be in the ruins, while it is raid that one Hender-
gon and a young Frenchman, another new em-
ployé, were hesded off by the tireand fell
victims to the flames,

WEHAT GUARDIAN GILBERT SAW,

Guardian Gilbert is certain that there are
gaveral parties in the ruine, as he tell the fol.
lowing story. He was proceeding alorg William
strees shortly after six o'clock wi-h hia little
daughter and had met Watchman Gillen, to
whom he was speaking. Hisattentu n was sud-
denly attracted by hearing box 37 struck on the
church bells, and & momeat later he &a v parties
running towards Queen street. Ha followed
after haviog sent his daughter home, and
on turning into Queen street he noticed smoke I
and Hames issuing from the windows of the
sugar refinery. At the same time three men
came to windows and looked out, apparently

There
being nooe, they seemed to fall back
among the flames and were not again
seen, There is every reason to Dbelieve

from this that they perished in 1he flames,
This traeepired after Louis Moore [ i from tha
firs escape. No idea can be given by any per-
son how many men, who were employed during
the night, were seen this morping, and it will be
some time before it 1s found whether any par-
ties ara really missiog. Wurkmen are willing
to go to wor fimmediately after the bricks Lave
snfhiciently cooled and searchfor tha bodies, if
there are anoy. This task will not be
an ensy obe, sand some diye nay
transpire before the debris is cleared away
sufficiently to satiafy all partics, and either
find all the bodies or be convinced that there
arenone. The fire that came through the cross
bridge oa Queen street extended into the com-
pany’s office, and{although rapidly extinguished,
the premises, werp considerably dau.uged by
water and the furniture and fixtur.s Lroken.
The gas pipea in the main premises are broken
in several p aces and a continued blaze all along
the pipes was noticed. A large quantity of gas
is beiog wasted, and it seoms there is no way
of turning it off. All thatremains standinz of
the once majestic building is a portion of the
side wall, a small corner on Queen strertand a
chimagey of thirty feet in height. The firemen
did great work and saved the buildings of
Messta, H. & R, Ives and others in the vicinity
from tokiag fire.

THE PROBABLE LOBRES.

There was not a large stock in the bui'ding,
all the raw material being kept in other build-
ings acroes from the mamn works oa King street.
Contequently there was only the machivery and
building destroyed ; and, indeed, that was quite
sufficient, as the loss is very extensive, Mr,
Labatt, manager of the comugmy. stated that at
the present moment he could not say or give o
nesr eatimate of the loss, as the books were all
in the vault in the office, but he thought it
would be between $500,000 and $600,000. The
new building faciog on King street was just
completed about a year azo. The ¢ld char h-.use
was completely destroyed on Jsnuary 22ad,
1884, and the pew building was immediately
erected instead at n cost of about $120,000, The
company were 1nsured in sbout fifty insurance
companies, and will not lose heavily. A
mesting of the insurance agents interested was
called for ove ou'clock this afterncmn to
ive an account of the exact insurances, It
18 said that the daughter of Mr. Moore, the
dead mnu, went to see him this morniog at six
o’clock, and that she was in the building when
the firestarted. It is stated that she has not
been seen since and the worst is feared. The
firemen are still working at the building, five
streams being kept continually playing on the
ruins, The engine room adjoining the old
refinery was damaged considerably, Lut the
machivery is fit for use again. The carpenter
shop is completely gutted. Moore, Maguire
and Henderson were the three men who came
out on the fire eacape and Henderzon was
almost naked. Before Moore toppled over
Hendercon thought he had awple time to re-
enter the building and aecure his cloth:s. He
wns seen to get in by one of the windows, but
was never seen nfterwards. He has been an
employé for three weeks only. Irom what can
be nscertained at o late hour, there are abont
8iX men mussing, acd there i8 not the least
doubt as regards there being in the ruins.

This great conflagration bas caused no little
excitement among residents in the vicinity, as
most of the er ployés lived near the factory, and
now they are thrown out of work, as it will be
impossible to recommence for many months,

Someremark that over eighty men
never sacaped from the building, as the flames
did not take five minutes to spread all over the
worke, consequently in that time the above
number cf men ¢ uld not possibly dress and
crawl through the smoke and flames down the
staircase to the strest from the sixth and
soveath flats, Thereis not the least doubt but
eome one has perished besides the unfortunate
Moore, but this will only be ascertained when
the debrisis cleared away.

A NEW SWEDISH INDUSTRY.

A new industry has lately sprung up in
Sweden, and promises shortly to become a most
mmporcant one.

Thess are sub-
jected to a process of dry distillation, and be-
sides wood 01l many other products are obtained,
smongst them turpentiue, crecsots, acetic acid,
wood charcoal, tar oils, etc. This oil cannot be
used in _ordinary lamps, as, containing a large
proportion of carbon, it gives off o great denl of
sinoke during combustion. When mixed with
benzine, however, it may ba uied in ordinary
benzine lamps ; but when burnt alone a special
Iamp must be adopted. The trees that furnish
the greatest amount of oil sre the pine and the
fir. There are about forty wuatablishments
engaged in this manufacture in Sweden.—

CHURCHILI, AND CHAMBERLAIN

Sald 10 be Working a Neat Little Game to
Oust the Tory Minfstry—Fhe Land
Bill 2 Big $hum—The Liberals
Sanguine and Jubilant,

—_———

Loxpox, July 18.—**We will have the
Ministry out in ten days”is what Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill whispered to a parliamentary
friend on the terrace the other evening, and
when the ministers hea-d a rumor of thisthey
held a hurried consultation und decided to post-
pone the committee stage of the Land Bill for
a week. It will not du to pin over much faith
on this prediction. The frankly piratical inten-
trons of Churchill and Chamberlain are of them-
selves interesting, and the intrigue which these
twao have on fuot cannot but indirectly help
Home Rule forward ; but there is going to be no
immediate turning out of the Ministry, It will
be very iustructive, however, to watch this brace
of political gorsairs during the next few weeks.
Both aspire to force themeelves into the min-
istry. Churchill is in the position of a man who
thought there was fire on the ground floor and
80 threw himsalf cut of an upper story window,
and now wants to come back, but the inmbabi-
tants object to having a crazy man among them.
Chnmberlain recognizes at lnst that his goose is
definitely covked, as far as the Liberal party is
concerned, and though he isas thick skinned as
Behemoth of Holy Writ, he still feels the pre-
sent situation to be insufferable.. It is natural
that these tricksters twain should combine to
batter themselves. Their effort to enlist popu-
la= support for & socalled National party,
of which they eball be the leaders, wrs a
cruelly flat failure. Nobody would take
any of the stock which they eimultaneously
offered in their public speeches, and the idea
had to be abaodoned. It is equally hopeless to
accomplish apything in the house, for the two
discredited adventurers could not together lead
a duzen men into the lobby azainst the Minis-
try. There is nothing left but deliberate black-
mail of the Governinent on a threat of atherwise
kicking up a revolt which will affect the elec-
torate and ruin the Tory-Unionist chances at
the polls. This is what these traitora are doing.
Their joint attack on the Land Bill; their
menace that it will be torn to pieces in commit-
tee ; their sneering affectation of =olicitude lest
the Ministry should not survive the ordeal, are
all parts of a sinister scheme to hurt the Gov-
ernment at Tuesday’s bye elections in Brixton
and Hornsey. They hope to see the Liberals win
these seats, or at least badly cut down the hure
Tory majoritios of Inst year.

The
man must have in his veins the blood of John
Churchill, Duke of Marlborough, that foremost
political adventurer of all the ages, to concerve
of sach a comprehensive, double-action scheme
of blackmail and betrayal. Will it work?
Nobody would be surprised if in some sort it
does, The prica that these traders demand for
not destioying “ the Ubpjonist party is a
wholesale reorganization of the Ministry
under the Premiership of Lord Hart-
ington, They select him in the first place
because it is necessary to have the weight of his
name and popularity for their scheme; in the
second, bacause ha soon must go to the House of
Lords, when the question of his successor will be
settled in favor of whichever of the twocon-
spirators can draw the koife first on his com-
panion., Lord Salisbury is to lapse into the
Foreign Office, Mr. Matthews, Mr. Smith and
Lord Jobin Manners are to be put out and their
slaces filled by Siv Henry James and two other
Unionists, Sofarsygood. Butthere sre grave
doubts if Lord Hartington and Sir Henry James
will cooeent to bLs thus used as pawns in
vhe dishonest intrigue, and there is a
moral certainty that the voters of the
country woul seize their enrlieat op-
portunity to smash such a shameful coalition,
if they did.

FARM AND GARDEN.

About July 20 to 25 is the proper time for
sowing onion seed to be kept over winter in the
field,  The best seed nnion for this purposs is
the white Portugal emion, and it should be
sown quite thickly, at least ten pounds per acre.
Choose for this crop a gently sloping piece of
land which will insure perfect surface drainage
in winter. ‘These onions will need a little
coarse litter for covering in winter, and if they
are not killed by the severity of the wenther
will be fit for bunching in May, bsfore the
set]omons are ready, and usually sell very
we 1,

Oste, wheat, barley, rve and buckwheat, are
all good food when given a little at s time. Be-
wore of overfeeding dry whea*, Three years
ago the writer lost meveral fine pullets befcre
the cause was discovered, They wers crop-
bound, as they had been piven all the wheat
they could eat at once. Thuy were confined,
bad but little exercise and drank water freely,
s0 the wheatswelled befors it could pass the
crop and choked them to death, Soak whest or
oats in water over night, or allow oaly a emall
spoonful to each hen ata feed. Ouoe quart of
corn or ather grain is & good daily allowance for
e:iht birds, given intwo meals. Add grass,
cabbags or other gyeen things andscraps from
the table. Golden millet is one of the best of
feeds for chicks,—American Agriculturist.

It is said that thereis no kind of feed that will
keep horses in health, give them a sleek appear-
ance and make them lively and spirited like the
seed of the sunflower, feeding half & pint night
and t_ngmm%; It is particularly recommended
for givi+g & horse power of endurance, being fed
half a pint night and morning with other feed.
The stalks and hend, after the seed is worked
out, als» make good material for fires, and are
agpecially convenient in summer, when a_quick
fire 18 desired and an enduring heat is not
wanted.
